This latter portion,
which has cost them so much, is now used by
the nation, aud for that use the nation is
paying nothing. Ii this right? Is it not
adding one more instance to the ingratitude
lu.iu so commonly shows to his benefactors?
We have before us a copy of Captain Eads's
application for what cannot be withheld by
congress without injustice. It is exceedingly
modest in its tone, and asks for nothing with-
out showing just reasons for it. The docu-
ment says that the personal means of the as-

sociates are exhausted, and money is wanted
to continue operations. The total cost will
not go beyond the eatimates, but the propor-
tion wanted up to this time is larger than
was provided for. For the whole work the
payment is to be five and a quarter millions;
eight parts out of ten of the work are com-

pleted and in active use by the public, yet so
far only one million has been paid. The law
requires a depth of twenty-fou- r feet by
September, 1379, and twenty-si- x

feet by September, 180. By al-

lowing a present payment, those
depths can be secured considerably before
the time required, which would be a public
advantage of course. If means are not sup-

plied, that advantage cannot be secured for
want of power to meet expenses, and the de-

lay would be a public loss, depriving com-

merce of inestimable advantages. Another
thing if, that the deferred payments bear an
interest of five per cent, which is saved to
the extent of the arrangement now asked for.
Captain Kadi also shows that when thirty
leet depth is gained, it will not be for the ad-

vantage of the work that that width should
be extended completely across the bottom,
but should leave a slope at the sides. On the
plan now proposed, the first payment three
quarters of a million will not be made until
the channel is wide enough for all practical
purposes. In conclusion, Captain Eads urges
that the work was undertaken at nearly
teven hundred thousand dollars less than the
otticial estimate ; the whole risk of
failure was assumed, and of dam-
age from storms and danger
from an insecure foundation the pass se-

lected by Captain Ead was not given, but a
more difficult one was assigned all the offi-

cial predictions of failure have been contra-
dicted by fact no increase in the price of the
work is asked, or release from any obliga-
tions.

TUB TAX OX STATE BANKS.
A movement has been made in various

parts of the country to repeal the ten per cent,
tax on State banks. A few weeks ago Hon.
R. B. Vance delivered a speech in congress,
advocating the passage of his bill introduced
in the house reducing or repealing the tax on
State banks. This speech has attracted much
attention. Mr. Vance has received letters
from all parts of the country commending
and indorsing his speech. Among these we
find one from S. R. Cock rill, of Arkansas, a
gentleman well and favorably known in Ten-
nessee :

Pink Bluff, Ark., May 13, 1878.
Hon. R. B. Vance:

Dear Sir I am a cotton-growe- r of Arkan-
sas,' and send this to return thanks for your
speech on the first instant, in congress, to re-
peal the ten per cent, tax on the issues of
State banks. This is the great relief measure
for the south and west, but more especially
for cotton-grower- s. So far as relief is con-
cerned it is worth all the bills before con-
gress. I thank you for the first speech made
in congress on the subject. It seems to me
that the motion of General Butler, in the
senate, to put it on the resumption bill, is a
good move, and may hasten action. As the
third section in your bill is new, I fear you
will not have time to discuss that this session.
There are several bills pending on the repeal
of the ten per cent. tax. General Butler's
amendment may be the best opportunity to
get it acted on. I feel great concern about
the repeal, as I have studied its advantages to
"cotton-growers- ," and have decided it is what
we must have before we can do much. The
dissenting opinion of Judges Nelson and Da-
vis may be used to some advantage, I hope.
It is subject to repeal, of course, but if it is
in violation of State rights, and an encroach-
ment which con only be justified as a war
measure, it is worth something to establish
that which you have done. The south ought
to be solid in its support, and the west nearly
so. I would like Senator Davis to restate his
views as expressed in his dissent on tLe
bench. It would have ite effect. I have
written to Senator Garland, of Arkansas, and
may write to Senator Harris, as I am a na-
tive of Tennessee and an old acquaintance. I
have been a "cotton-grower- " for forty years
in Alabama, Mississippi and Arkansas, have
studied the subject, and have decided posi-
tively that we must have banfca ot issue in the
cotton districts. I am positively opposed to
the partnership of the banks, as now organ-
ized, and the government. Th : government is
a guarantor of their paper. The government
has no authority to bank, and no authority to I

go into partnership with banks. The bank- - I

mg privilege was taken from States by bayo
nets and sold to tee banks reared on tne
ruins of State bonks. This was done to cre-
ate a home market for their bond. " This
State right " was taxed out of existence, not
for revenue, of course, but that the govern
ment might use it. It was translerred to the
national banks in violation of State charters.
We must have it repealed. I see no other
method of relief. We can't rely on the su-
preme court, though it was a war measure.

The plucky Vicksburg Herald again dis

cussed the eastern terminus of the transcon
tinental mil load, on Sunday, with its usual
vigor. Naturally Memphis and Vicksburg
view the matter from different points, but
the discussion that baa taken place shows
that they do so without acrimony, each,
while asserting its own claims, acknowledg-
ing the claims of .the other. In this condi-

tion of things, whatever decision may be ar
rived at, it cannot be said that be
tween the two cities has in any way been
an obstruction to legislation on the main
point, which is the construction of the road
itself, for no such ill feeling exists. We have
no doubt that the interests of both cities can
be reconciled amicably and advantageously
by making each of them a terminus, and we
are glad to see the Herald admitting that "if
terminal branches could be secured for N ew
Orleans, Vicksburg and Memphis, so much
the better." Let Louisiana, Mississippi and
Tennessee "fight it out on this line," and do
so earnestly and vigorously, then their united
efforts will not fail to be successful at Wash
ington. To do this, House '8 bill, as it now
stands at least, must be opposed, as it ex
cludes one of the three cities, Memphis,
from the privilege of possibly becoming a
terminus, by restricting the road to the
thirty-secon- d parallel. The Johnson
compromise reconciles all interests, and
under its provisions the three States immedi
ately concerned can vigorously and persist
ently pursue their object, the construction of
a railroad from the Mississippi river to San
Diego, on the Pacific.

Finish the Jettiea.
New York Tribune: Captain Eads is seek

ing some modifications of his jetty contract.
What he asks seems moderate and reasona
ble, and at any rate he has earned, by a large
public service and unexpected success, the
right to the most patient and generous con-
sideration for anv request he may make.
The captain was firmly convinced that he
could open the mouth of the Mississippi on a
plan far cheaper and simpler than any that
had been proposed. Ibe engineering au
thorities were against him, and the very sim
plicity of hia plan created in many minds a
presumption against it. In order to get a
hearing at all, ne was compelled to offer to
the government a bagain as one-side- d as a

jug-handl- e, lie took all the risk, got noth
ing in case ot failure, and in case ot success
got much less than the government engineers
had themselves estimated that the work
ought to cost. It now seems that like mott
sanguine and enthusiastic men ot science,
the captain was ready to strain his own re
sources beyond the limits of business
prudence. lie has succeeded in his
work, and the whole country has been for a
year enjoying the benefits of it. When he
began there was but eight feet depth of water
on the bar. He now has twenty-thre- e and a
half feet, and has thus already fairly opened
New Orleans to the commerce of the world.
For this achievement he has re
ceived from the treasury barely one million
dollars, or less than one-htt- h ot the total sum
agreed upon, and, having exhausted his re-

source, he can go no further. In other
words, he has done over tour-nun- s ot all the
work needed (and if he should not do a par-
ticle more, has already made a great success),
and has teceived but one-fift- h of the pay. He
now asks not any more money, but only that
the payments may hi made more rapidly on
the depths between twenty-fou- r and twenty-eig-ht

feet at the expense of the subsequent
payments to be made on the depths be-
tween twenty-eig- ht and thirty feet; and
Mr. Windom, who has been an able and
sagacious friend of the enterprise from the out
set, has wisely introduced a measure to this
end. It ought to be promptly passed. Cap
tain Eads took all the risks, and has demon
strated the great success of his 'plan. The
country will gain far more than he from its
prompt completion, and ought, therefore,
now that New Orleans and the whole Mis
sissippi valley are already enjoying the fruits
of his tnumpb, to help him to finish

Bald Mountain Literally Spilt
Twain A Remarkable Freak

Ashevili.e, N. C. May 20. Two years
ago the people in the section of the famous
bald mountain, in this state, were thrown
into creat consternation bv certain rumblings
and inexplicable noises heard in the bowels of
the immense mountain. Ibe mountain at
tracted the attention of scientists in all parts
of the country. The rumbling lasted for
about two weeks, and then ceased. Ibe
phenomena had the effect ot rendering real
estate in the neighborhood, that had been
valuable, almost worthless, and people has
tened to move trom the vicinity of the mys
terious mountain. Friday night the noises
commenced again; the mountain shook as l
in the throes of an earthquake, immense
trees and rocks being stricken from their
craggy base, and hurled down the mountain
side, and wild, horrible sounds, like intermit
tent thunder, were heard during the night
This morning those who venturned near
found the mountain literally split in twain
leaving a chasm of three hundred feet in
length, and from eight to ten feet in width
So far as has been ascertained the chasm is a
bottomless abyss. As yet no smoke or lava
has been thrown from the crater, bul early in
the morning there was a strong stench of
sulphur about the place.

The letter begins by saying that
the writer is a member ot rlymouth church,
on whose roll are Mrs. Tilton 's ard Mrs.
Morse's names. It then q.iofes Mis. Morse

saving that she would never darken Ply
mouth church's doors again, and refers to
Mrs.. Tilton's shocking charge against their
pastor. In conclusion, the writer asked that
the examining committee investigate the
matter, and report to the cnurch whether or
not the names of the two shall be longer kept
on the roll, i esterday the news had spread
among the members that the church rule had
been complied with, and the general im-
pression is that the names would be stricken
on with as little publicity as possioie. Airs
Tilton is known to have partaken of the com
munion with the members of the church
twice within the last twelve months. She
was present at the May communion of 1877,
although sitting in a remote corner among
strangers, where few who saw her recognized
her.
