A large delegation
of tobacco manufacturers of the western and
middle States, favoring the reduction of the
tax from twenty-fou- r to sixteen cents per
pound, met here to-da- y, and had an inter-
view upon the subject with various members
of congress.

PENSION EEGCLATIONS.
The bill passed by the senate to-da- y fixing

the day of commencement of certain pensions
and granting arrears in certain cases, pro-
vides that all pensioners on account of disa-
bility contracted, or on account of death from
causes originating subsequent to March 4,
136T, and pnor to June 1, lS6o, or any sub-
sequent time of the soldier's enlistment, was
specifically for services in the war of the re-
bellion, except such as under the provisions
of section 4709 of the revised states are enti-
tled to an earlier commencement" of their
pensions, shall be entitled to a pension from
the date of filing with the commissioner of
pensions their application therefor. It will
require four and a half million dollars to
meet the requirements of the bill, and an ap-
propriation must be hereafter made for that
purpose.

The troubles
on the Rio Grande, just reported, do not
cause as mucn apprehension as the western
Indian outbreaks.
