The
learned professor began by telling us that
chemistry was an experinantal science; it in-
vestizates the propercty of matter, aad the
laws which govern its particles in the forma-
tion of compounds. Matter exists in three
stales of aggregation—solid, liquid and gas-
eous—and all matier is capable of passing
from one of these states to that of the others.
Matter has two invariable properties—exten-
sion and impenetranility. At this point the
doctor gave us many amuoszing illostrations.
He then went rapudly over the theories of the
ultimate constitution of matter, and, after
some experimental illostyations, passed on to
the distinction between chemical and physi-
cal forees. The professor, in concluding his
lecture, gave us many demonstrations of the
modes of chemical action by direct union, by
separation of molecules, by substitution, ete.
The laws of combination are established by
studying the chemical reiations of atoms and
molecales, After the lectare Dr. Marshall
returned the thanks of the audience to Dr.
Lapton, and as on the day before they
bad hstened to Dr. Winchell lecture on
“*Man in the Light of Geology,” he hoped
they should one day have the pleasure of list-
ening to Dr. Lupton on *Giod in the Light of
Chemistry.” The memory of Mr. Vanderbilt
18 ever kept freeh by the annooval celebration
of Founder's day. His portrait, which bangs
in the chapel, was handsomely garlanded
with magnolins and evergreens, and other
floral decorations brightened up the chapel.

Ua Sunday the
scouters saw the Indiaps, numbering about
{wo hundred,and driving six hundred horses,
making all speed vp the valley toward the
upp=r waters of the Owyhee niver, in the vi-
cinity of Battle mountain. Colonel Barnard,
with sixty cavalry, is in pursuit. Iaforma-
tion is received that the Dannocks muardered
one white man and two Brule Indiins, near
Big Springs, on the Elko stage road. The
bodies of three white men were found a few
miles below (ilenn’s ferry, on Snake river,
two of whom, John Bascom and Robert Fer-
guson, were of Rock Creek station. Numer-
ouns large and small bands of Indians were
raiding the country in many sections. The
stages continue to run, strongly guarded, but
are delayed by the loss of stock. Parties
just arrived from the Owyhee country, about
tifty miles southwest of Doise UCily, report
t[nt.rd bands of Bainnocks camped in the
vicinity, who have been killing stock and
committing other depredations for sweml
weeks, and are growing daily more insolent
toward the whites, Families are gathering
at Boise City and other points for safety, and
the people are awaiting the arrival of the
regulars with the greatest anxiety.
