The report was ordered
to be printed, and the resolution placed on the
calendar.

Senator Windom. chairman of the com-
mittee on appropriations, submitted a con
current resolution to extend the session until
noon on Thursday next. Laid over till to-
morrow. In submitting the resolution Sena-
tor Windom expressed the opinion that the
session could not be closed on Monday.

After the passage ot a number ot bills on
the calendar, the consideration was resumed
of unfinished business, the bill to create a
sinking fund to pay the indebtedness due the
government by the Kansas Pacific railroad.

Senator M Donald, by request, introduced
a bill to provide an additional fund for the
repayment to the United States of moneys
advanced in aid of the Union Pacific railroad
company. The bill provides that all moneys
hereafter paid to the company tor additional
subscriptions to ita capital stock, made under
the provision of section 2 of an act of con-
gress, approved July 2, 1864, shall be turned
into the United States treasury, to be credited
on the account of government advances in
aid of the road a construction. Referred to
the committee on judiciary.

Ihe sundry civil appropriation bill, having
been received from the house, was read by
title and referred.

The house bill to authorize the Barataria
ship canal company to construct and operate
a ship canal from New Orleans to the Gulf
of Mexico through the lands and waters of
the United States, and to grant to said com
pany the right tor that purpose, faased.

Senator Voorhees called up the house bin
to provide for the terms of the district and
circuit courts of the United States at Fort
Wayne, Indiana. Passed.

The house bill providing for the terma of
the district and circuit courts of the United
State8 at Charlotte, North Carolina, also
passed.

Subsequently Senator Davis 1111. entered
a motion to reconsider the vote by which the
two last-name- d billa were passed.

Senator M Donald, from the committee on
public lands, reported with amendments the
senate bill to quiet the title of the settlers on
the Des Moines river lands and for other pur-
poses. Placed on the calendar.

Senator Anthony, irom u.e committee on
printing, reported back the resolution to print
the first annual report of the United States
commUsion relating to the Rocky mountain
locust and the best means to guard against
its invasion, with an amendment reducing
the number of copies to be printed from thirty
to fifteen thousand.

After seme discussion the amendment was
rejected, and the resolution passed providing
for thirty thousand copies.

Ihe committee on pensions reported with
amendments the house bill to increase the
pensions of certain pensioned soldiers and
sailors, who have lost both handa or both feet
or the siL'ht of both eyes in the service of the
country from fifty to seventy-fiv- e dollars per
month. Ihe amendments of the committee
on pensions provided that the bill should
apply to all who have become helpless on
account of such wounds received, and who
require the aid of another person, but that
it should not apply to those pensioners who
have no families depending upon them for
support, nor to those not deemed by the com
missioner ot pensions to be in necessitous cir
cumstances.

After some discussion all the amendments
of the committee were rejected, and the bill
passed as it came trom the house ot repre-
sentatives.

Senator Ingalla said he yesterday voted for
the bill to repeal the specie resumption act,
having forgotten that he promised the sena-
tor from Maryland Why te to pair with him
on this question. Hia vote was by inadvert-
ence, and be regretted exceedingly that he
did not remember hia promise.

A Democratic caucus waa held in the hall
of the house for the purpose of determining
what course should be pursued by the Demo-
cratic members of the conference committee
on the army appropriation bill. In addition
to about three-fourth- s of the members of the
house, there were also eight or ten Demo-
cratic senators present, including Messrs.
Bayard, Wallace, Withers, Randolph, Hill
and Hereford. Mr. Hewitt N. Y.J, who has
had charge of the bill in the house, made a
statement showing that there was no hope
of an agreement being reached by the con-
ference committee except upon the basis of
the house receding from most not all of
its disagreements to the main amendments
of the senate. He called attention to the
fact that the house provision for a reduction
of the force of the army to twenty thousand
men was adopted by an extremely small ma-
jority, and that the senate majority against
this proposition was vtry large. Mr. Hewitt
also alluded to the absolute unanimity of the
senate in voting to refer all questions of army
reorganization to a commission for report at
the next session of congress, and similar
action waa taken, with the concurrence of
nearly all the Democratic senators, in regard
to the proposed transfer of the management of
Indian affairs to the war department. In con-
clusion, he explained the nature of the senate
amendments to the posse comitatus clause,
and invited an expression of views on the
part of the caucus which might be accepted
as instructions for the guidance of the Dem-
ocratic conferees on all the points mentioned.
An informal debate ensued, in the course of
which Representatives Hartridge, Springer
and Blackburn took ground against any
yielding of the house positions on
all these subjects. Mr. Eden
favored making a stand only on the
Indian transfer section. Mr. Potter opposed
any concession of the penalty provisions
stricken out by the senate from the posse
comitatus clause, and Senators Withers, Bay-
ard, Hill and Hereford argued that the house
ought to yield all the points in controversy.
The attendance diminished gradually during
the progress of this discussion, and finally the
caucus broke up for want of a quorum, and
without voting any instructions. Aside
from the tenor of some of the speeches
made in the caucus, it became evident, in
a private interchange of views among the
members, that there are a sufficient number
of Democratic representatives ready to unite
with the Republicans to insure the adoption
of the conference report, which will yield
the house positions, and the conference com-
mittee will frame their report accordingly.
It will be presented and doubtless adopted by
both houses

Later. The conference committee have
completed and signed a report in accordance
with the above foreshadowing.

Tbr Celebrated Cincinnati "Porcupine"
Halt.

Cincinnati, June 14. The celebrated
"porcupine" libel suit of Thomas C. Camp-
bell against M. Halstead and E. Henderson,
city editor of the Commercial, waa ended to-

day. The case against Mr. Henderson was
dismissed several days ago for want of proof
of the authorship of the alleged libelous a --

tide, but the criminal prosecution waa con-
tinued against Mr. Halstead. The jury, this
evening, after half an hour's deliberation,
returned a verdict of acquittal.

CABLE GOSSIP.

Current Rumors, Predictions and Specn
latlons Concerning the Peace Con--;
gress The Agreement between

Russia und England.

France Getting Anxious about the Con
gress Concerning the Claims of

Greece b'enuanj will Op-

pose Greek Represen-
tationEtc, Etc.

Los don, June 14. The full text of the
agreement between Great Britain and Rus
sia, signed on the thirtieth ot May, ia pub
lished, and conhrm8 the correctness ot the
synopsis given in the dispatches of that date.
The agreement reserves to Russia and Eng-
land tho right to raise aud discuss in the con-cre- ss

all Questions not included in ita stipu
lations. But, if after the discussion Russia
persists in maintaining the treaty aa modified
by agreement, England will not dispute
her right to do so. The minor points in the
agreement are the ratification of the western
boundaries of Bulgaria on a basis of nation-
alities, superior officers of the militia in south-
ern Bulgaria to be nominated by the Porte,
with the approval ?f Europe, and Turkish
promises of reform in Armenia not to be ex
clusively to Russia, but to England also.

Ihe Standard and Times consider that the
fact that Sir Stafford Nortbcote did not re-
pudiate the report of an agreement between
Great Britain and Russia, as published in
the Globe, when he waa questioned in the
house of commons last night, shows that the
report is authentic.

Dispatches from Berlin say that Lord Bea- -
consfield, in his speech in the congress on
Thursday, called attention to the perils at-
taching to the military situation at Constan-
tinople. Lord Beaconsfield demanded an
immediate change that would remove from
dangerous proximity the Russian and Tur-
kish armies in Roumania, and expressed
the hope that the Russian delegation would
be able, at the next sitting, to announce that
the troops had been withdrawn.

Ihe Political Correspondence Of Vienna re
ports that the confidential pourparlers pro
ceeding in Berlin relate to the question of
the Greek insurrections on Turkish soil, and
the withdrawal of the question will be moot-
ed in the congress on Monday. If, in the
meantime, an understanding ia reached,
the close intercourse between Andrassy,
Beaconsfield and Schouvaloff has undoubt
edly led to mutual rapprochement, especially
as regarda Andrassy and Schouvaloff. Prince
Gortschakoff has not, since his arrival, held
or been present at any interview, in conse-
quence of the state of his health.

t ranee appears desirous ot taking a more
active part in the congress than hitherto on
the side of England, especially in regard to
the preservation of the remainder of European
Turkey and the claims of Greece.

It is said that Germany, supported by the
other powers, will suggest the amelioration
of the condition of the Roumanian Jews.

A telegram from Berlin denies
that England or any other great power de-
mands the union of Crete with Greece.

A Berlin correspondent predicts that the
proposition to admit Greece to the congress
win ue rejeciea. u is Known ir.ac Russia
will oppose it. Germany will support Rus
sia. Austria, k ranee and Italy are jealous ot
the Greek mercantile marine.

A correspondent thinks that Roumania.
Serviaand Montenegro have even less chance
of admission. In any case, the utmost that
the small states can hope tor is to be heard.
They will not be permitted to take part in
the debates or votes. It ia understood that
Bismarck wishes to exclude any questions
not properly included in the task ot the con-
gress. The sessions of the congress will as-
suredly last several weeks.

A Paris special states that several cases of
cholera have been reported at Marseilles.

A special from Berlin states that it is said
Lord Beaconsfield will depart for Berlin next
week, while Count Andrassy has arranged to
stay a month. This causes the belief, which
is encouraged by the Russian and English
plenipotentiaries, that the critical point be-

tween them wil be much more easily settled
than that between Russia and Austria.

To all Sections and Members of the Socialistic-Lab- or

party:
The National executive committee has been

informed that a few of our party members
have associated themselves into military or-

ganizations in several localities, instigated
thereto by a mistaken apprehension that such
a course ia necessary to the protection of
their rights as Socialists. The party
authorities would not deem it any part
of their duty to interfere with such
action, were it not attempted by these mili-
tary organizations to secure recognition at
the hands of the Socialistic-Labo- r party, and
that it is possible, in some instance?, such
organ.zations may have had the countenance
or encouragement of local sections, inasmuch
as no warrant for such organizations can
be found in the platform or constitution ot
the party, the proceedings of either of the
party congresses, or in the acts of the execu-
tive committee or the board of supervision.
The said organizations are regarded by the
executive committee as occupying
a position of hostility to the principles and
policy of the Socialistic-Labo- r party, whether
so intended or not. We therefore request
party members to withdraw from said mili-
tary connections, and particularly urge all
sections to avoid any official connection with
such bodies, and to require that no arms be
carried in their processions. If parties thus
banded, with arms, insist upon joining our
processions against the wishes of the section o,
such, sections are advised to compel compli-
ance with their orders.

The Senate Committee's Reasons forOpposing the Sixteenth Amendment.
The majority report of the senate com-

mittee on privileges and elections upon Sena-
tor Sargent's joint resolution proposing the
sixteenth amendment to the constitution pro-
hibiting Statea from disfranchising women
takes the ground substantially that this
amendment, if adopted, will make several
million female voters totally inexperienced in
political affairs, quite generally depend-
ent upon the other sex, all incapable of per-
forming military duty and without power to
enforce lawa which their numerical strength
may enable them to make, and comparatively
few of whom wish to assume the irksome
and responsible political duties which the
measure thrusts upon them and which many
men seek to evade. Such a change should
only be made slowly and in response to a
general public demand. Thirty thousand
names asking for this legislation were ob-
tained through the efforts of woman-suffrag- e

societies, thoroughly organized, with
active and zealous managers. Without
woman suffrage, legislation for woman is

const intly improving and disabilities
imposed upon her under the common law are
being swept away by the spirit of the age
The States are gradually granting suffrage
to women, with good results. The committee
regard it as unwise and inexpedient to en
able two-thir- of the Statea, through an
amendment of the constitution, to force
woman suffrage upon the other third, in
which public opinion of both sexes may be
strongly averse to such a change.

FATAL. ACCIDENT

At the Broonlyu Bridge Two Mei
Killed and Two Dangerously In-

jured by the Parting of
n Cable.

New York, June 14: While the woikmen
on the Brooklyn bridge were lowering into
ita place one of the large cables, the tackling
at the anchorage on the New York side part
ed, and Thomas tSlake and Henry Supple
were killed, and Peter Abergh and James
M Guth were dangerously wounded. When
the tackle parted, the huire iron shoe.
weighing nearly nine hundred pounds, shot
over houses, demolishing chimneys and tele
gnph wires, and lodging in a pile of granite
near the bridge tower. The cable itself split
apart, and several strands were bent and
twisted into every conceivable shape, and
dangled from the roadway of the great stone
pier between the piers.

Washington. June 14. The sub-co- m

mittee of the Potter investigation committee
having returned, the whole committee went
into secret session.

Upon the com
mittee reassembling the members said they
desired to be present at the proceedings of
the house and left the room. Un returning,

Orlando H. Brewster.
one of the members of the electoral college
in Louisiana during the election of 1876, was
examined briefly in regard to his connection
with the signing of the certificates of elec
tion, lie testified that he attended the meet
ing of the electoral college in New Orleans
on the sixth ot December; he waa chosen in
the afternoon to fill the vacancy arising from
his own ce in the morning;
counted the votes for President and Vice--
President, and the college adjourned. In
answer to the question whether he signed
any certificate ot the votes cast, the witness
said: 1 have no recollection ot the time
when I signed them; I think it waa either
that afternoon or the next morning; two cr
three weeks afterward I heard that a defect
existed in the certificate for the
State of Louisiana; I heard it from
H. Conquest Clarke, who was Gov
ernor Keliogg's secretary and was acting
aa clerk ot the electoral college; aa nearly as
I can remember, he stated that the defect
was clerical : some ot our friends thought per
haps it was of no importance, but, to be sure,
thought a new set should be made out; we
had but little conversation on the subject; my
impression ia he said it should read "lists,"
in the plural, where it then said "list;" it is
very indistinct in my recollection ; immediate-
ly after (hat conversation he presented the
papers and asked me to sign them, and I
signed them in the governor's office; I don't
remember who were present, but I think
there were men in the effice at the time; that
is all the connection I had with it.

Witnes8 here identified the returns which
were shown him. and his signature on them.
inc'uding hia signature on the envelop; he
testihed that he did not know bow many
times he signed his name on the first occa
sion, or the second either; it seemed to him
that it was more than half a dozen timet ;
he had nothing to do with drawing them up;
be merely signed as he was obliged to, sup-
posing it was all come1; somebody pointed
the place out to him, and told nim where to
sign. He added that he did not know wheth-
er anybody else signed or not.

In answer to General Butler, he stated that
he held the office of surveyor-gener- al up to
the time of the election; he sent in his
resignation three or four days after the elec-
tion, but asked that it should be held back to
the fourth of November.
