WasaixGTON, June 17.—The bill to amend
the statutes in relation to patents and for
other purposes was postponed until next ses-
¥lon.,

Senator Thorman introdaced a bill to re-
peal sections 520 and =21 of the revised stat-
ates in regard to challenging jurors in the
United States courtawho Lave taken up arms
against the government, and providing that

jarors in such courts skall take the iron-clad
oath. Referred.

The committee on the judiciary reported
un amendment to the sundry civil bill appro-
priating three hundred thousand dollars to
defray the expensea of the United States
courts, Referred.

After a briel discussion, but without amend-
ment, the house bill to organize the life-sav-
ing service was passed. It aunthorizes the
secretary of the treasury to establish a nom-
ber of new stations on the seaand ake coasts,
and provides for the appointment of a gener-
ul superintendent by the President, and the
appointment of a distriet superintendent for
the gulf coust by the secretary of the treasu-
ry, cte.

" Senator Kernan called up the motion of-
fered Saturday by Senator Conkling to re-
consider the vote by which the bill legalizing
the collection of certain head moneys was
passed, which led to » lengthy discussion,
pending which the mutter was laid aside, and
the senate took up the sundry civil appropri-
ation bill.

Senator Windom said the senate committee
had added £1,709,000 for public buildings,
£701,000 for other pnblic works, and $1,573,-
94 for various deficiencies, $1,000,000 of
which was required for the postoffics depart-
meant. He senttotheclerk’s desk and had read
a letter from the postmaster-general recom-
mending the appropriation. There was an-
other deficiency of $275,000 for Umted States
courts, and one of $43,000 tor contingent ex-
penses of the house and senate. Another
item appropriated $1357,300 to indemnify the
States tor enrolling and mustering troops
duriog the late war, and another appropriat-
ed $150,000 for the deficiency in the Indian
service, The committee added $75,000 for
the Rock Island arsenal.

The vavions amendmants reported by the
commiltee on appropriations were then
agreed to, among them the following:

Appropriating 100,000 to purchase of the
present owners back volumes of the Congrea-
sional 7lobe stereotype plates, ete, aond the
fire-proof building in which they are stored.

lncreasing appropriations for public build-
ings at Chicago, Cincinnati, St. Louis, Phila-

delphia aad Boston from $300,000 to £400,-
000 each.

A ppropriating $50,000 for public building
at Topeka, Kansas, the cost of such building
not to exceed $200,000,

Appropriating $275,000 for the purchase of
tihe Freedmen's bavk building in Washing-
ton, and $5000 to fit up the lower story for the
wourt of ciaims.

Appropriating the unexpended balaace to
the credit of the burean of engraving and
printing of the treasury department for the
erection of a buildiog for said bureau, the

tal cost of which shall not exceed $300 000.

Appropriation of £40,000 for the establish-
ment of a lake-coast light and fog signal sta-
tion at Racine Point, Lake Michigan, Wis-
consin.

Appropriating $15,00) for mainfaining
lights on the Ohio river from Jualy 1, 1866, to
November 11, 1874, and $20,000 for beacon
lights on the line of iniand navigation in
North Carolina.

The committee on appropriations reported
the following amendment, which was agreed
to without discussion: ‘‘That hereafter all ad-
vertisements, notices, proposals for contracts,
and all forms of advertising required by law
for the several departments of the govern-
ment, may be paid for at a price not to ex-
ceed the commercial rates charged to private
individuals, with the usual discounts, such
rates to be ascertained from sworn statements
to be furnished by the proprietors or publish-
era of newspapers proposing so to adverlise;
provided, that the heads of the several de-
partments may secure iower terms, at spaecial
rates, whenever the public interest requizes
it."

Tie other amendments of the committee
were agreed to, as follows: -

Authorizing the secretary of the navy to
detail the steam-ferryboat Buorlinglon, now
at League [sland, Pennsylvania, for the use
of the United States fish commission 1n the
propagation of shad and other useful food
fishes.

Making appropriations to pay the secreta-
nes of the boards of trade at Caicago, Detroit
and Baltimore for statistics relating to in-
ternal commerce.

The comunittee on appropriations reportad
the following amendment: *‘For the ex-
penses and compensalion of the commussion
appointed by the President to go to Louisi-
ana six thousand dollars, or 0 much thereof
as may be necessary.”

Sepator Spencer said he was astonished
and surprised that the committee on appropri-
ations should recommend an appropriution of
this sort, when the object of the commission
had been to turn outjthe legal government of
Louisiansa,

Senator Windom, the chairman of the
committee on appropriations, said that this
appropriation was recommended by the sec-
ratary of the breasury, and also by the Presi-
dent of the United States; that there were
precedents for such an appropriation; aud
the committes had therefore agresd to report
it to the senate foreuch light as the sepator
from Alabmama [Mr. Spencer] or any other
senutor could throw upon it.

Seuator Spencer then sent to the clerk’s
desk and had read the published statement
of the expenses of the Louisiana commission.

Senator Hereford inguired of Chairman
Windom if he approved of these items.

Senator Windom replied that he never
saw the statement. The committee could not
examine all these documents in the twenty-
l'ouir bours it had for the eonsideration of this
ball.

Senator Hereford inquired if Senator Win-
dom was willing to pay that amount for pat-
ting Packard out and Nicholls in.

Senator Windom replied that he would not
pay a4 cent. It was a very worthless job.
But did not Senator Hereford consider tuat
the results accomplished were of some walue
to the Democratic party?

Senator Hereford—Not in that way.

~Senator Conkling inquired if the commit-
tee knew of apny law under which this so-
called commission went out.

Senator Windom replied that were a good

Senator Conkling demanded the yeas and
nays on the ameadment, and said he woald
vote “po.”" In louisiana a condition of
things existed which, according to the con-
siitation aad the statutes pmssed in pursnance
thereol, summoned the FPresident of the
United States to answer one question, and
that was whetber Packard was or was not
legal governor of that commonwealth. He

ana, and allowing them to remniu there to
cossummale that which they did, was, 1n his
Judgment, not only behind the law, but be-
side the law and in violation of the law.

Senator Thurman referred to the condition
of sflairs 1n Lowsiana existing in the spnng of
1277, and that it was admitted on sll
hiands that ther not a quorum 1n the
Packard legisiature. lIun pomnt of fuct, there
was but one legislature and bat one governor.
Packard and his legislature ware protected by
the bayvonets of the Federa! army. He denied
that the President of the United States sat as
a court of last resort to determine contosted
elections. He did not agree with the idea
that wnen the people of a State elected a
man governor the opposite parly could take
an appeal to the Presudent to overtura the
rightful goveroment of a State. [t was the
daty of the President lo find out what gov-
ernment he was to recognize, it beiog in the
vacation of congress,

Sepator Conkling inquired if the senate was
under toe five-minute rale. The senator frem
Ohbio was moving on to discass this question
and if the five misute rale conidbe waived he
(Conkling) was willing that the senator
should ph:{'u.‘!i

Senator M'Millan argued that Federal
troops took no part in the Lomsiava diffical-
ty, that they ouly preserved the peace; they
abstained from taking sides of either of the
claimants, buat kept the mob quiet whick
threatened the statehonse.

Sepator Eustis deoied there wasany mob in
New Orleans to threaten Packard or his
legislatuore. At no time was there any inten-
tion on the part of Governor Nicholls to drive
them ont of the building which they occupi-
ed, and they might bave remained there
uatil to-day

Senator Kellogg said that he did not pro-
pose to mix in this discussion as to whether
there was a mob or not. There waz one
point to which he desired to call attention,
and that was that the Packard legislatore
was the legul legislalure of the State. It
met as constitntionally required. He (Kal-
logg) bappeped ty be governor at the time,
There was a legal quoram in the Packard leg-
isluture, recognizad by him. In the lowerhouse
a full gnorum was admitted to have been
elected on the face of the retorns. In the
senute there was not a quorawm, except by the
certificates of the returning-board. There
was not an officer in the State who did not
recognize him as governor, and the legisla-
ture which he recognized was the legal and
constitutional one.

Senator Windom said if this debate was
to extend throughou! the lorenvon he would
withdraw his amend went.  Several senators
objected, and Senat! .r Anthony, in the chair,
ruled that the ame ad nent could not be with-
drawn.

Senutor Blaine said he did not think the
Presidest had aony night to send five men to
New Orleans to take enough wmea from the
lawful legisiatore to recogmize Nicholls as
governor. He (Blain¢) made use of a re-
mark in the senate three days after Hayes
was inangurated, to the effect that if the Pres-
ident was elected Packard was electad, and
there was no one to thvow doubt on Governor
Packard’s faitle except Hayes bimselt. There
was no effort at all made by the commission
to get a legislature to recoznize Packard.
Now there was a demand that the men who
tbrew inlo chaos the affairs of Louisiana, men
who were authors of all the mischief enacted
since, should be paid for ib. He, for one,
would not vote for such an amendment. Re-
ferring to the remarks of Senutor Eustis, he
eaid the governor of Louisiana sut in his chair
to-day on account of a mob, bhaving been
placed there by a mob, According to the doe-
trine laid down by the senator from Ohio
(Thurman) Abrabham Lancoln could not have
taken his seat in 1861, because the whole city
of Washington was against him. Could
Scott have stood in froat of this capitol with
a batiery of artillery to keep down the Dem-
ocratic mob?

Sepator Sargent said that at this hour and
at this stage of the session the senate could
pot afford to discuss the Louisiana question.
He therefore moved to lay the amesdment on
the table, but withdrew his motion at the re-
quest of Senator Beck, a member of the com-
mittee on appropriations, who read a letter
from Secretary Sherman urging the appro-
priation and citing precedents for it, and then
argued that the President has the right to
exhaust all peaceable means to settle the dif-
ficnlties in Louisiana before resorting to mil-
itary power.

The last section of the bill having been read,
Mr. Banning offered as a sabstitote an
amendment providing that the word “'gal-
lon,”” when used in regard to lager-beer, ale,
ete., shall be held 9 mean a wine gallon, the
liguid measura containing two bundred aand
twenty-one cubie inches. Adopted.

The consideration of the bill having been
completed, Mr. Tucker demanded the previ-
ouns question on the passaage of the bill.

1 never made any promise
to M'Lin, or any other member of the board,
ner did 1 suggest any possible reward or rec-
ognilion in case Governor Hayes should be
finally declarad elected; and so far as M'Lin
iz concerned | never saw him at one moment
in my life before the vote of Florida had been
cast, 1 am informed for the first time that
even M'Lin does not say that | made him any
promises. Had | known that before leaving
Paris, I should not have demanded a sabpe-
nu, Lot should bave remained in France to
attend to my public duties. [ do not care to
he more specific, a# it would, perhaps, be in
bad taste, considenng that I am so soon to
give my sworn statement to the committee.”

Sr. Louis, June 17.—The Times this morn-
ing has an article regarding the general
movement which has been alleged wounld be
inangurated to-day throunghout the country,
and ssys: *“‘There are no indications here,
either among railvoad employes or other
mechanics or laboring men, of any such
movement, and that none is apprehended by
the employers of labor.” It also suys: “The
police und municipal aothorilies have, how-
ever, been on the alert, and are fully pre-
pared to meet, and at once, any emergency
that may arise. Besides having local militia
weill in hand and ready for immediate action,
arrangements have been made with the
proper authorities at Washington for the
prompt assistance of the mih'l'u.ry force now
at the Umited States arsenal m this cily
should their aid be deemed necessary.””

Experienced Indian fighters and
frootiersmien believe tnat there 158 a géneral
uprising of all the trives and scattered bands
througbout sonthern [daho and eastern Ore-
gon, and that they will be able to muster at
least one thonsand warriors, The emigrant
train which was detained at Payne's fterry,
arrived here to-day under the escort of Cap-
tain Buosbe's volunteers. There have been
no stages through from Winnemncea gjnoe
the rmd. Tuhe Kelton and Boise City road
has not been distucrbed since the raid on King
Hill station on the thirty-first of May. This
route is considered sufe, and stages are run-
ring regularly, I+ is romored that a large
band of horses was diseovered yesterday on
the south side of Saake river, between Merith
Bruneaa and Mandy's ferry.  This would in-
dicate that the Indians were endeavoring to
get with their stolen stock back to the lfava
bedsa from which they startad. The prevailing
opinion here is that the Indians will concen-
trate inthe neighborbhood of Stein’s moun-
tain, and there eith-r await the coming up of
the troops, or divide into bauds for raiding
exposed settlements,

The Value of the Earth Weorm.
Encyclopedia Brittanica: The common
earth-worm, though apt to be dispised and
trodden on, 15 really a useiul creature in its
way. Mr. Knapp describes it as the natural
manure of the soil, consuming on the sarface
the softer part of decayed vegetable matters,
and conveying downward the more woody
fibers, which there molder and fertilize. They
perforuts the earth in all directions, thus
rendering it permeable by air. According to
Mr. Darwin's mode of expressions, they give
a kind of under-tillage to the land, perform-
ing the same bLelow ground that the spade
does above for the garden, and the plow for
arable soil. It is, in consequence chiefly of
the natural operations of worms that fields
which have been overspread with lime, burat
mar], or cinders, bécome in process ol time
covered by a finely-divided soul, fitted for the
support ol vegetaton. This result, though
usnally attributed by farmers to the “‘work-
ing down'’ of these materials, is really due to
