THE JLAST b PIKED.
The Question about the title of President

Hayes having been disposed of. the last Rad
ical battery has been silenced and every gun
spiked. Instead of howling "revolution
and "Mexicanization," the Radical newspa'
per are turning-- their attention to the dia
closures that have been made. The Demo-

crats in and out of congress have decided

that the forty-fourt- h congress had exclusive
jurisdiction in the counting of the electoral
votes; th.it the decision of that congress was
conclusive and final; that no subsequent con-

gress has authority to review its action or re-

verse its judgment; that its determination is
as binding and irreversible as thatof every
other tribunal of last resort from which the
constitution and laws provide no method of
appeal or mode of redress. This position
taken by the Democrats will enable them to
reap the full advantage of the damaging dis-

closures. Nobody now fears revolution, but
the Radicals fear revelations. The Cincin-

nati Enquirer thus severely denounces the

The report of the ju
diciary committee has been accepted by the
house, and the Republicans have not a rag
or shred to cover them from the result of the
Potter resolution, should it bo damaging,
Whatever the result of the investigation may
be, it ia wise and prudent for the Democratic
party to extinguish the cry of revolution
raised by their opponents, which has been
done effectually by the house adopting the
report of the judiciary committee.

IMMIGRATION FROM EUROPE.

Hard Times In Europe Worse than
those In America Large Arrivals

at Castle Carden Scenes and
Incidents at the Landing;.

Correspondence of the Chicago Times.
New York. June 8. The tide of immi

oration has received a fresh impulse this
soring, and Castle Garden presents a scene of
activity to which it has been a stranger since
the vear 1873 brought in the era of hard
times. Last Wednesday fifteen hundred and
ninety-on-e immigrants passed muster at the
Garden, and every incoming steamer sweus
the long procession of west-boun- d pilgrims
The commissioners of emigration told me yes
terday that at the present rate this year s im-
migration through the port of New York
will exceed last year's by forty thousand,
which means that one hundred thousand pil
glims in search of the promised land will
pasB through uastie uaruen mis season. iu-da- v

I saw three hundred fresh arrivals de--

bark trom tne good snip uity oi Drosses
They were a sturdy lot of people, bound al
most without exception, to new oanaans in
the west, bearing in their bronzed faces the
impress of health. and the fire of stalwart en

.r . , , T '1 11.ercv and laudable purpose, ijike uie moss
who have gone before them this year, their
purses were generally substantial, their bone
and sinew ot an excellent quality, anu weir
general average of excellence was very little
reduced by the admixture of the shiftless and
nnenercetic elements that go to swell the
crime and pauperism of the large cities
A hout half of them were Germans, and the
rest were English and Irish in nearly tqual
rtronortiona. 1 wanted to learn tne causes
which have rekindled the immigration fever.
and I was given some interesting facts on this
point by the more intelligent people in the
party. All struck tne same ney-nut- e, anu
told nearly the same story. No lively spirit
of hopefulness inspires these increasing
crowds that flock thitherward. Ihey know
as well as we do that times are pinching,
work scarce, and wages low m this country
They are simply trying to escape from a con
dition Ot things tnat is getting lntoieraoie to
a condition of things that is more tolerable.
In a word, hard times abroad are driving to
our shores increasing crowds, who would once
have been drawn hither by the sunny hope of
a happier, better rewarded lite ot toil.

"The workingmen in England haven't seen
such times for nigh on a hundred years,"
said a bright voung man. a glazier from Man
chester, who goes to join nis brother in ban
Francisco. "Starvation seema lo look them
all in the face. The suffering is worst in the
mining regions, but it is ternble enough in
the manufacturing districts, and the shop
keepers and small tradesmen, the country
over, were never so poor before. The people
are getting restless, because poverty grinds
them so, and they are looking for any way to
escape."

"But don't you know you can't escape hard
times by coming to America t

"Oh. yes. we know times are hard here;
our fnends have wntten us that; but they
be 'ant so dismal hard for poor folks as they
are, in England.

He told me the increased emigration move
ment was being talked of in England, and
everybody knew it was inspired by the grow
ing unhappiness of the industrial classes.
Whole colonies, he said, are organizing in
some neighborhoods, and a good proportion
of the emigration ia flowing toward New
Zealand and Australia. Two young Irish
men of the better class of Irish farmers, who
came from a potato --raising corner ot County
Kerry, just at the foot of the towering green
hights that lock in the beautiful lakes of Kil- -
larney, told me they had been tenanting
small farms, and that they in common with
the Insh peasantry bad suttered greatly trom
the almost total tailure ot the crops last year.
"Why, we could hardly pay our rents," they
said, "let alone living. Ihey promptly re
plied, in answer to my inquiry, that the grow
ing evils of their lot is the cause which sends
two Irishmen to America this season where
one came last year. These young men, with
their red-cheek- wives and a baby apiece.
are going to join relatives near Austin, Min
nesota, who own snug wheat farms in that
fine prairie region.

The German emigrants told the same story
of bitter and growing poverty in the lather
land, of the cheerless prospects the yeomanry
see ahead, and of the increasing desire of
many to escape to the broader land across
the sea, where acres are cheap and the har-
vests neb. A baker, who owned a shop in
Baden, told me that, do all he could, he had
in three years sunk four thousand dollars in
business, the accumulations ne cad previ
ously made in the same place. With the
remnant of his savings he has crossed the
ocean, and will try his fortunes in Cincin
nati, where he has been assured of an open
ing.

Up the gangway and into the garden
moved this respectable battalion of the in
coming army the shaggy Teuton, with his
frau and childer, bearing stout little painted
boxes in lieu of hand-bag- s, mingling with
the modest, quiet-lookin- g young folk from
England, and the fuzzy-bearde- d Hibernian
with his blooming wife or sister bearing

all staring wonderingly at the
vaulted roof, the vast expanse of the rotun
da, and the tables where the changers of
money and venders of sandwiches presided
They were first greeted by the medical in-

spector, who carefully examined them as
tney entered to see if any tick had smuggled
past quarantine. Their names were then
registered as at a hotel. If money or letters
awaited them they were soon put in posses
sion of their property. If fnends were out
side the new-come- rs were quickly put in their
charge. Clerks were on hand to wnte let
tera in anv European language. A restan
rant provided them with plain food
at moderate prices. Or, if they
choose, they brought out the little
store from their hand-chest- s, . cut
each of the children a thick slice of bread,
and feasted frugally on their own provender.

Such as desired to scart at once for their des-

tination were sent free of charge to the rail
way or steamboat. 1 hose who chose to re--

main in tne city were reierrea to ooaraing- -
house-keeper- s. privileged to enter the build
ing, whose charges are regulatedjjby the emi-- .
gration commission. Those who desired to
get work in the city were taken in cnarge at
the labor bureau. Competent and considerate
clerks gave them all tne information they
needed. Exchange brokers gave them Ameri-
can currency for their foreign money. If
there had been among them sick or destitute
immigrants, they would have been sent to
the immigrants asylum on Wards island.
These services are all rendered wi hout any
fee or charge whatever to the immigrant.

Extract of Polyaramy Mistaken West
ern Ideas Bejrardlos; the Moslems,

First among the Turkish social topics is
that of the harem. The Koran allows a Mus
6ulman to have four wives; and many persons
have consequently imagined That polygamy is
the rule in Turkey, whereas it is the excep-
tion. A Mussulman may only have as many
wives aa he can keeD in comfort: and it is
only the very rich who can afford four. The
middle-- e ass Turks have only one wne apiece:
the men of the lowest class are often obliged
to remain single from not having the means
to support a consort in the style which the
MoBlein law ennoins. Nothing can be more

sh than the Mormon idea of accu
mulating a number of women to live under
one roof, quarrelling in the kitchen and par
lor, and acting aa household drudges ior tneir
husband. The Turkish wife is not a slave;
the chief fault to find with her is that she has
too loftv a sense of her own dignity. An ad
vocate of female rights would have some diffi
culty in pursuading her that her lot is pitia
ble; she has never envied the emancipation
of christian women, whose tree ways shock
her: while she has noticed that they get much
less respect from the men of their faith than
that which is vouchsafed to herself. She veils
her face with no more regret than a western
lady unveils her shoulders. Turkish women
are not shut up. They go out when they
please, attended bv their odaliks it rich, or
holding their children by the hand ; and their
magpie voices fill the bazaars, for they are
noisy talkers. W henever they pass, men ot
all creeds stand aside deferentially. It a
husband meets his wife in the street, h
makes no sign of recognition: it he perceivi
her halting before a draper's stall and gazirg
significantly at silk dearer than he can altera,
he must possess nis soui in resignation, mut
tering "Mashallah. This respect tor wo
men prevails also in the home circle, and it
comes naturally to the Mussulman, who hts
been taught from his boyhood to behave
courteously to the softer sex. The western
conincral exDression about "wearing the
breeches" has its Turkish counterpart in the
phrase to "live under the slipper; and it is
to be feared that not a few Turks know the
taste of this implement of uxorial persuasion
A hamal (street porter ) once came oeiore a
cadi to complain that his wife trounced him
tio frennpntlv.

MAD FUKAlt

Of a Craxy Lover, who Attempts to
Kidnap and Murder a Young

Lady In Ohio.
