LAW AND lUMTOItY.

A Corleaa Old Chancery Co art Case,
wbieh. Keealla Persons and lael-deat- a

la Memphis fifty-thre- e

Years Awge.

At the chancery court an old but curious
historical case is on hearing. It is styled
Francis Sylvia Darusmont r. Charles Pat-to-

The lady is the daughter of that re-
markable woman, Fanny Wright, of whom
an American cyclopedia has the fol !o win
notice: "Fanny Wright (Darusmont), a social
reformer and philanthropist, born in Dundee,
Scotland, about 1796. --died at Cincinnati,
Ohio, January 13, 1853. She was left an or-
phan at the age of nine, and was indoctri-
nated by her guardian with ideas founded on
the philosophy of the French materialists.
Upon becoming of age, she undertook a tour
of travel in the United States, which em-
braced a period of three years, from 1818 to
1820, and of which she published an account,
entitled Vietcs on Society and, Manners in
America. Soon after appeared her Few
Days in Athens, a defense of the epicurean
philosophy. In 1825 she returned to Amer-
ica, and purchased two thousand acres of
land in Tennessee (the Neshoba tract), in-
cluding part of the present site of Memphis,
where she established a colony of emanci-
pated slaves, whose social condition she en-
deavored to elevate for the purpose of proving
the equality of the white and black races.
The experiment eventually failed, for reasons
never explained, and the negroes were sent to
Hayti. She then appeared as a public lec-
turer in the eastern States, where her attacks
upon negro slavery and other social institu-
tions attracted large and enthusiastic audi
ences, and led to the establishment of "Fanny
Wright societies. Her visits were subse
quently extended to the principal cities of the
Union, but the enunciation of views similar
to those contained in her Few Days in Athens
met with very decided opposition, and her
ttfo.t8 for the reformation of society proved
on the whole unsuccessful. About 1838 she
was married in r ranee to uaruamonc,
whose system ot philosophy resembled her
own, but they separated after a few years,
and Madame Darusmont, who continued to
be known by the name of Fanny Wright, es-

tablished herself with her daughter (Mile.
Frances Sylvia Darusmont) in Cincinnati,
where she resided until her death. Ill health
and embarrassment, arising from a suit
brought by her husband to obtain possession
of her property, interfered with her public
labors as a lecturer, and the latter years of
her life were passed in retirement." Tbe
property in this State, near this city, above
mentioned, is the subject of the present suit
in our chancery court. There are other suits,
branches of the above, also in court. As to
tbe merits of the present suit we are not ad-
vised, but it is in the hands of the chancery
court to be disposed of according to the law
and the testimony.

A BIG TAL.

The Government Swindled Oat or
Nearly a million Dollars Tlie

New Chieaeo Customhouse
the Uedlam of the

Fraud.

St. Louis Republican, 17th: The report of
Assistant Secretary French upon the charges
of fraud preferred against the parties having
charge of the construction of the new Chi-
cago customhouse, and the indorsement of
Secretary Sherman thereon, published in the
vv ashington dispatches a tew days since, con
firm the impression which has existed for
some time that the treasury department at
Washington was not averse to covering up
the jobbery as deeply as possible. Mr. French
lavs the whole blame for the outrageous cost
of the work thus far done, not upon the su-
perintendents, architects, contractors, and
others in authority, whose bondsmen are
within reach of the government, but upon
several hundred laborers and time-keeper- s,

whom, Mr. French remarks, it would hardly
be expedient or practicable to indict
and prosecute. The Chicago Times,
which ought to know something about the
matter, says: Concerning the customhouse
frauds it was clearly shown that enormous
steals had been systematically carried on, and
the amount of money of which the govern-
ment iB believed to have been defrauded is
more than half a million of dollars. The
evidence showing tbe nature and description
of these frauds was taken in detail, under
oath, and reported, with singular mildness
and fairness, by Assistant-District-Attorn- ey

Thomson. Collector Smith, in approving
Mr. Thomson s report, was much more se
vere than the latter in his characterization
and condemnation of the frauds and the of-
ficials undeniably responsible for them. The
reports of these two officers were forwarded
to Washington. Access to them was denied
to the Chicago press, ana to its representa
tives in the national capital; but copies were
furnished promptly to as many members of
the "ring" as sought them. Supervising- -
Architect UillJ made his defense. He ad-

mitted nearly everything charged, but placed
the responsibility for the improper contract
uDon his Dredecessors: and tor the stealage
upon his subordinate) in Chicago. Superin-
tendent Burling made his defense. He prac-
tically admitted everything, but placed the
responsibility upon Hill, above him, and
Prussing. below him. Assistant-Superi- n

tendent Prussing made his defense. He ad-

mitted everything ia substance, but insisted
that he resigned because he did not wish to
be held responsible for the enormous cost of
the structure a statement which Hill pro
nounced a falsehood, and in connection with
which he furnished a transcript of Prussing's
discharge. Mueller made his defense, writ
ten by Mills, who was formerly chief clerk in
the office of the supervising architect at
Washington, and of whom Burling said that,
owing to his influence in that office, there
was no use reporting the frauds. The de
fenses of these parties appear to have been
taken by Mr. French, assistant-secretar- y of
the treasury, as the sole basis of his report
uoon the whole subject matter under inquiry.
Every Line of his report reads like the inspi-
ration and expression of the hired attorney of
theBe parties. He assumes at the outset and
maintains till the end an attitude ot Hostility
and censure toward Collector Smith and As

ey Thompson. The
only rational deduction, after reading his
document, is that he consciously constituted
himself the champion of Hill, Mueller, Mills,
Burling and Prussing against the govern
ment, and against its representatives in Chi-
cago. He says of Mueller that there is
no evidence of fraud on his part,
notwithstanding that neither Hill, Bur
ling nor Prussing denies that enormous
frauds have been carried on. He lets Bur-
ling and Prussing go whitewashed from head
to foot, and places the blame of tho frauds
in the upper story of the building upon the
time-keepe- rs and laborers, notwithstanding
that Burling and Prussing were paid large sala-
ries for the sole purpose ot seeing that the
time-keepe- rs and laborers did their work hon
estly and faithfully, and notwithstanding that
Burling and Prussing certified to the correct-
ness of the pay-rol- ls by which the successive
steals were carried on. He dismisses the
fraudulent disposition of the contract with
this amazing blandness : "As to the frauds
in the inception of tbe contract, all con ti acts
with Mueller, according to the practice in the
department with regard to large contracts,
were personally examined and approved by
the secretaries in office at the time of their
execution; and for such matter as the alleged
departure from the advertisement in one of
the contracts and tbe fifteen per cent, ele-
ment, which now appears so unfortunate, the
secretaries who approved them, as well as the
supervising architect, are responsible, and
there can be no good object in prosecuting
an investigation for the purpose of
casting censure upon those gentle
men who nave been so long out ot omce.
"So unfortunate" is all this protector of the
interests of the people of the United States
has to say about frauds which have cost the
government nearly a million dollars. No
good can be accomplished by prosecuting
conspirators in this stupendous robbery be
cause they have been a long timeout of office.
Upon the deductive criminality of Burlini?
and Prussing with Mueller, French makes a
sorry admission: "As to the bad quality of
the stone, all the commissioners agree that
the Buena Vista stone, which the department
had determined to use, proved almost unfit
for use in such a building. Whether the
quarry could furnish better than that deliv
ered and accepted does not appear. If the
stone is not of as good quality as could be
reasonably expected from the ouarrv whioh
had been selected, then the contractor, super-
intendent and his assistants, and especially
the inspector who accepted such stone for the
government, are in fault, but a criminal
combination to defraud could hardlv be
inferred from ttis fact in the absenca
of any express evidence of a motive for
such combination. It is impossible for Frenci
to imagine what motive bad men mav have
in combining together, explicitly or tacitly, to
steal. The common motive is understood to
be a desire to make monev. French has no
doubt, however, that while all the officers
were saintly in their conduct, th laborers
and time-keepe- rs were villains. He cannot
imagine any motive for a conspiracy between
the heads; but he is absolutely certain that

.be poor devils earniug their da ly wages in-
tended to steal. But he does not think they
cught to be prosecuted. In this, at least, he
is perfectly correct. No jury would convict
them, while the officials, paid large salaries
to prevent fraud, went uncuthed. It is not
surprising that Secretary Sherman declines to
indorse this extraordinary deliverance of Mr.
French, or that he proposes to dismiss Bur-
ling and his principal subordinates at the end
of the fiscal year.

BICUTHJLS'S AIIC-SIII- I.

Successful Experiments Demonstra-
ting; that the Problem or Naviga-

ting; the Air has been Worked
Oat at Xiast A atarvelons

Machine.

Hartford, Conn., June 12. Three post-
ponements, necessitated by heavy rains, had
indu ed the Hartford people to believe that
fate was making a dead set against Prof.
Richtels's determination to show that his
new flying machine was really capable of
aerial navigation. To-da-y was far from fa-
vorable for an outdoor exhibition, yet it was
given, and with gratifying success. The
large assemblage that came to witness what
they fully believed would be only another
unsuccessful attempt to solve the problem of
navigating the air were pleasantly disap-
pointed. The machine not only rose in the
air, but moved backward and forward, up
ana down, at the option of the aeronaut, and
although embracing in part the balloon
principle, the evolutions were accom-
plished without waste ot uas in descend-
ing or any use of ballast whatever.
The aeronaut worked the central pro-
peller of the machine with effect, and rose
over every obstace to the bight of one hun-
dred feet. The breeze was blowing to the
eastward, and the exhibitor allowed bis ma-
chine to be carried with it for an eighth of a
mile, and amused himself hy showing his
ability to ascend or descend at will. Then
the propeller at the pointed end of the frame-
work was set in motion, and the machine
shifted its course, twisting and turning in
small circles. Still its general drift was to
the eastward, with the wind, and the specta-
tors freely expressed the opinion that its
powers were at an end, and that it could
never return against the wind, but at a signal
from Prof. RichteU the machine was pointed
back toward the exhibition grounds. The
propeling wheel was started at top-spee- d, and
with accelerated motion the ship sailed along
back, at an altitude of one hundred feet, un-
til it hovered over tho exhibition grounds;
then, amid general applause, the central pro-
peller was set in motion, and under its influ-
ence the ship sank slowly and easily to the
earth, landing within half a dozen rods from
the original starting point.

Washington special to the Cincinnati
Commercial : The report of the bouse naval
committee, embodying the evidence taken
during the past two years, which contains
the material upon which will bn baaed the
recommendations for the prosecution of
Kobeson and Hanscom, the foimer chief of
the bureau of construction, is quite a lengthy
document, avoiding all malice and stating
facts and citiug the corroborative points ot
the evidence without, however, going into de
tail. One ot tbe transactions alluded to.
which the committee teel bound to deal with
at some length, is the matter of the
purchase of the Burlington, a steam
ferryboat no lying at League Island.
It appears that when in the
forty-four- th congress the naval committee
was conducting its investigation into the
management of naval affairs, they had occa
sion to inquire into the cost and use of this
vessel, alleged then to have been chartered
for the purpose of removing stores, etc., from
the old navy-yar- d at Philadelphia to League
Island. The charter of the boat was made
from tbe New Jersey steam navigation com-
pany, which was composed of a firm known
as W ood, Dialogue & Co. its principal, if
not sole stockholder at the rate ot one thou
sand dollars per month. One ot the memb-'r- 1

of this company, Mr. Randolph Wood, swore
in April, 1876, that the government did not
own the boat. Messrs. Robeson and Haus
com. also, before the same committee two
months later, in July. 1876, swore that
the Burlington was not among the ves
sels that had been purchased since
1869, and the committee did not suppose.
when inquiring about her cost, that she be
longed to the government. No on a examined
intimated it, yet every officer of the govern
ment likely to. and some of those who did.
know the (facts were examined, and did not
disclose the facts. During the recent exami
nation the committee has ascertained that in
December, 1875. a regular bill of sale for this
vessel hail been made to Mr. Robeson, the
price agreed to be paid being forty thou
sand dollars. Why this fact should have
been concealed alike from the other .officers
of the government as well as from the com-

mittee, by the New Jets navigation com-
pany, by Mr. Robeson and by Mr. Hanscom,
the committee are at a loss to understand or
explain. It is shown that Mr. Randolph
Wood had. in the sale ot the vessel, under
taken to pay some one a commission cf
five thousand dollars, and i3 surviving
partner, Dialogue, states that some such un-
derstanding was represeLted to him by Mr.
Wood, but to whom he does not know. The
whole record shews that Wood did not trade
with anybody but Mr. Robeson. Five years
later, when Wood was examined for the sec-
ond time, he swore to a lie. Having sworn
falsely, and fearing that his books would
show the truth, he destroyed the evidence of
his guilt by cutting from the books the leaves
upon which were recorded the details ot this
transaction, namely the purchase of the vessel
by Mr. Robeson. Very shortly afterward the
city of Philadelphia was greatly excited ty
the news that Mr. Wood had committed sui-
cide, the cause for which, up to this day, has
remained a mystery. The truth about thtt
bill of sale was found after Hanscom was dis-
missed by the present Secretary Thompson
when Dialogue & Co. were seeking a settle-
ment with the department. It is also shown
that this same firm purchased a floating dock
sold by the government at Philadelphia, and
by the terms ot the advertisement, for cash.
The entire sum bid was thirty-fiv- thousand
four hundred dollars. All but ten thousand
dollars was paid in cash and turned over to
the treasury. Tbe balance of ten thousand
was represented by a note, and instead of be
ing turned over to the treasury, as by law it
should have been, wa, by the order and di-
rection of Secretary Robeson, agreed to be
applied to the purchase of the Bur-
lingtonclearly a violation of the
law. And yet the illegality and loose-
ness which marked the transaction are not all
told. It tippears that in December. 1875, ap-
proved bills for thirty thousand dollars were
delivered by Mr. Hmscora to Mr. Randolph
Wood. In June, 1876, they were found in
one of the banks of Philadelphia as collateral
security for a note of Wood, Dialogue & Co.,
tor twenty-seve- n thousand dollars. By the
direction of Mr. Hanscom the naval pay
master at a. w.nusseii, was
brought to Washington. The necessity of
taking up these bills was explained to him.
and he was directed to make an irregular and
illegal requisition, apon which a requisition
chargeable to the appropriation for
the eight sloops of war was inade
by the secretary of the navy upon the
secretary of the treasury for twenty thousand
dollars, with which, and the sum in his hands
for o'.her purposes, Russell was directed by
jxooeson and Hanscom to take up the ap
Droved bills issued in December. 1875. and
held as collateral by the Philadelphia bank,
and was directed and instructed at tbe same
time by these parties to hold the bills and
note of Wood, Dialogue & Co. till the ap
propriations of the next fiscal year would
become available. In pursuance of these or
ders and direction?, alt of which were verbal,
the paymaster took up the note, held it and
all the approved bills, without accounting for
the disbursement ot public money mado in
June, 1876, until December, 1876, six months

alizing and injurious to the public service.
The report will ahow that Mr. Robeson must
have been a beneficiary of this five thousand
dollars commission, lor lhe reason that it ap
pears that Wood treated with nobody other
than KobesoD, no claim-age- nt or
having appeared upon the 6cene. isjme oth
er episodes of an interesting character will
come out with this report.
