Swnng into Eternity for Muarders, Some
of which wers of the Most Brutal
Characler—Particalars of the
Crime for which Levels’s
Neck was Broken,

"NO COULER MAN EVER STEPPED
DEATH ENGINE.
Special to the Appeal. ]

Limrrie Rock, June 21.—Jacol Levels,
colored, was hung in the county jail-yard
here to-day for the marder of snother colored
man named Swan. No cooler man ever
stepped on a death engine. He ascended the
stepa as firmly and with as little emotion as o
man would walk up to & banquet. He took
bis place vn the trap-door and stood for a
moment regarding the upturped faces of tho
crowd beneath him. A religious ceremony
was gone through with, after which be was
asked if he had aoything to say. *'Oaly one
thing," he replied. “*Prepare to meet me in
glory." The officers bade him adieu, and the

black cap was drawn over hie face. Asit
camo.down, and as it neared his eyes, shil
thal same resignalion in his face, he closed
then forever. The noose drawn, he stood a
spectacle to be remembered. Not even the
Light drapery showed sigps of the slightest
quiver. His bands were clasped, his chin
slightly elevated, the shenffl raised a hand-
kerchief, the trap fell and Jacob Levels dan-
gled io the air, baving fallen about four feet,
His gasps and struggling tor breath were
pamfully audible. His shoulders and chest
underwent convulsions, asd after hanging
seventeen minules he was pronounced dead,
and the body was lowered into the coffin.
LEVELS'S CRIME,

OUn Friday, June B, 1877, a difficully arose
between Hobert Swap, a colored man em-
ployed on Afr. Cordon’s pince (known also as
the Baldwin place), and Jacob Levels, also
colored. Tae latter was somewbat of a bully,
and was locked up to by the majority of the
hands oa the plantation. He was unmar-
ried, and Bwan’s wife cooked for him and
was freguenily at his cabin. Ono the day
above mentioned Swan qguarreled wilh bis
wife coneerning her intimasy with Levels,
and told her if he ever found her in bizchouse
agamn he would kill ber, Daring the distorb-
ance Levels come up and took the woman's

art, which so enruged Swan that he struck
E,-:w.-h and cut Inm in the cheek witha
pocket-knife. Loavels ran to his house, got a
gun, and pursued Swap, but failed to over-
take him. Oa Banday evening Swan, in com-
pany with another negro, went to Lovels's
house and begged his pardon, slating that he
Lkad been soirritated by his wife's conduct and
Levels's interference that he did aot know
what he was doing. Levels refused to have
anything to say to Swan, and
DECLINED ALL FRIEKDLY ADVAKCES.

Swan came to town on Taesday, and was
asked by an acquaintance how he and Levels
settled their dispote, and was informed that
they had made it up. Swan relurned home
the same day. That evening Levels went to
the cabin of one Smith, whollived near by,
and asked to vorrow a gun to shoot some rab-
bits, which were pumercus on the place.
Smith told him thet he had nothing but small
shot, which was thogght to indicate that
Smith knew the olject for which he wanted
the gun, He loaded both barrels and went
down the lane toward Swun's house. Swan
was at that time engaged in setting ont some
plants—-cabbage or potato—-and Levels stepped
up within & few paces and fired the contents
opone barrel into Swan's budy, and as the
latter tarned to run shot the other barrel, and
throwing down the gun and seizing the boe
which Bwan had been using pursued his yic-
tim, whom be speedily overtook, knocked him
down and broke the handle in several pieces
over his head.

THE LAST WORDS OF SWAN

were, “Juke, [ didn't think you would treat
me this way.”” Me, Cordon had the wouaded
man taken into his own house, and with dif-
ficalty prevented Levels from stamping upon
the y of the dylng man. The mostsipgu-
lar featura of the case was that Levels Lumn-
self came to town during the night, went to |
Coroner Woolford's house, and told him a
murder had been committed. Being asked
who by, he said he did it, and even
went and procured a horse for the officer to
ride to the scene of the murder and told him
who were the witnessea. The coroner went
down, and the above facts were elicitad at
the ingquest. Some fifteen witnesses were ex-
amined, and there was no material yariagce
in theiwr testimony, The mother of Levels
was the only witness who testifizd that

SWAN HAD THREATENED T( KILL HER SON.

Under a nusapprebension as to their duaty,
the coroner’s jury returved a verdict of mur-
der in the second degree. After the inguest,
Me. Woolford told Levels to “*coms along,"”
and be saddled his borse and made no ob-
jection. As the coroner was uonarmed, he
did not altempt to gse force, but told him f
they eoula reach town before dark he could
probably find his friends, whom Leyels
thought would furnish bail. Coroner Wool-
tord rode on ahiead, and seemed t> pay no
attention to his prisoner, though be could
hardly be considered such. About two miles
from town Leavels checked his horse and said;
**It seems Lo me if I go to dat town,

I'LL LAY I¥ DE SHADE ALL SUMMER."
The officer encouraged him, and suceeeded
in bringing him nto town and tursed him
over to the proper authorities, and his offense
not being batlable he was committed to jaul.
He was defended by able counssl, but was
convicted st the December tirm of the ecir-
cuit court of Pulaski county, of murder in
the first dogree, and on the twenly-second
day of that month was sentenced to be exe-
coted op the first of March, 15877, TFhe nuse
was appealed to the supreme court of the
State, spd, on the eleventh ultimo, that tn-
bunal rendersd a decree affirming the judg-
ment of the circuit court. Final procesdings
were then had, and on the twenty-zeventn
altimo Governor Miller senlenced Levels ko
Le hanged on the twenty-fizst of Jane, which
was sgccessfully accomplished as above re-
lated. Btreagouys efforts were made by the
friends of the comdepned man to obtamn a
eommutation of his sentence, but without

Their necks
broken the fall, and hfe was pro- |
nouncaed minuntes. lao 6if-
teen mupotes the bodies wera Cat down and |
delivered to their foends.

Tie two cnminals wore both of strong,
poweiful physique and full of animal spirits
Even since they were sentenced to death they
put on & bold front and an air of bravade.
This was especially the case with Shery,
whos= unerve and self-possession was re-
marked as wonderful. He was apparentiy
beedless of his impending doom. Conpolly, ¢
though equally as reckless, evidently had to
exercise wuch eifort to keep up the falee fuce
he wore, apd it was thought Le woald break
down at the last moment. They langhed and
joked, and ate their meals with good appe-
tite up to breakfast this morning, seemingly
careless of their awful position. Up to the
seventeenth visitors were allowed in the jail,
und crowds were eager Lo gain aceess to the
juil, evidently regarding the men as a couple
of heroes. The female sex predominated in
the wisitors, snd they manifested a most
morbid cunosity in regard to the prison-
ers. Since the sevenleenth, however,
Sheriff Kern has r1efused admission to
the jail to all except relatives, intimate
frirpds, lawyers and spiritoal advisers,
much to the vexution of Sherry, who evident-
ly enjoyed the honiziog he was receiving,
and regularly reveled in his daily levees.
Connolly received the news of the refusal of
the court to grant a supersedeas with a
strong interoal struggle, bat after a few min-
utes regained his composure. Sherry tursed
very pale, but continucd his Uoastfol talk
with an air of apparent indifference, bat it
was evident both men were somewhat shaken
in their strong bopes of a respite. They re-
fused to believe that this would be their last
day on earth, evidently hoping for favorable
action from the governor. Pl‘he law of Illi-
nois provides that executions shall be con-
docted in private, only those persons being
present who are allowed by stalute, and that
it shall be either withio the county jail or the
yard conuected with it. In this case the
courtyard of the jail was unavailable, for it
was overlooked by the building in which
the county offices are sitoated, and
by other bmldings. Shenff Kern,
therefore, decided to erect the ecaffold on the
inside of thejuil. It was prepared and set
up, but was taken to pieces again when it
was found to comply with the regoirements,
and waa again set up last pight. No nails
were used in putting up the gallows, for it
was so prepared as to fit into sockets, and con-
s'quently the ears of the prisoaers were not
tortured by the hammering of the earpenters.
Up to yesterday evening the beliof was grow-
ing that the men would not be banged, but
the action of the governor dissipated this
bope, and the murderers were hung at the
appointed hour by Sheriff Kern and his as-
sistants, in the presence of the jury, required
by the siatute to witness the deed, and War-
den M'Claaghry, of the penitentiary: Super-
intendent Hickey, Uunited States Marshal Hil-
dress, County Phiveician Geiger and Dre, A.
J. Baxter, E. Bchmidt and Thibodo. A num-
ber of shenfis (rom other counties wera2 also
present, together with the representatives of
the press. All others were rigid'y excluded.

one hundred witnesses be subpensed by the
sub-commiftee who are to wisit Louisiana,
the wembers of which have not yet been
formally announced, to testify with reference
to the intimidation that existad, and that it
was his (Morrison's) nieantion, at the properc
time, to ask the comunitee to refuse to hear
restatements of witnesses regacding intimi-

Witness then ratold the old story ef intimi-
dation, when Mr. M'Mabon again cbjected
and another dizcussion ensued.

At the snggestion of Mr. Cox, witness was
allowed to proceed, with the understanding
that a futore meeting will decide whether
the testimony reluting to intimidation be ac-
cepted or stricken out.

Witness produced aletter written by James
E. Anderson, requesting that he forward to
Anderson the original list given by
witness to General Augur of nineteen
maorders committed in East Feliciana parish;
Anderson told witness that he was attacked
by the Democrate, and afterward ke thought
bis clerk, P. C. Batler, had something to do
with it; witness testified to the signing and
swearing to by Anderson of the protest which
Anderson said fhe had not sworn to; Aun-
derson had come up in a carria<e to his house
and asked him to accompuny him to Marshal
Pitkin's office, where tbat document was, as
he wanted to consult with him about it; they
went to the marshal’s oftice and read over the
protest, sentence by sentence, and that he
then advised Anderson to sign it, as he saw
nothing in it which he could not sign; they
discussed one of the points in the pretest,
and, finally, Anderson concluded to sign it
before Judge Hogh Campbell, and swore to
it; Aanderson requested witness to make affi-
davit that he ?Anderson] was intoxizated
when he signed that paper, but witness re-
fuosed, as he was perfectiy sober; several
months afterward Anderson came to witness
and wanted him to make a statement that he
[ Anderson] had never sigoed the protest, and
had a document written by himself to that
effect; Anderson told witoess that Major
Barke had offered him several thousand dol-
lars and a position, it he would go back on
his protest.

Witness wns asked what be koew about

the so-called Sherman letter, and stated that
the first he knew about the Sherman letter
was on the sixth of Japvary last, whon it
was mentioned by Marshal Pitkin in conver-
sation; never saw a letter written by Sher-
man to anyone about the election of 1876,
g Witness was shown several letters, which
witness identified as being in the hand-
writing of D. A. Weber, and then he was
shown the signature of Weber to the Ander-
son-Weber cootract, and was asked whether
he believed it to be gennine. He replizd
that he did not think it was; that Weber
always signed his name in a back-hand; that
he had never scen him sign as this paper was
signed; that it might be Weber's signatare
but it was not his usunal signature; he had
never seen that Anderson-Weber contract
before. He also testified to Governor Kel-
logg's desire that Anderson should return to
East Feliciana and discharge his duties
a8 sopervizor, and that the governor
had advenced him fifty dollars cut
of bhis own funds to pay his
expenses: he denied Anderson’s statement as
to L. B. Jenks, who was peithe: a cousin nor
a relation of witness, being got drunk at
witness's house, and to the facts of the
conspiracy fhat there should be no election
in Eust Feliciana, being drawn out of him:
that part of the stalement which mentioned
thnt his wife weot to Colonel Patten, the
cheirman of the Democratie State committes,
he suid wes  true, but that her olject
was to wel a goaranlee for Auderson’s pro
tection from violence; witness testified as to
the tbree bundred and fitty dollars which
Anderzon had received at Baton Rouge, and
said iL was paid on a draft drawn on the
Democratic candidate for district judge by
the chairman of the Democratic State com-
mittee in New Orleans.

Mr. M'Mahon, however, intimated that
the draft in question was signed by Governor
Kellogg, and indorsed by State Supervisor
Michael Hahn.

T
am ready here to-day, and shall be at any fu-
ture time thut the convenience of the com-
mittee shall fix, for the purposeol facilitating
the committee, and will facilitate in any way
within my power Lhe oljects and purposes for
which it was originated and authorized. The
only course other than that of wailing until
the committee can bave the power of the sen-
ate to compel answers from witnesses is {o
obtain from the committee of the other house
the statement which bhe has already made
ander oath before it, and which constituted
the grounads and basis on which I asked for
the appointment of that committee. In case
this committee think that is sufficient for the
purposes of the investigation with which they
are charged, and obtain that testimony, I am
ready to go on as if it had been delivered
again bere; but whether the committee ought
to take that course | think is a question which
the committee onzht to decide, but I do not
wish to be considercd as giving any opinion
or advice, or expressing any wish in regard
to that matter.

THE PEACE CONGRESS,

The plenipotentiaries of England, Russia,
and Austria this evening agreed to the fol-
lowing points, which will be submitted to the
congress to-morrow for ratification: The fron-
tier of northern Bulgaria is to be fixed at the
Balkuns; the Turks are to have the nght to
fortify the Balkan passes, and to gar-
nson fortiied places. Sofia ia to
be included in Roumania, and Varon
in Balgaria; the Turks are to relain
Burgas. The northern frontier of Montene-
gro and the boundaries of Servia are to Ge
restricted. Those countries to receive com-
pensation on the south. A telegram from
Constantinople constrained the Russians to
thus settle these questions, but at the same
time the solution is equally due to the per-
sonal intervention of Prince Bismarck.

THE ANGLO-RUSSIAN AGREEMENT.

_ Loxvox, June 21,—The Standard says, in
in an official form, that the proposed meet-
ing of conservatives opposed to the Aaglo-
Russian agreement wilrnot be held, as 1t is
well understood that the government, in re-
sponse fo the stropgly expressed opinton of
$he country, will in future discountenance
any step in the direction of a separate agree-
ment. Lord Salisbury denies that he for-
mally signed his name to the agreement. He
states that he merely appended his initiais to
it previous to its suomission to the cabinet.

he Post says, in a semi-official form, that
it 18 probable the czar will come to Berlin to
see Emperor William, whose health causes
much upeasiness, and also give the necessary
assent to any measures which may be ap-
proved by the Russian plemipotentiaries, as
constant reference to St. Petersburg is ex-
tremely inconvenient. Prince Gortschakoff
is not what he used to be, either physically
or mentally.

A telegram f{rom Belgrade says the cool-
ness with which the plenipotentinries have
individually received the propositions made
by Mimster Ristics, the representative of
Servia in Berlin, ereates a feeling of despond-
ency. The second and third classes of the
militia reserve have been called out for im-
mediate service. It is believed that the con-
ti. ued concentration of Austrian troops on
ths Danube and Servian frontiers is the canse
of this measure.

RUSSIA GETTING A FIRM HOLD ON BULGARIA.

The Russians are forlifying Rhbodope, ev-
idently combining every means to gain a firm
hold on Balgaris, and prepariag to hold it if
needed against all adversaries. The meet-
ing of the congress rather iocreased than
abated their activity 1n that respect.

The conservative members of parhament
will consider the action to be tuken by their
party in reference to ihe cabipet's policy in
acoepting the Schouvaloff-Salisbury mewo-
random, to which the conservatives are gea-
erally hostile.

CONULUBION OF THE ANNUAL SUN-DANCE IN
SPOTTED-TAIL'S CAMP.

Yasgron, Dak., June 21.—The young
men at Spotted- 'nil's camp are just conclud-
ing their annual sun-dance, and the barbar-
ons festival has been one of more than ordi-
nary success. Forty-eight candidates passed
through the terribla ordeal of self-torture,
and are entitled to full diplomas as warriors of
unguestioned bravery. The candidates for
hopors cut two longitudinal slits down each
breast; one end ol a lanat jg passed under
the strip of skin and flesh left betweem the
incisions, and lightly tied, avd the other end
is made fast to the top of a high pole. The
candidate then throws bimself backward with
his weight upon the lariat, and the dance
goes on until
THE FLESH GIVES WAY.

Should he fail to break loose in the manner
prescribed, or sh.ould he faint during the
operation, he is forever disgraced.

The sun-dance just closed was held about
fifteen miles back from the Missouri river
and was witnessed by about seven thousand
Indians and twenty-five whites. Old Spot-
tod-Tail was master of the ceremonies, and,
from the manner in which he performed his
incantation and flourished his mystic wand,
from which dangled the scalp of a wiite
woman, oné would pot suppose him to be the
civilized red mian who is carried upon the
government pay rolls. But once a year
Spotted-Tail hus his fan. The sun dance
bas closed, and Spotted-Tail's ludians are
now ready for the goverament to move them
to a new agency.

John Gemmill, flteen years of age, resid-
ing in Yankton, was kicked to death on Wed-
nesday by an Indian pony.

THE BANNOCKS BOAST OF
THIRTEEN PALE-FACES.

Sax Fraxcisco, June 21.—A Silver City
dispatch isays the stage-road between there
and Winnemucca is clear of hostiles. Jerry
Winnemucea and other friendly Pintes who
have been in the hostile camp recently, say
the Bapnnocks claimed that LEey had then
killed thirteen whites and had three of their
own number killed. Three white men were
killed and buraed in a cabin near Steins
mountain recently. The Mahleheuar reser-
valion Indians are bebaving worse than the
Bannocks, slavghtering every animal that
comes within their reach. General Howard
is still at Mahleheuar City.

MOVEMENT OF THE HOSTILES,

Sax Frascisco, June 21.—A Boise Cily
dispatch stutes that parties from Fort Hall
mnr Lempi, ria Wood river and Big Camas
prairie, report having seen two hundred Ia-
dians on Wood river, about two hundred
miles east of that place, who claim to be
friendly and on Lheir way to the Fort Hall
agency. These Indiansstated that James A.
Dempsey, a white man, who has
aa Indian wife, and bas lived many
years wilh the Indians, and who was
wilh the hostiles in the Lava beds at the
commencement of the outbreak, bad been
killed by a war party before theyleft the Lava
beds on their raiding tour. Small parties of
Indians and trages of larger bodies are daily
discovered in the country bordering on the
overland stage-road. '?he.se Indians are no
doubt scouts and straggling reinforcementa
on their way from the east to join the main
body now in the neighborhood of Steins
mountain. They are keeping up & regular
line of commaunication between the Lava bids
region and place of rendezvous, and watch-
ing the movements of the troops.

BOLD ROIBERY.

The Firat Nationai Bank of xt. Joseph
Mo.. Relieved of Nearly Twenty
Thousand Dellars in Broad
Daylight MHow it was
Dome.

St. Josern, Mo, June 21.—The startling
inlelligence was spread about the oty this
eveming to the effect that the First national
bank bad been entered and robbed of fifteen
thousand dollars in Lroad daylight. It ap-
pears that shorlly after twelve o'clock some
parties entered the bank to make a deposit,
the cashivr, James C. Hall, beivg alone, the
other officers and employes having gone
to diomer. Mr. Hall, after they had
gone, went to the vault to place some
money therein, when he discovered, to his
amazsment, that three package=, each con-
tainiog five thousand dollars, were missing.
One package had been taken from a twenty-
four thousand dollar pile of currency, while
the other two packages had been taken
from aopother part of the vanlt. When
the other bank cffizials and employes
bad arrived  he wmade ksown  hia
discovery, and all went 5 work (o make a
thorough examination of the bunk,in the
hope that it had probably been misplaced.
The package could ot be found, but, on the
other hand, it was ascertained that four thou-
sand seven hundred dollars in addition was
missing, making, in all, nineteen thonsand
seven hundred dollars. Mr. Hall states that
the money he s cerlnin was in
the bank at nice o'clock., when the
day's operations were begun. He suys that
hie doss not remember haviag secn avy sus-
picicus-locking characters 1a the bank dur-
ing the day. Torre is no back entrance to
the bank, nod how the money mapaged to
get ort ol the bank iz still unknown. The
police autborities and detectives have been
put to work to ferrvet cut if possible the cause
of its disappearance,and also the adroit thief
who took 1. A thousand dollars reward has
been offered by the bank for the capture of
the thief. The bank was loser to the amount
of fifteen hundred dollars some three or four
months ago, and this occurrence greatly adds
to their previous misfortane. The capital of
the instilution i~ one hundred thousand dol-
lars,and it has a surplus fund of twenty thou-
sand dollars, so that the loss will not embar-
rass it 1n any way,
