"Will you give as brie fly as possible tbe
origin of the race, and all the facts in connec-
tion with it?"

"Shortly after my return from the south in
March last, I received a telegram from Mr..
Conley, requesting me to meet him at tbe
Gait bouse on important business. I met the
gentleman, and he informed me that he was
desirous ot accomplishing a great match, and
desired to know on what terms he could
procure the Jockey club course for one day,
provided the club would assume control and
manage the whole affair. I gave him the
terms and be departed for Woodford county.
I surmised that be was after Tenbroeck i t
the time. A tew days afterward he tele-
graphed his acceptance of our term?, and
requested a meeting at the Glt house, when
he imparted to me the tact that Mr. Winter
had offered to bet five thousand dollars that
Mollie M'Carthy could beat any horse in
America in four-mil- e beats. A rival of Mr.
Winter said to Mr. Conley, who was pres-
ent, 'I .will take hi bet, provided you can
procure Tenbroeck.' Mr. Conley came to
Kentucky, saw Mr. Harper, arranged w'vh.
bim to run his horse over the Liuisville
course, under the auspices of the Jockey
club, telegraphed his friend, aud the money
was deposited in the Bank of California, as
is evidenced by the telegram whicu you can
peruse."

Tbe reporter was here shown a telegram
from Thomas Brown, cashier of the Bank of
California, dated the eighteenth instant, say-
ing there was a deposit of ten thousand dol-
lars to be paid the winner of the Tenbroeck
and M'Carthy race at Louisville July 4th.

"Colonel, have you aay objection to state
why the price of admission to the grounds
has been advanced on the fourth of July?"

"The July meetiug ot the club commences
on the second, and comprises the third, with
the probability of the fifth and sixth of July
extra days. For these days, if the club takes
in at the gate three thousand dollars a profit
is derived, but on the Fourth of July the ex-

penses of the race to Mr. Conley now amount
to over ten thousand dollars, and unless he
charged extra for the grand stand he would,
with good weather, make scarcely any profit,
and in case of rain or accident to either of the
horses, lose the entire amount."

"What is Mr. Conley 's position in this
matter?"

"Simply that of a broker, who has ar-
ranged for Louisville one of the grandest
events ever held iu auy country, and his com-
mission for the enterprise being tli gate re-
ceipts, his profit being the excess atter the
reimbursement of the amount expended by
him. St. Louis, Chicago or Cincinnati would
have raised the amount of his expenses and
given their courses free to secure such a prize,
and as the prices are only equal to those
charged elsewhere, they should be accepted
without a murmur, and our citizens show
their appreciation of the benefits to be de-
rived from the enterprise of this stranger."

"Does Mr. Conley have any control of the
horses in this race?'

"No, sir; up more than you have; they are
in the possession of the club from the time of
weighing in, and if there was tha slightest
grouod of suspicion of fraud I would show
the public that all are treated alike over our
course, and take the race and horses in our
own hands."

"What is the condition of tbe two at pres-
ent?"

"Both are in admirable condition. Of
course, we cannot judge the mate like the
horse, for she has never been pressed in any
of her race 8 or touched witb a whip, but then
she has never met such company as tbe
King."

"Do you look for fast time?"
"I do, for as the horse rates better than

any animal I have ever seen, I suppose Har-
per's tactics will be to make him run in 7 :25
the first heat. Of course, this is only surmise
on my part, but Tenbroeck can go in 7:25 as
easily as most horses can accomplish tbe same
distance in 7:35 to 7:40."

"Are many notabilities to be present?"
''You will see on that day more prominent

men than were ever known to be at one
place before in America. I learned a few
days since that one party of twenty-fiv- e per-
sons were coming from England to witness
the races, and excursion parties from every
section of the United States will crowd the
grounds on that day. Louisville has never
been so advertised, and the benefit to tbe
stock interests of Kentucky can scarcely be
estimated, for on that day a classified adver-
tisement of the great breeding establish-
ments, as well as a list of stock for sale, will
appear in your great turf supplement."

"Who will be the judges cn that occ-
asion?"

turfmen in the country."
"Are you satisfied with the outlook for a

grand success?"
"Perfectly. Some slight misunderstand-

ing occurred a few days since, but every-
thing has been amicably and satisfactorily
arranged, and good fteling prevails every-
where, and we anticipate the grandest as-

semblage ever gathered together in any
country. The arrangements are perfect, and
the order and decorum which character! 7. ; all
the meetings will be rigidly maintained."

"Is there any truth in tho proposed match
of five thousand dollars between Janet and
Uarkaway on the fifth of July?"

"This much the friends of Janet have au-
thorized me to state that she will run mile
heats against bim or any other horse for a
sweepstake of that amount, and if accepted,
the club will give a handsome purse to be
run for, and arrange for an attractive pro-
gramme."

With tbis information the reporter took
his leave with an overflowing note-boo- k, and
satisfied that nothing is lacking in the ar-
rangements to make the Fourth of July the
greatest day Louisville has seen for many
years.

KIOTS ASM STRIKES.

An Opinion as to Their Imminence by
tbe Han who haa tke Largeat In

tereat at Htake.

Special to tbe Chicago Tribune,1

New York, June 18. W. H. Vanderbilt
was asked yesterday if b had received a let-
ter threatening a general strike on his rail-
roads, as reported. He said no such docu-
ment had been sent bim. He then expressed
his views in regard to tne general condition of
affairs along tbe lines. "From alt the infor-
mation I can gather," he said, "there is no
fear of any uprising along the railroads which
are under my charge. From both the Lake
Shore and the Central the officers report that
the men are working quietly, and no dissatis-
faction is expressed. On April 1st,
all the employes of both roads were
put on full time. Prior to that they
had been working on three-quarte-rs time.
Their pay, of course, was increased in pto-portio- n.

It is no secret that, although tbe
road is doing a great amount of business, it
is making no money. This does not concern
the employes, as their psy is not affected by
the gains or losses of the road. Great care
is taken on the Central to insure having a good
class of men as employes. We generally get
men with families, who know that advance-
ment depends upon good work and good be-

havior. Tbey have no incentive to ttnke,
and the conduct of the company last summer
has shown them that it will keep its prom-
ises. Our employes then stood by us manful-
ly, and we increased their pav five per cent.
They were naturally pleased with this, and
could draw their own inferences between the
results of btrikiug and remaining true to the
road for which they worked. The only class,
I think, from which there is anything to be
feared is the tramps. There is no telling
what these people may do. In the large
cities they are practically powerless, but
bands roaming through the country may do
infinite harm. In Chicago the authorities
have become somewhat alarmed, and, I un-
derstand, have organized the militia. With
a friend who lives there I bave talked re-
cently, and he says no difficulty is to be

from the men who work on the
railroads. They are all getting as much ns
they can do, and are well paid for the tioies.
Of course it is useless to expect that thrift
will come to a country in a month. Of ne-
cessity it is a slow matter, but I see no reason
for the fears which many express of riots and
uprisings this summer. There was a good
crop last jear. There is every prospect of an
equally good one tbis season."

High Waxes Slake Dear Living Effect
of Ktrike, Ktc.

Cincinnati Gazette: The ommoi talk of
the political working man is that all strikes
for higher pay are of labor against capital,
and that all which is gained by such strike of
any class of workmen is taken out of capital
tor the benefit cf labor, and that if all would
combine and strike they could benefit all
workmen at the expense of capital. By this
theory every strike is a bent fit to all work-
men, and all disturbance of labor by agita-
tion is in their interest. Is this true ? Let
us look into the matter. The way to do this
is not, by lumping generabzati ,ns, but by
looking into the working of things in detail,
and showing how each person is affected.
Let us begin with coal-minin- which is a
large branch of labor, and in which there is
most ot this agitation. Suppose the miners
strike and raise tbe wages fifty cents a ton,
how does this work? Every workman is a
consumer of coal. The great body of the

are laborers. This advance
in the pay of the miners raises the cost of
coal to every laborer's family half a dollar a
ton. Is this getting even with
capital ? Is it in any sense a
ftnke of labor against capital? It is
simply a strike of one set of laborers against
all other laborers. All the advance they get
is 83 much added to the difficulty of other
workmen to make ends meet. The working
is the same in all branches ot production.
These political workingmen ignore the cir-
cumstance that every laborer is a consumer
to the amount of all that be earns, and that
every advance in wages raises the co6t of the
article which he consumes. If an unequal
advance is made in one branch of labor, al
other laborers have so much added to their
burdens without any co "pensation. If the
advances goes on until it becomes equal all
around, then all come out where they were
before; they have succeeded after great dis-

turbances, always attended with loss, in rais-
ing their wages, and the cost of their living
in the same degree, and are no better off.
Take, for example, tbe large branch of labor
ia making shoes. Tbis is a class that is well
organized and has frequent strikes. Wben
the shoemakers strike and succeed in getting
an advance of twenty-fiv- e cents a pair does
it come out of capital? It is an advance in
the cost of shoes to ever consumer. Who
compose the mass of consumers of shoes?
The laborers. They have two feet the same
ns the capitalist. The workman is as likely
as the capitalist to have a large family. And
his avocation makes him wear out more shoes
than the person of leisure. Yet workmen are
persuaded that an advance in the cost of their
shoes is a gain of the laborer from the capi-
talist. Tane the railroads as another illustra-
tion. Ouiy a few years ago there was a great
popular organization calling for vast expend-
iture by government lo build competing
railroads and canals to reduce prices of
transportation, co as to reduce the price of
food and other necessaries to the laborer.
But last summer the idea was raised that a
general strike of railroad workmen to raise
their wages and the 1 price of transpjitation
was for the interest of all workmen,! tnd that
all ought to join them, and to stop ail produc-
tion until their demands were granted. But
higher cost of transportation means a higher
price for every article which the workman
consumes. It means higher prices for every
article of subsistence and comfort in all the
branches of food, clothing and shelter for
himself and his family. Is it not ao inter-
esting picture of the capacty of man for

when we see all the work-
men ot the country in a ferment in tbe cause
of raising the cost of their own subsistence,
and calling it a gain to labor from capital ?

Additional Particulars of the Shocking;
Tragedy at Tamaroa, Illinois, In

which a Young Husband Kills
his Wife and Commits

Suicide.

H pet lal to the Cairo Bulletin,
Anna, June 20. This little village is

all agog with excitement. 1 will forward
full details of the whole affair by this even-
ing's train. I will confine myself to the af-

fair at Tamaroa. On Tuesday evening M'Na-me- e,

learning that his wife was visiting
friends at Tamaroa, decided to make a last
effort to have his wife return to bim. He left
here on the morning freight train, went to
Carbondale, where he spent a part of the day
with bis brother, and then went on to Tama-
roa by the afternoon passenger train. Learn-
ing that his wife was at tbe residence of
Mr. Thomas Williams, he called there, and
was met at the door by Mr. Williams. He
did not wait to be invited in, but pushed past
Mr. Williams and entered the room where
his wife was. When Mrs. M'Namee saw her
husband enter the room she crossed the floor
and sat down at the piano, and commenced
to run ber fingers over the keys. They were
alone in this room, all the members of Mr.
Williams's family having withdrawn when
M'Namee entered. What passed between
them will probably never be known. Ten
minutes later the inmates of the house were

startled by the report of two pistol
shots.

They entered the room and found M'Na-
mee lying on one sides of the piano-sto- ol

with a bullet in his heart, and on the other
side Mrs. M'Namee with a bullet in her
head. The wife is still alive, but her death
is only a matter of a few hours. The
M'Namees aro now virtually among those
who have "gone before." Dr. Barnes
is still here and in charge of the asylum, but,
since bis difficulty, it is said that he has not
been in town but once, and when he goes
away he travels to Cubden, seven miles out
of his road, in order to take the train.
To-da-y I have talked with many prom-
inent men here, and while I find that Dr.
Barnes has his friends and defenders, two out
of every three persons spoken to were very
bitter against him. and declared that he
should at once be removed. Besides this,
M Namee has three fcrown brothers, and at
least two cf t hi m have made the assertion
that
THEY WILL KILL THE DOCTOR ON 8IOHT.

This evening when I asked a well-know- n

lawyer ot this place whether these fellows
meant what they taid, his reply was "they
will do it as sure as h 11." So you see, un-

der all the circumstances this will be a very
uncomfortab'.e place for Dr. Barnes tore-sid- e.

THE CAUSES WHICH LED TO THE BAD AF-

FAIR.
M'Namee was a young man, and was the

husband of a young wife. He was employed
at the Southern insane asylum, located about
a miie and a half from Anna, as cn assistant.
H-- j was faithful in the discharge of his duty.
His wife lived at Anna, and Dr. Barnes, the
superint-:ud-'nf- c of the asylum, was in the
habit of calling upon her without her hus-

band's knowledge. The doctor says his visits
were innocent, and we give him credit for
truthfulness. Finally Mrs. M'Namee was
also engaged as an assistant at the asylum,
and on the day she intended to go out to tbe
asylum and take her place. Dr. Barneo,
the superintendent of 4the asylum,
happened to be at Anna in tis
buggy. Ascertaining that Mrs. M Namee

" r

was desirous of going out to the asylum, the
doctor proposed to her a ride by his side. She
accepted the kind offer, and the eccentric
horse of the doctor drew the buggy, with it
load, out of the usual road to tbe asylum
down by certain unused lime-kiln- s, out be-
yond the line of the asylum farm farthest
from Anna, nd back to the asylum. Some
person met the doctor aod Mrs M'Namee
while they were enjoying this ride, aud this

person wrote to M'Namee an anony-
mous letter, telling bim well, eometh ng
that frenzied bim. He immediately had an
interview with his wife.
HE CONCLUDED TO TAKE RtR AWAY FROM

TIIK DOCTOR.
He accordingly led her out of the house, and,
passing from the porch saw the doctor sitting
on one of the steps. Drawing a pistol, be
clubbed the doctor on the head with its butt.
The doctor fell from the step to the ground,
and M'Namee phot at bim. M'Namee missed
his aim, atd the doctor soon recovered from
the slight irjurics he had -- received. M'Na-
mee fled to '1 enuesaec, but be soon went back
to Anna and expressed a willingness to be
tried for the assault he had made upon his
former employer. Dr. Barnes, however, evi-
dently desired no real investigation of the
event, and he accordingly refused to appeal
to the law tor the punishment of a man who
had blackened his character by a false
charge, and had

ATTEMPTED TO TAKE HIS LIFE.
After tbe scandal bad been noised about a

little, tbe trustees of the asylum met ostensi-
bly for the purpose of making an investiga-
tion concerning it. Tbe inquiry was made in
an honest but peculiar and very stupid man-
ner, and after doing what they were forced
to do by the evidence they had heard, which
was not the evidence they might bave heard,
the trustees made a report that Dr. Barnes
was innocent of any offense against M'Na-
mee, and was the man of all others for the
position he now occupies. M'Namee was
not satisfied. Jealousy was still rankling
in his breast. He was almost a fit
8ubjrct for tbe asylum in which be had lost
his peace of mind. He dwelt upon bis
wrongs, and wben Mr. Detrich, the chairman
of the board of trustees, abused him in the
public prints, he replied in a bitter manner.
Finally, on Tuesday night last, at Tamaroa,
to which place he bad followed his wile, be
shot at her, sending a bullet into her head
behind tbe right ear, and then killed himself
by shooting a bullet through his own heart.
This is the whole of the story.
