Were you the author of toe con
tents of that letter? Ans. I dictated tbe
contents of the letter.

Ques. Then the person to whom you dic-
tated the contents of the letter merelv acted
i an amanuensis? Ans. Yes, sir; as an
amanuensis extraordinary.

Quea. Who was the person to whom you
dictated the letter? Ans. 1 refuse to tell
you, sir.

(jues. Do you know the names of any of
the persons who were in the parlor at the
time this letter was written ? Ans. I may
unow the names of some of them.

Ques. What names do you remember?
Ans. I will not tell you.

Witness in reply to interrogatories said
that the letter was written, as near as she
:an recollect, upon one page of ordinary
letter pjper, uad medium sized envelope,
.vitii no printing on it.

Ques. In whose handwriting was the ed

Sherman lttt r? Ads. You asked me
that before; and I told you I would notuuswer
tbe question.

Qjeg. I' ask you again, is that letter in
your handwriting? Ans. And I again re- -

tuse to answer whether it was in my naud-riting- or

not; jou must draw your own in-

ferences in that case. The witness then
tt ated that she alone now knew anything of
the original letter, adding: Perhaps some
one has died since.

Mr. Springer1 Yes. Mr. Weber has died
since.

Witness Yes, sir; it is a great pity. Con
tinuing, tbe witness said that tne letter was
addressed on the face to Daniel Weber and
James E. Anderson.

Mr. Springer requested the witness, hand
ing her a pen and a sheet ot paper, to write
a copy from her meaaory, as near as possible
to the contents of the original document, but
she declined to write a copy, staring that it
they desired to see her handwriting they had
a number of letters written by her, to which
they might reler.

being interrogated regarding the letter
handed her by Weber, and her movements
after entering the hotel, witness testified that

inquired of the usher if Mr. Sherman was
:n; the usher said be believed tne gentleman
was up stairs, and offered to present her card,
but she did not desire him to do so; she un-
consciously read the letter, and utter reading
it considered that it was an insult tJ Sher
man and his friends, and upon that ground
she thought it proper not to deliver ths docu
ment.

Ques. But, inadame, you thought proper
to open the letter, written and addresed to
Mr. Sherman ? Ans. I did not say I opened

Continuing, the witness said shte
frequently visited Governor Kellogg at his
otfice during the time that the visiting states
men were there, and tnat she bad seen Uen-r- al

Sheridan, Messrs. Sherman, Stooghton,
Garfield, and others, in the governor's office
luring her visits there; she did not recollect

dit-- t nctly who else she saw, without refresh
ing her memory with her memorandums.

By Mr. Springer Have you our memo
randums during your stay in Washington?

Witness Oh, no, sir; an ordinary car could
not bring them, they are so voluminous.

Mr. Springer It you had notified us we
might have arranged for a freight-trai- ta
convey them.

Witness (sneenogly) lou are very kind.
Renewing her ttrstim uiy, witness Baid: 1 was
on intimate terms with Anderson and Weber.

Q ie. To whom did you dictate the letter?
Ans. A pen is a mechanical instrument, you
know.

Oues ou dictated to a pen? Ans
Some one might have been holding the pen,
though.

Uaes. Who was that some one i Ans. 1

refuse to tell you.
Oaes. Am 1 to understand that you, then.

are the author of the language of that letter,
and that the contents were composed by you?
Ans. I dictated tne letter, and it was an
orignal production.

Ones. it ongiuatcu with you Ans.
Yes, sir, with me.

Ques. Then you are the author of the con- -

Unt ot the letter? Ai:s. ic, sir.
Oaes. Have ycu forgotten the name of

the person to whom you dictated this Sher
man letter Ans. 1 think 1 have; yes, 1

have given the name to ob.ivion, and it nev
er has had resurrection.

Qae. You will not pay that yon did not
write the letter yourself? Ans. No, sir; I
will not say that.

Qaes. You sarv the letter at the time it
wa being written? Ans, Yes, I looked on.

You do not deny you wrote it? An3.
No, sir, I do not.

Ques. You say you dictated it to a pen ?
Ans. It was a quill, I think; 1 think I did
see on it.

Qjea. Did you see any one in t'.ie
reception-room- ? Ans. I did not; I was
contemplating the political affairs of the na-
tion mentally.

Q'jes. Was it in the parlor that you bit
the end of this letter cu and r ad it. The
letter to Sherman? Ans. It was quite an
involuntaiy.act on my part; yes, that was the
place.

Ques. Had you ever been informed of the
contents of that letter before you opened and
read it? Ans. Not specially; only that thoy
wanted a guarantee.

Qjcs. You did then opn a letter not ad-
dressed to you and read it? Ans. It was
ot addressed to ma to be sure, but it wa

quit involuntary.
Qaes. The letter was addressed to Mr.

Sheiman, wasn't it? Ans. I did not look;
Weber said it was, and I suppose it was; I
discovered afterward that it was.

Ques. You started into the hotel with the
view of delivering or sending this letter to
Mr. Sherman? Ans. That u my first im-
pulse, of course.

Qirs. What caused you lo change your
mind? Ana. It was in consequence of the
little note; I was contemplating the affairs of
state, and ouitd unconsciously I bit off the
end of it. They could have no private busi-
ness with the distinguished states-man- ; be-i-id-ts,

the letter was not presentable to him
then, and I did n t ti u k it necessary to pie-se- nt

it. I was diegu-te- d that they should
want written assurance that they would be

provided for. Was not Shermin's word suf-
ficient without a written guarantee?

Ques. Did you think it right to sign Sher-
man's name to a letter which might compro
mise him thereafter? Anr Now you go too
fast; it poured oil on the troubled waters for
the time being.

Qupr. In November, 1876, you were on
friendly terms with Anderson, were you not?
Ans. I do not know what you call tnendly
terms; I knew him politically; he had been
a gut-s- t in my house, nnd as such be was sa
cre t; I was well acquainted with him.

Ouhs. Were vou acquainted with D. A
Wetr? Ans. Yes, sir, very well; he was
a friend, and I bad known him since Ibbo.

Qjes You were disposed to be a friend to
Wi ber at that time i Ans. 1 had no reason
to be uiifriendly to him or to Anderson in
fact, 1 was always pretty friendly to Ander-
son, but there was a method in our madness,
of course.

Ques. What had been your relations up to
that time with becretary oaerman Ans
I bad merelv known him as a member of the
United states senate, and heard him in de-
bate very of ten. and admired him; I had been
introduced to him, but do not know if he
would have known mo if he had met me cas-
ually.

Qjes. What reason could you have had on
the twentieth of November to deceive two of
your intimate friends in tbe interest of a
utranger whom you bad never known. Aas.
Secretary Sherman was merely one of the
visiting statesmen, and as such deserved
honor at our hands; I had no desire to serve
him particularly, I was merely maintaining
the dignity ot the party; if the letter had
been addressed to Mr. Stoughton it would
have been all the same, they would have got
a guarautee; these were men high in the coun-
cils of tbe nation, and do you suppose I
wished them to know what a contemptible

we had in the party in Louisiana ft
that time? it was tor the honor of the party;
I did not want them to know about it.

Q;ies. Why did you give them a forged
document, if they were your friends? Ans.
Pardon mn, I do not admit it.

Ques. Why did jou, then, give them a
falsd guarantee instead of a genuine one ?
Ans. It made them feel bett r, and I did
not wish to insult the statesmen.

Ques. Did yon know Sherman had given
a verbal guarantee? Ans. I did not know
about that. Weber simply said they bad
been assured they should be taken care of
and protected. Sherman's name was not
mentioned in that whole matter.

Ques. Then why did you procure a false
guarantee? Ans. Because it kept them
quiet; L do not know that Weber wished to
go back on us, but I do know that Andetson
did; Sherman did not know whether they
would stand firm ormt, but I did; I knew
tney would stand firm if they got a guaran-
tee, and if not the Democrats money would
have made them go on the other side.

Ques. So that you thought you would give
them a false guarantee to keep them from
accepting a Democratic bribe ? Ana. Yes,
sir; we did not want any trouble.

Oues. Who do you mean by "we ? Ana.
1 mean ilie party at large.
Qaes. What explanation of your conduct

do you now give for having procured a false
guarantee and delivering it to your two
tneuds, in order to prevent an insult being
offered a man who was an entire straoger?
Ans. I thought it would relieve their minds,
and that tbe visiting statesmen would leave,
and that would be the last heard of it. I
knew they would not sell out to the Demo
crats in that event, and go back on their pro
tests. 1 never thought about what they
would do with the guarantee alter the fourth
of March.

Witness said she would produce more of
Anderson's letters and continued :

Ho used the
word ' damn, and all that kind of language
iu them.

Ques. That is his fault, not yours: and if
87 they will show that he is not a good man.
That may be oue reason why I want them.
Ans Anderson is good enough; there is no
use in your saying anything against Ander- -
son, and don't you do it.

By Mr. M Mahon You are not now under
obligations to Governor Kellogg, are you?
Ans. No,sir, and I never have been; it was
a mere party matter that he was seated; if he
had been a fejee Islander no would have
been seated all the same.

Qaes. Do you mean to say that Kellogg
did not want this Sherman letter tor the pur
pose of ennbnng htm to get his seat? Ans.
How would it enable him to get his seat?

Qaes. Mathews was inimical, but ho
turned around afterward. Ans. Perhaps he
uid, but I do not think that letter had any
thing to do with it.

U ies. v as it not the bberman letter that
Keilogg was wilting for for the purpose of
forcing things in regard to his seat? Ans.
I do not think so.

Qaes. If you will promise to bring us that
letter of yours of tue ninth of November,
U77. 1 will ask you no more questions about
it. l ou Hay in your letter that Anderson
may be sure he will never get that letter, or
any other papers that were deemed of im-
portance. What were they? , Ans. Well,
he said if he only had the document he could
overturn the government.

Oars. You were interested politically in '

at mat uuie; you wanted mm to get
iu ? A us. As a matter of course, as a mere
party measure.

Ques. Now, what were the other papers
thai you assured Governor Kellogg that An- -

dersou should never get? Ans I do not
know; I never had possession of the Stanley
Mathews letters.

Qjes. Did you know that Anderson had
any document from Stanley Mathews at that
time? Ans. ou know how Anderson
talks.

Mr. M'Mahon Yes, but I want to hear
you talk now.

Witness Well, I hope that you are edi-
fied.

Ques. Did you ever see the documents
that Anderson said he had from Mathews?
Ans. No, sir; he did not inclose them for
my perusal; I never had possession of them;
it I had, they never would have gone before
this committee.

Qjestion by the Chairman Was the letter
that you dictated in the parlor written in ink
or uencil? Ans. In ink.

Ques. Was it legible or not when it "as
finished? Aus. That remains for others to
discuss; the chirogruphy was not elegant; it

is, but I might have made it out.
Ques. Have you ever read any of Sher-rnuu- 's

letters? Ans. I have never read any
of his composition, except that I have read
hi speeches as reported in the Congressional
Record. I am familiar with most of our
state men's style, and if have read them
once I think I could imitate them.

Q.ies. Did you try to imitate his style
when ycu dictated tbe letter? Ans. Not
his particulary; it might have done for any
one.

Qies. The letter contains this phrase:
"Your note of even date." Do you use that
phrase when you write? Ans. Yes, sir, very
often; I abbreviate it in that way. As for the
word "Hayes" there, it happened to be men-
tioned while I was in the room, otherwise I
would not have thought, of 6uch an august
personage.

Ques Was the lett-- r signed "J ," "Jno."
or "John Sherman?" Acs. It was signed
"John Sherman."

Qaes. The letter to which it was an an-
swer, do you recollect that? Ans Yes, sir,
I do; but it did not impress me 60 much as
the other.

Q ies. Please repeat it, if you can. Ans.
"Sir, we have carefully considered your argu-
ments made by you at our recent interview"

or something of that kind; I will not be
positive aa to trie word recent. "Your assur-
ance that we shall be provided for is scarcely
specific enough. In the event" or, in the
case "we pursue the course suggested by you,
we will be obliged to leave the State, will
you, therefore, state in writing to whom we
shall look for the fulfillment of your promises ?

Qjes. I your recollection of it derived

from that single reading in the hotel? Ans.
Yes, sir; I had it some time afterward, and

I may have taken a little note of it.
Q i?s. Were you employed in the treasury

department at one time? Ans. I was here
two months in 1875. and accepted a position
during that time. Mr. Bristow was secretary
of th treasury then. I don't think the gov-
ernment made much by my services. I had
other buiness to attend to. I acceDtd the
position because it was offered, and I held it
oniy tor two niontns.

Ques. Did you render any services to the

government? Ans. Yep, sir, I did; I went
up there very often, until 1 got tired ot it,
I used to go in a room with lots of desks in it,
where I did some writing. I went there al-

most every day when 1 had nothing else to
do. Laughter. J senator west, i believe,
was good enough to bavo me appointed.

Ques. In whose writing waa this letter
that was banded you to deliver Ans --

think it was in Weber's handwriting.
Mr. Butler inquired of witness if she

had any more of Anderson's letters, and she
replied: 1 may have some mere, adding
"By the way, general, how did you get that
letter from Mrs. Weber?" Laughtei.J

Mr. Butler, leaning carelessly back in his
chair, seemingly enjoyed the question as
much as the spectators, but gave no reply.
In a dialogue between Mrs. Jenks and Gen-

eral Butler, witness told Butler he was very
flowery, and offered to tell bim moce about
her Anderson letters if he would give ner toe
information she required regarding tbe course
pirsued by him to obtain Mrs. Weber's let-
ter, otherwise she would be compelled to re-
fuse, the same as he did.

Mr. Springer again took the witness, ask-
ing her about how long it was from tbe time
she left with until she returned with the doc-
ument? She thought that it was in the
neighborhood of three-quarte- of an hour;
she remained in the reception parlor but
about five minutes, during which time she
unconsciously-- bit one end of the note ad-
dressed to Secretary Sherman intrusted to
her for delivery.

Mr. M'Mahon referred to the correspond-
ence which had existed between the witness
and Governor Kellogg, and particularly de-
sired to know what letter she referred to in
her letter dated November 14, 1877, in which
she said "yes."

Witness I refer to the letter you wot of;
you will perceive by one of Anderson's let-
ters which I inclose that he values it very
highly, and also that he is not in possession
of the document, and you may be eure that
he will never get it or any ot tbe other papers
he deems of value.

During the questioning of Mr. M'Mahon,
with the view of having tbe witness to state
if the lettei referred to was Sherman's letter,
the witness evaded the direct questions and
made inquiries of Mr. M'Mahon. She, how
ever, stated that had there been ten tnousand
dollars offered for Sherman's letter, and it in
her possession, she would not have degraded
her honor so much as to have accepted the
offer.

By Mr. Potter Did you ever see any of
Sherman's writing?

Witness No, sir; I did not.
Mr. M'Mahon referred to a letter bearing

the signature of Thomas Jenks, asking wit
ness it it was the signature of her husband.

lhe direct question was again evaded and
witness said her husband could identify his
own signature, and he being present she re-
ferred the gentleman to him for the informa-
tion desired.

In reply to further interrogations by Chair-
man I'otter, witness stated that her maiden
name was Murdock.

Mr. Butler 6tated to Mrs J?nk9 that he de-
sired to gratify her curiosity in regard to ob-
taining the letter from Mrs. Weber; he said
Governor Kellogg handed him a bundle of
papers and in it he found a letter addressed
to Mrs. Weber.

Mrs. Jenks (quickly) Why did you not
hand it back to him?

Mr. Butler (vjry slowly) because I had use
or it.

Mr. Springer asked witness regarding a
certain claim in which her f amily had been
interested, but the subject proved uninterest-
ing.

Mr. Springer That is all I have to ask the
witness.

Witness Then I move we adjourn.
Laughter.

(General II. V. Hoy n too,
special correspondent at Washington of the
Cincinnati Gazette, was called.

By Mr. M'Mahon Did you call upon the
President of the United States in relation to
the appointment of Mr. Anderson? Ans.
I did not call upon the President upon that
appointment especially. The appointment
had been announced as being that of an Onio
man. There bad been, perhaps on the same
day, a statement published to tbe effect that
Anderson had been engaged disreputably in
manipulating the v te ot one or two parishes
in Louisiana; and secondly, that he had been
appointed by the President on that account.
In the conversation I asked the President
how it happened that this man had been ap-
pointed, charged as he was with the disre-
putable manipulation of tne vote of Louisi-
ana. The President replied that Anderson
had been appointed for efficient services ren-
dered the party; and, in reply to further in
quiry, the President said he did not think
Anderson would retain his office. It was the
first week in June that the interview with the
President took place, General Boynton, hav-
ing been riding with the President through
invitation, a geneial discussion of appoint-
ments took place during the drive.

By Mr. Cox Have you compared that date
in June with the letter written to the state
department asking the withholding or revok-
ing of Anderson's appointment? Ans. Yes,
sir; I beard that I was to be called before this
committee with reference to the matter I
saw it so stated in a western newspaper and
I went to my files and fixed the date of that
conversation and the date ot the letter to the
state department, which was the twenty-sixt- h

of May. When I asked the President
if his commission bad been revoked, he made
the reply that he did not think he would re-
tain the office. I supposed he had gone out
of office for the reason which was then cur-
rent in print that he had refused to accept
this consulate at Funchal of his own accord,
and that left the impression on my mind that
the charge made in the Democratic papers
was true; but upon looking at the date of the
letter and the date of my conversation with
the President, I found that he had already
directed his commission to be withheld. N
conversation that I had with the President
proceeded on the theory that he had been
dealing with him on account of any improper
service that he had done

By Mr. Butler Have you at any time at-
tempted to give the President's words exact-
ly in this interview ? Ans. No, sir; I told
the story as it lay in my mind at the time I
lepeated it. The President, without denying
or affirming anything with reference to the
point I made, said that he did not think he
would receive the appointment, or that he
would retain the office if he should be ap-
pointed.

Ques. Have you not said, substantially,
that you asked the President how he came to
make the appointment of such a man against
whom such charges were made, and he said
he was possessed of some political secrets?
Did not you use tbe words "political se-

crets?" Ans. No, sir; I did not. I am ab-
solutely certain I did not say so to anybody.
The words "political secrets" were never
used by the President, and I do not think 1

ever used the words in speaking to anybody
of it.

Ques. Have you never used the words, in
speaking of it, that the President said he
was to be appointed "on account of matters
not best to be known?" Ans. No, sir, I
have not; and I want you to understand that
I do not propose to make any answer here
that will reflect npon the President of the
United States.

Ques. Why not, if it is the truth? Ans.
1 will tell you why; because I propose to

state rxactly what took place, and not give
any half-wa- y answers which may reflect upon
the President of tbe United States; I have
told in substance all that took place between
the President and myself.

Witness further said that answers could
not be placed in his mouth, and if it was not
tbe pleasure of the committee to accept his
statement as he pleased to make it, which
were the plain facts, they might wait until
December next, when probably they might
get the details of the affair.

Ques. Have you given any person what-
ever to understand that tbe President said to
you, or gave you to understand, that Ander-
son was possessed of some political knowl-
edge that it was not best to have mad pub-
lic? Ans. No, sir; the President did not say
anything of the kind.

Ques. Please state what reason the Presi-
dent did give for this appointment? Aus.
His statement was to the effect that this man
had been a good Republican, and had done
good Republican service in Louisiana; that
was the substance of it.

By Mr. Butler Haven't you stated to any-
body that the President said to you that be-

cause Anderson had some knowledge of po-

litical affairs in Louisiana it was necessary.
convenient or proper that this appointment

should be made? A nr. Not to my recollec
tion; I may have conveyed that impression to
several people, but as to stating it as tho
woros ot tbe President, 1 am confident 1 have
never done so.

Ques. Have you stated that in substance
as what the President said? Aus. I may
have done so.

Ques. Did you state it truly? Ans. I
stated it truly as it remained in my mind,
and I wish to say right here that I repell all
insinuations that I have not told the truth at
all times, and, if necessary, I shall protect
myself against such imputations. The other
members of the committee have acted as
gentlemen toward me, but General Butler
has acted the' part of a rowdy, and I desire
the chairman to call his attention to the fact,
and if the committee will not protect me, I
will protect myself.

Bv Mr. Butler Where were you when the
M'Veigh commission went down to Louisi-
ana? Ans. I was in Washington.

Mr. Cox I cesire to take the sense of the
committee a? to whether we propose to go
"into the question of t he doings of the M'Veigh
commission in April, ltw7, or whether we
have the authority to do so under the resolu-
tion of congress under which we are acting.

The committee then went into secret ses-
sion to consider this and other matters con-
nected with the workings of the committee,
and shortly after adj urned until Tuesday.

TilAT UNREAD PACKAGE

Co Ie Kays no sueh Incidents Occurred
Homebody Klse Opened, Head and

Destroyed the Paper.

Washington. June 23 The Post to
morrow will publish an interview with John
F. Coyle, formerly publisher of the National
Intelligencer, regarding the published report
that at a dinner party in this city on the night
of Lincoln's assassination Coyle burned the
unread package which Booth handed him
during the day, and which it is supposed con
tained bis explanation of the causes which
led him to the commission of the terrible
deed. Coyle says: "No such dinner party
ever took place. I never heard of that state
ment until after tbe execution, although ru-
mors were prevalent that such a statement
had been prepared. On my examination as
a witness before the commission that tried
the conspirators, I there stated that no such
document ever reached me. Months after
the execution John Mathews, the gentleman
to whom the statement was given to deliver
to me, told me he had received it, and on the
night of the assassination had opened it, read
it and destroyed it.

Abont It.

Particulars of the Scandalous Business
as Related by a New York Herald

Correspondent A Dirty Piece
of Business.

Washington, June 23. A statement by
tne triends ot Congressman Acklin to the
editor of the Washington Post contradicts
the recent mention of "sensational" and
unwarranted character aa to his behavior t- -

a lady, and says that his version of the af-
fair is entirely corroborated by the lady, and
that there is but one issue in the premises,
and that is of a personal and private charac-
ter between Mr. Acklin and General Rosser,
who have both left the city for their respect-
ive homes to arrange their affairs for such a
determination of the result between them as
accords with their views o the responsibility
of men to one another. The scandal, of dis
torted and exaggerated publicity, it is add
ed, has had the effect of hastening perhaps
an event which would take place under other
circumstances, and which should not be per
mitted to be clouded with dishonor. The
Post says, editorially, that Mr. Acklin has
hurried to Louisiana to arrange his affairs,
and that as soon as he gets there his friend,
a well-know- n duelist, will at once notify
General Rosser to name some gentleman to
represent nun with a view ot settling tbe
matter according to the strict code. Tne
lady. Mr. Acklin admits to have seriously
compromised, and professes his willingness
to make her the only reparation in his power.
ACKLIN DENIES THE ROSSER PART OF THE

STORT.
New Orleans, June 24 Hon. J. H. Ack

lin, member of congress from the third Louisi
ana district, makes the following statement
in connection with the late slan ler in the
Washington papers: "The story that Gen
eral Rosser assaulted me in Welcker's res
taurant, because of an offered indignity to a
lady, is infamously talse, and 1 cannot believe
the story ever emanated from him. I left
Washington on ihursday evening. June zUth.
The slander was published in the Washington
Evening Star on Friday, June 21st, and did
not come to my knowledge until the night ot
June 23d. Being unaware of General Ros-
ser's whereabouts, I promptly telegraphed to
various points to secure his refutation of this
assault As yet I have failed to reach him,
but an explicit denial has been made by com-
petent parties in Washington. No effort will
be spared to set this matter right, and, if
necessary, I will return at once to Washing-
ton for that purpose."

GENERAL ROSSES IS SILENT.
St. Paul, Minn., June 24. General T. L.

Rosser, involved in the scandal and alleged
to fight a duel with Congressman Acklin, of
Louisiana, arrived in this city Saturday in
tbe performance ot his duty aschiet engineer
of the Northern Pacific railway. He refuses
to be interviewed relative to the affair. He
leaves the city on an engineering
trip to Red river valley. General Rosser
distinctly said that ne had made no mention
of the affair to anybody, and wonld make
none; that it was strictly a private affair and
personal matter, and that its publicity comes
from some other quarters.
PARTICULARS OF THE ALLEGED ASSAULT.

Washington dispatch to the New York
Herald: The lull succeeding the adjourn-
ment of congress was suddenly interrupted
to-da- y by the disclosure of a scandal, the de-
tails of which are the universal theme of dis-
cussion here t. The person figuriug
most conspicuously in the affair is a young
congressman from one of the southern States,
au almost boy in years and almost Adonis in
form. He has been famous among his fellow--

members for his lavish expenditure of
the wealth which he inherited as the scion of
one of the oldest and most aristocratic
families of the State of Tennessee. Always
dressed faultless, and carrying himself with a
most stylish air, his acknowledged beauty
made him an ever-weico- guest
in Washington society, and gave
him from tbe very outset of his appearance
in the capital the entree of the highest and
most refined circles. The story of the out-
rage, for such the scandal amounts to, as
narrated by General Rosser, and others who
were actors or of the occur-
rence, is as follows: On Tuesday night last,
between ten and eleven o'clock, General Ros-

ter escorted a lady to a fashionable and well-kno-

restaurant on Fifteenth street, above
tbe treasury department, for the purpose of
getting supper. They took their seats and
were perusing the bill of fare when the gen-
eral noticed on withdrawing his gloves that
his hands were slightly soiled with the dust
of an afternoon walk. Excusing himself, be
stepped into an adjoining and
washed his hands at the ewer. Upon return-
ing, after an absence of only a few minutes,
he noticed that his lady friend was greatly
agitated. He asked her excitedly what was
the matter. She exclaimed

"Oh, General, take me out of this place;
just listen."

Thus commanded he listened, and they
both beard the noise of a woman in the ad-
joining supper-roo- m crying and moaning.
Eventually the words, "For shame; oh, do
not, I pray you; let mc go away; help!" came
successively and distinctly through the inter-
vening wall.

"There, General, you ought to go and see
what is the matter," said the affrighted lady
listener on the outside, and prompted by the
suggestion the chivalric Rosser weut around
to the door of tbe room and finding it locked,
and hearing still tbe sounds of a struggle,
burst it in. To his great indignation, be dis-

covered the congressman above described, all
flushed with wine, offering a lady a most gross
insult. The general, who is a man
of great stature and strength,
seized the offender, who is of barely
medium hight and of dandy figure, and
hurled him against the wall, knocking bim
almost senseless. The lady so gallantly
rescued fainted at her delivery, but was soon
brought to with the aid of restoratives, and
taken home in a carriage. She is a most
estimable and beautiful person, and is the
sister-in-la- w of a nor hern congressman,
whose wife, her sister, is also famous for her
beauty. Her adventure is the unfortunate
consequence of an innocent acquaintance of a
man whose character was concealed from her
in the glare and brilliancy of the society in
which she encountered him. In the gayety of
the capital the artless wife, away from her
husband, naturally saw no danger in
the attentions paid her by a man, who
was a fellow-congressma- n, and often com-
panion of her brother-in-la- Owing to the
eminent respectability of all the parties con-
cerned the affair was hushed up, and would,
perhaps, have escaped the present revelation
had not a few words concerning it escaped
one of these parties at a breakfast-tabl- e this
morning. From the breakfast-tabl- e it spread
abroad, and was soon whispered about the
city and is on every hp General
Rosser, the rescuer of the lady, hat returned
to St. Paul, the headquarters of the Northern
Pacific railroad, of which he is the civil en-

gineer. He is a West Pointer, but entered
the rebel service as captain of one ot the bat-
teries of the Washington artillery battalion
of New Orleans. He rose to the rank of
major-genera- l, and will be remembered as one
of the famous cavalry chieftains on the rebel
side. Tbe story has been generally circula-
ted by members ot congress remaining in
Washington, and the facta as narrated have
caused the deepest indignation among those
acquainted with the guilty party. One mem-
ber, who is known as prominent and influen-
tial in the house, said ht that his dis-

graceful conduct would warrant the offering
of a resolution expelling the accused when
congress again assembled. Tbe affair is not
likely to end here, for the "Don Juan" comes
from a locality where he will be compelled

to vindicate his insulted honor. A challenge.
therefore, will, in all probability, bo sent to
general nosser tor the part hr took in pro
tecting the lady assaulted.
