Mr. B. O. Michell, the popular chief clerk
ot tbe west Wind, stopped oft this trip on a
leave of absence for a month. He goes up
tne country to recuperate.
- The upper-coas-t packet this afternoon is
the reliable West Wind. Captain Andrews.
Cyrus Fay presides in the office during the
absence ot a. u. Aiicheii.

The Andy Baum left for Cincinnati on time
with 288 bales cotton. 20 bales rags. 10 tons
scrap-iro- n, a big lot of miscellaneous stuff, 60
cabin and zit deck passengers.

The Golden Crown, on ner way to Cincin-
nati, passed np yesterday morning after dis-
charging sixteen sacks ot salt, nineteen bar-
rels of molasses and a large lot of sundries.

The Coahoma sails for Friars Point and
way points as usual this afternoon. Captain
Stack Lee is in command, and Ed Thomas in
the office, assisted by Piatt Rhodes and Billy
Smithers.

The Hard Cash, which arrived from White
river yesterday with a first-rat- e trip, returns
at the usual hour this evening, Captain Ed
Postal commanding, with Charley Postal and
Dan Sullivan in the office.

The Anchor-liner- s passing here to-d- ay are
the Gold Dust, for New Orleans at ten o'clock
forenoon, and the James Howard, for St.
Louis at five o'clock afternoon. They will
both be found at the Lee wharfboat.

A futl report of the additional details of
the conflagration which swept away the val-
uable property of the Anchor Line packet
company yesterday morning will be found in
another column of this morning's issue.

The big lot of freight discharged by the
City ot Vicksburg would have been added to
the freight lost at the elevator had that boat
not been several hours behind her usual time
cf arrival here. She discharged it at the Lee
wharfboat.

The levee in the vicinity of yesterday
morning's disastrous conflagration was
crowded all yesterday with curious people,
who expressed regrets at the loss sustained
by the Anchor-lin- e company and all the suf-
ferers by the fire.

' A number of mariners left for up the river
last night by rail. They will take in the Louis-
ville race, and consume the balance of the trip
on business. Captains Ed Nowland and Tom
Darragh were among the party. Captain
Rowland will go to Pittsburg to see about his
new boat.

Tf it had not been raining yesterday morn-
ing, ia all probability a dozen or more fires
would bare been started in the southern por-- 1

tion of the city, as large fire-bran- were
carried over a mile from the elevator by the
stiff wind blowing. Tbe shi; gio roofs were
inorougniy wet by the rain, thus preventing
tbe brands from igniting the chingles.

The remarkable similarity c f circumstaccea
connected with the burning of the City of
Chester and Capitol City, both belonging to
the same line of packets, has awakened 1

suspicion of fcul play, and no djubt the mat
ter will be thoroughly sifted. We would not
give a feather's weight of old victuals for tbe
hide of the author of the mischief, if he be
found out.

During the conflagration yesterday morn
ing some one started tbe rumor that a large
lot of powder was stored in the elevator, and
the report ot tbe bursting ot one ot the 011- -

barrels gave credence to the rumor, and such
a scattering of a crowd wa3 never before wit-
nessed. There was a mass of panic stricken
humanity rushing pell-me- ll up Beale street,
crying "Powdor! Powder!" nor did they stop
until they had reached Shelby street.

Cincinnati Times, Monday: For some time
past rumors of various kinds have floated
about relative to the building of a lightning
express cacket for the New Orleans tiade.
It is repeated in stronger language, and it is
said that a well knojrn millionaire of this
city, now resting on his oars, will embark in
the enterprise, and give the west the finett
and fastest steamboat that ever disturbed tho
waters between Cincinnati and New Orleans.
He obtained his start on the river, and now
desires to give to the river commerce of the
west a card that will testify to his old love
tor the field that first placed him on the road
to bis present limitless wealth.

St. Louis Times. 27th: "Captain John P,
Keiser returned yesterday from a brief visit to
Louisville.. While in that city he made an
examination ot Captain Tobin's new steamer,
J. M. White, which he pronounced to be the
finest craft he ever looked at. The keel of
the new Anchor-lin- e packets will not be laid
until Captain H. L. Lee's new Red river boat
is launched, which will be in about two
weeks. The Howards are full of work and
have plenty of lumber. The boilers of the
two new Anchor-lin- e packets are to be made
from the celebrated Otis steel seventy thou
sand pounds tensile strength. The contract
was closed between Captains Keiser and An-
drew Warren yesterday. This material has
been thoroughly tested by most of our packet
companies and found to be the best boiler-
plate yet brought out. The Mary Bell, which
burned more tnan a year ago, had a battery
of eight boilers from it, and Caprain Frank
Hicks has ordered tor his new boat now in
course of construction at Cincinnati, lhe
Port Eads also has boilers of the Otis steel,
and the City of Alton, and many other boats
have the lower portion of their boilers which
comes in contact with the furnace built ot
this steel. Mr. Warren, the company's
agent here, is to be congratulated on his good
fortune in receiving this large contract."
