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DISRAELI'S TRIUMPH.

The trinmph of Disraeli in the Berlin peace
congress crowns a life the most remarkable
kaown to Eoglish history. Possessed of but
one of the qoalifications—genins—which in
cue of his novels he laid down as essential to
political Eugland, he has
trinmphed over all the obala-
cles which those who have mnot either
wealth or blood are fsure to encounter. He
has risen from an humble position to the
highest in the British empire by the exercise
of geniug, supported by rare energy and tact.
In 1832 he first essayed (o enter parliament
but was deteated, as he was subsequently in
1534, succeeding at last in 1337, when he was
clected to the first parhament of Vietoria.
i1i= maiden speech was a fatlure, but in 1539
he redesmod the pronuse he made on that
occasion, when he said, in response to the
brutal rodeness with which he was greeted:
*‘1 shall it down now, but the time will come
when you will bear me.” From that time
forth he has constantly grown n pub-
lic esteem, becoming in 1349 the
recognizad  leader of the comservative
party, and ian IS852 entering the ministry of
Looed Derby as chancellor of the exchequer,
which office be held under the same premier
in 1558 and again in 1866, becoming prime
minister 1o 1868, in which year be refosed a
prerage for himself, but accepted it for his
wife, who was created Viscountess Deacons-
field. In 1574, on Mer. Gladstons's resignn-

tion, e was again made prime minister, and
has ever sines held the position, accepting
last] year the title of Earl of Beaconsfield,
which secured him a seat in the house of
lords., His management of British affairs
during this last official period has been
mwarked by a consummate ability which even
lis enemies must concede to him. From the
inception of the eastern difficulty which
ripened into un exhaustive, bloods and,in some
respects, mtrocioas war, he had a definite
policy mapped out which nothing could tura
him from. Gladstone's opposition and the
clamor of Lbhe extreme religious element he

THE ST. LOUIS FREIGAT EXTOR-
TION.

The stinging injustice with which a St.
louis company has singled out Memphis for
extortion, has arcused a stropg feeling in this
city. The indiguation is the stronger be-
cause our merchants hud already borme an
unequal apportionment of freight charges
without complawt, though not without a per-
ception of the unmerited treatment they were
receiving. For six months the merchants of
Memphis have had to pay as much for the
freight of merchandize from St. Louis as the
merchants of New Ocleans, eight hundred
miles further down the nver, were charged.
This has beep borne without remonstrance,
Lbut St. Louis merchants may as well know
that the effect has been that many orders
have, for some time, been sent to Cincinnati
that would, but for the discrimination made
agninst this city, have gone to St. Louis.
The St. Loais people have attmbuted their
decreased trade with Memphis to the change
cotton-growers have made in raising their
own corn and other necessaries. That
change has had its effect, of course, buta
little inquiry will inform the St. Louis mer-
chant that while they have been receiving less
of our trade, Cincinnati, notwithstanding the
increased growth of corn and other produce,
amorg our people, has been receiving more,
What Cincinnati has gained St. Loms has
lost. Such has been the effect of making
our people pay the same rate of freight as
New Orleans. Emboldened by the patient
forbearance of the Memphis merchants, the
St. Lonis company has coolly inflicted upon
them an increased charge, for the reason that
they have to carry merchandise exght hun-
dred miles less distance than when it is taken
to New Orleans. The scale so arranged, pro-
portioning the heaviest charges to the short-
est distance, appears in the St. Louis Repub-
lican, of Tuesday, as follows:

There is the table of shame, one which St.
Louis people will not be inattentive to if they
consult their own interests, for we cin assure
them that the present feeling here is to in-
crease the Cincinnati branch of our business,
That market is often cheaper than St. Louis
can afford to be, the merchants there are
accommodating, and it is a pleasure to do
basiness with them. Cincinnati fifteen years
ago was the center of our up-river trade,
and we left there froin political rather than
business mo'ives. Those motives exist no
longer; and Cincinpati offers inducements
that will nut be neglected in the face of the
ungenerous and unfair conduct of the Sk
Louis company. The Cincinnati boats that
come here have gaized a high degree of
popularity from the agreeable and liberal
manner in which their business iz managed.
The exclusiveness with which Memphis has
given its trade to St. Lomis has only engen-
dered a grasping spirit there; to give a gen-
eroua portion of it to Cincinnat: will be (o
induce competition and obviate monopoly,
by which thiz city will be greatly bLenshited.
A plan is spoken of by which bosiness with
St. Louis can be dome at much less ex-
pense to our merchanls than Ly the
present line of St, Louis boats, A steam-
tug of the requisite power could be had for
six thousand dollars, and first-cliss barges
for two thousand dollars each. For an ocul-
lay of twenty to twenty-five thonsand dollars,
freight could be taken up and down the river
at low rates. When press of business made
more frequent trips necessary, the St. Louis
transportation company cin be relied upon
for extra aid. Our eily conncil bas suspended
acquiescence in a proposal to allow the St
Louais line a wharfboat at the landing, not
from an ungenernn: desire to throw difficul-
tizs in its way, but as a means of arousing
the attention of tha people of St. Lousto the
fact that our citizens at large resent the ex-
tortion practiced vpon them. They will be
wise to take the cantion so unmistakably
given, and to remember thut Memphis is by
no means disposed to submit to a discrimina-
tipn that is not only discreditubly unpjust, bat
offensively wmsulting.

A FATAL INHERITANCE.

The {'ase of Mrs. Roushy, the Celebrated
English Actress—Her Suit with Band-
mann, the German-English
Actor.

The Worst of it is it will Conflrm Many
in the Paritanic 1dea that the Stage
is the Portal of Hell and that
Death Lurks in its
Hecesses.

London correspondence New York Times:
People ars beginning to commiserate the lot
of Herr Bandmann, who is likely to be pretly
well ruined by the action of Mrs. Rousby. So
much indignation was felt and expressed at
iz alleged assault npon this once beantifal
woman that Mr. Chatterton, of the Adelph
theater, felt bound to take him cut of the
mimic action of A Celebrated Case, on ac-
count of his reality in n cause celebre. Now
Bandmann says he is shut out of the exercise
of his profession until the case is tried. He
appealed to the superior court last week to
hurry it on, but the judges declined to sacri-
fice the interest of other litigants, and so
“Rousby against Bandmann" must wait its
turn, even at the risk of begguaring the Ger-
man-English actor, who 1s all the while being
put to heavy law costs. It was his own work,
the removal of thefease from an ordinary to a
superior tribunal, so that he has no valid vea-
son to abose the “‘law’s delay."” Justice will
not be hurried in England, however insignifi-
cant or important the parties who appeal to
her. The judges, in reply to Bandmann's
counsel, expressed a contemptuous opinion of
the case; but wbat may be a {rifling matter
to them is *‘life and death to Bandmann."

The (Jueen's was o new theater; Tom Tay-
lor gave it a new play,' Twixt Axe and Crown,
with the new actress, Mrs. Rousby. Suoccess
smiled on theater, play, nctress, dramatist.
The T'imes gushed; society applauded. They
said she was a cold beauty, this lovely Ply-
mouth wife, but she was a queen of flowers.
Society liked her coldness; it was aristocratic;
it was **Vere de-Vereish." Besides, it was
opposed to sensuousness. Her eyes were *'so
innocent,”” She received men's complimeats
with haughty smiles.

The Life Insurance Business,
Correspondence Cincinnatl Commercial. ]

New Yonsk, July 5.—The life insorance
business has passed through a season of se-
vere trial, and many of the weaker companies
have fallen by the wayside. The tendency to
“run down'' the business as a whole, on ac-
count of the mismanagement of many com-
panies, is not altogether jast, although it in-
spires n recent editorial in the New York
Times. It isnot fair to reason that the col-
lapse of concerns which were started in the
specaulative and inflated period, with little
knowledge and experience, and often with no

capital, warrants distrast of the well-estab-
lished and well-conducted companies, which
have invited the most mercilessinvestigation,
and have stood unshaken in those yeas of
unprecedented disaster.  The life insprance
business pioper is not weaker, but a great
deal stronger, because sound eompanies are
no longer exposed to the desperate competi-
tion of nearly thirty companies which began
business in the penod of wild ieflation. They
are not the weaker, but the stionger for all
the searching investigations which have ex-

AMERICAN GRASS

Being Tested Chemiecally, with Inter-
esting Hesults—Twelve Hundred
Varieties to be Subjected to
Examination,

Speeial to the New York Tribune.]

WasminaTox, July 5.—Prof. Collyer, the
chemist employed by the government for the
department of agricultare, 15 engaged, with
his assistants, in making some analyszes that
promise to be of considerable importacce to
the agmncultural interests of the country.
The department has received, from various
parts of the Upited States, specimens of
grasses which, having been grouasd to a pow-
der, are submitted to chemical tests to deter-
mine their relative nutritive value for the
purposes of feeding stock. The grasses now
under examination comprise twelve of the
native varieties of Kansas. None of the
analyses are yet complete, but the experiment
of analyzing agricultaral products being new
in the United States, the results of the onues
now in progress are awaited with interest.
One of the first tests applied to these grasses
is that of incineration, or burning, their or-
ganic substance being consumed. The nu-
tritive value of the grasses 18 in some inverse
proportion Lo the inorganic or non-nutritive
matter which remaions after the fire. Onpe of
the western grasses already tested in this
manner has been found to contain less than
eleven per cent. of the alkaline or non-nu-
tritive substance. Sabsequent tests are made
for the purpose of determining the varying
proportions of starch, sugar, albumen, etc.,
contained in the grasses. According to in-
vestigations made by Prof. Coliyer, there
grow within the limits of the United States
not less than twelve hundred varieties of
grasses, the New England States wlone fur-
nishing about two bhundred varieties. Prof.
Collyer mentions as a carious fact, showing
the limited attention whict has hitherto been
given to agricullural ch-mistry in the Uaited
States, that almost no analyses of even the
common cereals—orrn, wheat and rye—have
been made by American clemists, our knowl-
edge of the results o! such analyses coming
mainly from Epgland and Germany. He
also thinks that the meadow lands of New
England, which bhave become barren from
being kept constantly sown with one kind of
grass, could be mude subundantly productive
again by being treated to some other of the
multitudinous varieties, which, after investi-
gation, would probably be found adapted to
the present condition of the soil. At pres-
ent. he asserte, the chemical assistance at his
disposal is wholly inadequate to undertake
investigations of this kind.
