'ow for Work.

The big Democratic rally was held cn the
Blutt last night. At seven o'clock the gun-squa- ds

began firing salutes, which were kept
up till eight o'clock. At that time the
stand, which was erected on the south side of
the Chickasaw Guards drill-groun- d, was
filled, as were also the seats in front of the
stand. A big bonfire. put pn the edge of Lhe
bluff lighted up the entire grounds, vr!
the lamps on the stand shed a brilliant light,
far over the large crowd of citizens. Seats
were provided tor twelve hundred persons;
these seats were filled, and far beyond and
all around the speaker's stand crowds of peo
ple, both white and colored, stood up for
three hours and a half and listened to the
speakers. At least two thousand people were
present.

The Bluff City band (colored) made music
for the occasion, and enlivened it consider
ably. A colored drum and fife corps also
discoilised cood music for the rally.

W. L. Clapp appeared in front ot the
stand and stated, aa chairman ot the execu-
tive board, that it was his pleasure to call the
meeting to order, and he asked an attentive
hearing, etc.

JUDGE T. W. BROWN.

Judge Brown was introduced and said
those who Kiye counsel snd advice to their
fellow-me- n assume responsibility for siic'h ad
vice. He belonged to a class of adventurous
politicians who took the liberty of thinking
and studying the political questions of the
day, and he took the liberty of giving advice
to his tellow-me- n, and would do so honestly
and intelligently, with the present light) be
tore him. lie sketched the political condi
tion ot the country and the questions now
pending which interested all citizens
of this republic. They, for years
past, had grappled great questions.
which involved the liberties of the people
many of these questions had been settled, but
others remain unsettled questions which still
divide the people of this republic. These
questions destroy the cohesion of the repub
lie, and we yet lack (hat unity of feeling
which should exist between citizens of the
same government. As to the great questions
of thirty years past, our great political party
had proven true to the best interests of the
republic. It was the only political power
which now had the capacity, the will and the
determination to solve tbe present problems
to the benefit of all the people. When that
party ceased to have this power, or will, he
would select some other party which
hud the power and will to act with the
best interests of this people in - view
For the past ten years the Democratic and
Conservative party in the south has stood
firm in tavor ot local and
opposed that power which favored bayonet
rule and oppressed the people. Immediately
after the war the people of the south had to
attend to the labor question ; they had no
time to attend to questions of finance. They
were alone fighting lor personal and political
liberty, and in that struggle the Democratic
party north had assisted them, and tbey
helped to turn tbe scale in tavor ot the south,
which resulted in the restoration of
the liberties of the southern States
The last Stite in t'ae Union has been relieved
from bayonet-rul- e. No soldier walks abroad
to frighten the citizen, and every municipal
government is free to-d- ay throughout this
broad land of freedom. Are you willing to
deny fo the Democratic party the praise for
these great results i JJut they say new ques
tions have arisen. Yes, and because the
south has become free; but are we of the
country entirely free? Is there not danger
of the establishment of a military power in
the land ? An imperialism which threatens
the people in the future? The great ques
tions are the labor question; the question of
bread and meat, which concerns the
fortunes of the people, who
produce the wealth of this country
The money power has grown
with enormous strength in this land. Poverty
has become, it seems, a term of reproach.
owing to the birth of a rotten aristocracy
which seeks to govern this country at tbe ex
pense of the laboring man. He thought at
times that the Democratic party had not ad'
vanced with sufficient rapidity. He had
criticised that party many times. When
congress assembled tbe bondholders ruled.
owing to a series of legislative acts procured
by corrupting Federal councils. The bond
holder increased the national debt and dimin
ished the values of everything. The bond
holder was not content with greenbacks: he
wanted gold, and by legislation secured it.
The last congress succeeded in restoring to the
people as a factor the silver dollar, thereby
relieving the people ot the debt, lie was
sorry that several southern representatives
were not on the side of the people in that
struggle. The Democratic congress, however,
did relieve the people, and for it deserves
thanks. Congress, while defective in many
things, arrested extravagant expenditures.
When the country was on the eve of a revo
lution, the southern Democracy acquiesced
and aided in accomplishing a compromise of
the complications which again threatened to
plunge the country into war. The Democ-
racy has commenced the work of relief of the
people, so lar as finances are concerned, and
has arrested the licentious arm of military
power in this country. He Judge
tSrownl was a Greenbacker. lie believed
in that currency. Every war-blighte- d land
in modern times has had to resort to a paper
currency to relieve the people from financial
distress and take them through financial
embarrassments which appeared on every
hand. There are many Democrats who do
not believe in that theory, but the great mass
of the Republican leaders oppose the paper
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party arrested contraction of the people's
money, and that parly will go on to perfect
that policy. The national bank system will
be extirpated, and the greenback policy must
take its place it is the money ot the
people. The government should not
delegate to corporations the privilege
ot manufacturing money tor the country.
The Wall street sharks will say that a green
back dollar is not as good as a gold dollar,
but the psople do not say so, nor was the as
sertion true, lie said to tbe .National party
that there is much in their platform that he
approved, but before that party can do any
thing it must get possession ot all btate gov
ernmenta and the national government. The
Democratic party is the only one which has
the power to carry out the ideas of the Na-
tionalists, and they should ally themselves
with tbe Democratic party for that purpose.
This is the only organization at present that
promises the relief that the .National party
desires. Judge Brown closed his brilliant
and statesmanlike speech, of which the above
is but a brief synopsis, amid applause.

JUDGE J. W. CLAPP.
Judge Clapp appeared in front of the stand

and was received with applause. He did net
propose to detain the meeting any great
length of lime. He did not intend f o tret inta
any elaborate discussion of the great ques
tions Ot the day. To-da-v in tbia republic
they had a new clement of public disturbance
and apprehensions. Over two millions of our
lellow-citizen- 8 are now looking and crying for
bread all over his broad land. Why are we
starving in the midst of abundance? Thin
has put men thinking, and inquiring how
has this happened, and who can
lead ns out of the wilderness of tronhle.
It is this that has caused the third oartv to
arise, and the leaders say that that party is
to be the Moses which will lend us out of our
troubles, lhe evils which afflict the country
are either the result of bad government or
the want of good government, the result of
kmjrance or corruution. or mav be LoLb.

Whj CC.n we DUt our hands nnon and uc.
Thou art the man?" We can aav to ther -

Republican porly, "lou held possession of
the government, of all its departments, for
years, and you are responsible for all these
evils which attiict us." Let the Nationals
look before they leap, to look well before thty
leap, or else they may be "leaving the ills they
have; to fly to others that they know not of.
The south, taken as a section of country, has
uniformly been Democratic. We had two
schools of politicians; one tbat is tempted to
consolidate power in the hands oi a lew to
make this country an ol'garchy the other
school wanted to enlarge the powers of the
people, because the government was made for
the people, not the people for the govern-
ment.

He Judge dapp warned the people
that the Trojan horse was. sought to be
introduced uaoer th9 guise of Nationalism.
The tread of Grantism was heafJ & oer
the land, and the people were cruelly op-
pressed. The Republicans are responsible
lor our present financial condition. They,
soon after the war, flooded the country with
paper money amounting to two thousand
million'! of dollar: This inflated Values,
property ran tip rapidly,' and everything was
beyond its real value. Then they commenced
contracting, converting that money into
bonds, and thus created a bonded aristocracy
in the land. They swept out of existence the
vast tide of money and then created an enor
mous shrinkage, which destroyed the land
Our financial troubles tdav mav be placed
directly to that party, which to-da- y attempt
to lake ontroi once again ot the government.
W hen the Democratic party got into power
it had control ot one branch ot the govern'
ment n!y. The Democrats restored the sil-

ver dollar aa a Circulating medium, they
nave brought greenbacks into circulation, and
have reduced the expenditures more than flfiy
million dollars a year.

speaker. He was glad to see the outpouring
of the people. It spoke in unmistakable lan
guage that, whatever croakers and malcon-
tents may say, the people are fully alive to
the occasion. The ensuing election will de
termine who shall govern your local offices
tor eight years, and will give shape and form
to tbe elections that will come alterward. it
will determine, for weal or woe, whether you
will be governed by men of sense and hon
esty, or by the demagogue or tbe irrepressible
blatherskite. It will determine whether or not
you will place in power the leeches and
blood-sucke- rs who ruioed the land before.
The Democratic ticket presents a list of can-
didates worthy of your indorsement and suf-
frage, and you have met to ratify these nom
inations. By comparison with other candi
dates presented by other political parties, are
they not more worthy of your suffrage? You
should pause and think who you will select
to serve and rule you for the next eight years.

The present mode of working the roads
by appflntmeot of hands for each road is defective
as well as lmfrracflcabto. A large proportion of
these hands are very poor and are neither able nor
wilting to give their time or labor :or this purpose.
We are clearly of tne opinion ihnt tax levied fcr
the purpose of btldlnff and keeping ruads In repair
would prove more saii5iaiory k me puuuc win
us better roads than the present mode of working
them ; besides, we think It would be more euultable
and Just. A publle road is a public benelU, and
should be kept np by tbe public. But this Is a mat-
ter for the consideration of cwr legislative solons,
and to their better Judgment we will leave iu We
now approach a subject, one that is more difficult of
solution than any cist perhaps tbat has ever tor-
tured the brain of our lesrsletlve fathers, the social
evil, or as It Is sometimes termed ir-- e nec?ssary evil.
How to abate this evil has occupied the serious con-
sideration of the Jury; tbat It can be suppressed we
do not believe. Then It seems to be the part of wis-
dom to devise some means by which
It may be shorn of at least some of Its
most odious features. This, we think, could be done,
not by the methods now used t, that of Indict-
ing them three or four times a year and Imposing
flues and penalties but, by Judicious legislation,
drive them from the main tuorough fares of the city,
force them to locate In the suburbs In some particu-
lar locality, restrict thein to that locality, and Instead
ot paying fines, require them lo pay a tax. If, In
order to do till- -, a change in our constitution is nec-
essary. It ought to be changed. If this Is not practi-
cable, then our legislature might enact a more
stringent law against parties who rent houses
used forthls purpose, except it be In the precise dis-
trict assigned to them, where the institution Is tol-
erated. We object to tbe system ot fines; it Is op-
pressive, and accomplishes no good. In closing our
report, the grand Jury tender their thanks to his
honor and the officers of tbe aourt lor courtesies
shown during our term of service.

Whbrkas, The fabulous prices now paid for every

article used by the city Is not only unjust and totally
destructive to tbe well being of any corporation; and
whereas, much of this enormous outlay mlgat be
cunauea oy a inorougn system or purchasing by
contract: and whereas, the different heads of the
various departments are not always piesun.ed to be
laminar wun pi ices ot commodities in their various
departments, and consequently are compelled to be
at the mercy ot those from wh-.- they purchase;
uiererore,

Section 1. Be it ordained by the General Council
of the euy of Mernphix, That all supplies, repairs
or articles ef any kind used In the various depart-
ments, shall be purchased or repaired as hereinafter
proviaea.

Section 2. lie it further ordnied. That there shall
ba appointed a committee of three from tbe Com
mon council and two irom the Board of Aldermen.
to be styled ' Supply Com mltee," which shall be
changed every three months, commencing with the
passage of this ordinance, whose duty It shall be to
examine an applications ior supplies, repairs, etc.
