Section 1. Be it onlatnft by the General Council

of the city vf Memphis, That n 55 Sec-
tion 22t5. be so amended as to read after the words
"Odorless Exctvatlng Company," as fellows: And
all other persons and companies doln the same
kind of business shall be required to pay tux or li-

cense of one hundred dollars for the prlvtlette and
use of the dump at the loot of Clay street and Its
water privileges, per annum; and on payment of
said license said company or companies shall be ex-
empt from the several tax on wagous used for the
purpose.

for the Purchase ot supplies, etc, for the city.
Whkkkas The fabulous prices now paid for every

article used by the city Is not only unjust and totally
destructive to the well being of any corporation; and
whereas, much of this enormous outlay uilgBt be
curtailed by a thorough system of purchasing by
contract; and whereas, the different beads of the
various departments are not always presumed to be
familiar with prices or commodities In tLeir various
departments, and consequently are compelled to be
at the mercy of those lrom whuin they purchase;
therefore.

Section 1. Be it ordninni by the Grwrnf Couneu
of the city if Memphis, That all supplies, repairs
or articles of any kind used In the various depart-
ments, shall be purchased or repaired as hereinafter
provided.

Section 2. Be it further orrlali-ert- . That there shall
be apiHilr.ted a comniittte of three fiom the Com-
mon Council and two ,rmn the Board ot Aldermen,
to be styled Supply oiniuitee." which shall be
charged eveiy three uiou hs. commencing with the
pasage of tills ordinance, whose duty It snail be to
examine all applications for supplies, repairs, etc,
suMml'ted the heads of the various departments;
tliey shall then proceed to purchase the same, or
nave 'aid repairs made, by the lowest and must

bidder; provided, however, that all appli-
cations as above provided must tirst be approved by
the various Standing Committees to which they have
been re'erred. and to which they proerly belong.

Section :u Br it That all moneys
coming In from the various departments of the city
shall oe. set rtpart and credited to said departments
as a special fund, only to be used In tne purchase of
supplies or repairs ol said secial department: pro-

vided that this onIlnar.ee shall not apply to general
or privilege tax regularly made and provided tor by
