NasuvinLg, Jaly 17.—The peopie in the
village of Rhea Springs were thrown into a
wild state of excitement on Sunday by the
peculine antics of a religions mocomaniac
named Colline, At five o'clock in the morn-
ing he went into the Methodist church and
tore up all the books, as he said *‘to get the
devil out of them.”" He then passed through
and out of town a distance of two miles, con-
cluding that the devil was in his clothing and
that Jesus bad commusmoned him to go mto
the church as naked as bhe come into the
world. He pulled off his clothing, and in «
state of nature started back on a dead raw,
followed by a costinually inoreasing multi-
tude of people, who failed to overtake Lum.
Passing through town he finally approached
a charch, then occupied as & Sunday-echool,
when a man attemptad to stop him and was
knocked senseless by a stone, and another he
felled with his fist. By this time a crowd had
gatbhered gbout him, but owing to profose
perspiration, which made bim as slippery as
an eel, it was ditficult to hold him. Once se-
cured and bound, he was taken {o
Jul at  Washington. On Monday morn-
g the jailer went in to feed bim.
He seemed perfectly quiet and hormless. As
the jailer passed inmide the cell door and
turned to lock it, bowever, Collins picked up
u beavy board and struck him back of the
bead, knocking him down, and then beat his
bead into a jelly. The juler’s wife subse-
quently came in to see what had become ol
her busbund; but raising her dress o go up
slairs, she did not see Collins until she got
to the top. He was covered with bload from
head to foot, Colline at once struck her
violenL blow on the head, knocking her head
over heels down the stairs, rushed to the czll
contiining his bloody victim, and locked
himself in. Collins 18 an Irishman, and was
until two years ago a Catholic, when he
Joned the Methodist church south with the
understanding that he would quit drinking.
A religious meeting bad been in progress,
but it was not known that he had become a
religious monomaniac uotil Sunday morning.

The Crow-Creek affair is
not the only one we have. Quite a nomber
of persons, connected with the Indian service
as agents and contractors, are under indict-
ment in several parts of the eoentry. We
kave divolged bot littlas of ofir operatione,
becanse it 1 pecessary to carry them om

until they are ripe for decinive

There are other similar investiga-
going on now with the promise
of liks resnlts. All those affected by
and in fear of these operations are exceeding-
ly anxious to get this business out of the
ba-ds of those who now manage the Indian
affairs and are oo the track of the evil-doers.
The policy toward the Indians which human
ity dictates, and which is now followed, is to
gather them upon reservations and try to
mike them self-supporting as much as possi-
ble by agriculiare, stock-ruising, and similar
pursaits. [t iz a policy easily defined, but
very difficult fo carry out. [ think we are
making fair progress, but 1t will require
time t) make it geonerally suecessfal, and it
can be made generally successfal only, if not
only the government, but the white citizens
treat the Indians fairly. The greatest dith
culty is where the lndinns get once fairly
itarted 1o the direction of self-support
the white people want their lands and at-
tempts pee made (5 crowd them out. We can
casily mizke the Indian s=rvice more economi-
cal, as ppon this year’s purchase at the
annua! lettings we have already made
a saving of two hundred and forty thousand
dollars nas agninst last year; the goods and
supplies being just as good, if not better than
last year, and a strong and persevering effort
car, as | think, make and keep the Ipdian
service honest. The continual conflicts be-
tween the interests of the Indians and the
greed of the white people, who are surround-
inz and crowding them, presents a problem
difticult of so!ution and no mere change in
the organiziion and control of the londian
service can dispose of it,

THE RADICAL AGITATION IN ITALY.

Loxpoxw, Juoiy 17.—The radical agitation
in Italy against Austria’s gans of Berlin and
in favor of the acquisition of Trentino,
ote., is becoming 20 prominent that the
government is apprebensive of its effect upon
Austria's susceptibilities. Puovlished in the
Dirrecto, a ministerial journal, is an attempt
to tarn public attention from the dangerous
sulject of Austria’s success to that of the
English acquisition of Cypras, the discussion
of which is not likely to caunse trouble, espe-
cially as, the Manifesto declares, ltaly counld
not at Berlin, and cannot elsewhere, attempt
to hinder British action, which all other pow-
ers accepled,

INCREASED VALUES IN CYPRUS SINCE BRIT-
ISH OCCUPATION.

Lonpox, July 17 —House property at Bey-
rant and other Syrian villages has risen
greatly in consequence of the British oceupa-
tion of Cyprus. It is not believed that war
with Greece will result from the angry and
disappointed feeling of the Greeks at the
Berlin treaty, but it is thought that the
boundary question can only be settled npon
by the intervention of the powers. Delyan-
nts, the Greek envey to Berlin, now in Lon-
don, may be able to arrange a method for
bringiog the question to a settiement through
British infuenca,

THEINSURRECTIONARY GREEKS,

Loxpon, July 17.—The statement pub-
lished in the Paily News of yesterday that
the opposition leaders had deaded to opposs
the policy of the Anglo-Turkish convention
and take the sense of parhament on the sub-
Ject was premature.

AN EXCERPT FROM LORD SALISBURY'S CIR-
CULAR,

Loxpox, July 17.—Lord Salisbury, in his
official dispatch from: Berlin of the thirteenth
instant to the ministers in London, which 1s
now published, quotes the following from his
circular of the hrst of April: The separate
and individual operation of the clauses ol
the San Stefano treaty, whether defensible
or not, is not that which shounid c¢ngage the
most earnest atlention of the signatory pow-
ers, Their combined effect, in addilion to
the results upon the Greek populations and
on the balance of the mantime powers,
which have been already pointed out, is to
depress almost to a point of entire subjection
the political independence of the government
of Constantinople. It cannot bLe otherwise
than a matter of extreme solicitude that that
government should be so closely pressed by the
political outposts of a greatly supericr power
that its independent action or éven existence
is almost impossible. To these cardinal ob-
jections, says the present circular, the con-
gress of Berhin has supplied an entire reme-
dy. The Greek populations na longer fall
within the boundaries ot the autonomous
Slav principalty, and all Russian infloence
bhas been removed to a distance from the
shores of the X gean sea, The same territo-
rial arrangements have the eficet of attaining
the essential aim which, in their recent
negotiations, her msjesty’s government
have had in view—the independent existence
and action of the government at Constanti-
nople. The political outpost of the Russian
power have been pushed back to a region ba-
yond the Balkaos, and its opportunilies for
establishing an 1ufluence in reduced Bulgaria
have been materiaily diminished. The sal-
tan's domimons have been provided with n
defensible frontier, far removed from his cap-
ital, The mterposition of the Austrian power
between the two Slavonie States—while it
withdraws from bim no territory of strate-
@ical or financial value—offers him a secanty
seainst resewed aggression oo their part
which no other possible arraugement could
nave fornished. Rich and extensive prov-
incea have been restored to lus rule; at the
same that careful provision has been made
which will, it is hoped, assure their loyaity
and prevent a recurrence of the calamities
whica have brought the Oltoman power to
the verge of ruin. Arrangementsof a differ-
ent kind, but baving the same end in view,
have been provided for the Asiatic dominions
of the sultan, with security for the present,
and hope of prosperity and stability in the
future.

ried him to a point near the river bank.
rescued the agent and arrested the Indians,
who are all under guard. If Agent Hughes
be not removed at once, 1 will not be respon-
sible for the consequences. All the principal
and head men participated in this affair.
Their object was to put the agent over the
river and off the reservation, not to burt him,
nor did they burt him."

A band of Ute and Apache Indians having
manifested an unwilliogoess to be removed
to the new reservations, General Sherman
has instructed the army officers to render the
inspector all the assistance he may require to
carry out the provisions of the law.

It is expected that owing to the exhaustion
of the special appropriation made” by con-
gress last session for bringing ‘nto market
the public lands in the States of Arkansas,
Louisiana, Mississippi, Alabama and Florida,
that the dismissal of sixty or seventy land-
office clerks will bzcome necessary within a
few weeka.
