This will put the patient
to sleap, and whan he wakes up give mnedi-
cine to opea the bowels, and follow up with
heavy doses of quinmine, as you wouald in the
case of a coogestive chill.  [f the body is
burning hot and the pulse high, give the pa
tient no winsky or brandy; but if the flash is
vold and covered wilh clamumy perspiration,
and the pulse feeble, give a dose of brandy
as a stimnlant. In all cases, however, send
for u physician a8 soon as possible. He will,
no doubt, indorse all you have done, and give
other remedies if necessary.

HELL ON EARTH.

The Great Cities and Leading Towns of
the Northwest Prostrated Under a
Worse than Torrid sSun—The
Rich and the Poor, the

Child and the Adult Alike Fall Victims to
the Burning Rays of 0ld Sol—Thou-
sands of Cases of Coup de Soleil,
and Hundreds of them Fatal,

At Bt Louils,

Str. Lovis, July 17.—The weather con-
tinues intensely hot, but there is a fine
southern breeze, which tempers the heat
somewhat and renders it more bearable.
Sergeant Finn, of the signal service, predicts
rain for this aiternoon or evening, but says
he does not think it will have more than a
temporary effect, and that the heated term
will continne yet for some days. Sunstroke
cases have Leen bat few this morming, but
five cases having been treated at the dis-
pensary, and they were light ones. Three of
them were women. But few outside cases
have vet been reported, and the opinion of
the health officers and physicians is that the
worst 18 over.

FATAL CASES,

Among the fatal cases last night was Au-
gust Grog, a soda-water wagon-driver. He
was taken to the dispensary late, but was so
far gone that he died under treatment. Alex-
ander Beanvois, book keeper in the whole-
gale house of Beanvois & Co., got heated
while going home last night, and died in balfl
an hour. The fatal cases by sonstroke or
prostration by heat since last Wednesday,
when the weather first became sn intensely
| hot, so far as have been reported to the aun-
thorities up to last night, number one hun-
dred and lorty-five. Of thesé probably two-
thirds or four-fifihs were men or women who
were either drunkards or hubitual drinkers of
stroog liguors or beer. The total number of
prostrations during the same time cannot, of
eourse, be accurately stated, as a very large
namber of persons have been treated at
home or elsewhere by family physicians, or
doetors called in for the occasion, which have
not been reported; bat it is probably sate to
say that since last Monday week, or during
the past ten days, between fifteen hundred
and two thousand persons have been more or
less affected by the heat, and have required
medical treatment.

from the levee, restored; T. J. Wooldridge,
a peddler, slight case; Minnie Moulton, a
chrome workhouse case and very hard drink-
er, had a enpple Hve or six years old, with
whom she begs on the streets and spends all
the money so acquired for whisky, bad case.
Mrs. Connelly, a pretty severe case, had
convalsions under treatment, but 15 now bet-
ter.

Quaite a
lurge percentage of newspaper reporters,
who have labored very hard and lost a great
deal of sleep, have been prostrated to a great
or less degree. Messrs. Renshaw, Hoeed,
Thayarand M'Anally, of the Globe-Demoacrat,
Scott, Cross apd Meek, of the Journal
and Dispatch, Liock, of the America,
and Kohsman, of the Awreiger, have
suffered most, some of them being still ander
treatment.

James
Covle, machiniet, bhas been drinking
bard since the Fourth of Jaly; ice water re-
vived him somewhat, bot was still under
treatment at a lata hour. J. E. Price, men-
tioned above is from Cincinnati, was sun-
struck on Tuesday and has been quite ill at
the Planters house since then; he thought he
was strong enough to go home to-night, and
weot to the depot to take the train but he re-
turned to the rmto.l and was transterred to
the dispensary, where he remained at last ac-
connts and will probably be sent to the hos-
pital. The official report of deaths only re-
cord four fatal cases, but several
others died swhich have notyet been reported
at the health office. Among thew, and ad-
ditional to those noted above, are Charles
Hoag, Conrad Dresmyer, Paul Stiffers and
child, and & man named Baker. There are
no doubt others, but they are not yet reported.
The temperature is considerable cooler along
with the present breeze, with no indications
at the present wnting (half-past eleven) of
rain, Reports from the small towns adjacent
to the ecity speak of the intense heat, and
mention a number of eunstrokes and several
deaths.
