. Statement

Wholly Contradictory of Weber and An

derson, and Asserts Emphatically
that he did Not Write that Let-

ter The Case of Louisi-

ana Reviewed.

AtlJCntic City. N. J.. July 25. Secretary
Sherman resumed bis testimony this morning
before the Potter committee. There was, as
on previous occasions, a large attendance.
lr.e secretary was interrogated by repre-
sentative Hiscock, and aid that on the sev-
enteenth of November the visiting Republi-
cans called on the returning-boar- d to pay
their respects, having understood that the
visiting Democrats had paid a similar visit of
courtesy the day before; the Repuolicans
stated that they came to New Orleans at the
itquet of President Grant and of political
organizations to witness the count not to
interfere with the official daties of the board

and they expressed the hope that the pro-
ceedings would be conducted openly; the
board adopted a resolution inviting five gen-
tlemen onfach side to be present as witnesses
of the proceediug; the Republican visitors
thought the Democratic visitors were more
active than they were, mingling with the
board and examining the papers; in all other
respects the conduct of both parties was the
same; shortly after the board commenced
their business on the twentieth, or Novem
ber and testimony began to be taken under
the rules, it became necessary to prepare in-

terrogatories and the
visiting Republicans endeavored to procure
copies as fast as they could; on the Republi-
can side, as these accumulated rapidly, the
work ct examining the bulldozed parishes
was divided, Cortlundt Parker being assigned
to East Feliciana, General Garfield to West
Feliciana. Hale to East Baton Rouge, Gen
eral White to Ouachita, and Judge Kelly to
Morehouse parish; the Republican visitors
designated five persona to attend the board;
in pursuance of the invitation, the hrst day,
witness attended.

Oues. Did you, or any of your associates,
meet privately with any member or mem-
bers of the board? Ans. I reply, em-
phatically, no. 1 was never privately or
alone with any member of the board; I
treated tho members the same as 1 would
have treated any other court or tribunal
before which I have appeared either as a wit
ness or advocate; took dinners with Lheui and
tlier iruests. but never alone; I never men

tioned the duties of the returning-board- , or
alluded to any investigation or protest to any
member or the returning-board- ; while in
New Orleans. I wns in the customhouse sev
eral times, but never transacted any business
there.

Oues. When you were in New Orleans,
did yon meet with D. A. Weber? Ans. I
don't remember meeting either him or An-
derson except in a casual way; I met with
hundreds ot persons without their making an
impression on my mind; I have a somewhat
indefinite recollection that Weber and An
derson came to me at a restaurant and en-gur- ed

in a shcrt and unconsequentiat talk,
and then went away; Mr. Stoughton was
present with me; I don t think 1 ever saw
them before.

In response to questions, Sherman denied
emphatically the truth of James E. Ander
son s testimony as to an alleged conversation
between Sherman and Weber and Anderson
iu which it was represented that Sherman
said :

"1 wanted to see you, gentlemen, in refer-
ence to your parishes. Now, this is a crisis
in which not only Louisiana but the whole
country is involved, and it is a time when we
expect every true patriot to stand by us.
Now, I hope, you, gentlemen, are going to
do that thing. '

"Well, Mr. Sherman." said Weber, "Mr.
Anderson and I have already done more
than the circumstances of the case warrant
us in doing, and 1 have done a great deal
more than safety would warrant me in do-
ing."

"What do you mean by that?" said he. ,

"The peopla of my parish," Weber rephefl,
"are considerably worked up. I have made a
protest which is perhaps more sweeping than
it should have been, and if I go back, I will
be in danger of my life."

"Well," said Mr. Sherman, "what neces-
sity is there for your going back?"

"My family is there," said Weber, "my
wife and children are there; my whole
property is there. What have I to do?"

"You can be provided for elsewhere," etc.,
said Mr. Sherman.

Secretary Sherman, in reply to the above,
said that he never had such a conver-
sation; he never could have made a speech
about controlling patronage, cor did acybody
mention to him anything of a forged protest;
he never heard of such a thing, and when in
New Orleans he was very cautious in his ex-

pressions, as were his associates; Secretary
Sherman was shown .1 letter alleged to have
been written to him by Weber and Anderson,
dated November 20, 1876, and said he never
received such letter, and never saw or heard
ot it until it was published; "When," said
the secretary, "this roattercatne to my knowl-
edge. I sent to my home in Ohio for my pa-

pers to be forwarded to me, in order that I
might find the original of this btter if it was
there: such letter could not have been sent
to me without my knowing it; any such letter
would have exejited my resentment; the let-
ter, on its face, is insulting. "

Qaes. In what respect is the letter insult-
ing? Ans. It is suggestive of falsehood
and exceedingly improper; they say: "We
have carefully considered the atgument ad-
vanced by you in our interview; your assur-
ance that we shall be taken care ot is scarcely
specific enough; in case we pursue thecourve
suggested by you, we would be obliged to
leave the State; will you, therefore, state in
writing who we shall look to for the fulfill-
ment of these promises?"

In response to further questions, Secretary
Sherman said he never suggested to these
mem employment for any service they might
render in connection with the returning-boar- d,

or in any other way; nor was any
promise of reward even intimated. With
reference to the alleged reply, Secre-
tary Sherman said, most emphatically,
that he did not write such;
at the same time, however, as he stated when
this investigation began, there were things
in it that he would have written to these or
any other men who were engaged in the per-
formance of what he believed to be their duty
it he had been asked, but he did not think
that he wrote the letter; he believed that he
did say, in conversation with various gentle-
men, that all Republicans in Louisiana who
stood by their gnns deserved credit; if "he had
been a citizen of Louisiana, he would prob-
ably have been killed, for he should have
resisted the rifle clubs who, in addition to
other crimes, drove the negroes from their
homes to the swamps; bis conversations on
that subject were similar to the remarks he
bad uttered in the senate and he would make
them in New Orleans to day. Applause by
the audience There never could be peace
and ouiet while these things occurred; iu the
fall of 176, in Louiima, there were
scores of instances of intimida-
tion, violence and wrong; he could not think
of these occurrences even now without a feel-
ing of resentment and without exciting his
anger; the testimony was overwhelming.
Secretary Sherman, in reply to a question,
handed in a memorandum detailing the cir-
cumstances of Anderson's visit to him at the
treasury department in March last, and giv-
ing an account of th conversation, as stated
at the time by the r retary's stenographer.

In the course of the colloquy Secretary Sher
man, in reply to Anderson, said he did not
remember a certain conversation, to which
Anderson replied: If you don't, then there
is no ut-- e in my recalling it.

Sretary Sherman Whst did you talk
with me about in that interview?

Mr. Anderson 1 told you I had come to
Washington to seek for a place; you told me
you had no place in your department for
me; I told you I did not care tor a place in
your department, I came for a place in the
state department, and you told me to go to
Mr. Evarts; I told you I had been to Evarts
and wanted your indorsement, aud you said
you would not give it to me; that was the end
of it; Mr. Wells came in and I left.

In reply to a question the secretary said
:hat whiie in New Orleans he wrote a letter
to Governor Hayes, as follows:

My Deak Sib I have not written you
sooner, for the progress of out investigation
will be known t you through thi papers
sooner than from my letteis, and the tele-
graph oiliee here is more public than a
sheriff 's sale. We sometimes hear of pri-
vate telegrams before they are delivered.
The action of the returning-boar- d haa thut
far been open, and only confirms the general
resuit known belore. We are now approach-
ing the contented parishes. In five of them,
viz., Baton Routre, East and West Felici
ana, jaorenouse ana uuacruta, tne evi-
dence of intimidation is so well made
out on paper that no man can doubt,
as to tne just exclusion ot their vote; in these
parishes alone we ouarht to have a majority
of 6even thousand. But under the law the
entire returns mast be excluded in all election
districts where intimidation has affected the
result. This done, the result will give the
Hayes electors majorities aggregating 24,111,
and the Tdden electors majorities aggre-
gating 22,633, but in almost every parish the
official returns vary somewhat from the stated
majorities thus far, and will slightly reduce
the Republican majority. The vote of each
disputed parish has thus far been laid aside,
and among them are two parishes where a
most foolibh blunder, or something worse,
was made in omitting from the Republican
tickets the names of all the electors but the
two senatorial and one district elector. The
Democrats claim that this will lose over two
thousand votes, but our friends, whose in-
formation we have generally found con
firmed, say it will lose us about eleven hun
dred and ninety-thre- e votes, lhe law seems
conclusive that the defective ballots cannot
be counted for any elector but those named
on the ticket, though it is conclu-
sively shown that the remaining elect
ors were omitted by reason ot a mistaken
idea that each district could only vote for one
elector, lhe whole trouble grew out ot the
fact that in these two parishes a candidate
for district judge w as not named on the ticket
printed by the btate committee. We under
took to correct this by printing new tickets,
which were polled in those parishes. The re
sult cf this blunder will leave the poll 80
close as to render it probable that one or more
of the Tilden electors will have a majority.
There are other parishes where organized in-

timidation was not so great aa in the parishes
named, though in single election pre-ciuc- ts

it was effective. These parishes where
formal protests have been filed, are Bien-
ville, Franklin, Bossier, Caldwell, Grant,
Iberia, Lincoln, Richland and Sabine. How
far the proof in these parishes will sustain
the protests we cannot judge until the evi
dence is heard before the returning-boar- d.

we are now collecting testimony as to the
bulldozed parishes. It seems more like the
history of hell than of civilized and christian
communities. The ocans adopted were al-

most incredible, but were fearfully effective
upon ignorant and superstitious people.
That you would have received, at a
fair election, a large majority in
Louisiana no honest man can question; that
you did not receive a majority is equally clear,
Jbut that intimidation of every kind and na-
ture provided against by Louisiana law did
enter into and control the election in more
election polls than would change the result
and give you the vote, I believe as firmly as
that I write this. The difficulty of gathering
this testimony and putting it in legal form
has been very great, but I beiieve has been
fairly met. The whole case reBts upon the
action of the returning-board- . I have care-
fully observed them, and have formed a high
opinion of Governor Wells and Colonel An-
derson. They are firm, judicious, aud as far
as I can judge, thoroughly honest and con-
scientious. They are personally familiar with
the nature and degree of intimidation in Lou-
isiana; they can see that intimidation as or-
ganized, was with a view ot throwing out the
Republican parishes rather than endangering
the Democratic parishes. Our little party are
now dividing out the disputed parishes with
a view to a careful examination of every pa--

and detail. Many are impatient offer and some have gone home. We will
probably be able to keep about ten here. We
have incurred some liabilities for reporting,
printing, etc., but hope that the Republican
national committee will make this good, if
not, we must provide for it ourselves. We
are in good hope and spirits. Net wishing
the return in your favor unless it is clear
that it ought to be so, and not willing to be
cheated out of it, or to be bulldozed or intim-
idated, the truth is palpable that you ought
to have the vote of Louisiana, and we believe
that you will have it by an honest and fair re-

turn according to the letter and spirit of the
law of Louisiana.

In the course of his further examination,
the secretary said, in reference to Weber's
testimony, that he had never heard of any
plan to manipulate the vote of Louisiana, nor
was he at any time writing at a desk in the
customhouse; Weber must have seen some
one else; the testimony of that witness as tq
a caucus, at which he was present, was
false and made out of the whole cloth; he
was astonished that so many Republicans
stood up for the fight amid so much intimida-
tion and so many threats on the part of the
Democrats; he denied that the exhibition
and statements concerning Eliza Pinkston
were denied by her; he never asked Mrs.
Jenks to suppress any letter written by him ;
he never had a conversation with her except
in the presence of others, and had never of-
fered her a rewardffor anything which she
was to do.

Chairman Potter asked Secretary Sherman
whether he was not aware that Louis J.
Souer was appointed one of the local ap-
praisers in the New Orleans customhouse
after Kellogg had had testified before this
committee, and whether Henry C. Clarke,
formerly Governor Kellogg's private secre-
tary did not occupy a place in the office of
the commissioner internal revenue?

Secretary Sherman, in reply, stated that
he was aware that Kellogg and Clarke hal
testified before the committee. Tne secretary
was also interrogated by E. L. Weber and
Captain Thomas H. Jenks, in connection
with appointments to office. The name of
Judge Shellabarger, counsel for Secretary
Sherman, having been mentioned with ref-
erence to the last named, Shel larger, by per-
mission of the committee, explained that
having received a note from Mr. Vance, the
treasury appointment clerk, he merely went
to the department with Captain Jenks and
introduced him to Mr. Vance, and then left.

Secretary Sherman said he would not hesi-
tate to appoint any man because be did his
duty.

General Butler I think Souer was ap-
pointed on the recommendation ot Senator
Kellogg. Did not the appointment come
down to you from the President, instead of
going up from you to the President?

Was
not Parker removed as postmaster at New
Orleans, and Badger appointed in his
place, on the same day that Souer was
appointed, was there any consultation about
it? The secretary declined to answer, when
General Butler said: I want to prove that
nothing wa said in the cabinet about it.
Secretary Sherinaa then - left the committee
room and will return to Washington this
evening. It is unde: stood that he will be
further examined in that city on questions
other than thos propounded to-da-

General Garfield was next called, being ex-

amined by Mr. Hitcock, and testified that he
visited New Orleans in No?ember, 1376, on
invitation of President Grant, a follows:

Centennial Ground, November 10, 1870.
Hon. J. A. Garfield, Washington, D. C. :

I would be gratified if you would go to New
Orleans to remain until the vote of Ljuisiana
is counted. Governor Kelloirg requests that
reliable witnesses be sent to see that the can
vas of the vote is a fair one. Answer.

U. 8. GRANT.
General Garfield tubsequenlly had a con-

versation with President Grant, who said
Governor Kellogg bad telegraphed him, say-la- g

that, the chairman of the Democratic State
comn.ittee had invited prominent Democrats
to visit N9v? Orleans, and therefore Kellogg
suggested that a corresponding number cf
republicans snouid tame there; tne President
stated that there was likely to be a great deal
of feeling with regard to the counting ot the
vote; as it would be a matter of discussion in
congress, it was important, both for truth's
sake and for members of congress, that they
should be familiar with the facts, and on this
ground the President urged General Garfield
to go to Louisiana; the President said all he
desired was to know the facts of what trans-
pired, and to have a report. General Garfield
said he was more indebted to the late D. A.
Weber, supervisor of elections of West Fe-
liciana, for information relative to that par-
ish than to any one else; Weber said the
whole trouble there was founded on sug-
gestions of the Democratic State committee,
who advised the formation of rifle clubs for
the purpose of intimidatiag the Republicans,
and to show that there was physical as well
as moral force in the movement, Weber said
he could not then return to West Feliciana
without running the risk of being killed, al-

though it might be safe for him to return
after the excitement was over. General Gar-fiei- d

was interrogated at length as to the
testimony of E. L. Weber.denying the general
statements of this witness in regard to
events in Louisiana in connection with the
visiting Republicans; many of his statements
were utterly inconsistent with the truth;
General Garfield did not know of any vis-

itors having a conference with the returning-board- ,
or addressing to them arguments as to

what rules should be adopted in tue counting
of votes; there was not a word of truth in
the statement that the visiting Republicans
advised the returning-boar- d to stretch their
powers to the utmost extent in throwing out
Democratic votes; so far as it relates to me it
ia a lie; it ia a tie, also, so far as it relates to
anybody else; it was the purpose of the visit-
ors on both sides not to meddle with ques-
tions before the board, their only object being
t discover results.

General Garfield having been interrupted
by Chairman Potter, said, among other things,
that the air of New Orleans was full of stories
that the colored members of the returning-boar- d

might be tampered with, but confi-
dence was expressed in the white members.

The general was questioned as to the affi.
davits of numerous persons, among them
Amy Mitchell, iu whose truthfulness, he be-
lieved; she had testified to the murder of her
husband.

Chairman Potter asked witness whether he
had heard of her recantation, and he re-
plied that he was surprised at the state-
ment, as she had told him all the partic-
ulars of her husband's death. Potter here
read the newspaper account of Amy Mitch-
ell's rec ntation. General Garfield said, in
reply to Hiscock, that he examined the par-
ties in order to ascertain all the truth con-
cerning their stat'-ments- , as embraced in the
affidavits. General Butler asked, "Have you
any doubts that if the State was carried for
Hayes it was also carried for Packard?" An-
swer I think Packard was honestly elected,
but the final outcome was for Nichols.

General Butler I thought the legislature
declared for Packard, and put him in as gov-
ernor until the struggle which put him out.
Ans. I do not so uderstand.

Qaes. Did the returning board make a
new set of rteurns? Ans. In the case of
the Presidential electors the determination of
the returning board ia final; while as to the
govenor, tne legislature can reverse the find-
ing.

Qaes. But did you not understand that
the legislature did make a declaration that
Packard was elected governor and inau
gurated him, and that he remained governor
until he was unseated by another power, and
the same legisla'ure elected Kellogg senator,
and the Uuited States senate recignizad him
aa legally seated? Ans. But I do not un-
derstand the party opposed to Packard lost
the power to contest.

Qies. After a man has been declared
elected by the returning board, and has been
inaugurated as governor, do you understand
that the legislature can turn him out? Do
you understand that can be done ? Ans.
I hat depends upon the statute; I know that
it can be done in case of contest.

Ques. Do you know of such a contest in
that legislature? Ans. I am not particu-
larly familiar the proceedings.

Ques. Did not the legislature and Gover-
nor Packard maintain themselves for three
months ? Ans. They maintained about
eight acres eiht acres of Louisiana.

Quea. 1 am asking for tine, and you give
me acres. Ans. I think, about three
months.

Ques. Did they not maintain themselves
till the President sent a body of men to back
them up? Ans. I think not.

Ques. Did they not maintain themselves
until the M'Veagk commission was sent
down ? Ans. Tbey were maintained by
troops.

Qaes. Do you know of any act of the
troops, or of an order to maintain that legia
lature?

Mr. Hiscock objected to the question; all
this, he said, is current history; it is notori-
ously known to one gentleman as to another:
besides, such an examination does not come
within the letter of the authority under which
the committee is acting.

General Butler Every time I get this mat-
ter to a point my brother on the left objects;
he was patient, however, to-da- y, while Sec-
retary Sherman was making irrelevant re-

marks.
Mr. Hiscock All I can say 18 this: If the

gentleman considered the remarks improper
he could have objected to them.

Chairman Potter I will leave the decision
of this question to my colleague Sprinsrer,
aa all other members of the committee have
expressed their views on the subject.

Mr. Spriuger General Butler has indi-
cated the line of the investigation, and pre-
faced the case by stating that he proposed
to show a bargain by which Hayes was to
be counted in aa President, and he, in return
for such setviue, was to overthrow Packard
as governor and recognize Nicholls. The
question now put to witness relates to the
overthrow of the Packard government by
withdrawing the troop8 and leaving Packard
to his fate. The question, therefore, ia per-
tinent as part of the general conspiracy pro-
posed to be proven. Besides, this question
was adjudicated at a former session of the
committee, and it would be manifestly unjust
to reverse it. For this reason he would vote
to allow the question to be asked.

Chairman Potter I have not been in favor
of this line of inquiry. For myself, I must
say that I think the people of Louisiana, act-
ing with Nicholls, were justified, after the
actions of the returning-board- , in mak-
ing the best arrangements they could
to secure the State government. But,
however that may be, after the length
to which that branch of inquiry haa been car-
ried, I do not know that I ought now to stop
it, it I have the power; but as the committee
ia divided 1 have not the power, and there-
fore the question may be answered.

General Butler I recognise the right of
Nicholls to mke a bargain on his
place aa much as Sir Henry Howe had to
bribe Arnold; but it's Arnold I'm after.

Mr. Hiscock I must object to such insinu-
ations in the line of charges without evidence
to support them.

The question wa3 then asked, namely: Do
you know of any act of troops or order of
troops to maintain the Packard government?
Ans. 1 have no knowledge except current
history, open to us all.

Ques. What current history? Ans. I
understand that there was a contest between
the Nicholls and Packard people, and that

troops wars called out to prevent a conflict
between tne partisans ot the respective gov
ernments, and to prevent peace and to pre
serve the statu quo.

Que Yon said you believed Pnckard to
have been honebtly elected. Do you kuow of
anv better purpose to which the troops should
have been allied than in upholding him?
Ans. I believe rackard was honestly elect
ed, but I never understood that
the legislature had declared for Packard
in a final form beyond the right of contest ;
1 do not Understand that 1 ackard had
passed beyoad the point where there was no
lawful appeal.

Qaes. There was to be a lawful appeal
before the state supreme court, ine legis
lature, composed of a majority of members
declared to be elected by the returning boa-- d,

assembled on the day faxed by law, counted
the votes and declared bv tho same authority
that Packard was elected governor, and after
being inaugurated he sent bis message, and
there waa the end. If a legislature has the
right to turn out a governor, do you know of
any reason why congress haa not a right to
turnout a Presideut? Ans. The jurisdic-
tion is different; one ia State, and the other
is national.

Butler I propose to find the missing link
le the chain vi conspiracy.

The further examination of General Gar'
fieii was postponed till morning.
Secretary Sherman, while here, delivered a
notice that the at JNew Or-
leans had determined to adjourn on the same
day that he received notice that the commit-
tee would permit liim to subpena witnesses
to prove intimidation ot iiepubheap voters in
Louisiana. He intends on the first opportu-
nity to avail himself of the privilege. Ex- -

to- morrow.

New Orleans, July 25. Major E. A.

Burke was the first witness called by the Pot
ter to day. He testified, sub-
stantially, that he resided in New Orlean8
since 1869; was here in 1874; left for Wash- -
ngton January Id, 1877; was sent by Gover

nor Nicholls to represent the interests of the
Nicholls State government; Nicholls was in
formed that efforts were being made to mis-
represent the condition of affairs in Louisi-
ana to President Grant, who, it waa alleged,
wa8 asked to interfere in behalf of the Pack-
ard government; Nicholls waa also informed
that there waa a determination to force on
bis legislature the election of two United
Statea senators in the interest of the Repub-
lican party as the price of yielding up the
State government, hence witness's mission to
Washington; he waa instructed verbally by
Governor Nicholls to ascertain the truth of
affairs at Washington, and keep him posted;
he waa also to represent to the President the
state of affairs in Louisiana in the interest of
the Nicholls government; he was also in-

structed to confer and act with the managers
and representatives of the national Demo-
cratic party; he also served written instruc-
tions to the same effect. Major Burke said
he would here submit the following telegrams,
dated previous to his visit to Washington,
which would show the relations of the Lou-
isiana State government and the national
government to each other.

New Orleans, January 6, 1877
To Honorable Randall Gibson, M. C, Washington:

The Republicans will doubtless .charge ns
with violent intentions on Monday, and in-

voke Federal interference. We proceed by
peaceful, lawful methods only, actively but
not forcibly putting in motion a government
commanding the moral aud material sup-
port of the people. Any violence will come
from the Radicals, who may seek a collision
to secure troops or the recognition of Pack-
ard. . IiUKKE.

Washington, January 18, 1877.
To E. A. Burke, New Orleans:

Received and acted on your dispatch. Re-
sult favorable. r. t. gibson.

It is reported here that the Statehouee in
New Orleans is surrounded by an armed mob.

It is the determination of the Presi-
dent to not have the legislature ' disturbed,
and until he has learned the facts in the
premises from both parties he will recognize
neither.

General Gibson told witness that he sub-

mitted a dispatch and a representation of
the intention of the Nicholls government to
President Gran; witness said he would here
file, without reading, a number of dispatches
from Howe, Kellogg, Pitkin, Wadleigh, Attor-

ney-General Taft, J. D. Campbell and
President Grant, dated from the sixth to the
tenth of January, 1877, and showing from a
Republican view the condition of affairs in
New Orleans, and a'so the attitude cf the
National administration at that time; these
dispatches were not addressed to him, but
came into his possession; most of them have
already been published; the dispatch of Presi-
dent Grant, dated January 14tb, to General
Augur, stated that should there be any ne-
cessity of recognition of either it must be
Packard; witneus read several telegrams,
showing the state of affairs at that time, but
of no interest now; he said it would take a
couple of days tor him to give details, and aa
the committee were about leaving he would
simply make references and give the details
subsequently; he said that the decision of
President Grant, which had been previously
made in favor of Governor Nicholls in the
case of Ouachita, had created terrible party
feeling, and very strong pressure had been
brought to bear on him which caused him to
decide the case of Natchez in iavor of Pack-
ard; witness then read a long telegram from
himself, written in Washington to Governor
Nicholls, stating that the latter's strength in
Louisiana was weakness in Washington;
that Grant wanted to uphold the Packard
government in order to help Hayes; he also
read a number of telegrams written by
himself to Nicholls in regard to State poli-
tics, and then the following:

The notes inclosed represent
the policy and determination of the Nicholls
government. As to the questions heretofore
discussed, every member of the government
and our people are pledged to th : faithfully
carrying out of the same, in case ths Nicho'Js
government should be acquiesced in. Should
this, the only government in the Sute that
commands the respect and support of the
people, be overthrown, of course Governor
Nicholls's power to preserve peace or order
ceases, and the responsibility of remitting the
State to anarchy, and each parish thereof to
the control of local factions, must rest else-
where. Respectfully yours, e. a. burke.

The following dispatch waa read:
Washington, February 17, 1877.

F. S. Nicholls, New Orleans:
There is no present reason to believe that

Packard will ever be recognized, unless we
are grossly deceived by high authority.

Witness stated that the memorandum re-

ferred to in the above letter would appear
further on, and said he would now file the
statement made by Mr. Levy of

in regard to interviewa with President
Grant, which paper was prepared . on the
eighteenth of February, 1877, and deposited
with him on that day. The statement con-
tained the opinion that Grant had no sympa-
thy with the Packard party per se, but as the
Presidential question would greatly depend
on Louisiana, he would not recognize the
Nicholls government pending the issue of
the electoral count. The recognition of Nich-
olls would be regarded as an abandonment of
the claims of Hayes. The statement referred
altogether to Louisiana State affairs. Wit-
ness read a telegram from Lieutenant-Colone- l

Young, of Ohio, before published, deny-
ing responsibility on the part of himself cr
Governor Hayes for the bitter articles pub-
lished in the Ohio State Journal against the
south, and also read the telegram of Bishop
Nilmer stating that the peace of Louisiana
would not be disturbed. The following tele-
gram was next read :

WilneM said he v 'sited the house of rep
resentatives und Mr. h.ilis there stated to him
that he had receivtd a letter from Lamar,
stating that Matthews, Foster and the friends
of Hayes bad made a statement in regard to
what they believed to be Hayes s views on
the southern question and what would be his
coune toward Packard. He (Ellis) thought
it necessary to go to Columbus, Ohio, with a
view to veriiy that it had been made. Ellis
said he had communicated the substance oi
the statement to Governor Nicholls, and had
telegraphed to Hayes, asking if he had been
fairly represented by those claiming to be
hia friends; witness disagreed with Ellis, and
telegraphed to Nicholls stating that the ulti-
mate solution of the Louisiana question, to
be of benefit to the Nicholls goverment.
rested more with the powerful leaders of the
Republican party than with Haves. He knew
that Hayes's policy toward the south wou!d
be conciliatory, but t ld Ellis, Matthews and
Foster that he did not think there was any
man living strong enough to carry out suc
cessfully the policy iu the face of the united
hostile party; that the friends of
Nicholls did not need any further
assurance from Hayes personally, but
that they did want and must have
the guarantee of ti:e strong Radical leadeis
of the party that it was the ISherniana, the
Garfields, the Mortons, and men of that class
whose assurances they must have that they
would allow Hayes to carry out his peaceful
and conciliatory policy toward the southern
people, these views witness had set forth
fully in conferences with Mathews and others
on July 16th, 17th ind 18th. and he had an
nounced that it was his determination, un-
less they secured a guarantee of the strong
Radical leaders of the Republican party, that
they should make a united and detet mined
effoit to defeat the electoral count. They had
Radical rule long enough. Witness went on
to say that he stated to Mathews and

Dennison, of Ohio, in the hall of the
house ot representatives, substantially as
follows: We are absolutely determined to
protect and defend our Stats government, and
while we feel that there is no disloyalty in it.
so far as the general govenmentis concerned,
the course exhibited previouly had been mis
understood. We had constantly sought to
avoid clashing with Federal authority, yet we
were determined to defend our government.
as against the Federal government, or any
body else who might try to sustain fackard ;

therefore, with us an attempt to inaugurate
the Packard government was bound to plunge
Louisiana in anarchy and state; should it
come we preferred to make it a national is-

sue, in which our national friends would be
involved as well aa ouraelv?8. Mathews and
Governor Dcuuison then asked him it he had
any objection to an interview with Sherman.
lie said certainly not, aud tbey walked to tne
committee room of the senate, where they
tound Sherman, wno said ne regretted the
condition of affairs in Louisiana and South
Carolina; was very much alarmed about
them, and wanted to know what could be
done to remove the difficulties. Witness in-

formed Sherman that the way to remove the
cause waa for the f riends of Hayea to go to
rresident urant and say to him that the re-

moval of the troops from Louisiana would
not embarrass Mr. Hayea'8 success, but rather
facilitate his inauguration. Sherman re-

plied: "Major Burke, there is no use talking
about Grant, he is surrounded by such influ-
ences that we can't hope to accomplish any-
thing through him." Witnes8 re
plied that he had lust left General
Grant, and read a dispatch in which Grant
said that he was satisfied that the Nicholls
government was the government that should
stand, and his opinion and sentiment were
clearly against the use of troops, and that
there would be no interference with the
Nicholls government; that he had not acted
because he simply did not want to embarrass
his successor; witness said to these gentle-
men that if they were sincere they should go
to Grant and say that it would not embarrass
hia successor, and that a withdrawal of the
troops from Louisiana would cause a cessa
tion of opposition to the determination ot the
counting house. They agreed to go to
Grant on the following morning and make
these reports; Governor Dennison, Mathews
and bherman then said, that while they were
not authorized to speak for Hayea, yet they
believed that the sentiments in the Grant dU- -
patch mentioned, expressed the views of
Governor Hayes; Sherman's apprehension
seemed to be with reference to the treatment
of the colored people, to the abandonment of
the Republicans ot the State, and to the pol-
icy of the State government toward the Re-
publicans in case the Nicholls government
should come into power.

The conversation next turned on the question ot
two United States senators from Louisiana; witness
suggested the Nicholls government Mould not tied
its long term senator at the regular session of the
legislature, but would w ilt till the cabinet would De
confirmed, and then call an extra session ot the leg-
islature for that purpose; witness suggested a con-
ference of the gentlemen who felt that they repre-
sented the views of Mr. Hayes with thosd represent-
ing Louisiana, so that there should be no misunder-
standing, and on this suggestion the conference at
Worm ley's hotel was beid on tie next night, the
twenty pixth of February; there were present at
this conlerence Messrs. Mathews. Garfield, Foster,
Snemiitfi, George Carter, Levy Ellis and witness,
and as there was no person actively representing
South Carolina they invited Mr. Watersou, of Ken-
tucky, t be present In the interest of the latter
Stiiie. The conference was held In Mr. Kvarts's
room, but that gentleman was not present. The
condition of affairs in Lou.slana was thoroughly dis-
cussed. The Louislaua representatives read a state-
ment of the policy or the Nicholls government
Upon the other hand, moit iositlve assurances weie
given by Mathews, Sherman, Garfield and Foster,
neither of whom, however, stated that they were
authorized by Hayes to speak, but spoke
from their knowledge of his views; from
tuelr past associations and from the
fact that tiiey were conversint with his views on
that question they assumed to guarantee that the
policy indicated in the dispatch authorized by Presi-
dent Grant would be carried out by Mr. Hayes. A
number of dispatches were here read, heretofore
published, In reference to guarantees of protection
by law to white and bUck In Louisiana, and the
understanding that no senator be elected f ir the
long term until the extra session, and then the fol-
lowing was read:

In an Interview with the President this morning.
In the course of a conversation on the subject of
Louisiana affairs, he stated to me that a aoon as
the Prefcideutlal count was finished and the result
officially declared, it was bis lutentlon to notify Grii-er- al

Augur that the military orders issued for the
purpose of preserving the statu quo ot the political
situation would be rescinded, except so far as to
simply require the use of troops when necessary for
the preservation of the public peace. He authorized
me to communicate this decision to Mr. Ellis. oMhe
Louisiana delegation. STANLEY MATHEWS.

some length referred to numerous Interviews with
Grant, who promised to Issue an order for the with-
drawal of the troops as soon as the electoral count
waa completed; when asked whether the payment of
taxes to the Nicholls government would be
construed Into a violation of the status
''to inaugurated by Grant, the latter perpetrated
the only joke witness ever beard from
him by relating the story of an Irishman who had
joined a temperance society, but did not object to a
drop put In his soJa-wat- er unbeknown to him.

DR AMATIC SUICIDE.

After the Delivery of aa Infidel Lec
ture Before a Larce Audience

Keorge W. Burlelsh Blows
Hli Brains Out.

Chicago, July 25. The Timess special
from Caprou, Illinois, says that a dramatic
suicide occurred there Tuesday night. Early
last May George W. Burleigh, who is an old
resident of Ohio, having lived in various
parts of that State, came to that town osten-
sibly to start a tonsorial establishment. Bur-
leigh waa a man of varied accomplishments,
had a Gne education and versatile in conver-
sation. While at Capron he wa8 often in de-
pressed spirits. Last Sunday he published a
card, informing the citizena that, in order to
gratify an often-expre8s- curiosity on the
part of his townsmen to witness some such
tragedy as the hanging of Sherry and Con-
nelly in Chicago, he would, on the evening of
the twenty third instant, deliver a lecture in
Thorn ton hall and at its conclusion gratify
them by shooting himself through the fore-
head. The price of admission would be one
dollar, and the amount realized should be
used to defray hia funeral expenses and the
remainder be invested in the works of Hux-
ley, Tyndall and Darwin for the town lilra-l- y.

Hia idea in ending hia life waa to secure
eternal peace by annihilation. At the ap-
pointed time the hall waa crowded, and after
delivering an infidel lecture of wonderful
power in manner and tone, which marked
him aa an adept, he suddenly drew a der-
ringer, placed it to hia forehead and, despite
the attempts to prevent the rash deed, tired
and fell in the arms of two friends who were
in the wings of the stage for the purpose of
hindering the execution of the design. The
large-size- ball literally tore his brain to
pieces. He left a request that hia body should
be forwarded to his friends in Cincinnati.
