THE FRAKCO-AMEK1CA- N TREATY.

GLADSTONE IN THE HOUSE OK COMMONS.

Londosc. July 30. In a debate in the
house of commons Gladstone began by read-
ing a letter which he had addressed to Lord

asking him to cite instances in
support of the accusation of unjustifiable and
reckless attacks, tie declared be never at
tacked the government without a deep sense
of tbe responsibility. He had never assigned
any dish.onoral.ile motives to tbe premier; his
attacks upon his whole poiicy were based
open irreconcilable and fundamental differ
ences of opinion. Ha made a long review of
the results ot the congress, and regretted the
selfish jealousy of some of the powers in re-
gard to Greece. With Servia and Montene
gro independent, Bulgaria practically so, and
uosnia anu uerzegovina irrevocably annexed
to Austria, it was impossible to deny that the
partition ot iurkey, if not as complete, was
as great as that of Poland. He desired the
elevation of the native races instead of the
super-sassio- n of Turkey by another power.
and complained ot the government s policy
from first to last. He said they must feel
some shame when they looked upon the
results obtained and whit ruiifht have
been obtained without ' so much bloodshed
if they had not jealously severed themselves
from Russia two years ago. They had left
Russia the finest possible field for working
against the preseat arrangement. . The Brit- -
ih plenipotentiaries had. throughout the
congress, done their utmost to prop up Tur
key and keep down tbe subject races. For
the first time in history their attitude was
not in accordance with free institutions. Tbe
assertions ot Lord Beaconsfield relative to
British efforts in favor of Greece were not
supported by anything in the protocols. The
conclusion of the Anglo-Russia- agreement
was a practical contradiction of the high- -
sounding pretensions of Lord Salisbury's
note. Ibe government thereby surrendered
their power of action in the cause of freedom.
tie urged objections similar to tnose made by
Lord Hartington to tbe military situation cre-
ated by the Anglo Tuxkish convention- -. . He
had been associated with all the greatest
statesmen of England for half a century, and
be did not hesitate to say that not one of
them would have imposed Buch a responsi-
bility on the country. He could not regard
sat h a policy as within tbe limits of reasona- -
lle statesmanship. He asked what
the government would have done if a
foreign power had concluded such a
convention. The government had. in
ratifying the convention before parliament
was made acquainted with it, pushed .the
power of the crown to an extreme which had
been avoided by the greatest statesmen. A
new phase of the eastern question was opened
by this startling novelty, which set the law of
Europe at naught, was unjust to the other
powers, cverrodo the rights of parliament,
and laid new burdens on the people.

Gladstone spoke two hours and a half, and
was greeted by loud cheers as he took his
seat.

1 ord Beaconsfield, in replying to the letter
read by Air. Gladstone in the bouse of com
mon s to day, said that a compilation of the
list of offensive epithets used by that gentle'
man would entail a search over a period of
over two years and a half. Lord Beaconsfield
cites the expressions of Mr. Gladstone that be
(Lord Beacontifield) had degraded . and
debased the great name of England, that he
had sold the Greeks, and that he had been
guilty of an unsurpassed act of duplicity.

Alter a long aeuate between minor mem
bers, Asheton Cross, home secretary, replied
to Gladstone's speech. He declared that he
did not know whether to consider Gladstone
an humble follower or a rival of Lord Hart
ington. Cross entered into a detailed refu-
tation of Gladstone's charges, but his argu
ments were mainly such as have been used
betore. He maintained that the concrress
would have been impossible without the
Anglo-Kussia- n agreement. He said the
lurkish convention had not increased Eng
land s responsibilities. He only hoped the
opposition wpuld assert, at the next general
election, that England bad no interests id
Aria. The debate adjourned until Thursday.

BRITISH GRAIN.

Tfee Harvest of Wheat Shows a tiese-- -
rn.1 Improvement In That Cereal-Oth- er

Crop Reports.

London, July 30. The Mark Lane Ex-
press says: "Wheat cutting is now becoming
general, and judging from recent agricultu-
ral advices, wheat seems improved won-
derfully in many parts of the country. The
past month's sunshinehas repaired the injury
caused by the rainfall of May to an unlocked
for extent, excepting in the districts where
the draught was severe, causing premature
ripening. The prospects for the barley crop
are variable and generally unpromising, par-
ticularly on lighter soils the yield will cer-
tainly bs light. Oats and beans promise fair-
ly. The grain trade in London and in the
province) is devoid of any special feature, but
prices are well maintained, considering the
proximity of the harvest. There is an un-
dercurrent of steadiness observable, and the
opinion generally obtains that whtther
bought for consumption or speculation, wheat
at the present pric-- s canDtdo much harm
to miller or speculator. One strengthening
influence at work is the continued continental
demand. While wheat on spot and cargoes
off the coast have been taken for continental
account, and the fact that prices are sta-
tionary in the face of liberal im
ports and the improved crop pros--
pects, is ln a great measure
due to this legitimate increase in the
mand. The of wheat cargoes off
the coast, especially from America, appear
likely to be small for the next few weeks,
but as brilliant prospects are entertained ot
the crop on the other side of the Atlantic
the probability of any material rise here is
more or less remote, with moderate arrivals

She
was the youngest ot a tamily ot eigne cml
dren. all of whom except herself and her sin
ter Lavinia, now Mrs. Tom Thumb, were of
ordinary size. When Minnie was eleven
years of age she joined the Tom Thumb
troupe, and tor hfteen years she traveled
almost continually, visiting nearly all the civ
ilized parts of the globe. She was forty
inches in hight, and never attained a weight
to exceed torty-hv- e pounds, being considera'
bly shorter and more Blender than Mrs
Thumb. She was twenty-seve- n years of age
at the time of her death. To a pretty face
she added a pleasant disposition and winning
ways, and she became the tast favorite ot
Mr. .ttarnum, as well as ot the public. W ben
Tom Thumb was married to Lavinia Warren
the general opinion was that Commodore
Nutt would take Minnie for his bride; but
the little commodore had set his affections on
Lavinia, and his little heart was blighted
when General lhumb won hertrom him.

".Never mind. Commodore, the jovial
Barnum said, "Minnie Warren is a better
match for you. She is younger than you,
while Lavinia is several yeara older,

"Thank you sir." the commodore said,
stiffly, "I would not marry the best woman
living. I don't believe in women any way.

Time lessened Commodore Nutt's grief,
and he partly renewed his attentions to Miss
Jennie. But, after his first disappointment
in love, it is said he become a f'as-- t young
man, and Minnie, like a wise young lady, dis
couraged his addresses.

A few years ago Barnum found another
Liliputian, Major Newell, who '"as rechrist
ened General Grant, jr., and added to the
Tom Thumb combination. The major was
bright and intelligent, end he and Minnie
became great friends. About a year ago
they were married, and they lived happily
together with General Thumb and wife in
Middleboro. Their last tour together was in
the western States, from which they recently
retnrne.

When Mr, Barnum was in the city recent-
iVj be let out the secret, which had oeen
closely kept by Minnie's family, but the
memory of the spurious Thumb baby led
many to regard the storv as a Barnum hoax
But the New Haven women soon discovered
the purchase of little bits of muslin, lace and
flannel by members ot tbe Warren bouse
hold, and 6ecrecy became impossible. A lady
friend, who visited the Warrens, desenbad
the little garments as "too comical for any
thing." Doll patterns were used, and the
little slips and wrappers were made one
sixth of the size of garments for ordinary
babies.

Mrs. Newell is described as looking for
ward to maternity. with gresit anticipations of
happiness, and no misgivings. Her husband
however, had gloomy forebodings, and ex
pressed the greatest solicitude. Her death
was a great hhock to her family. The child
died at birth. It weighed five pounds and
ten ounces, rour hours later the mother
died from exhaustion.

Mrs. Newell 's death caused deep sorrow in
Middleboro, where she and her sister were
much loved.

In Boston His First Speech

The Wild Ravings of an Ignorant
Blatherskite and Demagogue, who

Regards Neither Property Nor

Character Sacred.

Boston, July 23. Dennis Kearney, the
great labor agitator of California, whose ar-

rival has been anticipated here for the past
tew days, reached this city early this tore-noo- n.

During the last week the labor organ-
izations and leaders of various political par-

ties claiming to represent the cause of the
workingmen have been arranging for his
rrnvntinn. and. ecnseoiient I v. when he stepped
from the tram there were numerous friends
on hand to welcome him. He was met by a
large-size- d procession, and one that was quite
respectable in its appearance, headed by a
drum corps and bearing banners with the in-

scriptions: "The contract system must be
abolished," "None but workingmen to be
Dut in office, and "ihe spirit ot 7b is not
dead; the people must save the Republic."
The procession embraced divisions of the
United Sons of Toil and workingmen gene
rally. The depot was literally jammed by
people ot all ages and conditions in lite, and
as Kearney made nis appearance ne was
greeted with prolonged and deafening cheers.
Kearney seemed somewhat dilapidated alter
his tiresome journey from San Francisco,
which he left on Sunday last. His longest
top was half an hour at Chicago.

He appeared without any collar on,
but the reason for his seeming neglect
in this direction was fully explained by
a large boil which he carried on the back of
his neck and which he had reared during the
trip. A committee of workingmen took him
in charge, and he was rapidly driven in a
barouche to the bherman bouse.wnere oreaK- -
fast was awaiting him. Subsequently the
procession reached the hotel, and, together
with a large throng, were addressed by
Kearney from the hotel balcony. He was
greeted with the greatest enthusiasm, and
only spoke after repeated requests from the
crowd. He spoke as follows:

'Fellow-Workingme- n You w:ll excuse
me for not being able to address you on this
occasion. However, you win oe amply re
paid by hearing me in the near future. I
bring glad tidings frcm California. We left
the plains of California strewn with the fes
tering carcasses ot public plunderers. Ap-
plause. We hope to see the united sons of
toil similarly organized. 1 do not intend to
address a faction, a class or a party. My
simple mission is to address the honest,
horny-fiste- d sons of toil. Cheers. I have
proclaimed, from the inception ot this move
ment, 'death to machine politicians!' ap
plause ; death to thieving capitalists! I ap
plause, 'and death upon death to murder- -
nsr, plundering, thieving land-pirate- s!

Uneers.J Now, friends, 1 hope you will ex
cuse me from taking any further action to-

day, as I have stated at the outset you will
have ample opportunity to hear me in open- -

air meetings. 1 hope, however, to see the
workingmen organized in this State, and to
see them carry the next gubernatorial elec
tion. Cheers. J We do not propose to discuss
the issue of nationality; we do not propose
to take into our organization any issue. We
mean, as honest workingmen, to ameliorate
our condition by the ballot that weapon
more powerful in the hands of the working-me- n

than tho pen of monarchical legions. I
wish to say before closing that I have been
misreported by the Associated Press of this
country. It hat taken pleasure in fixing up
reports condemnatory ot me. They have
been nxed up in San irancisco by the
unscrupulous minions of thieving capital
ists and blood - suckers in general.
IArplause. They have altered my speeches,

had a fair show through the
public press, but I tbok God I am not a man
the newspapers mude; I am one of God's
own men. 1 am not a man who cares lor
newspaper notoriety. I despise the monopoly-in-

fested press of the United States. Ap
plause. Workingmen used to look up t) the
starry banner as floating over their liberties.
Tbey now look upon it as a fit token of the
nation s protection to legions ot murdering
monopolists. We propose to ameliorate the
condition of the laboring men; we propose
to do in these States what the laboring men
have done in California that is, meet capi-
tal in a square fight, and labor on until labor
is crowned king."

Kearney then withdrew amid cheers, and
subsequently drove to Brighton, where he
quietly passed the day with his mother, whom
he had not seen betore tor twenty years. To
morrow he goes to Lynn, where the labor or
ganizations are the most powertul in this
State, and in a few nigh.s will address a
mass-meetin- g of the workingmen in Faneuil
hall, tbe "Old Cradle of Liberty," in thiscity.
This hall has already been granted for the
purpose, much to the dissatisfaction of many
of the aristocratic and high-tone- d class,
who look upon Kearney as a communist and
agitator, whose words will produce more
harm than good in the community. However,
the city officials; with that consistency which
has always accredited Boston people with be-
ing among the leading exponents of liberality
and fair play, granted the privilege asked by
the workingmen, in spite of the objectors.

This Is to make known to all par-
ties, that by virtue of the power vested In me under
th ordinances of the city, thru a quarantine of all
boats and persons and freights coming Irom the
cities of New Orleans and Vlcksburg Is hereby estab-
lished at the quarantine grounds, at tbe foot of
President's said pt lnt Kill be designated by
a red Hag, and all steamers coming from said cities
will be subject to tbe quarantine regulations estab-
lished ; and all evasions or violations ot tbe same
will be visited with the severest penalties of the law.

The Board of Healin will at said quarantine sta-
tion, and elsewhere, if deemed neceswry, proceed
at once, by every appropriate means In their power,
to make effective this proclamation.
