Wasaixeron, D. C., Auvgust 4.—Post-
master-General Key says the Democrats of
Tennessee will next fall bnng about a divis-
ion in their ranks, growing out of the repu-
diation doctrine held by a majority of their
nomber regarding the payment of the State
debt. The argoment of the -Democratic
statesmen there, Judge Key says, is as fol-
lows: ““Who holds your bouds?

Arpold read a
schedule of the habilities of the firm, as fol-

small cities, nearly all in the west. The as-
sets were stated to be $256,828 70; the assets
of the firm being $233,228 70, and the indi-
vidunal assetz of Richard M. Bishop and Wil-
liam T. Bishop being $23,600. A commitiee
of six was appointed to investigate the af-
firm. The ¢reditors were scat-
tered as follows: In New York, thirty-eight;
m Cincinnati, forty-nine; in Philadelphia,
six; in Baltimore, two; in Boston, four; in
Buffalo, two; 1n Chicago, three; in St. Louis,
two; in Petersbarg, Virginia, two; in Cleve-
land, two, and one each in several other
towns.

Notwithstanding the proximity of the
harvest the lower prces telegrapbed from
America tempted magy millers to 1ncrease
their stocks, and the week's sales have been
fair.

THE LABOR PROBLEM.

Some Absurd and Many Contradictory
Yiews by the Workingmen Examined
by the Congressional Committee
Now in Se=slon in New York.

Questions Submitted by Mr. Hewitt to
the General Pablic with a Request
for Co-Operation in Obtaining
Answers—Suggestions from
Employers Wanted.

NEw York, August 6. —This baing the last
day of the congressional labor investigation
commnutiee, the attendance was unusually
lnrge. (. E. M'Ne1l, president of the Inter-
natiodfal Workingmen's union, residing at
West Somerville, was the first witness. The
whole difficalty, in bis opinion, is the wages
systern of labor, or, in other words, that the
waged system and steam engine are cotem-
poraneous, and that the prodoctive power has
excelled the power of consumption. He fa-
vored the eight-hour law throughout the
country.

Mr. Beck, of Danbury, Conneeticut, fol-
lowed. He thought that, instead of lending
hundreds of willions of dollars to the banks,
the goverament should lend some few Londred
millions, free of interest, to the workingmen.
He read a lopg petition to congress, asking
the government to lend any man fifty thou-
sand dollars to build a bouse with, the
amount to be paid back by instaliments.

Mr. M. Seltick was for abolishing the Uni-
ted States senate, restricting the power of
congress and the President to issue filty-eight
dollurs per capita, curtailing bhome labor to
six hours, and ailow no one outside the labor
bureav to vmploy laborers,

Mr. Kemp believed the cause of the de-
pression wis the war, an over-issue of cur-
