of failores in duty that, were they not offset
by the heroism of the ministers who re-
maived, would bring christianity into con-
tempt.

Southera Journalists in the Epldemic.
New York Times: **The south has borne
herseif bravely and nobly doring the yellow-
fever scourge; no people could have behaved
better. [Oune class in particular has shown
unflinching courage and the most generous
howmapity. Its members may not have done,
probably they did not, anything more than
many others in the mfected districts, but
they bave been conspicuous from their calling.
These, the journalists of the south, meaning
all who are occupied with getting, transmit-
ting or arranging news, have reflected credit
on themselyes and the profession by the reso-
lute and fearless maoner in which they have
discharged to the fullest their highest daty.
Hardly an mstance ean be given in which
one of them has quitted his post. In New
Orleane, Vicksburg, Memphis, nod smaller
towns, they have refused to go away, as they
might, and as s0 maoy others have done.
They determined to face the danger—a very
formidable one, smince very few of them
had bad the fever, and a large number
were pew to the soulb=and to challenge
death 1 order to render the service
which they knew would be sadly needed.
Seores of them have been down with
the pestilence; many of them bave died,
but nooe bhave faltered or retreated. On
some newspapers only one or two journalists
have been left, but the survivor or survivors
bave kept religiously at their work. Nor
have they by any means restricted them-
splves to their business; they have distrib
uted supplies—many belong to the How-
ards—attended t» the sick and dying, and
worked incessantly to relieve suffering, lo
help humanily in every way possible. They
have seen death steadily approaching; they
have looked bim calmly i the face; they
have felt they must be wictims, DBut they
have not blanched mor abated effort while
they could lift voice or hand; and, as their
futal turn came, they have shown remarkable
fortitude, fighting disease to the last, and,
when forced tosubmit, yielding as dauntless
men overcome, not as men conguered. The
sonthern journslists deserve well of the na-
tion, They have beem fearfully tried, nnd
their trinl has broughtout all thewr wirtues.
I'bey have proved themselves to beé men not
less than journalistz, and very manly men.
[hey may have defects neither few nor small;
but, sarely, lack of cournge and want of
humanity are not namong them.
