diuretic, keeping the patient lightly covered
and cool during the fever; after the fever
subsides, light noutiYi men t with wine com-
pletes the cure. sentinel.

All the cases to which we re-
fer died at some distance from the railroad,
and have had no communication with per-
sons from infected districts. These are caes
of bilious fever of a most malignant type.
If they had occurred in Paris, or Its vicinity,
they would have been pronounced a most
malignant form of the epidemic yellow-feve- r.

We had an interview two weeks af;o with
Dr. L. L. Alexander, a very intelligent young
physician, who practices medicine in the
northern part of this county, and in the edge
of Kentucky. The doctor informs us that he
has information of eighteen cases of perni-
cious bilious fever occurring in his own prac-
tice and that of neighboring physicans, in
all of which there was yellowness of skin
aud violent symptoms. Nearly a'.l of these
cases proved fatal. Had they occurred in

Paris they would all have been called the
yellow-feve- r.

at Covington and theu in Memphis as a mercantile
clerk. In 1867, he became a member of the firm of
(age & Fisher, commission merchants, and contin-
ued in this connection until bis death. By a rare
combination of diligence, skill. Integrity and kind-
ness, he had attached to himself a host of friends,
and his firm had built up a business second to none
In tbe city. All his acquaintances reposed in him
the "most unlimited' confidence, and this, coupled

f with bis tact and ability, had made him a useful, aml nrominent man.- - Durlneall his life, and espe
cially since fortune smiled upon his diligence and
ttirlft, he was npf n hsnixj, generous and kind; no
call 'it charity was unheard, and his heart aii'l
purse were always open to tbe needy.
