REPORT TO PRESIDENT LANGETAFF.
BrowssviLLx, October 18, 1878.
A. D. Langstaff, President Howard Association, Mem-
phis, Tennesses:

Dear Sir—The Sabbath dawns upon a
gloomy, discouraging condition of the people
here that are still on their feet, The fever is
still raging bere and on the inorease. Nine-
teen new cases yesterday and seven deaths,
Twenly-two new cases reported to-day snd
threa desths. No bosiness bas been done
here for forty-three days, except to provide
for the destitule, minster to the smck and
bury the dead. Our once thriving popula-
tion of four thonsand people are seattered, at
least three thousand of them havipg left
their homes to escape the dread destroyer,
leaving about ene thousasad, mostly destitute,
in the city. The ecourge is preving upon
gll of these and the Howards had (o provide
for them, We have finally suscecded in get-

bout thrés' bundred of them into

i .sbout ome ‘mundred anl fifty whites

{ to hi

and five hundred and Bfty blacks.. Out of
this material we have already docketed four
hundred and eighty-one cases of sickness and
one hundred and twenty-five deaths, Sick
and convalescent still on hand, three hun-
dred and Bfty-six. Wo thank God that it is
no worse, Bat for the watchful care of our
board of health, and the prompt action of the
people in wetting away in time, we would
have surpossed Grenada- Your timely visits
have aidod us very mueh; we are now work-
ing with more system. Qur great misfortune
in the beginning was inexperience and few
nurses, leaving most of the work for the
Howards to do, until they were all broke
down or sick. The association bas lost eight

LUST AND MURDER.

The Story of the ¢ Belle of Powell Val-
ley” and Her Amour with a Mu-
latto Blacksmith—An Illiecit
and Unholy Love that
Leads to Death

In Its Most Forbidden and Awful Form,
A Death That Shames the Tortures
of tae Comanches—WIill the
Governor of Kentucky De.
mand the Murderers?

The New York Herald Tawomol (Tenn.)
letter: This bttle town, situsted 1o tha wnu
mountaing of Tennessee; neir the Kentucky
line and twelve miles from Comberland Gap,
bas for a month been coasiderably excited
over the dramatic termination of a somewhat
diegraceful scandal, The alleged factsin a
nutshell are simply these, and I qive them as
they are commonly related: Mrs. Dmma
Rogers, the wife of Jesse C. Rogers, the clerk
and master of the chuncery court of Claiborne
county, was detscted by her husband in dis-
honorable intimacy with one Edward Jack-
son, a mulatto of this town. The husband
attacked Jackson and shot at bim. The ne-
gro fled to the mountain fastnesses and thence
to Kentucky, where he was intercepted, ar-
rested, and, after a time, uglewially lurned
over to Rogers and a parly of friends who
had pursued him. This party then etarted
back to Tennessee with their prisoner. F£n
route, it is alleged, the poor crealure was
tortured in & maonner eminently worthy of
the most atrocious feats of the inqusition.
When within a mile of the Tennessee line,
at a point in Whitley county, Kentucky, he
was hanged to a saphog and his body and
face riddled with bullets. The alleged per-
petrators of {his thrreble deed, yiz: Jesse C.
Rogers, the husband; James Caywood, the
tather of the false wife; William H. Cay-
wood, a brother of James, and John Rogers,
a cousin and brother-in law of Jesse's, are
still at large, and from present indicatione
are quite likely to remain so.

PARTICULARS OF THH CRIME,

Jackson fled to Bald ndge and was soon
lost to view in the thick undergrowth there-
of. He then skulked about in the moustain
fistness near the towrd until he learned that
Rogers and the Cruywoods were making ar-
rangaments to bant bim down, when he fied
to Kentucky by cismtous mountain paths,
going by way ol Lee county, Virginia,
thence to Flat Lick and Barbersville, in Ken-
tucky, thence to London, thence by Crab Or-
chard to Stanford, where he took the railroad
tor Lebanon, intecading to take refuge in
Ohio, but he was intercepted at Lebanon,
arrested and Jodged im juil. Immediately
after the flight of Jackson from the stable,
Rogers went to his house and commenced at
once to make arrangements to carry his wife
to her father's, in Powell Valley, soying he
was never again going to have anything to
do with ‘‘that pegro wench.'" That after-
noon he did take her to her father's, where
ghie remained a few days. She thea pro-
fessed to be very ropentant, declared she was
put under & s el nne ouknown and un-
u=ual power used upou her by Jackson; that
she counld pot resist him, aud whenever she
altempted resistance he would use some
sirange and pleasant-tusting drug opon her,
by which he bad complete control of her.
Rogers pretended to believe this nonsense,
and again brought the disgraced woman
back to Tazewell, and publir:l_{]proelaimed
his belief in her story and swore his intention
to remaia with bher, which oath he has kept
good. Rogeors, learning that Jackson haad
fied to Kentucky, had prnintad and circulated
e that State a large number of circulars
charging Jackson with criminal outrage in
Claiborne county and oftering a large roward
for his apprebension. This advertisement
was ilso inserled in several Kentucky papers,
and led to the arrest of Jackson at Lebanon.
He was arrested there on suspicion of being
the party advertised for, and bheld under the
law of Kentucky allowing parties under sus-
picion to be arrested and held thirty days for
wdentification and extradition. -~

CAGING THE WICKED NEGRO

0. H. Ellis, a man whom Rogers bad sent
to Kentacky to look for and intereept the fu
gitive, promptly notificd Rogers of Jackson's
mncarceration.  Jackson was arrested at Leb-
anon on the twentieth of August, and on
the twenty-fourth Rogers, hie cousin, John
Rogers, and the two Caywoods left here, and
by traveling both day and pight they reached
L:banon abont noon on the twenty-sixth,
Arnving =t Lebanon, it is alleged, Hogers
represented himself to the jailer as being J.
. Mays, sheriff of Claiborne couunty, and
presented a paper purporting to be the re-
quisition of Governor Porter for the body of
FEdward Jackson, and apon this flimsy author-
'ty the jailer of Lebanon eurrendered the
wretched Jackson to these individuals. Jack-
son prolested against this proceeding with
all earpestuess; told the jailer that Rogers
would kill bim; that he was not J. D. Mays;
that his requisition was a forgery; that he
(Jackson) was willing to return to Claiborne
¢ounty when the proper papers in the hands
of the proper officers came for him; and, in
conclusion, piteously entreated the jailer to
hold him and protect him from the inturiated
Rogers; but his appeals were not headed,
and he was turned over to Rogera and his
party.

IN THE HANDS OF ENEMIES,

After securely handcuffing the negro, they
started, ostonsibly, for home. They came by
rall from Lolason to Lexington, in Laurel
counniy, Keatucky, and thence across the
country, via London. Soon after leaving
London, it is claimed, & rope was put aroond
Jackson's meck, and he was tied acro:s a
bareback mule. They traveled the msin
mountain road only a few miles from Lon
don, when they left 1t npnd took the small
mountain trail which leads through Knox
and a portion of Whitley counties, Kentucky,
and to the west of Cumberland Gap. And
now comes what appears as incredible. The
next night, on the summit of Pine mountain,
soon after leaving the main road, Jackson
was taken from his mule, a long rope at-
tached to his neck and wound around his
body, the other end of the rope securely
fastened to the mule which was ridden by
John Rogers, and, thuos secured, the whole
party spurred up their animals and rode to
the foot of Pine mountain (a distance of fifty
miles) in a gallop, sometimes going down the
mountain sides at the highest rate of speed
the horses were capable of, scarcely ever
pansing to let the negro rest or to slake his
burning thirst. At times ouwe of the party
would ride behind Jackson, lasbhing him w:tt
hickory thonge. Again, when the creature
wounld fall down in the road, they would
not give him time to rise up, but drag
him on sometimes for o great die-
tance. Once, in croesing a creek, the ne-
gro, whose torture from thirst was in-
describable, not being able to get to the water
on nccount of being tightly handcuffed,
threw himself bodily into the stream and at-
tempted to drink, whersupon Joha Rogers
quickly spurred his mule and dragged the
captive through the creek, over the rugged
rocks and up to the hill beyond before allow-
ing him torise to his feet. o travaling along
the road some one of the party would occa-
gionally ride behind the negro and allow
Ltheir animals to step with their iron shoes on
the Imck of his legs and heels, and in this
way the skin and flesh were cora from the
knee joints down to the heels. About twi-
light on the night of the twerntieth of Au-
gust the party arrived at the porthern base
of Pine mountain, wheére they halted for a
few moments and were met by a respectable
geotleman of Whitley county. This gentle-
wan pleaded ersrnt:st%y for the negro, but it
was of no avail. They said they were going
to take him to Tazewell and take himin ther
own way. The negro then pleaded for im-
mediate deuth to end his torture. The de-
sceut of Pine 'mountain was begun. On the
slope of the monntain they overtook Rev. Mr.
Pegce, an aged Baptist munister. From
what the reverend gentleman overbeard one
of the party say, be concluded that on their
arcival at the top of the mountain the final
tragedy would be enacted.

DISCOVERY OF JACKSON'S REMAINS.

On tho morning of the first of September
'Squire King, coming into town toattend the
circuit court, brought the first intelligence of
Jackson’s death., Wilson Jacksor, tather of
the murdered raan; John Hipshur, William
Kelly, William Newby, and & number of
other men, white and black, immediately |
gtarted to Pine mountain in search of the |
body, which they found buried in & rough
pine box by the side of the hickory to which
Jackson was han Oa the armval in town
of the party with the remains, they went to
the courthouse, which is just opposite Rog-
ers's residence, and stopped the wagon at
the gate of the courtyard. Immediately o
large Conconrse of people, principally ne-
groes, surrounded fhe wagon. The monrn-
tul wailiogs of Jackson's wile, mingled with
the indignant cries of the’crowd of negroes.
made & deafening hubbub. Jesse Rogers
and William Caywood, who were iun the
courthouse at the time, loocked on with ap-
parent indifference; and Mrs. Rogers, at an
opper window of her honse, arrayed in gor-
geons attire, also viewed the exciting scene
with ag8 mueck ocociness as though such &
thing were an everyday ctourrence.

JUSTICE DEFIED

Colonel John Neatherland, a lawyer of this
county, who is the ultorney for the Jucksons,
at once applied to Judge Rose, of the second
judicial cirenit, who was then holding ecurt
here, for a bench warrant for the arrest ol
Jesse Hogers, John Rogers and the two Cay-
woods. The warrants were issned and pluced
in the handa of Denuty Sheriff RKobert Slone
for execution. This remarkable mun weut to
the “‘wanted” men on the street, »ead his
warrants to them, and, belag informed by
them that they won!d “*be here in a few mo
ments,”" went on bhis way, and the alleged
criminals went to Hogers's house, cut the
back door and fled to the mountains by the
same route that marked Ed Jackson's flight
the day of the shooting in May's stable.
That might borses were seat to the fugitives
and they guietly rode to Powell Valley, the
home of James Caywood, where Mrs. Rogers
Joined them the next duy. Sinee that time
the Rogerses and the Caywoods have been
here several times; they were-here a whole
day last week conveying and settling for all
their property. Jesse ger2 Wus here to
day trading horses, but no one attempted to
arrest hum, The Rogerses and Caywoods
say they are not afraid of moiestation
lennessee; thewr only fear is that the gov-
ernor of Kentucky, in accordance with the
numerously signed petitions that have gone
to him from the people of some of the
border counties, will 1ssue his proclamation
offering a reward for their apprebension and
return to Kentucky, where the crime was
committed. Nothing has yet been done,
however. The widow of the murdered negro
has, through her attorney, entered suil
eguinst Rogers and the Caywoods for dam-
ages in the sum of twenty-five thousand dol-
lars, but thers is rather a poor prospect of
raising any money that way. Last year Jesse
Rogers and William Caywood went out to
Kansas and bought a considerable quantity
of land, and it is believed that ifit gets “too
warm'' for them here they will move ont
there. It is said by these who have seen and
talked with William Caywood since the mur-
der that he is nearly crazed with remorse,
but that the other criminals seem to be desti-
tute of any feeling in the matter. Mrs, Rog-
ers 18 mow living with her hasband at her
father's in Powell Valley, and has lost none
of her gaiety. Sheseems to be perfectly un-
concerned about the tragedy.
