Pleasant Hill, Desoto County, Octo

ber 15. We have a population of over two
hundred, white and colored, and have thus
far escaped a visitation of the death-dealin- g

plague. Our town is incorporated, and has
been quarantined for several weeks. Several
families, fearing the approach ot the terri
ble malady, have lett and sought safer quar-
ters. Our stores have been closed, no mails.
and business entirely suspended. Gloom is
depicted in the countenances ot us all as we
daily read the horrible details in the noble
old Appeal, which we manage to get after
traveling fourteen miles for it. It
is held in high favor here, in fact
no other is read, because it contains
so much news from various points of inter
est, and we all Tray tor its preservation and
perpetuation. We have been considerably
alarmed during the last few" days, on ac
count of several cases of what has been de-
clared yellow-feve- r occurring withina few
miles cf us. Jebn Bridgetorth and a colored
woman on the same farm are down, but now
convalescent. A Mr. Morrow died on James
Jenkins's farm last week. Various startling
reports are daily in circulation as to other
caaes, many of which are often found to be
false. The cool weathtr, with fair promise
of frost, inspired us with hope for a day or
two, but that has been dissipated by the re-
turn of warm days and nights. It is now
two months to-da- y since, with my wife, I left
poor, afflicted and plague-stricke- n Memphis,
and oh! what a record of death, suffering
and sorrow that brief time ba made. s"
many of my dear frierJ; UTe ,jeen canP(
away tunl x know when I return (if
spared) I shall feel painfully lonely.
It is so sad to contemplate that so many kind
faces which were wont to greet me on our
streets are no more to be seen forever. Four
times have we been compelled to change base
and fall back by the slow but steady march
of that silent, invisible bat deadly enemy,
and in our travels have seen cabins, huts and
camps filled with families who likewise fled,
as it were, for dear life. In many instances
wo have witnessed great suffering and dis-
tress. In our flight, many of us have been
overtaken and stricken down to rise no more
in this life, insomuch that we Know not
when we are safe or where the air we breathe
is not freighted with the fatal poisoD.
Raleigh, around which so many memories
cluster, and whose altitude has been re-
garded as a guarantee against the spread of
the fell disease, has been sorely afflicted, and
some of our dear relatives and friends have
been carried away from us forever Our
latest accounts from there are alarm-
ing and heartrending. We pray God
that the destroyer of so many dear lives,
the wrecker of so many once happy house-
holds, and the cause of so much distress and
suffering, may soon be stayed by an early
frost, and that those of us who are spared,
be permitted to return home to join our sur-
viving friends. And, right here, allow me
to make one suggestion, and I hope to live
to see it carried out, and that is, that a
marble monument be erected in Court square,
ou whose sides shall be inscribed in imperish-
able letters, the names of the Howards, the
members of relief committees and physicians,
who have given up their lives in their heroic
endeavors to relieve the afflicted and dis-
tressed in and about Memphis; that the
names, also, of the survivors be likewise in-
scribed on said monument, that the memories
of all may be cherished in time to come;
that the necessary funds be raised among
refugees who escaped with their families
and their lives. This much is due from
us as a feeble token of our appreciation of
their noble services in humanity's cause.
And now one word political, although I feel
that but few of your readers desiro to hear
it. I cannot see how it is possible for us to
hold a convention to nominate a candidate tor
congress in our district, as the fever prevails
all over it, and so many citizens have fled be-

yond its bounds, and hence it is that I, as
chairman of the Democratic executive com-
mittee, have refrained from attempting to do
anything, hoping and trusting that the fever
would abate in fcme to prepare for the elec-
tion in November. I am fully authorized by
most of the other members of the committee
to exercise my discretion in the premises, and
1 feel inclined to call no convention if we
can arrange to have but one candidate in
the field, and this I hipe wo cau accom-
plish. J It urn that J. L. Harris has already
opened the canvass as an independent
candidate in behalf of the Nationals,
and the Republicans of course will have
a candidate. Therefore, it is essentially im-
portant for us to have but one in the field.
With ore good man to carry our banner, I
feel bu - of victory, but with two, defeat is
certain. Therefore, let us take care that we
do not lose our district in the next congress.

Vicksburg, October 17. I have just par-
ticipated in the most solemn and imposing
funeral ceremony I ever witnessed here in
nearly half a century. We have buried the
commander ot the National relief expedition.
Lieutenant Benner sleeps ht in the Na-
tional cemetery, by the side of the majestic
waters of the great river. Tbe eallant Cus-
ter, fighting to his death in defense of and
dying with his brave band of heroes, did not
meet death more nobly than has this chival-
rous and heroic young officer. He heard the
Macedonian cry, and in its incarnation came
to our relief. The hero martyr fell in tbe
sacred performance of the highest obligation.
We received him and his companions as an
abridgment of the nation's sympathy, wept
with joy at meeting such tender, noble, man-
ly courage and solicitude. When he sickened,
we trembled. When he died this morniug,we
all wept in sorrow for so great a loss.
The burial brought into procession
every movable article. It was
over a ici'.e in length, and thou-
sands thronged the streets to pay their tri-bn- te

of mourning for the public bereavement.
All the military companies, fire companies,
orders and societies, colored and white, ali
the clergy of every denomination. Catholic
and Protestant, all the convalescents able to
stand, and weeping women and tender young
people, turned out to testify their sense of the
calamity. The officers of the Howard asso-
ciation followed the hearse, next to Lieuten-
ant Hall, and the mayor and aldermen of the
city accompanied them. The Right Rev.
Bishop Adams read the solemn service at the
grave, as the setting sun was just passing
from view ' emblematic of our departed
brother; and amidst the surrounding masses
of real mourners, we laid his mortal remains
to rest. May his name ehine while the stars
shine, and good men pay homage at his
grave, while these waves of this inland sea
glide to the distant ocean; and may the mag-
nanimous and philanthropic people who have
blessed us in this deepest distress never expe-
rience the necessities of our helpless, suffer-
ing and desolate condition. We tend our
sympathies to and offer our prayers for the
sorrowing family of the noble "dead.

mile or so below. She consented, and when
tne train arrived at the wood-pil- e she got off
and, approaching a crowd of persons thereto
get some information about going tip to the
place, the party tied, and she returned to the
train, fearing to undertake to go to her
children where people were so panic-stricke- n.

She went on to Hernando."
Since the close of business at Memphis,

there beics no necessity for the tram to stop
at this place, and aa fever patients and corpses
were freqaeutly on the traiD oor authorities
here requested our worthy superintendent
not to stop bis trains here unless to take out
contributions for Memphis, which has oc-

curred frequently, and on the day that our
chivalrous correspondent passed up the tram
was stopped at the depot and a car-loa- d, con

Now the facts are
that the crowd of persons who stampeded at
the woodyard were two negro employes of
tue railroad company. The Howard tram,
not running on any reKul.tr schedule, theagent
at this place did not meet it at the woodyard
as he does all regular trains, but seeing it
stop started at once, but as it wa3 half a mile
away, puliv! 'tt be;be he arrived. He
learned irm t'i. reiri that his sister, the
lady referoJ t . wr.s oa the train and had
gone to Hernando. He met her the next
morning on the train, and learning that her
children were well, she declined to see them,
as she had been constantly exposed to the
fever, and went on to Memphis. Tise are
the whole facts of the case. Now, it. view cf
the premises, was a distressed lady ruthlessly
turned away by a heartless community and
not allowed to visit her si:k children (as your
special would have it understood), or was the
failure of the lady to meet her brother a very
natural occurrence nnder the circumstances?
But it was reri amusing, he. fays. The dis-

comfiture of a distre.-.-e- d lady cuay bave been
very amusing to him, but his clumsy attempt
to misrepresent an uuoffendiDg community,
if not more nmu.sing, was at least more rep-

rehensible. But be saw another amusing
sight. Hear him:

"When the train arrived at Oakland, going

down, Thursday, one individual, inspired
perhaps by ihe sight of a copy of the Ap-

peal in the hands of one ol the train men,
approached near enough to. be talked to.
One of the train men mischievously procured
a bottle of carbolic acid, and approaching
Commander Edmondson, asked if Dr. Overall
intended to analyse that bottle of black
vomit before leaving Oakland or not.

Why, "an impression must be made that they
used black vomit oa that train as a common
diet; that they were a sort of half alligator;
that tbey carried b' .ttles of vomit around with
them for smelling-bottles- , and when they
came to a plajje where there was no infec-
tion, they were in the habit of stopping
and analysing a bottle or two, and breaking
a few bottles around by way of amusement.
Think of it; the paid atrents of a noble char-
ity, dispensing to the distressed the munifi-
cent gifts of a noble-hearte- d country, while
impenetrable gloom hangs as a pall over
whole communities, amid the groans of the
dying and cries of the distressed these fel-

lows must have some fun, even if it required
the wasting or wanton destruction of supplies
intrusted to them by the noble Howards.

Now, methinks that
if that individual was an average of the citi-
zens of Oakland, he turned with loathing
and disgust from th pusillanimous act.

cases of yellow-lev- er had made its appear-
ance iu that town. If the report Bhould
prove true, the suffering and mortality will
be very great owing to the location of the
place, it being eight or nine miles from a
railroad." - The writer will neither criticise
nor ridicule the paragraph quoted above, but
simply correct its glaring inaccuracies. There
has not been a case of yellow-fev- er in Mich-
igan City to this date, nor have there been
eight cases of sickness here of any kind for
eight weeks or more. Michigan City, in-

stead of being "eight or nine miles from any
railroad," is located immediately on that
great thoroughfare of travel and transporta-
tion, the New Orleans, St. Louis and Chicago
railroad, six miles south of Grand Junction.
The citizens of Michigan City are not aware
that Dr. Collins had run the blockade of
their town.

The Response of the Great w York
Democrat to the Publications or the

Few York Tribune Purporting:
to be Translations of Cipher

Dispatches

Sent and Received by the Democrats
Sent down to Florida and South Car- -

ollna to See a Fair Connt He De-

nies All Knowledge of the Re-

ported Attempt at Bargain
and Sale.

New York, OctoLsr !7 The following is
a card from Mr. Tilden: I have read the pub-
lications in the Tribune of the eighth iustai.i,
purporting to be translations of cipher tele-pra-

relating, .to the canvass of votes in
Florida at the Presidential eleKion of 1876;
and have look over those printed1 m tbe
Tribune of this morning relating to the can-
vass in South Carolina. I have no knowl-
edge of the existence of these telegrams, nor
any information about them, except what has
been derived from or since the publication of
the Tribune. S.i much for these telegrams
generally. I shall speak yet more specifically
as to some of them i

First Of those which relate to the offer
purporting to have been made in behalf of
some members of the State board of can-
vassers of Florida, "to give for pecuniary
compensation certificates to Democratic elec-
tors who had been actually chosen." None
of these telegrams, nor any telegram com-
municating such offer, or. answering such of-
fer, or relating to suh otter, was seen by me,
translated to me, or the contents of it in any
manner made known to me. I had no
knowledge of the existence or purport of any
telegram relating to that subject, nor did I
learn the fact that such ofier of Florida

had been made until long after the
sixth ot December, at which time the certifi-
cates were delivered and the electoral votes
cast and when information casually reached
me, as of past events, it was accompanied by
the statement that the offer had been re-
jected.

Secondly As to the publications of" the
Tribune, of this morning, purporting to be
translations of cipher telegrams, relating to
the canvass, of votes in South Carolina in
1376, which I have seen since I wrote the
foregoing, 1 can speak of them no less defi-
nitely and positively. So C2 wch telegram,
either in cipher or translated, was even shown
to. or its contents made known to me. No
offer or negotiation in behalf of the State
canvassers of South Carolina, or any dealing
with any of them, in respect to certificates of
electors, was ever authorized or sanctioned
in any manner by me, directly or thrpugh
any other person,

I will add that no offer to give certificates
of any returning-boar- d or State canvassers of
any State to Democratic electors, in consider-
ation of promises of offices, or money, or
property, no negotiation of that nature, in
behalf of any member of such board, or with
any such member, no attempt to influence the
action of any such member, or to influence
the action of an7 elector of I"resident or Vice-Preside- nt

by such motives, was ever enter-
tained, considered or tolerated by me, or by
anybody within my influence, by my consent,
or with my knowledge or acquiescence. No
such contemplated transaction could at any
time have come within the range of
my power without that power being
instantly exerted to crueh it out. A
belief was doubtless current that cer-

tificates from the State of Florida conforming
to the actual vote of the people were in the
market. "I have not the slightest doubt in
the world.' said Mr. Saltonstall, who was in
Florida at the time, m a recent interview
with the Utrald, "that that (Florida) vote
could have been bought, if Mr,- - Tilden had
been dishonorable enough to desire It done,
for a great deal less than fifty or twenty
thousand dollars." It was known that either
one of the two members who composed the
majority of the Florida State canvassers could
control its action, and give certificates to the
Democrats. Either one of them could settle
the Presidential controversy in favor of the
Democratic candidates, who lacked but ftne
vote. How accessible to venal inducements
they were, is shown by the testimony of
M'Lin, chairman of the board of State can-

vassers. In his examination before the Pot-
ter committee, in June last, he admitted
that the true vote of the people of Florida,
was in favor of the Democratic electors, and
that fact even appeared on the face of the
county returns, including among them the
true return from Baker county, notwithstand-
ing great frauds against tha Democrats in
some county returns. " He also confessed that
in voting to give certificates to Republi-
can electors he acted under the influences
of promises that he should be rewarded in
case Mr. Hayes became President, adding
that certainly these promises must have had
strong control over my judgment and action."
After the certificates cf tbe Louisiana

had been repeatedly offered to
Mr. Hewitt and others for money, they were
given in favor of the Republican electors,
who had been rejected by a large majority of
the voters; and the members of this return-ing-boa- rd

now possess the most important
federal offices in that State. The pregnant
fact always remains that none of these cor-
rupt boards gave fheir certificates to Demo-
cratic electors, but they all did give them to
Republican electors. I had a perfectly fixed
purpose from which I never deviated iu word
or act a purpose which was known to or as
sumed by all with whom I was in habitual
communication. If the Presidency of the
United States was to be disposed ot by cer-
tificates to be won from corrupt returning-board- s,

by any form of venal inducements,
whether offices or money, I was resolved to
take no part in the shameless competition ;
and I took none. The main interest of tbe
victory which resulted in my election was
the expectation . that through tha chief
magistracy a system of reforms similar to
that which had been accomplished in our
metropolis, and in our State administra-
tion, would lie achieved in the federal
government. For this object it was necessa-
ry that I should be untrammeled by any
commitment in the choice of men to execute
the official trusts of the government, and un-

trammeled by any obligations to special in-

terests. I had been nominated, and I was
elected without one limitation of my perfect
independence. To have surrendered or com-
promised the advantages of this position by a
degrading competition for returning-boar- d

certificates would have been to abandon all
that made the victory desirable.; Everything
which could have sustained me in the larger
struggle that victory would have imposed
upon me. I was resolved to go into the
Presidential chair in full command of all my
resources for usefulness, or not at all. While
thus abstaining from ignominious com-
petition for such certificates, I saw these
certificates obtained for Republican electois
who had not been chosen by the people, and
denied to Democratic electors who had been
chosen by the people. These false and fraud-
ulent certificates, now confessed and proved
to have been obtained by corrupt induce
ments, were afterward made tbe pretext for
taking from the people their rightful choic
for the Presidency and
These certificates were declared by the
tribunal to which congress had abdicated
the function of deciding the count of tbe
disputed electoral votes to be the absolute
and indisputable conveyance of the title to
the chief magistracy of the nation. The
State of Florida, which bad united all her
executive, legislative and judicial powers to
testify to congress, long before the count,
who were her genuine atrents, which had by
statute caused a recanvass, the issue of

and the formal sovereign-authenticatio- n

of the right of the true electors to
deposit votes entitled to be counted was held
to be incapable of communicating to congress
a fact which everybody then knew, and whicn
cannot now be disputed. Congress, though
vested by the constitution with authority to
count the electoral votes, though unrestricted
either as to the time when it should receive
evidence, or as to the nature of that evi-
dence,- and though subject to no appeal
from its decision, was declared to have no
power to guide its count by any information
which it could obtain, or by any authority
which it migtit accept from a wronged and
betrayed State whose vote was about to be
falsified.

h londa and tbe congress of the United
S'uN'S combined, and must dispose of the
cbirf magistracy of this republic.
