James
Douglass, the helmsman, who was rescued,
was badly hurt by being struck by the tim-
bers from the wreck. The steamer Weems,
after a terrible experience, was rescued by
the Tangier and towed to Crisfield harbor,
where she now lies. The steamer Massa-
chusetts is ashore, disabled at Drumpoint;
all on board well. The 6teamer Louisa is
ashore on middle ground. Steamer Ide and
twenty-thre- schooners are ashore near the
Massachusetts.

At Cape Henry.
Washington, October 24. The signal

corps station at Cape Henry reports that the
American ship A. S. Davis, of Searsport.
Maine, Captain Ira M. Ford, ran ashore at
two o'clock in the morning, on the twenty-thir- d

instant, eight miles south of the sta-
tion. The vessel and cargo a total loss.
The crew, consisting of nineteen men, were
n.11 lost, with one exception. The dead
bodies wcro washed ashore last night, one
and a half miles south of the station.

At Port an Prince.
Port au Trixce, October 24. Another,

cyclone visited the southern coast of Hayti'
on the first instant, one American brigantine,
name unknown, was lost and all on board
perished. At Port au Prince the mud in the
stree's was six inches deep. The swollen
rivers prevent supplies of provisions from
reaching town, and eatables are at famine
prices.

At Philadelphia.
Philadelphia, October 24. Detailed re-

ports to-da- y show that by yesterday's storm
in this city three hundred and eighty-fou- r
dwellings and stores were unroofed and
otherwise injured, and several completely
demolished. In addition to these, were badly
ifjured, thirty-on- e churches, twenty-thre- e

suiiools, thirty-fiv- e factories and warehouses,
five hotels, two elevators and fifty other
large buildings, such as depots, ferryhouses,
mills and railroad offices. The fatal acci-

dents were sad, and those seriously injured
rju tuber thirteen, in the southern part of the
city, known as "The Neck." The Delaware
oveifl.iwed iU bank for a mile outside its
usual course, and inhabitants taken from
secona stories ot nouses in boats sent out
from the navy-yar- d, one by one. A man
was di owned in this section, but the loss of
live stock was very great, and ten or eleven
wooden bridges were swept away. The well
known landmark of the large shiphouse at
the League Island navy-yar- d was leveled to
the ground. It is impossible at present to
estimate the loes in monov, as it is dis-
tributed in various amounts between
hundreds of owners; but it is
generally estimated at two million dollars.

Lancaster,
Westchester and Reading all tell the same
story, and it seems that the country sur-
rounding Philadelphia suffered almost as
mujli as the city itself.

At Wilmington, Uel.
Wilmington, October L'4. The wind-st'j.i- i'

was one of the mbst de-
structive ever experienced. The river rose
higher than ever before, causing a flool

much damage to property and shipping.
Two barges plying between here and Phila-
delphia were lout ia the Delaware, and
several small boats sunk. South Wilming-
ton was completely inundated, and a number
of people had to seek refuge in rppcr stories.
About seventy-fiv- e buildings were wholly or
partly unroofed in tha city, and four or five
carried acay by the flood. The schooner
Buckeye, from this port. Captain Appleton,
master, was wrecked about three miles from
Newcastle, and the captain, his wife, two
sons and the seamen drowned. The schooner
Estelle Bright, of this city, was wrecked on
the Jeisey shore opposite Newcastle, and
Captain James Fountain and two colored
seamen were drowned.

The Yellow-Feve- r to be Made the Mob-le-et
of Inquiry by a CommissionAppointed by Cong-rens- .

Washington, October 21. President
Hayes will, in the course of the next two
weeks, do all the visiting he has on hand,
and will then proceed at once on the prepa-
ration of his annual message to congress.
He has requested all the heads of depart-
ments to notify their subordinates to bring
their estimates of expenses for the next fiscal
year to the lowest possible limit. He will
recommend that no legislation be effected to
antagonize the operations of the resumption
law, .will ask congress to define its meaning
more clearly as to the use of the army to
enforce civil process, and will accompany the
correspondence growing out of the troubles
with the Arkansas moonshiners, to show
good cause why there should be exceptions to
the general prohibition ot using the army as
a posse eomitatus. Accompanying the mes-
sage will also be sent an additional batch of
correspondence with the English government
respecting the payment of the fishery awards.
The message, it is understood, will take
grounds against the transfer of the Indian
bureau to the war department, against a re-

vision of the tariff, and, as our revenues are
falling off, again-j- t a reduction of the internal
tax now imposed on luxuries. A recommen-
dation will also be made for an inquiry, un-
der the sanction of congress, into the cause
of the yellow-feve- r epidemic, and the best
method to check its prevalence. Of course
the President has not formulated any of these
crude ideas, but on these subjects he will
touch, as indicated by him to a public official
who had an interview with him on the sub
ject Saturday morning last.

The Olreetora of the Bank or the City
of lai(ow Arrested and Con-

fined in Jail to Await Trial(or FrauA.

Glasgow, October 20. The arrest of the

managers and directors of the City of Glas-
gow hank was quietly effected at a late hour
last night. They were conveyed in cabs to
the central police station, where they are
confined in separate rooms, but not in the
common cells in which their cotemporaries,
who have only stolen a loaf of bread or a
pocket book, are domiciled. The names of
the directors now under lock and key are:
Robert Saimond, John Stewart, John Lines
Wright, William laylor, all ot Glasgow: ft.
S. Stonach, manager of the Glasgow office;
C. S. Leresche. secretary of the Glasgow
office, and Henry Inglis, a director
of the Edinburgh board. Lewis Potter, a
director ot the Glasgow board, was too
ill to be moved and is guarded by
officers in his own bouse. The orders of ar-
rest were issued by the lord advocate on
Saturday afternoon to the procurator-fisca- l ot
Glasgow, who handed the orders to Captain
Boyd, of the central division ot the police.
Detectives also proceeded by the afternoon.
express to Edinburgh, and there arrested Mr.
Stewart and Henry Inglis. Captain Boyd
found Mr. Saimond at bis place of business
in this city, and conveyed him in a cab to
the police-statio- n. He then proceeded to the
head office of the broken bank in Virginia
street, where he toundlv. to. btonach, the
manager, and C. S. Leresche, the secretary,
who were quietly marched off to jail.

WHAT GOVEBXOR POISTKR

Say a About the Jackson-Roger- s Trag-edylie Will 11 ant the HarderersDown and Hand Them Overto Jastlee as He lldthe lrtlelt Uia-tlller- s.

Nashville, October 18. Your correspond-

ent called on Governor James D. Porter to-
day and asked him what action he proposed
to take with reference to the guilty parties
concerned in the Jackson-Roger- s tragedy,
of Tazewell county notoriety. He said that
the crime having been committed in Ken-
tucky, he supposed a requisition would be
made upon him by the governor of Kentucky
for these parties. "Whenever that is done,"
said he with emphasis, "I intend to have
them arrested. If they can be found in Ten-
nessee all the power and authority of the
State to secure their arrest will be employed,
but I can do nothing until a demand shall be
made upon me by the governor of Kentucky.
As tbes case now stands 1 can do more in
Tennessee in regard to them than if they
were in New York. I see by the correspond-
ence in the Herald that Rogers, the mur-
derer of Jackson, tells the correspondent
that he cannot be arrested in Tennessee.
That is simply all bosh, and he will soon
discover the fact should the governor
of Kentucky make a requisition on
me. His money, of which he
boasts, will do him no good. I have sent
to the attorney-genera- l of Claiborne county
for all the facts in the cas3. It seems not a
little strange that the jailer of Lebanon, Ken-
tucky, should have Jackson
without a warrant from the governor of Ken-
tucky. That jailer ought to be investigated.
I suppose that when indictments for kidnap-
ping and murder shall be tound the governor
of Kentucky will send a requisition for the
kidoappers and murderers, and my requisi-
tion for them will be promptly given, and
tbey will either be arrested or driven from
the State. The idea of murderers concealing
themselves away in the mountain fastnesses
of Tennessee and successfully defying arrest
is exploded. Illicit distillers not long since
murdered John Cooper, a Federal officer.
They thought they could murder a Federal
officer with impunity and get free of arrest;
but as soon as I received a telegram announc-
ing the committal of the crime, I immedi-
ately telegraphed rewards for them. Men
were put on their trail, who tracked them
through a howling wilderness, through deso-
late mountain passes, and finally hunted
them down, traveling hundreds of miles, and
finally overtaking Fletcher Emerte. after a
week's laborious journey, and Abe Wilson, in
about three weeks, in the mountains of west-
ern North Carolina. Officers are now on the
trail of the third man, HuUon, a marine, and
his capture, if he still remains in the State,
is a matter of certainty. .

terrupt the meeting. I never attended a
meeting which was more quiet or orderly.
When the meeting adjourned it did so sub-
ject to the call of Couuty Chairman Samuel
Lee. It has never been called by the county
chairman since. It was not called together
that day at or near the courthouse in Sumter
couuty by the county chairman." The
deputy-marsh- al said he had no discretion.
He was simply ordered to convey the prison-
ers to Charleston. He said lie thought the
prisoners would be examined and return
home immediately. Looking at Spears, he
said to me: "That man ia the best witness
your friends could have; he ought to go to
Charleston." There is no excitement here,
and nothing new in the poisoning case.

STAFFORD XORTUCOTE'S SPEECH.

The Business Depression Probable
Popular Sacrifices The .Berlin

Treuty England's Policy lu
' the Kast The Ottoman

Empire Hast be
Preserved.

London, October 20. Sir Stafford North-cot- e,

speaking at Birmingham ad-
mitted the depression in trade and the con-
sequent loss of elasticity of revenues; never-
theless he did not anticipate the necessity of
asking of the country renewed sacrifices. He
condemned over-anxie- ty respecting the ful-
filment of the provisions of the treaty of Ber-
lin. The disturbance of the waters does not
cease with the falling of the winds. The im-
portant moment would be next May the
geriod of the complete Russian evacuation,

convinced that the powers would not
suffer the treaty of Berlin, which cost 60
much, to be set aside. The English govern-ernment- 's

policy would be one of firmness,
prudence and moderation, and they would
watch over the interests of England's colonial
empire. The government would not have
the heart of England with them if it thought
the interests of England were limited to
these email islands (meaning Great Britain
and Ireland). One great principle of their
policy is the preservation of the Ottoman
empire, and they intended to introduce
material improvement in Asiatic Turkey.
He then defended the acquisition of Cyprus,
which he said was vindicated by the govern-
ment's policy respecting Egypt. Concerning
Afghanistan the chancellor reiterated the
statements made by Mr. Cross, home secre-
tary, at South port, adding that the govern-
ment will not allow its attention to be dis-
tracted from the execution of the treaty of
Berlin.

There were then
appointed details to watch the armories and
State arsenal, and prepare to seize them on
a given signal. The Red Warriors were an
organization in 1876, and were wont to dis-
guise themselves as Indians, and bulldoze
naturalized citizens, and kill such men as op-
posed them. The names of the entire organ-
ization are now known to the authorities,
and measures have been taken to suppress it
at once. On the least exhibition on their part
the militia will be summoned out by general
alarm. The entire records of the organiza-
tion have been captured, and the published
report which will occupy fourteen
columns, gives their names, grips, constitu-
tion, oat hi, etc. It has been known to a few
for weeks past. Even at this hour there are
only nine persons in possession of the facts,
including your correspondent. Its disclosures
will be the greatebt political sensation Louis-
iana Las ever known.

Tildea's Tax Holt.
Special to the New York Times.

Chicago, October 19. Assistant-District-Attorn-

Sherman, of New York, counsel for
the government in the Tilden income-ta- in-
vestigation, says that the exhibits which have
been presented by the officers of the Chicago
and Northwestern railroad company, ac-
counts for over $2,000,000 of exchanges of
common and pretetred stock of the company
for the stock and bonds of the Pennsylvania
road. All that was paid on the Peninsular
Btock was five per cent. The preferred stock
ot the Chicago and Northwestern was worth
about eighty-fiv- e per cent, of its par value at
that time, and its common r'ock was worth
about fiity-thre- e per cent, of iU par value.
The average value of th e stock exchanged
for Peninsular stock was about sixty-fiv-e per
cent., so that everybody who exchanged a
Peninsular share for a Chicago and North-
western share, got for the $5 which he paid
for his $100 share, $65, in the shape of Chi-
cago and Northwestern stocks. In other
words, there was a profit of sixty per cent, on
the amount received. The papers put in as
evidence show.that the persons who acted as
brokers and cn the books
us recipients of this Chicago and
Northwestern stock. Among these, for in-
stance, were Boody & Co., of New York.
They were Tildea's brokers. The govern

ment expects to prove that W. T. Pel ton
end John Rankin, jr., were also acting in
this capacity. James P. Sinnott appears to
have been largely interested also; he. was
Ihe factotum and managing clerk in Ti'den's
office for a number of years. Altogether,
the persons who were in the habit of acting
with Tilden as brokers or otherwise, ex-
changed three-quarte- rs of the amount of the
Peninsular stock and bonds surrendered;
that is, they received about $1,600,000, the
nominal amount of the Chicago and North-
western stock. Now, sixty per cent, of that
is proCt, or, in other words, $900,000. All
this is exclusive of the fees received from
"'S--";' ocndg ;$r apiece ancl of counsel
fees paid Tilden in connection with the con-
solidation of the other roads. The testimony
on these points in thai the exhibits which
showed tuofe amounts were destroyed in the
great fire. Then there is the Chicago and
Alton matter of $20,00i which they admit
in the bill as having been paid to Tilden for
legal services, and the $13,000 of bonds and
assets and $30,000 of another, which are un-
accounted for, but which Messrs. Tilden and
Meyef, it is supposed, retained for services as
trustees and professional serv;ces, Mr. Til-

den, of course, claiming the lion's share.

DEAM STANLEY'S

Indorsement of Lord Dufferia's Cov-erame-

ot Canada Irom the Pul-
pit ttterauees apposed to be

Significant.

Quebec, October 20. Dean S adey, of
Westminster, preached a most remarkable
sermon to-da- y in the Cathedral, which, poeti-
cally alluded to Canadian scenery and his-

torical events, ending with allusions to Lord
Dufferin, the Marquis of Lome, and the im-
perial policy connected therewith, which,
considering the preacher's close relations
with Queen Victoria and family, are consid-
ered very significant, and give rise to
speculation as to the actual cause of the
dean's visit to America at this time. The
popular preacher of -- Westminster Abbey
said: " The whole city of Quebec, the whole
Dominion of Canada, laments the departure
of, perhaps,, the most beloved and esteemed
ruler that ever swayed its counsels, who, at
least, showed us in his high position, the
qualities by which rulers have made and can
make themselves loved and valued by those
whom they are called upon to govern. This
is not the place, nor is it fitting for me
to speak in detail of the peculiar graces
and gifts which enabled the late governor-gener- al

to fulfill, with such singular
success, his arduous mission, in but
one respect under which his example is
applicable to all conditions of life. By
the outpouring of the very lite-bloo- d of a
generous nature was his work accomplished,
and his recompense attained whatever gifts
he had, all used to the uttermost for the pub-
lic service. Whatever graces of act or speech
bad been given him by nature were made
