Her
i dy was taken to Newark, New Jersey, and
buried beside that ot a former husband
named Tyrrell. Eugene Tyrrell, aged twen-
ty, her son by her first marriage, continued
to live with his stepfather. Mr. Cooper, who
was a nephew of J. Fenimore Cooper, the au-
thor, was employed as delivery clerk in the
cilice of the Metropolitan steamship compa-
ny in this city. ' A marked change in bis or

was noticed after the death of his
wife. He seemed gloomy and sullen, and
avoided the company of his friends. He
made several attempts to kill himself, and at
last succeeded in doing so by taking mor-
phine pil:s. He died on Saturday, and was
buried on Monday.

A coroner's jury, called by Justice A. G.
Cropsey on Saturday, gave a verdict of sui-
cide, a bjt'le which had contained morphine
pills being found by tho bedside. The ver-
dict was confirmed on Sunday by the discov-
ery of a pauer in oce ot his coat pockets,
eontmuing grave charges, in Mr. Cooper's
handwriting, against three women who had
been intimately connected' with the Cooper
family. Justice Ciopsey refused to allow ihe
nn cues of the women to be made public.
With the excej ion of he names, the paper
found is as follows:
To Whom It may Concern:

A Ianshter Charted With Ad minis-terl-n

The eirl's father, who
for many vears past ha ieot a res
taurant in Boston, a few vears since
died, leaving property estimated at
twenty-fiv- e thousand dollars to his widow
and two daughters. From all that caa be
now learned, it appears that the doctor Had
an eye on this property, as well as an affec- -

On lor Mabel; but Mrs. Whitman being
only forty and strong of physical constitu
tion, there was but little probability of get-
ting the prooerty for many years, even if he
did ni'arry Mabel. The latter is very pre-
possessing, and seems strongly attached to
the doctor. A week ago Mrs. Whitmnn was
taken violently ill, and Dr. Spear was sum-
moned to attend her. After a few days Dr.
Thayer, another physician was called, and
pronounced the case one of poisoning. The
victim expressed her belief that she bad been
poisoned, but by whom she ould not say,
and, least of all, could not suspect any of
her household. Young Mabel volunteered
the suggestion that if the mother was pois-
oned it was by inhaling Paris green, used
about tho house for killing water-bug- s. The
widow d.ed in terrible agony the middle of
labt week, nd the medical examiner con-
sidered an inquest unnecessary, he relying
on the statement of Spear as to the cause of
her death. A genclsman, the executor of the
Whitman ectate, suggested that an autopsy
of the body should be made, and Spear did
not think it necessary, but the executor insist-ed.an- d

The tablet is in the British museum, brought
by the late George Smith. An inscription
marked "K. 3364," contains in it an account
of the creation of man by the god Mir-K-u

(noble crown.) "To fear them (the gods) he
made man; the breath of life was in him.
May he (the god Kir-K- be established, and
may his will not tail, in the mouth of the
dark races which bis hand has made." This
is the earliest allusion in existence to the bib-
lical account of creation, and it distinctly
points to the first race being dark. This con-
firms what Sir Henry Rawlinson said long
ago, that Adam means "dark race," in dis-
tinction from "Sarku," light race; and
George Smith thought the account (Gen. vi)
of the sons of Got! marrying the daughters
of men, meant the Sarku intermarrying with
the Adi m. it appears, therefore, that
Adam vr,.s a negro. It may be added that
when this Adam (not a proper name, but
meaning dark man) had sinned (the tablet
does not eay in what way) the god Hea's
liver was angry, and the father bilu pro-
nounced man's curse, which the sad history
of the African race renders curious. "Wis-
dom and knowledge hostily may injure
him may he be conquered
his hand, may it bring forth and he not
touch it his derire shall be cut off
and his will unauswered the open-
ing of his mouth no god shall take notice of

his back shall be broken and not
healed at his urgent trouble no
god shall receive him." There is good rea-
son to believe that, alter the dark race had
been captured, it was found in old times as
convenient to explain their subjection to a
legendary curse as it was, some thousands
of years later, to claim that America
was piously fulfilling the curse on Cauaan
in continuing th': same race iu slavery.

VStristlan Charity Against AnimalCourage.
Editors Appeal We think if some of

our ministers, instead of fulminating their
thunder against all "profligates," would
obey the divine command and "preach the
gi.spel to every creature," there would be
fewer Rahabs to be "sainted by nursing
yellow-fever.- " It is a singular theory that
"a minister is under no obligation to any onn
save a majority ot his congregation;" that
the ninety and nine being cared for, the one
lost sheep must be abandoned to the pitiless
storm; that man having forsaken it the Lord
will likewise do so, leaving it to trust in its
own "animal courage" for strength and suc-
cor. Are there no christians among the no-
ble band who have so faithfully stood at
their posts during this terrible ordeal?
Were there no saints who fell in the dis
charge of that highest dutv man owas to
man? Take, for instance, the woman of
Memphis, 6he who would scream at the dis-
charge of firearms, or flee from the bark of a
terrier. How nobly has she performed her
duty. And yet, forsooth, this is "animal
courage." The exemplification of all the
christian virtues in one noble,
duty, nothing but brute instinct! Were we
to enlarge uron so fruitful a theme, we think
we might alter the triumpl ant tone with
which this inSJel dogma is announced, and
cover the most impassible cheek with blushes.
We might question the quality of thatiUg;on tb'j.t would sub-tit- .. te "animal cour-tge- "

for christian charity, thus abjuring our
Savior's t athing: "Greater love hath no
man than this, that a man lay down his iife
for his friends." And yet we are told ' that
this is "not meritorious in the sieht of God."
Wan it not meritorious that oiiruvior should
lay down his life for suffering humanity, or
was it simply an exhibition of "animal cour-
age?" "We may call the minbterto account

tion of the term; yet I believe in "rendering
