MAKTYKS IN THE SOUTH.

Bev. Dr. Ewer's Tribute to those who
Went to llemphls as Worses and

Died There A. Touching
Sermon.

New York World, 21st: Rev. Dr. F. C.
Ewer,- - who has just recovered from a severe
illness, which prevented his attendance at
St. Ignatius's church for eight weeks, was
welcomed on his return yesterday by a large
congregation. Hedid not preach, but instead
Rev. George W. West, one of the assistant
priests of the Church of the Holy Innocents,
floboken, delivered a short sermon, choos-
ing for his text the thirty-sevent- h verse of
the twenty-secon- d chapter of St. Matthew:
" Thou Ehalt love the Lord thy Go l with all thy
heart, and with all thy soul, and with all thy
mind." lie said that love was the first prin-
ciple of all true religion, and that true relig-
ion ought to be a 6impIo thing, which even
the mostuninstructed could understand. At
the conclusion of the sermon Dr. Ewer said
a few words. He was struck, he said, with
the exposition of the gospel that he had just
heard, because it was clear, sweet and bright;
clear, because it was free from all the sub-
tleties of theology, and presented the
heart of the teaching of Christ; weet, for
what is sweeter than love ? and
bright, because it presented that sun of
the whole system around which all ser-
mons, like planets, revolved, merely reflect-
ing its light "One would suppose," he
added, "we would all naturally love one an-
other; and yet, after all, men do not love
one another. You have heard what has
been said: "Aji eye for an eye, a tioth for
a tooth;' this was the old law. Dut the
blessed Lord gave another law to the one
family of man: 'Anew commandment give
I unto you, that ye love one another.' And
if the old law of an eye for an eye and a
tooui for a tooth presents its sublime spec-
tacle of hostile votaries clashing against each
other, tae new law presents a more sublime
spectacle, and we have had an instance of it
since last the pastor and the people of this
parish offered the sacrifice together." The
rector here alluded to the spirit of love that
led christian helpers to the scenes of desoln-latio- n

in the south. "And conspicuous in
Ibid rpectacle. have been some who are very
precious to us as churchmen and as a parish.
We,-a- s a parish, have given some ot the
brave ons who have fallen in the cause of
humanity." Dr. Ewer spoke of the sister-
hood of St. Mary and of the clergy, bur. of tho
tight members of the sisterhood who
went to Memphis seven had the fever
and four died. He spoke of ti;:h one. He
gave a brief sketch ot Sister Constance, the
sister fcuperior ot the work in Memphis.

ho was a woman, he said, of iarc-- accom-
plishment aud great amiability of disposi- -'

ion of more than ordinary tact. The Epis-
copal orphanage in Memphis bad been under
her management for seven years. She, with
Sirter Theela, had come north to rest, but
the moment news arrived of the yellow fever
they returned to their post-?- An associate of
the sisters was Mrs. Bullock, and Mrs. .War-
ing as nurse. Dr. Ewer then read extracts
from a letter from one of the sisters. The
readi .g made a deep impression upon the
congregation. He read as follows:

Sister Theela is in the same sad state that
Dr. Harris was on Sunday. I never saw H ax
Dr. Armstrong so oiatressed as when he lit.
I ltit that dear Sister Theela would be very',
very ill. I cannot help feeling that she is

very nearthat eternal reet for which she ha
d and longed for years. Unselfish,

faithful sister, I know no one whose salvation
of poul is more ossured." I

Then of Mrs. Bullock. who also died, be read:
"My great anxiety is that she will fall a j

victim to the er before we are through i

nursing the Sisters. She is an excellent r.urte, I

and does so much f .r both Sisters that even
the professional nurses wonder. We have
proruised her if she dies of the fever to take
little Bessie as our own child here at St.
Mary's. If we all die h re, you must take
her as our gift."

Amid the bi bs of the congregation, the
rector ccntmea:

"Sister Constance's great trouble is in her
head. It is the sa ! Ie.--.t thing to hear her in
her raving soy, 'Sister, do you think there
was enough to eat on the table for tho or-

phans?' "
Here, with a voice full of emotion. Dr.

Ewer said: "I do not dare trust myself to
speak ot the next case; of her whom we all
know so well, one who was my own god-
child, whom I brought into the church, bap-
tized, prepared for confirmation, and to whom
I administered for the first time the blessed
sacrament of tho Body and Blood. I can
only read the last sweet, brave little note
which I received from her. It was dated
August 30th: ,

" 'My Own Dear, Good Father- - The
Mother has just called me out of tbetetreat
to show me a telegram from our Sisters in
Memphis. Fever is ppreading, one of our
Sisters is ill, and they need more helpers. It
is decided for Sister Helen and me to go to-

morrow. You will understand how gladly I
give myself to my beloved. In life, in death
1 can thank Him now for all the losses and
bitternesses of long airo; there is only the
sweetness now. I do not come to you because
it seems wiser and brar not tocome.- - I have
not many good-by- s to say. Only I plead that
you will remember me at the holy altar, and
sometimes wiil you send me one little word to
strengthen me? Always, with reverent love,
your god-chil- d, ktjth. "

Dr. Ewer then spoke of Sister Frances,
who died on the fifth of this month. "Slight
indications befurehand show the hidden gold
of the character. Before she became a

all her leisure time was occupied in
visiting poor and sick children. Any Sun-
day morning, if you had waited on Four-
teenth street, between Sixth and Seven! h av-
enues, you would have seen our poor dead
sister leading, as one of herseit-imporc- d du-
ties, a poor bhud woman to the' services of
tre Annunciation church."

Tnen Dr. Ewer spoke of the Rev. C. C.
Persons, who had gone from the church of
H )ly Innocents, Hoooken, to bis death in the
souih. He gave a brief history of his career
at West Point; and in speaking of him as a
soldier said that while defending a battery,
when all the men around him were dead, he
drew his sword and, standing at parade-rts- t,

faced the leveled muskets of the enemy pre-
pared to die. The soldiers were about to fire.
when the Confederate captain, striking up
the guns vi: h his sword, exclaimed to the
men, "D r shoot such a man!

Speaki got the Rev. Louis .Schuyler, who
also j: .ve up tis lite iu the same christian
spirit, rector said: "At a mortuary mass.

Philadelphia Press: Considerable atten-
tion has lately beeu drawn, by the Ameer cf
Cabul's Declaration of Independence, to the
historical geography and ethnology of Af-
ghanistan, of which it is a division or ois-tnc- t.

Mr. J. Talboys Wheeler, cf Calcutta,
secretary to the government of British India
in tho foreign department, and author of
several important works, pai Ocul arly of the
writings of Heroditus, holds tue belief that
the native inhabitants of Afghani: taca are of
Hebtew origin. An extract from a work ct
his, yet unpublished, was lately quoted by
hi sou, and may bo worth reproducing here.
