The I'orrritpoBdenee.
Cbailes Re.tde has ben writing a dramatic

version of Thou. Lass o' Lowrie's, and as he
was known to have negotiated with an act-
ress for its production in America, Mrs. Bur-
nett, the author of the novel and also of a
dramatic version of it, which was produced
last night in Philadelphia, by Mrs. John T.
Raymond, protested againBt this course by
means of a letter from her husband. Dr.
Burnett, to Charles Reade. Charles Reade's
reply and Mrs. Burnett's rejoinder, which
are given below, are what a late distinguished
editojwould call "mighty interestin'readin,"
and they need no further introduction:

London, October 12, 1878. J
Dear Sir: I beg to acknowledge your

favor, of which I hope you imep a copy. I
will endeavor to answer its points. The re-

port you have beard is true as far as this: I
am one of four persons who have dramatized
"The Last o' Lowrie's" in England. There
was to earthly reason why we should not do
so. ihe authoress m tier boos has shown a
natural and proper desire to retain copyright
in both countries. But she has not printed
one syllable to lend one to suppose she detired
to retain stageright in it. And, as it is not
the habit of noveli-tit- , unless thf y are known
dramatists, to dramatize their own works,
she ha? left this eutir;ly open, i as
the law iu .trivia no novelist st.'e-rifcii- ts

in Lis work, but only copyrrht, or
the eole riLt el prmtiug and publishing. I
will add that ot the three other English
drama on this subject, one was played all
over Euglund for mouthp, aiid another
for four months, Pnd tho ihird publicly ad-
vertised before I took the eubject in hand,
and I should not have done it then if
Mrs. Burnett had been the author of
either of these versions, or if the authors
had sho'n themselves capauie of
dealing with the subject. Cut here was a
subject wretchedly bandied, open, in law,
open by custom, and apparently open in
morality, for novelists do not dramatize
their works, and the book itself claimed no
such right. So much for England, where
every novel of mine is dramatized by others
unless I produce a drama on the subject be-

fore the novel and give due notice of stage
right. The American business is a mere off-
shoot. Miss Ey tinge was here and knew I
was about to produce the drama and had
taken a theater at Liverpool for the purpose.
She knew my drama would be taken for the
United States by somebody, and she treated
with me for it. Some time ago she let me
know that Mrs. Burnett desired to deal with
the subject in her own interest. I wrote to
say that neither in England nor in the United
States does there exist any such thing as
stage right in a novel, but still it would be
arreeble to my feelings if she would come
to. terms with Mrs. Burnett and pay her so
mucn lor eacn representation; and that I,
myself, would forego a similar
poron of my very moderate
fee. Thus the matter stands as re-gu-

However, 1 only
throw tins rut as a general proposi-
tion. Notwithstanding my own bitter
wrongs as a dramatist, I am unwilling to
injure Mrs. Burnett's interests in the United
States. I shall now write to Miss Eytinge
more decidedly, r questing her to offer a
nightly fee to Mrs. Burnett. Should sLe
come to terms with Miss Eytinge. that lady
will also pay her a portion of my fee, if she
does not rob me of these fees, as Miss ,
the laU American actress I trusted, did. I
will, with pleasure, allow Mrs. Burnett
something out of my English profits, any.
But not to raise any great expectations on
that point, I must tell you that my prede-
cessors on this subject have very much pre-
judiced tbe London managers against it, and
i have no offer for it whatever at present.
But it is only in London that an English au
thor can realize large profits on a piece of J

this kind which entails great expenses and
requires a fu'l company of s:od actors do it
properly. I shall ask Mis? Eytinge to sus-
pend performance until she has used all
reasonable endeavors to come to a friendly
understanding with you, and I respectfully
advise you not to nelfct to negotiate wit a
hrr, but to make terun and stipulate that she
pnfs on the bills "by consent and special treaty
with Mrs. Burnett." That will serve to
bolster up your imaginary right, for, believe
rue, in the United States, as in England,

there is no such thing as stage-rig- ht in a
novel.

MRS. BURNETT TO CHARLES RKADE 1

Wa&himotoh, D. C, October 27. 1878.
Mr. Charles Reade:

Dear Sir I have just been reading your
reply to Dr. Burnett's letter, and I see from
it that somehow a little misunderstanding
has arisen. I did not see Dr. Burnett's let-

ter before it was sent, but 1 can scarcely
think he meant to ask from you what you
seem to fancy. I am a young woman and
an English wonlan, but 1 am not young
enough to expect anything from my compa-
triots which the law does not demand for me.
My Las was condescen lingly printed in
England, with the announcement on the
front page that it was done with "the special
permission of tbt authoress,", and I was in-

formed of that fact by a letter from Warne
& Co., nob!y accompanied by a gift of a yellow-

-backed copy of that book, which I shall
naturally ever cherish sacredly and tenderly
as a delicate tribute from a generous pub-
lisher to a grateful author a publisher who
even went to the godlike length of saying
that he should be glad to give to the world
any other books 1 might write upon the
same terms. A gentleman by the name cf
flatten, ir. conjunction with another of tbe
name of Matthiaon, wrote a play founded on
:he story which made of Joan Lowrie a bir-one-

maudlin young woman with a senti-
mental passion for a pretentious prig; of

nice Barbolm, an entrancing creature
with ::l the engaging jauntincss and
"bandon of a barmaid, and aNo im-

proved the other characters in tu"1 most
encouraging .uanner. These gfutijmen,
of course, paid me nothing, but I was not

enough then to expect such ronit.n!ic
Uvishness; and, besides, 1 felt it was n'y
fair that they should have all they r c'd
make a-- a recompense for writing 8i:'. a a
play. If 1 had written such a play I shj'ild

expected to be remunerated handsome-
ly. Wuen I read it I was so moved by shall
we deal in glittering- generalities and call
them conflicting emotions? that I wrote a
long letter to you, giving you all the per-
mission I owned nay, even begging you as
an act ot generosity to rescue the people 1

am fond of from dramatic infamy, and make
a good play, which I knew you could do if
you took it iu hand. I did not ask you to give
me any of the proceeds of it. I did not think of
that at all; what I cared for was something
else. After I had written the letter I thought
that perhaps, as the thing had been spoiled
already, you would not care for it, and did
not send it. I wish I had now, because then
1 might have retained an illusion or so. Un-
til now I fancied that a man's right was
enough for him, notwithstanding other peo-
ple's wrong. But the point is, that I wish
you to feel quite at ease on tbe score of my
tsktng you to share anything of the proceeds
of your play with me. As it is, it would
only be a fine accentuation of myself to de-
mand what better people do not get. 1 have
no rights in England, notwithstanding I have
lived more than half my life there; but I
have righrs in America, and it is because jou
fiave tried to infringe even on these that I
protest. I wrote Lass here, copyrighted it
here, n served stagerights here (which can
be oone in the United States), wrote my
play here, copyrighted that here,
and it will be played here. If any
one attempts to produce another ver-

sion I shall defend myself as I ;an.
You have been badly treated in America, I
t avo no doubt, but did an Am--rica- dramitist
ever write a play on a book of yours and take
it, to England and have it played there in the
tdce ot a version or your own already copy
righted and sold? If it ever was done, it
was pretty hard, wasu't it ? I think it was
and I sympathize with you and I hope you
like my sympathizing with you. With many
thanks for jour generous offers for they are
generous, oce you have so conclusively
proved that I have no rights anywhere I

John
Elder & Co., Clyde shipbuilders, employing
four thousand men, decided to reduce their
force twelve hundred men. The decision was
made known to the men at luncheon to-da- v.

"There are only three ships building, as you
may see. Five years ago we had twenty-fiv- e

under contract. I regret to say that the
prospects ot more orders soon are not good
Indeed the outlook is most gloomy.

T3IE ABU If.

The Fourth Army Report of the Secre-
tary ot War Kutlmates for the A'ext

Klacal 1'e-i- The Question of the
Indians.

Special to tbe Philadelphia Press.
Washington, October 27. The report of

the secretary of war will be confined to a
pimple review of the operations of the mili-
tary establishment during the past year. The
estimates have been pared down to the low-
est possible amount, and will not materially
exceed the amount appropriated for the mili-
tary establishment during the present year,
or about twenty-fiv- e million dollars. Al-

though the appropriations were then based
on the proposition of the house to reduce the
army to twenty thousand men, and were not
raised to meet the necessities of the failure of
that measare, the secretary of war, by reason
of reduced prices, wan enabled to carry on
the operations of the army, including the
active campaigns against the hostiles, within
tbe means at his command, and therefore
anticipates no deficiency. He is more con-
vinced than ever, after the expenses of the
past year, that it would be unwise to inter-
fere with the organization of the army, and
especially its numerical strength, as the de-
mands for its services on the Indian border aud
Mexican frontier are more frequent and im-
perative than ever before. The extension
of the reservation system and the increased
uneasiness of the Indians over the restraints
of a poatoral life necessitates garrisons which
require troops, and the growing complica-
tions of the Mexican situation will require
the constant maintenanceof a large force
there. For these reasons he regards twenty-fiv- e

thousand as the minimum force to meet
the requirements of every branch of tbe ser-

vice. The secretary will refrain from any
allusion to the proposed transfer of the Indian
service to the war department, but it is
known that the views of the secretary on this
question are in accord with those of General
Sherman and other distinguished and expe-
rienced officers of the army. In an economic
view he believed that there would be a great
waving to the government, and a more Fatis-facto- ry

treatment of the Indians, as it would
tend to bseak up the loose system of con-
tracts, and would prevent wars by letting the
Indians feel the constant presence of a power
capable of keeping them in subjection, and
that the appropriations and annuities would
be more certain to reach those for whom
they were intended.
