Must Look Sharp or They will Lose
Even tbe Little Reputation They

Have as Thief-Cateber- s An-
other Daring Bobbery.

The New York Times of October 29th,
says that one of the most startling robberies ever
perpetrated In this city was committed at an early
hour this morning, at the residence of a lady In
Fifth avenue. Mrs. Clarence 0dea, the victim, is
the proprietress of. a fashionable boardinghouse at
No. 2U Fifth avenue, corner of Thirty-hrs- t street.
About twenty boarders live In the house, all of
whom are highly connected. Mrs. Ogden occupies
entirely to herself the parlor lioor, which has two
windows on Fifth avenue and two on Thirty-fir- st

street. Mrs. Ogden retired abnut her usual hour last
night, shortly after eleven o'clock. Some time af-
terward ftae was awakened by a noise In herroom, and looking up saw two men, she thinks,
with masks over their faces. In the room. She raised
herself quickly from the bed. but before she had
time to utter a word or give the slightest alarm,
one of them seized her by the throat, and covered
her race with a towel which had been saturated with
chloroform. She struggled for a few seconds and
fought desperately to remove the towel from her
face, but the desperado held the ati rated clrith to
her face until she became Unconscious. Mrs. Ogden
generally rses at seven o'clock In the morning and
superintends breakfast. This morning she did not
come down at the usual hour, and the housekeeper
rapped at her bedroom door. After waiting half an
hour and not bearing her mistress moving, she
again rapped, but received no answer. She then
thought her mistress was not feeling well, and did
not attempt to arouse her again. At nine n'lMoek
oueof the laily boarders walked Into the front par-
lor, and seeing the folding doors leading to Mrs. Og-de-

bedroom open, looked through, and to her
surprise saw Mrs. Ogden lying on the bed with a
towel in her mouth. She Immediately walked In
and took the towel from Mrs. Ogden's mouth,
aud seeing from the disordered state of
the apartment that a robbery had been com-
mitted, she raised an alarm. Several servants and
a number of boarders went to her asslsfnice. andfinding Mrs. Ogden with her hands tied with a rope
and unconscious from the effects of a drug, they
sent for the doctor and the police. When the doctor
arrived Mrs. Ogden was mil unconscious, and didnot regain her senses until nearly eleven o'clock.
Meanwhile the detectives who had been sent fromThirtieth street police station had made a thorough
examination of the premises, but found no evidence
of any entrance torc(ly effected through windows ordoors, and It is supposed the thieves obtained en-
trance to the house the evening before and secreted
themselves In some closet in Mrs. Ogdeu's apaiuntil she had gone to bed. After Mrs. Ogden
had sutliclently recovered she found the thieves hadtaken about eight hundred dollars In money, whichshe had taken from the bank on Monday, and whichshe had placed In a cloth pocket and put under her
Pillow before retiring for the night. They also tooka diamond ring from one of the lingers of her lefthand, and, being unable to take another fromher right hand, cut the diamonds out and left thering on her linger. They also carried off a valuable
traveling-cloa- k, but did not remove a pair of gold
bracelets from her wrists. The room was In great
confusion, the bureau drawers having been turnedover and ransacked. No one of the Inmates heardthe slightest noise during the night, nor was anystranger seen to leave the house. La.st eveningalthough Mrs. Ogden had partUlly recovered fromthe shock and effects of the chloroform, she w;uvery sick and unable to leave her bed. In conversa-
tion with some of her friends, she said that whenshe lirst noticed the two men In her room the gas
wai burning, bat bad been turutd very low, and shewas unable to give an accurate description of how

the men were dressed. They both wore maslc over
their faces. One appeared tall, the other sho:rt and
thiekHetShe remembered nothing after the towel
bad been thrown over her f;ioe. The police an i reti-

cent and refuse Information about the affair.
