The Ntory of an Outraged Daanghter,
and One to Make the Uoldest
Heart Burn with Just Ie-
digmation.

JorLierT, I1L., October 30.—A human beast
named James Cassidy, whoe lived in Brace-
ville, the first station aouth of Braidwood, on
the Chicago and Alton railroad, and just
across the Grundy county line, has been ar-
rested and is now incarcerated in the Morris
Jail charged with horrible cruelty to his own
daughter, Lizzie, a comely girl fourteen years
of age, who now, however, presents a pitiful
appearance, both eyes being blackened, the
etffects of blows from her father’s fists,
her ears swollen and discolored, where he
grasped her and beat her head on the floor
end against the wall, whole handfulls of hair
mussing from her jet-black locks, and, indeed,
her entire body bearing terrible bruises and
ill treatment
received at the hands of her inhuman parent.
The family came originally from Frostburg,
Maryland, where Cassidy at one time owned
conmdernble property. The parenes both
became strongly addicted to lguor, and
about five years ago separated, since
which time Lizzie has not seen her
mother., Cassidy has served one term
in the penitentiary for some misdemeanor.
He was very ugly when dronk, and frequent-
Iy drove his family out of the house, com-
pelling them to pass the night under the
bhouse, apd this often 1 the winter season,

Saturday night, October 19th, was spent by
Cassudy in card-playing and drinking at a
saloon in Braceville kept by Ed Lowis. He

went home about five o'clock Sunday morn-
ing, very drunk, and went to bed. In the
morning & friead came i with a bottle of
whisky, and Cassidy helped drink the liguor,
Subsequently more friends came, and the
gpree was kept up until twelve o'clock San-
day night, wheén the frends left the house.
The girl's story of what occurred afterward
is as folloys: “‘Father told me to go to his
bed; T told him I didn’t want to, but he said
| must go. I had been sleeping on the fioor;
had been home only a week; had been work-
ing out all summer; he said he wus going to
make me a loonge to sleep on. At last 1
went to lis room, afraid to refuse; took off
my clothes and put on my night-dress, 1
then hid behind the door; and them he came
and said: ‘Lizzie, are you ready? You must
tell me when you are ready.” 1 blew cut the
light, and he came i, but could not find
me. He then went ou! and got alight, and
I hiud o the closet, When be got the light
e found me; [ tred to get away but 1
couldn’t. I then screamed for help, when
he commenced to beat me—beating me till
the blood ran out of my mouth and ears; he
pulled the hair out of my head by the hand-
faulls; peat my arms blick and blue;
caught me by my ears and dashed me
to the floor and thea choked me, For
some reason one of the windows
was open, and | got away from him and
Jumped throughfht, ran and hid under a box-
car, and when [ saw he was not looking for

me I ran into one street, down this and into

another one, when I reached the hounse of a
Jady whom | know. 1 ran to the door af¥
rapped, but Do one answered, o I rapped
again and shouted, ‘For God's sake let me
in.' The door was opened and | went in
and told all that happened. | stayed there
until the constable, Mr. Cotton, eaid I had
better go to his house. A few nights afler
some of his (ber father's) friends came 10
Cotton's house and ssked for me, but Mr.
Cotton said | bad run away. They wanted
to put me out of the way so 1 she yuld not ap-
pear in court. | ran as soon as I heard them
coming, and hid in the summer kitchen
Cotton came home and the visitors told him
what they wanted, and he said they could
not bave me, when John M'Dade said: ‘By
——, I will have her.' The officer _i}nnl"x
got rid of them without trouble.” Cassdy
was subsequently arrested and lodged 1a
jail, as stated above, The girl says this was
er father’s second attempt to outrage her.
About a year ago be went to Braidwood, 1
turned drunk, and made her go into his be sl
When she saw that he was preparing to oc-
cupy the same bed, she yaid she must have o
drink beifore she went to sleep. She got up,
ran out and secreted herself, remaining until
her father fell asleep, when she entered the
house and went to her own bed upstairs.

A Prize.of One Hundred Pounds Offered
fur the best Essay on its Nature,
Frevention and Treatment.

A prize of one hundred pounds for an es-
say on ‘‘Hydrop hobm—at,u Natare, Prev enf:- n
and Treatmert,”” haviog been offered by
Mr. Stanford, M. P., to be awarded by the
Royal collegs of physicians of London, the
Marguis of Salisbn bhas instructed the
British mini-'vr at Woshington to bring the
matter to the attention of the American
department --l state, in order that the neces-
sary publicity may be given to the esame in
the United States. Among the conditions
under which the prize is to be competed for
are the following: The essay must be de-
livered to the college on or before January 1,
1880. It may be the joint production of two
or more authors. The gquestions which are
thought by the college specially to r¢ qmn
investigation are; The origin and history of
the outbreak of rabies, particulatly in the
Upited Kingdom pnd its dependencies; the
best mode of preveation of rabies; the charac-
teristics of mt;ea during life, and the anatom-
ical and chemical changes which are
associated with the diseaze in its successive
stages, parhicularly in ifs commencement;
the origin of hydrophobia in man; the chemi-
cal and anatomical moriid chanzes observed
in_the subjects of the disease, with special
reference to thoee baving their seat in the
organs of the nervous system and the salivary
glands; the symptoms of the disease, par-
twula.rly of its early stage, as illustrate
well-observed cases; the dmngnosis of the
disease in doubtful cases from conditions
more or less resembling it; the alleged pro-
longed latency of the mnf:uly; the efficacy of
the various remedies and modes of prevent-
ing the disease which ‘have been proposed,
and what plan of treatment, whether pro-
phylactic or curative, it wounld be most de-
sirable to recommend for future trial,
