Two Xaughty Women of ScottsvIIIe,
Indiana, stripped and Whipped

by a Masked Mob Warrants
Sworn ont for the Ar-

rest oC the Alleged
Whlppers.

New Albany. Ind.. November 4. Letitia

Broeck, living at Scottsvllle, In the extreme western
portion or this county, came to the city to day aud
made complaint, the complaint to be laid before the
grand jury, that on Tuesday last Sam and Jack Fer--
reu, ueorge and James Holloway, tieorge Broeck,
Alexander M'Fall, Charles Clark, Walter, Wesley,
Herman and Robert Scott and Heniy Todd old most
brutally beat herself and Mrs. Maggie Wilson. Tne
facts of the case are that the two women are a bad
set, and have scandalized the neighborhood In which
they lived for years. Some two years ago Mrs.
Broeck's husband committed suicide, and sin.e then
rumor has brea b isy In connecting her name with
his death.

Wilson returned, followed by her paramour. They
look up their residence w.th the widow Broeck, and,
although warned to leave tlie neighborhood, they
refused to go. Meanwhile one Bud Davis, who had
been about the place at the time of Broeck's death,
had returnud to the scent, after having served a
term in the penitentiary for robbery. He renewed
his vints t the house. Then there were more rob-
beries aud more indignation. On the Tuesday night
referied to the house was visited by about titty men,
all masked, who demanded adirlsslon. This was
refused, and the door was battered down. The
women were taken and bound to a post, after which
th?!r brums' w-r- e laid bare from the armpits dowu,
and they were most cruelly scourged wiih hickory
withes The cruel whips were laid on until the
blcod ran down their backs lu streams.

The men left
after warning all the victims of the outrage to leave.

"ilrs. Noonau" has, since 1HTS, tlone the laundiy
work of the company to which she was attached
With the best of satisfaction, and was as Inndy with
a needle as.any woman in the garrison, making all
kinds of line shirts for d Herent ones.
She also professed and acted the part
of midwife, and, on several occasions,
has gone as far as twenty-fiv- e miles from here to
perform duties of that kind, and at all times giving
Rood satlslactlon. Her house was as clean as could
be, and the walii were oruaiueiited wllh some very
oeautlfui pictures. In fact, everything about the
house, both la and outside, was very tastefully ar-
ranged. About two weeks ago she complained of
being sick, aud was attended by the
Dr. Wolveston. She grew worse, however, from tne
first, and on yesterday morning, the thirtieth Instant,
at live o'el-xik- , died. Before dying, however, on tho
twenty-nint- lustart, she Intimated to one of the
visitors present that she desired to see the priest;
that she bad something of a grave nature to reveal
before she died. Rev. lather Chrrsostoin, of Bis-l- a

irck, was sent for, ap.d came and beard her con-- f
dsstou. She lived until the next morning, when she

At
lioi death, however, her body was taken in charge of
by some of the women of the garrison to prepare her
decently fi r Interment, her husband being out with
his regiment in the Black Hills. Iu doing so they
uncovered, to their surprise, that the woman whom
they had known as Mrs. Xoqnan, WdS not a woman,
but a num. 'riie question is. What could induce a
man t? live as long as Mrs. Noonan has, since 1S78,
wiih the ga;rison? It is a mystery. She has at-
tended seveial dances In the garrison during the past
year given by the soldiers of the post, and at all times
wasairjyed tn the finest of the land, and has been
known to change her dress as often as three times
during the eniertatninent. She was of Mexican
birth, and was familiar with all the towns aud cities
from tho Missouii river to the Rio tiraude. Parties
who have been acquainted with the deceased since
18isj, say sue ut one time was lu tua millinery busi-
ness tt Leavenworth, Kansas.

A SENSATION SPOILED.

Facts in Regard to the Alleged Fresh
Outbreak of Yellow-FeT- er Dr.

JBItchell Has Not Seen a
Xew Case In Eight

Days,

And the Board of Health and Howard
Association Regard it Safe for Ref-

ugees to Retain List of Deaths
since the Twenty-Eight- h

of Cctober.

The followingarticle appeared in the Led-
ger ot last eventng, and resulted In terrifying a great
many persons and consternating the town:
The Vellow-Feve- r Htlll Linger In theCity A Word or Warning to Ab-

sentees.
The continuance of the warm weather and

the apprehension that the yellow-feve- r ruay renew
Itself In Uits community. Justifies us In asking ab-
sent citizens to postpone their return as long as pos-
sible. While no official reports of new cases of fever
have been made to the board of health, there Is no
doubt but what some fever exists end new eases and
deaths are of datiy occurrence. This Is likely to be
the case for some time, and we deem it our duty to
urge absent citizens to remain away as long as pos-
sible. Persons who contemplate returning to the
city should at least leave their children and families
behind. It Is much better to remain away a week
too long than to return a day too soon. We do not
make this statement to terr.fy the public, but do so
from a conviction of duty, derived from au Impartial
investigation of the situation made since our reiort
of yesterday afternoon. We hope this warning will
be duly considered. There Is still yellow-feve- r In
Memphis, and we dannot urge this fact too strongly
uiKin the attention of our absent clt'zens.

In view of the rumors which have so disquieted

our people, we deem It our duty to state that we
know of no cases of yellow-feve- r occurring with re-

lumed refugees who have not been exposed In In-
fected districts. We may expect cases of fever to
occur for some weeks yet, among those who have
been heretofore exposed, and think we are safe In
stating that the fever will not spread from these
cases. We regard It safe for refugees to return. If
the directions of the board of health be compiled
with tn ventilating and fumigating their nouses be-
fore occupation. No application has been made to
the Howards for nurses within the past twenty-fou- r
hours.
