OXE OF THE HEUOES.

Safe .Return or a Volunteer Vtllow
F'ewr Si arse- - Terrible Experiences

A Oraphle Inscription or tbePlague In JHempala.

New York Herald: Mr. Robert 7.. Wake
ley, a young man who went to Memphis as a nurse
In comiiaiiy with Dr. Thomas .. Easton, seven

eens ago, reiiirnea 10 me cuy on .Tuesday, ilr.Biakesley was found at his residence. No. rim EtThirteenth street, last evening, by a reporter of the
Ui raid, and a very interesting conversation ensued
In regard to the nurse's experience In the plague- -

"What induced you to brave all the dangers of theepidemic," the reporter asked, "and voluntailly facedeath?"
I don't know," young Biakesley answered, "but I

niMue up uiy iiuria vo go auu 1 went. 1 do not exag-e- rjte when I tell you it was a terrible experience.
Even before I got to Memphis what 1 saw and heardwas enough to make tbe stoutest heart imuii 111
tbe way lrom Louisville to Memphis there was yellow-

-fever. Wherever we stopied tor meals the con- -
ici3.uiuii wm auoui me ravages or tne dh ease. AtParis, where we breakfasted a miserable hamlet ina miserable hollow there were live cases. This wasbad enough, certainly, for such a place; but we were
able to get breakfast; ami that was more than I
could do on my return, for In tbe meantime theplace had leen depopulated. Notwithstanding theseevidences of the deadly character of the epidemic.
I did not feel afraid, but when I got to Memphis I
confess to having ftlt nervous; it was enough tofrighten the bravest man."' What were your first Impressions of the city afteryour arrival :'" the reporter Interposed.

"Really, I cannot describe them. The city was al-
most deserted. It was Monday morning when we
arrived, but forgetting myself. I asked Dr. F.aston
whether It was Tuesday morning. We had not gone
far, however, before the evidence of the terriblecondition of things became armarnnc Th r
thing in the shape of a vehicle that I saw was a
truck, loaded with coffins, going round to collect the
dead. As this was within four blocks of tbe depotyou may Imagine how soon 1 came to a raiiinno
sense ol the desolation. Two blocks further on 001- -

rlQs were piled In tiers on the sidewalk In front of an
undertaker's shop, and we were compelled to walk
between them. Similar scenes were to be witnessed
in many places, and In front of the city undertaker's
the whole block was a street of coffins."

"How were the negroes affected by the epidemic?"
"It seemed to me there were a million of them

crowding round the commissaries of tbe Howard
and citizens' relief associations. Many of them did
uut belong to Memphis and came there for free
ra.lons. If they could get something to eat without
working for It the fever was a matter of little

ce. They were not so alrald of It as tbe
whites, and seemed to think that their race was ex-

empt from It; but they suffered almost as severely as
the wh'.f-s.- "

"How were the patients cared for?"
"If they bad a residence a physician and a nurse

were proilded until they recovered or died. If they
were they wen sent to the hospital.
Few of the hospital patients recovered. A case In
point Is that of F. W. Ludlow, of New York. He
went to Memphis as a nurse and escaped the fever
longer than any of us. He never had the fever, and
was there for weeks before he took it. When he was
celzed with It he was at tbe Pea body hotel; but he
was removed to the hospital, and died within twenty-fo- ur

hours. I think bis removal bad a great deal to
do with bis death."

"What makes you think so?" asked the reporter.
"In cases of yellow-feve- r removal generally means

death. W hen I was seized with the disease I was et
the hotel, which was entirely given upto the Howard
association and a few newspaper corresionderits.
The clerk of the hotel came to me and said, 'Mr.
Biakesley, I am very sorry, but you must be removed
to the hospital. A physician from New Orleans who
was in the room answered, "That young man as he
lies there has ten chances out of a hundred to recov-
er; remove blm, and he has net one.' The manager
of the bouse, who was In reality nothing more than
an agent of the Howard association, the real mana-
ger being himself down with, the fever, swore, 'By
God he must be moved ! My orders are to move
everybody.' "

"Was this true?"
"By no means. There were thirty cases in tbe

house at the time. There was a case in the very
next room to me, and lu the room where I was Dr.
Keating had died. It Dr. Easton hal not been at
the hotel at tbe time, I would not be here now to teil
you this. As I said before, the hospital was almost
certain death, and I thlpk it was a very great Injus-
tice to the nurses from the north that they should be
sent from the hotel to the hospital to die. People
with money or friends could remain at the Peabody,
but those who took their lives In their band to suc-
cor tbe dying, but who had neither money nor
friends, met the fate of those they went to save."

"How many of the nurses have returned?''
"I beard of one y, but I am not sure that, ex-oe-

myself, even one has got home. All that 1 knew
that went Irom the north died ol the plague."

"Tell me something of your experience as a
nurse," the reporter suggested.

"I had under my care in ail eleven case. Of these,
seven recovered. Some of my patients refuied to
take their medicine, and I was compelled to open
their mouths and force them to swallow It. The
second case I had that of a young lady was such
a one; but the next to the last patient I nursed was
the most heartrending of any that came under my
notice. She was a young girl, whose home was a
mile and a half from the city, she died on my hands,
and when she was dead nobody could be found to
dresj her, and so I was not only compelled to dress
her myself, but to put ber in her coflln, and, un-
aided, carry It to the wagon and afterward to the
graveyard. After her death I nursed her father and
got him over it He was attended by Dr. Easton, w: o
saved several patients even after tbe black vomit
set in."

"What was the effect of the eildemic upon the
community?"

"Everybody was thoroughly frightened. A young
doctor said to me one day: 'It takes a man of
great m'eral courage to stay In this place. You talk
witk a man and hear that he is
Inline grave. People don't care to go too near to
the yellow-feve- r, even when It Is all around them.
The day alter I came out of the hospital I strolled
past a car stable and found that the building was on
lire. In a room over the stable was a boy dying. To
remove him would have been certain death, and the
only thing to ba done was to put out the fire. But
nobody about the building had courage enough to go
on the roof and cut a hole In It, so that water could
be thrown upon tbe flames. I had no business to be
there at all, but I old it. and the stable was sived,
the only assistance I had being that of an English-
man Joha G. Gain who happened to be in the
neighborhood. This shows how frightened the peo-
ple of Memphis really were."

"And what was tbe effect upon you?"
" I must confess I grew to be exceedingly callous.

I never thought of dying, but I didn't care whetber
I lived or died. I say men dying all ariund me in
the next bed, opposite me as I lay on my cot every-
where. I scarcely had a thought for myself. But I
never believed I was going to die, F'ew persons be-

lieved they would die when they were first seized with
the disease; but, rs a rule, they wre aware of It be-

fore the last moment came. In some cases they pre-

dicted the time of death almost to tbe minute.
Then, again, nearly everybody who had not the mal-
ady, expected to escape It altogether. I asked a phy-

sician if he expected to escape the fever, and he
said, certainly. In two days he was dead. Every
expedient was adopted to escape I he disease. The
policemen, black and white, ran away- -a fact which
I men'lon simply to show how prevalent was the
Idea of night Some men had an Idea that hard
drinking would save them, and the two liquor
saloons which weie open did a thriving trade. The
epidemic contradicted all rules. It was alwajs
thought before that drinking men eould not escape
death if the fever once seized them; but In Memphis
men of .regular lives died by the thousand, while
drunkards suivlved. A book might be written on
this phase of the epidemic"
o" What was your expeilenoa after you left Mem-
phis on your way home? tbe reporter asked.

"Well, I found that after I reached Louisville that
I bad to pay my own fare, although 1 had been as-
sured to the contrary before I started. I did not have
money enough, and only cot home by the aid of the
mayor ot Cincinnati, who gave rue my passage
money out of the relief funds collected in that city.
And here I am, and, I may say. as if by a miracle,
though still weak from the effects of the disease."
