To Travel by a Volunteer Physician
Keturninx to Ills Home

from Jlemplils.

We are permitted to make the following
extract trom a private letter received by a
prominent citizen, yesterday, from a physi-
cian who had a tough time of it getting back
to hi home in Mobile. The letter was dated
Mobile, November 6th:

"lo give you some idea of my wanderings
after leaving Memphis, 1 will say that I went
to Corinth, Mississippi, and lor want of trans-
portation, returned to Grand Junction. From
there I took a freight train for New Orleans ;

thence by excursion train to Biloxi. . Given
there to understand by gentle hints that
would knock an Irishman down, tbat I was
not wanted there (though yellow-fev- er was
prevailiug), I departed by sail-boa- t to Ouan
Springs, where the same process was fol-

lowed. Thence to East and West Fasca-goul- a

and Fowl river, where I rendered eff-
icient Ret vice three years ago, and koping
that my old friends would allow me to land
in consideration of present and past efforts.
But no. 'Get out!' and accordingly I de-
parted for Portersville meeting with a like
reception. Setting sail again, I landed at
my own orange orchard, on Mon Louis
island, and was told without much ado 'to
get up and git.' Setting sail again, I lauded
at the mouth of Dog river, about nine miles
below Mobile, about sun down, and wended
my way homeward, partly on the beach and
partly on the bay shell road. Now you may
think this is all a joke, but in all truth I tell
it to you just as it happened, and by way of
digression, permit me to say to you and all
interested in you. tbat I am perfectly willing
to assist you and yours in the future. The
type cf disease I left here I found in Mem-
phis, and 1 find it here cn my return. My
best friends have avoided me, giving me thrf
entire street, and doctors at that. To-da- y I
took a patient who was taken sick two days
before my return, and was attended by a
brother practitioner. I have several patients
who will convalesce."

Near Hernando. Mississippi Smith,
and his wife Were Ilauired for

the Murder of a tiirl-chll- d

The Facts In the Case-Cri- me

tieaerally
Keercttcd.

Frunran Appeal Porrespoadoni.J
Hernando, November 12. The reported

lynching of which you inquired is "an over
true tale." On Monday, November 4th,
about one o'clock in the morning, ou the
plantation of Colonel V. H. Meriwether,
three miles southwest of Hercando, Floyd
Smith (colored) and his wife Mariah were
taken from the guard by an armed mob of
thirty or forty persons and hung. The facts,
as I gather after dilligent inquiry, are thebe:
The Smiths, who had lived some twenty-fiv- e

miles from here, in the extreme northwest
corner of our county, on "the Nelms Norfolk
farm," oi the Mississippi river, were on Oc-

tober CQth delivered to onr sheriff, who is
also jailer, under a mifimus issued by Esquire
W. F. Pratt, to be held lo answer ti the
charge of murder. A white child, a girl six
years old, left, by its mother in charge of
Smith, was reported by him as having die I

of yellow-feve- r, and was buried un-

der cirisai3tane;s that aroused the sus-
picions of the neighbors. The body
was disinterred und a pont-morte- m

examination of it made by physicians,
when it was found that the child had beea
murlered. Its skull was crushed, its arm
broken, and one lung was very much bruised.
The proof before the magistrate at the com-mittf-

trial pointed to Smith and wife as
the perpetrators of the bud great in-

dignation was manifested by the neighbors.
There was talk of lynching at that time, but
better counsel prevailed and the partita
were sent to jail. Under orders ot the
boards of supervisors and health departments
of the county, after yellow-feve- r was ej

epidemic at Hernando, vhere our jail
is, the shentf had Lis prisoners, twelve in
number, in the country and worked theui
under guard in picking cotton. On the thir-
tieth of October, about midnight, twelve or
fifteea aried men appeared and demanded
that Smith and vile bo delivered to them,
but the guard had information of the ap-
proach and object of this mob and drove it
off. It was thought that no further eil'ort ia
that direction would be made, and the Sun-
day night mob was a surprise. Tha parties
in this mob were from a distance, and no
participant was recotrniaed. Our town when
the lynching wa io30 st'U in the grasp
of yellow-feve- r, and hadvery little eotutuuniv
cation with the country, and we had no in-

formation of the affair until several days
after it occurred. The lynching is universal-
ly regretted Cfi,i coa.e.tjed. We are now
entirely free of yeliowrfever, and our citizens
are returning to their homes, fjotton ia being
rapidly brought in and business fully resumed
and lively. d. m'kenzie.

Ail of thi refugees
who have returned have their own Etory to
tell what hardships iind troubles they had
to encounter while away from their homes,
and they all seem glad to return, although
many faces they were wont to see have left
and taken their departure for another world,
where there will be no more suffering and no
more parting. It ia rumored that we will
have several families to move to our town
one of these from your city, and it ia thout'ht
we will have a new firm. The election which
came off on the fifth, at this place, was in
favor of the Republicans. There were oniy
two hundred votes cast, while the usual vote
of this place is from five to six hundred.
Casey Young received sixty-nin- e, and Ran-
dolph one hundred and forty-on- e votes, giv-
ing Randolph a majority of seventy-tw- o

over Young. The darkies, it seem?, were
not afraid to venture into town, and nearly
all their votes were cast for the Republican
ticket, while, on the other hand, if those
who were awny had returned, all of their
votes would probably have been cast for the
Democratic ticket.

From an Appeal Correspondent
Hernando, November 11. I am glad to

be able to state thit the yellow-fev- er is at an
end in Hernando. There have been no new
caT3 in a week people are moving back,
stores are being opened and business gener-
ally resumed. There has been about seventy-foa- r

deaths, among them Captain Monroe, a
mobt estimable man; your correspondent
Hickling, the uudertaker Pullen and his
three pretty daughters, Mike Conley, the
poor old trave-digge- r, old David Gideon
and his wife, early settlers of Hernando, and
many others whose names I do not know.
Though we have bad half a dozen frosts the
days are warm and tleasant still, and on
Thursday, the seventh instant, there was
lightning and thunder, but no succeeding
cold weathor. Tue Aiteal is right in think-io- g

that "couiparativc-l- little cotton has
found its way to market " In this part of
the country hardly a b:ile has changed hands.
Though five-sixt- hs of the crop is gathered,
very little of it is ginned. Indeed people
have not had Lagging and ties, but they are
aoTr going to work to get it in marketable
shape with a ruh, and, I can tell you as a
friend and well-wi-he- r, that unless Memphis
offers btronar inducements ht--r trade will in-

evitably be diverted to C'ncinnali and St.
Louis, forpople are decidedly panicky about
getting hold of goods coming from infected
quattsrs. That this panic is unreasonable
does net make it le;s influential. The ne-
groes have worked remarkably well this fall.
Inspired with a wholesome dread of tte
fever they have staid right at home, scarcely
had a prayer-meetin- and kept steadily to
tho work of gatheung their crops. The
election was the quieiest ever known. Many
colored people took no part whatever
through pure indifference. In your issu-- s of
October 30th I see an article from Spring-dal- e,

Mississippi. The writer says
that "a mias-i- i itic atmosphere multiplies the
yellow-feve- r spora, or parasite as he calls it.
In this, I think, he is mistaken. No atmos-ph- f

re could have been freer of miasma than
that of Hernando at the outbreak of the yel-
low fever. Dr. Beatty, of Mobile, said it
"was a pleasure to breathe it, so peiftict'y
prre it va-;.- " There waj nat a tick person
la the town previous to the' advent of the
pluxue. Yet the f ;ver spread here with tho
same rapidity, violence and fatality as in
Memphis. Again, Dr. Shipp is mistaken in
calling it an "unprecedented scourg?." Has
he read the hiutory of epidemics of yellow-fev- er

since that which destroyed so large a
portion of the followers of Columbus on the
inland of San Domingo, the first authentic
account of an outbreak of yellow-fever- ? The
history of Philadelphia, Norfolk, Charleston
and New Orleans will tell him whether this
is an "unprecedented" plague. Why in
Philadelphia the atmosphere was so loaded
with tho yeUo-feye- r poiaon tfcl tha very
horses and dogs diod in the sheet.. The
distinctive difference in this epidemic is its
diffusion over a wider extent of country,
through its transmission to country towns
and villager by means of refugees. Dr.
Shipp thinks this plague may be a scourge
from God for the rebe llion and wickedness of
the people. I don't know how .old you are
doctor, but I thought the day had gone by
when such piaf;ii2s a3 yellow-live- r and caoi-
era were attributed to a mysterious dispen-
sation of Providence" tbat left nothing ta
Wan but submission aud resignation. No.
sir: malaria, contagion r.nd infection are now
better understood. Here is a koy to the
manner of arresting tliciii, of circumscribing
them to certain localities, cf even eradicating
the seeds from which they spring. Even in
countries ruobt favorable to the spread of
these diseases, the hand of improvement, of
sanitary investigation, may reduce if
not altogether destroy the evil.
And whether the yellow-feve- r
spoiae be composed of minute fungi, invisi-
ble animalcule or special products not en-
dowed with any organi'ition, it is certain
they uiay ba destroyed b cold, t,r become
subject to decay from the reac'ion of their
own elements or tho corrosive influence of
chemicals. How can we think our Heavenly
Father is scourging sinners, when the best
and noblest have invariably been the vic-
tims. Scoffers, unbelievers and hardhearted
reprobates have strangely escaped. Let me
call your attention, dear sir, to Dr. Lan-dru- m

s excellent oena;;n ia the same issue of
the Appeal containing your letter. Ko
gives the clew to the wholematter when he
assures us that Physical laws may not be
violated with impunity." Here is where our
people have sinned, ii nes'lectins their drain
age and sewerage. The yellow-feve- r germs
fouud in Memphis tue conditions ot their
growth a still, hot, moist atmosphere, reek-
ing with decomposing au'tnal and vegetable
mutter. Hence the widespread virulence of a
disease which cannot live in the presence of
plenty of czjup, and which, tluttk heaven,
the great purifier, frost, has at last throttled.
Io, dcnior, LGod doerj not alter hij lav3
for individual rangy! or pua'shraent, and it
s?ems a pervevsiin cf ideas to suppose that
the multiplication of graves in our ceme-
teries, over so many of which might be in-

scribed "Blessed are the pure iu heart for
they shall tee God" is to be regarded as an
expiation of ems against the Lawgiver of
hinaiV i?. j;. covinton.

P. S. In going about Hernando yesterday
I was happy to see friend Mat Clark at the
postefhee, as bright, obliging, and up with
his business as usual. Though very much
exposed, Le has escaped an attack of the
feyer. Oce of the first cases of yellow-feve- r
in Ltetnaiuio was aiuong the rei'ugoas at his
house. We are fortunate in thus having
spared to us the best postmaster we have
ever had.

Flr ProgrePS Made with Wheat,
I'nravorable WeatherProgress of PI an tine. Etc.

l.oxnos, November 11. The Mark lAuie
Express, in its review of the British corn
trade lor the past week, says: "Notwith-
standing the very cold weather and raiu and
some tall ot snow and sleet, fair progress bas
been made with wheat sowing, except on
some heavy lands in midland counties, where
abundant moisture has been productive of
delay. This is also the case in Scotland,
where farmers' energies have been chiefly
directed to stubble-plowin- g and the prepara-
tion of potato land for winter sowing, the
bulk of potatoes havicg fortunately been se-

cured before the weather broke. As a rule,
however, agricultural operations are fairly
advanced for this time tf year throughout
the kingdom. There has loon but little al-

teration in the quantity of English wheat
marketed. Supplies at Mark Lane and pro-
vincial exchanges conliuue on limited sale,
as the weather has been unfavorable for
threshing and farmers are much engaged in
the fields. The high price of money and
dittrust occasioned by recent failures has
been ag;:inst speculation, but some demand
of a speculative character should ba experi-
enced shortly, as the present time seems
favorable for transactions haviag regard to
an upward tendency cf valup, and the
probability of a severe winter."
