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MKHPIUH AXU JKW OBLBASS.
It is an important fact that while the great

body of the people of Memphis fled, leavintr
at one time .carcely ten thousand persons in

that city, it was otherwise at New Orleans.
Here the great body of the people staid at
borne, and w have now practically an accl-
imated population. Nor will tle deleterious
influences which a town like Memphis is
likely to experience in consequence of the
epidemic, be 0 marked in New Orleans as in
that city. Memphis is a good and useful
town, but it is not an indispenaable commer-

cial town. It might be blotted out of exist-
ence, still Tenneee and the adjoining States
would survive and :md abundant means for
aupplying tbeir wanU both in receiving and
shipping. In short, a town situated lite
Memphis is not an absolute necessity. But
New Orleans is. Situated in the delta of the
greatest of American rivers and surrounded by

the cotton.sugar and portion of
the south, it is an indispensable outlet, and
must also continue and grow in greatness
and commercial importance. In time the
great bulk of the commerce of the United
fcSUtea withlMexico, Central and South Amer-
ica must flow through this gult-gat- e, and
without it the great staple productions of the
south could not be moved with that certainty,
celerity and t conomy which are indispensa-
ble in the products so essential in the world's
commerce. We repeat it, we see no grounds
for despondency. With an acclimated pop-

ulation it is not possible for New Orleans to
b! again visited with an epidemic of yellow-- f.

ver certainly not in very many years and
in the meantime even the memory of our late
visitation will decay, except as an incentive
to do those things calculated to prevent its
recurrence, and to promote the general
health.

We agree with the Now Orleans Times,
from which we copy tho above, that New
Orleans is indispen-ibl- e ns a commercial
entrepot to the people of the whole Missis-

sippi valley, and that while it may for a time
be criDDled bv an epidemic, it must rise
superior to even that form of misfortune and
assert itself as the metropolis of the south
New Orleans will some day control the West
Indian, Mexican and South American trade,
and that day is not far distant. So also
Memphis will one day control the trade of
Kansas and western Missouri, northern
Texas and Louisiana, as well as that of east-

ern Arkansas, northern Mississippi and
western Tennessee, which she now enjoys
She is, geographically, as well situated for
a large city as New Orleans, and is relative-
ly as important as a trade center. Between
us and St. Louis there is no place for a com
peting town, and Vicksburg is the only point
between us and New Orleans that we need
to fear, and she, we think, is too near the
Crescent City, too much overshadowed by her
capital, weight and influence ever to be felt
as a competitor. The Times, while right as
to New Orleans, is wrong as to Memphis
This city is now indispensable to more than
two millions of people. It is their city as
much as it is that of those who reside
in it. They sustain it and have
helped to make it, and there never
was a time in the history of
the country when they felt more strongly
linked to as than they now do, or when they
felt more in sympathy with as. Common
misfortunes, as well as common interests,
unite us. They belong to us, and we to
them. This is their market for sale and pur-
chase, and so long as our merchants are able
to satisfy them, so long will they remain and
be our friends. Memphis in her place is as
indispensable to the section of which she is
the capital as NeW3rleans is to the whole
Mississippi valley.

XXOLAXD'M TRADE DKPRF.SNIOJf.
The business crisis in England has

aroused an anxious investigation into the
causes of the calamity. At a meeting of the
British social science congress, among other
causes enumerated, was American competi-
tion and the almoti entire loss of the demand
from thence for common cotton and woolen
goods, carpeU, silks, iron, rails and the com-

mon kind of steel. The United States is not
only now manufacturing these articles for
themselves, but in some of them, is success-
fully competing with England in the mar-
kets of the world. With such a splendid
fact before us, we need have no fear that
prosperity will return and the era of " bad
times " be buried out of sight. The New
York Tribune, speaking on this subject.says :

" If we can keep foreign nations which have
goods to sell out of our markets, and especi-
ally if we can sell some of our surplus manu-
factured articles, as well as our grain and
provisions, to England and to England's cus-
tomers, idle mills will start up, flooded mines
will be pumped out,-th-e fires will be rekin-
dled on furnace hearths, and prosperity will
return. Successful competition with Eng-
land, at home and abroad, means plenty of
employment for both labor and capital, and a
matetial development of the natural resources
of this country such as has hardly been
dreamed of." The New York Eren- -
ing Post also speaks encouragingly of
the future.

WHAT EDISOJf IS ABOUT.

The Electric Light an Accomplished
Kact-On- ly Waiting- - for the Euro-

pean Patents Eacta A boot its
Coat aad Slanageneat.

Correspondence of the New York Evening Post.
Philadelphia, November 11. In con

versation with an eminent scientific gentle
man in this city, who is an intimate personal
friend of the inventor Edison, I learned a
number of interesting facts bearing on the
future of the much-discusse- d electric light.
My informant, who has just returned from a
visit to Memo 1 art, assured me that the
light was entirely ready for introduction into
general use, and that the company were
simply waiting for the European patents,
which the English solicitors have just tele-
graphed them will not be ready under twen-
ty days. The apparatus is standing com-
plete in Edison's workshop, and I am assured
gives a Boft, beautiful light of the same
strength as gas. The question of relative
expense is of course yet somewhat a specula-
tive one, but the highest estimate makes the
cost one-ha- lf that of gas. In answer to my
inquiry how this revolution would affect gas
stocks my informant thought that while gas
must ultimately go out ot use, the enormous
existing plant ot gas and the great in-

terests involved would for a long time con-
test the claims of the new light to popular
favor, lie thought the gas plant could not
be used to any considerable extent in dis-
tributing the electric light, but that this
work must be practically done de novo, as it
would cost as much to adapt the gas pipes
and jets to electricity as to supply new appa-
ratus. Edison's jet, he says, is very neat and
all the contrivances very simple. Even at the
same cost, or greater, the electric light will
be preferable. In its use there will be a less
expensive plant, and there will be an absence
of heat and danger, while the running ex-
penses will be insignificant. As the trains
on the Pennsylvania railroad speed to and fro
between Philadelphia and New York, no sta-

tion and no beauty of nature calls for such
general attention as the few humdrum houses
and the bleak scenery of Menlo Park. Pas-

sengers eye the station with almost bated
breath as the new scientific shrine. In this
village.which Edi-so- has rendered so famous,
the "wizard" lives and works, as artfully
protected as may be from the intrusive curi-
osity of a wonder-lovin- g and

world. Some of the precautions adopted
are indicative in their ingenuity and origi-
nality of the man. Telegraph wires con-

nect bis shop with the station, and the ar-

rival of a stranger, especially if he
bear the family likeness of the purvey-
or of news, is headed by the lynx-eye- d

station patrol. Thus forewarned and fore-

armed, the inventor has other defenses yet to
shiell him from the dreaded "interviewer."
Bolts, bars, forbidding legends and polite as-

sistants and servants stand like lions before
the "House Beautiful" in the Pilgrim's
Progress. But once reached, the inventor is
found the most genial and unaffected of men.
His health is now fully restored, and he is
as hard at work as ever. The attempt to
anticipate his light by a rival company does
not rutHe him in the least, as he is confident
of the superiority of his invention, and,
moreover, the two companies will occupy
rather different fields, i judged, then, from
thete remarks of a gentleman eminently
qualified to speak on the subject by his

knowledge of the subjects involved,
and his personal intimacy with Edison, that
the electric light as an interior illuminator,
filling the place of oil and gas, is a sure fact
in the near future. My informant scouted
the idea that Edison had been used by specu-
lators to affect tho gas stock market. He
believed these Btocks would temporarily re-

cover from the present panic, but there was
no question as to the genineness and the en-

covered, though the writer felt as though
phe was looirir her memory, and would no
doubt soon be a raving maniac. It appeared
she had known Mr. Newcomb and his lam
ily, and in the letter she stated that, fearing
she would lo?e her identity, she had
made up her mind to give them
the baby as she knew they would
be nood to it. ue urged them
not to look her up, as she was going to New
York on the midnight train, "there to die
unknown." She signed herself "Mrs. Josie
Hall." Mr. Newcomb was greatly affected
for he had known the lady's family, who, he
said, stood high in the south, Mrs. Hall be- -

in? a beautiful and accomplished lady. A
letter was received from her the following
dav. dated Providence, she having written it
before leaving the city, which simply gave
instructions for the care ot her onspring,
Two days after the receipt of this letter a
telegram was received by Mr. Newcomb from
Boston, ptating that Mrs. Hall was in a dy
ing condition at a hotel in that city. He lm
mediately started for Boston, and arrived in
season to receive the dying woman's instruc
tions. She begged him to be good to her
child, and to send her body to New Orleans
for interment. She left some money to pay
her funeral expenses, and also some for the
care of the child. The remains were for
warded to New Orleans. A letter received
from the latter city throws some additional
lieht on the sad affair. Mrs. Hall, it ap
pears, while deranged with grief, had fled
from the citv in her lather s carriage, ac
companied by the faithful coachman, and
went to Cairo, where the coachman died.
After her arrival there her uncle and aunt
also died. She immediately lft Cairo and
fled north. The babe will be tenderly cared
for, and the mother's instructions will be
faithfully carried out,

Harriet Hoamer. the Sculpt reus, Turns
Inventor A Sew Power-Producin- g

machine and an Artificial Marble
the Jtesalts of her Study.

The London correspondent of the New
York Evening Post writes of two remarkable
discoveries which Miss Harriet Hosiner, the
sculptress, is said to have made. - Of the first
and most important of these the correspond-
ent savs: The essential secret of the discovery
I am obliged to withhold until Miss Hosmer
authorizes a fulier revelation. 1 can only
give a general idea ot its application with
the testimoDV of such scientists as have seen
it also. They are unanimous in declaring it
to bo not only a wonderlul novely, but ap
parently a thoroughly useful and practical
power-produce- r. Indeed, so extraordinary is
the new principle that it Reems as yet impos
sible to say how tar reaching may be its in-

fluence upon, the world. It is generally be
lieved. among the few who have boen per
mitted to know the principles involved, that
the discovery is as important as any that has
been made in this countiy. The machine
now in process of construction for Miss Hos
mer by Browning, on the Strand, is not dis-
similar in its general design to an electro-
magnetic engine. Tho important feature
consists in an absolutely novel application of
the permanent magnet, .there is no electric
battery and consequently no induced mag
netic action. The magnets are permanent
magnets. They are arranged, as before
stated, in a general manner similarly to those
used in electro-magneti- c machines, and the
whole power is derived from them; but there
is no battery or any other device for creating
or conveying an electric current. The power
derived is due solely to the force contained
in the oermanent magnet.

"But this is impossible!" exclaims the
scientific student. "There is no known prop
erty of the permanent magnet which would
permit such a result."

Exactly so; there has been no such prop-
erty known until Miss Hosmer discovered it.
Herein lies the whole secret, and the whole
of her claim to originality. The machine to
which the principle is applied ingenious
and valuable though it is is not an absolute
novelty; but, on the other hand, this machine
is only one ot a thousand applications which
can be niaae to tne principle, it l were
allowed to mention the methods adopted to
obtain this result I could cover the whole
explanation in ten lines the cat would be so
effectually out ot the bag that every one
would wonder that the animal had never
been released before, and many an expert
would feel like banging himself for having
left it unexamined.

"When I knew that I bad succeeded in
finding what I had been seeking for by study
and experiment for fifteen years," said Miss
Hosmer, "I first asked the opinion of a well-know- n

American engineer, Mr. Clarke, a
relative of Rev. James Freeman Ciarke,
of Boston. I asked whether it was possible
to accomplish a certain result with the per-
manent magnet, and he replied 'no,' em- -

Fhatically. By the way, this is the question
every one cf the experts to

whom I have shown my secret, and it is too
funny, after hearing their positive negatives,
to see the expression of their faces when I
do for them exactly what they have just said
was impossible. Mr. Clarke, having seen
the impossible accomplished, assured me
that I need have no doubts as
to the value and importance of my discovery.
I then came to England, and here I have
consulted a few men whose reputations are
almost world-wid- e. Mr. Newton, of the
well-know- n firm of Newton & Hales, told
me at once that my question involved an im-
possibility, almost an absurdity, and added:
Why, Miss Homier, you are seeking after

perpetual motion, and that has made more
lunatics than .' 'Yes, I know,' I inter-
rupted, 'more lunatics than love or religion;
but now wait until you see what I will show
you.' Well, he could scarcely believe his
own eyes, and I had to repeat my demonstra-
tion several times. Then he made the mag-
net accomplish the work himself, and ac-

knowledged that his confidence in the ap-
parently impossible was quite gone. Hence-
forth he would never say anything was im-
possible without the qualifying statement,
'by any known process.' His partner, Mr.
Hales, came in, gave the same negative an-
swer to my question, and then dropped down
on his knees beside the table as he saw me
repeat my experiment. These gentlemen
and Mr. Browning, the well-know- n maker
of scientific instruments, are all enthusiastic
over my discovery, and are thoroughly con-
vinced as to its practicability."

Miss Hosmer said further that among
others who had been shown the new principle
applied was Air. John t enn, jr., ot the well-know- n

works at Greenwich, and she had a
letter from him saying that the discovery ac-
tually frightened him, so great would be the
revolution in machinery. Prof. Tyndall was
in Switzerland, but he had had the principle
described to him, and in a letter from Mrs.
Tyndall to Miss Hosmer he inclosed a mes-
sage testifying to the importance and abso-
lute novelty of her discovery, and saying that
he soon 6hould give it careful attention on
his return to England. Mr. Browning is now
engaged on a er machine for
Miss Hosmer, and it is to
be completed this winter, when
Miss Hosmer will return here from Rome and
have it publicly exhibited. She already has
the offer of unlimited capital for the develop-
ment of her invention, and she will there-
fore escape the troubles of most inventors.
She intends, however, to attempt no large
ventures until her own models prove con-
clusively that she has a genuine success.
Immediately after the appearance of the
machine in England, another will be sent to
the United States, and Mis3 Hosmer will go
there to stay at least a year. She has re-

turned to her native land for short visits sev-
eral times since the first came to Europe,
and this time she says she will stay and travel
for a good long time.

"Bat now I will show you another of my
inventions," said Miss Hosmer, taking a
polished slab from a center table. "What
do you think of that for a piece of antique
marble?"

After closely examining the grain and sol-

idity, I was about to reply that it was Tery
good marble indeed.

"Well, I won't try to deceive you that's
my second invention, an imitation of mar-
ble."

"Is that really an imitation ?" I asked, half
doubting my own senses. "I cannot see
wherein it differs from the genuine article."

"In one sense it is not exactly an imita-
tion, and yet it is au artificial product. This
marble for it really is marble is made from
soft limestone. You know that in Italy and
elsewhere there have been many attempts
made to turn limestone into marble, but
heretofore they have succeeded only in ma-
king scagliola, which, though useful and or-

namental in some ways, is not generally
available for building or decorative purposes.
The Marchesi di Campagoa made a long

series of experiments in Rome, having special
furnaces built for heating limestone. He
regaided marble as nothing but limestone,
which in the molten state of our planet had
become, as ne expressed it, 'better cooked.

.IT. J .1 r. ii itie Deatea me sou Italian limestone in
many different ways, using a variety of dit
ferent temperatures, and keeping up the
cooking process sometimes for a number of
days. Once he evolved it in dry sand
another time in gravel, and at other times
he kept the limestone under constant com-
pression; but he was always unsuccessful
I knew jail about these experiments, and
it occurred to me that, although dry
heat had failed, possibly moist heat might
succeed. So I made a number ot experiments
myself, and from the very first I war satisfied
that I had found the right theory. I finally
hit upon the idea of compression and moist
heat together, and therefore raised a steam
pressure of seventy-fiv- e pounds. At the end
of three hours my retort contained marble
instead of limestone, and see some of the re
suits before you."

The table was covered with polished slabs
ot white and colored marble, there was
nothing about the stone to awaken any sus
picion mat it nau not come irom me original
quarries in the rock-roofe- d hills m any diner
ent character than that in which it then ap
peared.

"That stone," said Miss Hosmer, "can be
used so soft as to be easily cut or turned into
any desirable shape. Quantities of it can be
found :n all countries not much harder than
chalk. Having been shaped as desired, it is
placed in a boiler, subjected to a steam
pressure of three atmospheres for three hours,
and it will then be found to have the hard
ness, cohesiveness and appearance of true
marble. If color is needed it can be given by
putting the color desired into the boiler, using
metal colors only to insure permanency. It
pure white is desired the limestone is treated
to an alum bath."

Mis Hosmer 's specimens were certainly
beautnul. lhey were as perfect marble to
all appearances as ever was quarried. Every
variety of color and shade had been used.
Some slabs were of pure white, others deep
b ack; the delicate cream of the antique mar-b- i

s was imitated as successfully as if the
cUbs had been cut by Ileloise in the days of
t encies and recently dug upamong the rums
of the Parthenon; a certain kind of limestone
produced mottled marble, while in another
delicate veins of tracery like foliage ran all
through. Ihe rarest green and warmest
rose-colore- marbles were imitated to such
perfection as to give promise of the more fre-
quent use of these expensive stones in infe-
rior decoration hereafter. It should be un-
derstood that these marbles are not ordinary
imitations which fell into disrepute by their
commonness.

Account of his Stewardship In 31em
phU-Mer- mon to his Parishioners,

of Ht. Harks', Hhreveport.

Shreveport 2?eem'M7 Standard, of last Mon
day: At bt. Marks Episcopal church Kev,
Dr. Dalzell, by request, substituted for the
regular Sabbath sermon an account of his
experience while at the city of Memphis in
the triple capacity ot nurse, divine, and
physician to the unfortunate people of that
stricken community.

Alter a
forcible portrayal of the suffering and pain of
the many who were stricken down by this fell
disease that slew its victims as men perit--

before the advancing strides ot a victorious
and merciless conqueror, he drew a picture of
the heroism ot those brave boys ot ours who
risked and lost their lives in mitigation of the
sufferings ot their brother men, and in very
feeling language alluded to the generosity
and charity ot those northern and western
sympathizers, whose donations in money and
other material aid flowed to us in such a
bountiful stream, making use in this connec
tion of the words employed with a similar
purpose by our pious and venerable bishop,

Etelka fcJerster at Rehearsal.
New York Tribune: "Mme. Etelka Gers- -

ter, Mme. Robiati and Signors CAmpanini.
Foil and Arditi were in the large room in the
rear of the artists 'a boxes busily engaged ja
rehearsing Lm bomnambula. the scene was
somewhat striking. Arditi's short, stubby
body and shining bald bead could be seen at
an upright piano. On his right, looking over
the score, sat Mme. (ierster. She was dressed
in a black silk, with laoe at the throat and
wrists, and wore a dark hat, on which lay a
brown feather. Her face showed some signs
of her recent illness, but the sprightliness of
her manner as she chatted with her compan-
ion, and the power which she showed in the
trios with Campanini and Mme. Robiati in-

dicated that her sickness had not affected her
at all seriously. In fact, her friends affirmed
that her long rest had left her even in better
voice than she was in when in England.
Mme. Gerster is of medium hight, has a well- -
rounded hgure, and a face lull ot expression.
tier dart-brow- n hair was pushed back from
a face the upper part of which is somewhat
broad, but which in general is well-forme- d.

Her eyes are large and dark. On the left of
Signor Arditi sat Mme. Robiati. Campanini
seemed entirely independent of the promoter.
who sat near by, and kept muttering over
the Italian about four words ahead
of the singers; and during the rehearsal
the tenor walked about, gesticulating wildly,
or leaned upon the piano, and, imagining
himself behind the footlights, cast lover's
glances at the prima donna, who repaid him
in kind. At one time a trio with chorus was
sung, and the singers entered into the music
with an enthusiasm that dehehted Sienor
Arditi. As may be supposed, Arditi had
his hands full while playing the orchestral
part, singing the chorus, and criticising the
singers. Campanini walked nervously about,
and ofttimes Arditi would look around for
him in vain, when suddenly his voice would
ring through the corridor, always in time.
Mme. Gerster seemed to master the difficul
ties of the score with ease, taking peculiar
delight in the cadenzas and bravura pas
sages, which she would sing again and again
until they satisfied both herself and Signor
Arditi. Etelka Gerster was born in Kassa,
the capital of upper Hungary, in 1857. In
1872 she entered the conservatory at Vienna.
and made such rapid progress that she was
soon offered an opportunity to sing in the
Imperial operahouse, but she preferred to
wait until she could make her first appear
ance in Italian opera. An opportunity soon
ariived, and in 1875 she appeared as 'Gilda'
in Verdi's Itigoletto in Vienna. She sang
this part twenty-tw- o times, and her popu-
larity was asserted. Gerster then sang the
part of 'Ophefia' in Thomas's Hamlet, and
received the compliments of the composer for
her rendering of the part. After appearing
in Marseilles, she met Verdi, who encouraged
her and advised her to study. In Geneva
she sang Sonnambula fourteen times with
great success. Gerster met with enthusiastic
applause in Berlin, where she married the
manger ot the operahouse. Sienor Gardini.
She subsequently sang in Pesth and in Bres- -
lau at the tormer place in Italian opera and
at the latter in Mendelssohn's Elijah. Mme.
Gerster sings with ease in German, Italian,
French and Hungarian."

Reminiscences of the Fever.
New York Herald, of Monday last: "Rev.

Mr. M'Cracken, of Grenada, Mississippi, in
the course of an address delivered at St.
Mark's church last evening, related the bit-
ter experiences he had undergone during the
pestilence of last summer. People in the
north, he said, had but a faint idea of the
terrible Bufferings of their southern brethren.

n the preacher s little parish, first the mem
bers of the choir, then the orsanist. and
finally one-ha- lf of the con cremation and
children of the Sunday-scho- ol were lost. It
became impossible at last to hold services.
No church-be- ll could be rung, as the people
were sick all around, and so one Sunday in
the courthouse, the next week in the rooms
of the Howard association, people prayed to
God to deliver them from the plague. Fi
nally a Sunday came when there was not
even time to hold services, as the sick and
dying required the preacher's constant at-
tention, and the fearful fact that three out of
every four whites died, made even the nurses
despair. Many children died and were
buried without the knowledge of the sick
parents, as the shock would have hastened
death. In one family the reverend gentle
man had seen three sisters buried one dav
after another. The fourth and last, he had
hoped, would survive, but one morning when
returning from a neighboring place, be met
a hearse with the body of the last daughter.
making four funeral services in one family
within six days. There were not windows
enough in the church to have memorials for
ail the members who perished."

Pendleton Interviewed.
Cincinnati Enquirer: "A representative

of the Enquirer met Hon. George H. Pen-
dleton yesterday, and had a little talk with
him about political affairs that was more in
the nature of a friendly chat than an inter-
view. The senator-ele- ct was not at all cast
down by the unwelcome news from the east-
ern elections, nor does he think that the Ohio
idea has been rebuked or defeated. He ia

clines to the opinion that the causes that led
to the defeat of the Democracy in New York
and rennsylvama were local in their nature,
In New York, Conkling bad been able to
unite the Republican party in his support
and bring to its aid the Democrats who were
dissatisfied with lammany and its manage
ment. In Pennsylvania the Camerons
had to make a life and death struggle, and
they had won. He sees nothing in the re
sult that alters or changes the general phase
ot political affairs, and he does not believe
that it either indicates or foreshadows the
result in the next Presidential campaign
lie believes that the Democratic party
stronger to-da- y than ever before, and to his
mind an impartial analysis of the vote shows
that wherever the opposition to the iiepubli
can party has been united, the result has
generally been in favor of the opposition
Mr. Pendleton is firmly of the opinion that
the Democracy will elect the next President
of the United States, because he is positive
that its next nominee will be a man of such
character that be will be able to unite and
bring to his support the solid vote of the
Democratic party, and of all the elements
who are opposed to the Republican party. In
conclusion be said that the result of the late
election, so far as it affects Republican public
men, inures more to the benefit of President
Hayes than to any one else, as it proves that
under his administration the Republican
party can be thoroughly united.
