Is this

fact fatal to the view that the trade-doll- ar

is made a legal tinder V Those

wiia cukrtaiu it eoy that tho trade-doll- ar

u of like weight with the other dollar, and
more, and that the "more" ct.naot prevent

its circulation. An act which constitutes
412 grains of coined silver, 900 fine, a dol-

pect to fetd our share of tho ditierence. If
England is in trouble, are other lands in a
condition to tu-- ke up for wLat she fails?
Recent commercial reports enable us to sum-

free trade, and shows a desire to make a
co mmercial treaty with the United States;
the wheat crop is deficient and breadstuff's
will have to be imported a fact in cur favor.

tiade is therefore in a fair condition. Bel-

gium is mating great ttibrts to increase her
manufactures, and in some particulars is
coming into competition with England her-

self, as we aI.o are. France ii p'.j feeling
somo anxiety on account cf her rivalry.
Antwerp is prospering under these
improvement.". Get many is still combatting

'But
his name, if you please V" 'Butler Benjamin
Franklin Butler !y many called 'Beast But-

ler.' Born in ISIS, o! a sturdy milituy
stock, he lost, when he was but live menths
old, his father, who, after participating in
the stirring events ot the biege of New Or-
leans, under General Jackson in 1312, had be-

come a skipper, and died early in life of the
yellow-fevt-r- . His father had served as a
captain under General Wolfe at v lebec. A
puuy boy was little Jlatler, tutored early in
ambition by a New EntrUnd mother. Mrs.
Butler was a sterling- witlow, thriving and
aspiring, as no women in this country
can or care to, except those from
the iar northern States. An

mcnory, a passionate fondness
for poetry, a mind of unusual grasp, combat-
ive and destructive, rather than imaginative,
gave the pale-face- d boy's friends cause to
expect grout things of ir.m. Tho child But-
ler matured quickly. During his boyhood
the soldier's blood in his veins had often
made itself known, lie showed n decided
taste for military exercises, and early turned
his desires toward Weot Point, where at that
lime he might have obtained a very thorough
eJuea:ieu. Jt:ug mamma said no. To
Waterville, a Baptist institution in Mains,
the youth was sent. While there he found
time not ouiy to follow carefully the pr-
escind studies, but read omaivorously. From
the ;; ,h fields of ail literature he transplanted
the rarest flowers into the richly guanoed
garden of his memory. There in bright par-
terres tliey blossom, ever ready. to be picked
and to bloom again. The boy squirmed uu-d- er

the strict discipline of the college. Chapel
goir.g he loathed and rebelled against. The
staid old professors looked aghast when
young Butler loudly disputed the. orthodox
Calvinistic teneta. as set forth by a distin-
guished divine who preached to the students.
Ho encouraged his companions in desultory
reading. He taught them to dis-
regard the mind disciplining of pursuing a
well-chose- n course of study, and to ac-

quire knowledge in any manner they
themselves should deem best. What mat-
tered it how they filled up their brain draw-
ers, if only they were filled? But what a
menbil chaos he thus encouraged ! To his
own mind of extraordinary clearness snch
training might cot perhaps do harm. But,
alas! the poor dullard's brain, what a bedlam
was there created! Ue appears to have been
eminently selfish. Is not brilliancy unaccom-
panied by generosity a rare gem in a viio set-
ting? Shall the young rebel re 3"ive bis de-
gree? whispered the angry members of the
faculty among themselvea. Yes; let him be
made a B. A., but place his name near the
bottom of the list of graduates way down
so that he will be mortified, the young scoun-
drel. And so ha went forth from the hated
walk of his Alma-Matc- r. What a relief. A
sea-farin- uncle jolly-ta- r uncle takes him
in hi? fishing-smac- k to Labrador. 'I'll give
you a Innk in the cabin, but you mui.t do
your duty before the mast watch, watch
like s man.' In that laud of ice and polar
bears Butler Sipped in so much bracing air
that ho who lett New England with a frail
constitution only the embryo buily returns
wiih an iron-cla- d frame, strong enough to
resist the storms end brave the rough buf-let- s

tf an eventful career. At tho ago of
twtuty-tw- o he was admitted to the bar, one!
soon advanced to tho front rank in the pro-
fession. An office at Boston, with a branch
at Lowell, keeps him busy from eight o'clock
in the morning till midnight or past. In
criminal cases he especially excelled. His
ready jii't of repartee never failed to
serve him. Once during Van early days
of his practice he asked the clerk of the court
to give notice. Butler was an ardent north-
ern Democrat, and the only newspaper of his
party at Lowell was the Advertiser, a journal
entirely ignored by the larger portion of the
community. 'In what paper?' asked thecie-k- ,

and fdded, contemptuously, when he was
told the Lowell Advertiser, '1 ftou't know
tuch a paper." 'Bray, Mr. Clerk,' said
Butler, in return, "do not interrupt tho pro-
ceedings; for if you begin to tell us what
vou don't know there will be no time for any
thing else.' It would bo an eudless tak to
cite even specimens of the wonderful vari-
eties of his wit. Ho is s.iid to have been at
table not lonir since with the chief jm.tiee
and Mr. Evarts, and some other men of dis-
tinction Governor Hampton one of them.
Secretary Evarts, whose love for good eating
is well knowp, smacked his lips over the
terrapin stew, and asked Butler: 'General,
how much would it cost a year to have terra-
pin for dinner every day?' He was told.
'But, General, I cannot ail'ord so expensive a
luxury, and yet I would exceedingly like to
treat myself and friends daily to terrapin
You, who are so experienced in framing bills
and getting them through congress, can you
not.smuggle through au appropriation pro-
viding the secretary of state with funds to
eupply himself with this delicious viand?'
'The terrapin is a slow animal, is it not, Mr.
Secretary?' 'Yes.' 'Well,' said Butler, 'I
think I might get it under the head of Sta-
tionery.'' It was he also, perhaps, who
first answered the often-aske- d question:
What becomes of pins when they full to
the ground?

In his profession, his panegyrist, Barton,
even admits that Butler owed much of his
success to legerdemain. (Legerdemain,
tran&lated into plain language, means trick-
ery). Always sensational, ho made such a
fearful warwhoop before opening the battle
that he easily put a coward-heatte- antago-
nist to flight, and by stratagem found no
difficulty in winning some weak-knee- d diz-y-ar- d

of a judge over to his side. He mar-
ried, it is said, an actress a fine, handsome
woman. Two or more hndiome sons have
grown to a vigorous manhood; and a
daughter, Blanche, fair as a lily, exquisite
(notwithstanding such a father) in face and
form, and manner, won, by the most grace-
ful tact and by an unsurpasscel loveliness,
tlie favor of every one who knew her,
whether friend or foe of her parents. Not-
withstanding his engrossing professional la-

bors, Butler was ever dabbling and schemipg
in politics. A northern Democrat and

hs vaj, before tho war, a de-

feated candidate for the goernorship of Mas-
sachusetts. Even in his early career
he incited the easily misled workmg-mc- n

to insubordination, exciting them once
to such an extent that they threat-
ened to rush forth and barn tho city. Yet
this iiiaa eliase of fame, by few pursued, his
driven destruction ca the multitude. When
the first echoes of booming cannon at Sum-
ter reached Massachusetts, justice only is
done to Butler in saying that he acted con-
sistently with the principles of his party in
buckling on the armor of his State. He, at
least, did Eot waver. He went out to fight,
but soon he proved himself animated more
by the love of war, of blood and rapine, than
by the sincere, disinterested pursuit of pan
ciple, whieh every fair man will acknowledge
moved each faction in our great civil war.
Every one know.? his war career, and should
despise him for it. The best elements at the
north the fighting men were so incensed
at tiie uura.ve he brought upon his superi-
ors and fellows-in-arm- s, by the low, contempt-
ible exhibition of his personal greed and ani-
mosities, that they learned to ab-

hor his name as much as did
their southern foes. So greatly did he thus
undo the moral effect of the
vigor with which hiu executive ability enabled
him to inaugurate bis administration at New
Orleans, that hitter men, as extreme as him-
self in important matters, cec-ure- d his con-
duct and had him recalleJ. liven if allow-
ance be made for woman-hat- e tha bitterest
of all hates and for the existence of war
time, one cannot peruse the patres of Mrs.

Shedding its rays from the battle-
ments of Fort St. Angelo, lrorn the balcony
ia front, of St. Peter's, whence the benedic-
tion to hi et orbi used to be given, from the
top of the uppermost tier of the Coliseum,
illuminating all the space past the ruins of
the Balace i f the Crcars on to the Arch of
Titus, in the gardens of the Bincian hill, in
front of the church of Santa Maria Maggiore,
or from the summit of the Column of Trajan,
or, best of all, in the labyrinthine recesses of
the Catacombs, the spectacle would lack no
element of the romantic, while the sordid de-
tails, visible enough in open day, would be
either lost altogether; or transformed, by the
witchery cf the novel radiance into 'some-
thing new and strange," but neither common
nor repulsive. On grounds of public safety,
of course, the attempt would have much to
recommend it. Tho streets of modern Rome
are narrow and, with rare exceptions, crooked
and irregular, affording admirable cover for
footpads and bravoes, for whose especial be-

hoof it might be thought they were origin-
ally devised, and neither the police nor the
ordinary lighting arrangements are all what
could be wished. To keep up a sort of arti-
ficial daylight in the neighborhood of the
Ghetto, or in the Trastevere suburb, would
deprive a good many loose characters of their
chance of booty, and make it possible for
etransrers to move about after dark with
comparative safety, which cannot be said of
the present system. A late pope anathema-
tized gas, bnt there is no fear of King Hum-
bert treatiug the electric light so harshly.
Thus the useful as well as the ornamental
would be studied by the innovation, and sci-

ence would center a boon on every dweller in
Rome, whether it flooded the Corso with an
unwonted ttare at midnight for the benefit
of natives and sojourners alike, or, for the
special delectation of the latter, threw long
shafts cf light fiom the summit of the tomb
of Cecilia Metella across the dreary avenue
of ruins that traverse the waste Campagna."

A HnfcHian Aretic Kxpedition.

Nordeiiakjold Arctic expedition, dated Dick-
son's harbor. August 7th. The expedition
leit Tromso July 21st, passed by the North
cape July 25th, cine in sight of tho island of
Novaja Sem'ja July 2Stii, and anchored up
the iiext clay at Habarowa, a Russian hunt-
ing place. In summer time llabarowa is
quite a town, numbering about one hundred
inhabit ints, Russian hunters with their Sam-- (
je J slaves living m tents around the church.

In vi:d-- . r time all the tents are gene, and the
cuurrb, built of undressed timber and mosf,
but bearmg a large gilt cross on its roof, is
left desolate und alone. The Samejeds, who
are simple slaves, and follow their Russian
masters, accompanied by their wives and
children, arc pagans, and have on the oppo-
site island of Waigatsh a ho!v place with an
idol and an altar, on which the visitors from
the expedition found the head of a white
bear still bleeding. The first ice was encoun-
tered along the coast of Novaja Semlja,
where it lay scattered in huge blocks, but
from llabarowa to Dickson harbor, through
the sound of Beli, of which a map was made,
the way ran among drifting masses of ice.
Two men, lodged in barrels on the top of the
mast, kept a steady lookout, with the shift-
ing movements ot the ir.e, and gave the di-

rection to the vessels. No scriou3 embarrass-
ments oecuu ed.

The Destroyer on the llndson Itlver
First Trial Trip of a Dangerous

Craft Description of the Ves-n- el

Its Hpceil and It
Armament.

New York Times: "The new torpedo-bo- at

which Captain Ericsson has irvented and
constructed to instantly sink the stoutest
iron-cla- d afloat made its hist trial trip yester-
day. Her name is Destroyer. She is the
private property of Ericsson, and was built
at a cost ot nearly litty thousand dollars.
Ericsson ia ready to sell the 1 lestroyer to any
government, but prefers that the United
States should have the first choice. The boat
was launched last August, and several times
since then steam has been raised in her boil
ers, but it was not until yesterday morning,
at halt-pa- st ten o'clock, that she tnaele her
first trip, the course heme up the Hudson,
from the foot of West Thirteenth street. She
looked more like a new-fangl- sort of a tug
boat than anything else, although some lew
persons on the nvershore decided that she
was a patent steam catamaran. JNo one was
on board except the captain, his engineer
and fireman, and a couple or more of "deck
hands.' The Destroyer went up the river as
far as One Hundred and Ninetieth street,
and then returned at once to the dock. It
was intended to go out to sea as far, at least,
as the light-shi- p, but for some unknown
reason the captain gavs contrary orders. One
of the crew said that a speed of twenty-tw- o

knots an hour was registered, and that the
consumption of coal was insignificant.
Another trip seaward will be made soon.
The form ot the hull of the Destroyer is pecu
liar, both ends being precisely alike, ter-
minating with fine wedges, probably sharper
than any vessel of deep draught yet built.
the length is one hundred and thirty feet;
depth, eleven feet; beam twelve feet, extreme

thus presenting the unusual proportion ot
eleven to one times greater length than
width. The rudder of the craft is uncon-
nected with the visible part of the stern, be-
ing attached to a vertical wrought-iro- n post
welded to a prolongation ot the keel, iu3t alt
of the propeller, its upper part being nearly
four feet below water-line- . iho tnlers
consist ot thin platea of iron riveted on
opposite sides of the rudder, a few inches from
the bottom. Ihese tillers are operated Dy
straight rods worked by hydraulic power, the
pistons being attached to the sides oi tne
keel. Accordingly, the steering-gea- r will be
placed ten feet below water line, while the
top of the rudder only reaches within four
feet of the water line. The hull is provided
with an intermediate curved deck extending
from stem to stern, composed of plate-iro- n

strongly ribbed and water-tigh- t. This inter-
mediate deck sustains a heavy solid armor-plat- e,

placed transeversely to the line of keel
thirty-tw- o feet from the bow, inclined at an
angle of forty-fiv- e degrees, and supported on
the aft side by a heavy wood backing. Be-

hind this is the steering-whee- l, the head of
the pilot being protected by iron-pla- te armor.
During an attack it is intended that the De-
stroyer shall be as deeply immersed in the
water as the monitors, but this deep immer-
sion will not inconvenience the ship's crew,
for a deck-hous- e, or cabin, seventy feet long,
composed of plate-iro- ia riveted water-tigh-t
to the upper part of the hull. As this cabin,
which has no opening in the sides, virtually
forms part of the hull, it will be sate to run
with the upper deck considerably below the
water line. Captain Ericsson furnished the
following details of the. Destroyer: The ori-
gin of the projectile torpedo, which tho De-
stroyer is intended to discharge, dates back,
he says, to the latter part of 1854, at which
time he submitted drawings and descriptions
to Emperor Napoleon HI of a self-movi-

i i - i '
vessel, capaoie oi passing wuain range oi
guns of lorts, and of moving at pleasure in
defiance of the fire of broadsides. The leading
feature of the plan, apart from the peculiar
structure ot the vessel, was that ot project-
ing under water, by mechanical means, inde-
pendent of explosire energy, a wooden tor-
pedo, sixteen inches in diameter, ten leet
long, having a sixteen-inc- h shell iaserteel at
the forward end, provided with a percussion
lock for igniting the charge by contact, the
aft end of the torpedo being pointed in order
to facilitate its passage through the water.
The method of operating the torpedo was that
ot inserting it into a horizontal tube near the
bottom of tho aggressive vessel, provided
with valves for keeping out the sea during
the process ot insertion. W hen near the ves
sol attacked the valve excluding the sea was
opened, and tho torpedo eipolled by a piston
actuated by steam power, without recourse to
gunpowder or other explosive agent. it
merits special mention, added the captain,
that the area of the actuating-pisto- a was
larger than the transverse section of the tor-
pedo, a feature which has been copied in
constructing the projectile torpedo of the
Destroyer. The new torpedo, like the device
of is composed of a solid block of light
wood, the explosive charge being contained
in a metallic vessel inserted at the forward
end. The form, however, is different. In-
stead of being circular, as in the plan pre-
sented to the French emperor, the transverse
section of the wooden torpedo of the De-
stroyer is square, with parallel top and bot-
tom, and vertical sides formina very sharp
wedges at both ends, cased with steel
plates, its extreme length being twenty- -
three feet. The details of the instru-
ment are particularly described in patents
granted for the invention by the United
States and by the British government. The
speed of the Destroyer will be very nearly as
great during backing as when going ahead.
As showing a comparison in the sreed of the
Destroyer with that of other aggressive

the result of some recent trials
off the coast of Franco may be mentioned.
The experiments were concluded at Cher-
bourg by the successful completion of the
three hours trial of a set of six Thornycroft
vessels just delivered to the French govern-
ment. These vessels are each eighty-seve- n

feet long over all by ten feet six inches beam,
and draw about five feet six inches of water.
The rudder is placed abaft the screw. The
results actually obtained show that the speed
in three hours run was for each vessel respect-
ively eighteen six hundred and sixty-on- e

The speed contracted.for was eighteen knots.
The consumption of coal at full speed was
found to vary from one thousand eight hun-
dred pounds to one ton of coal per hour, and
the bunkers were capable of holding nve
tons qf coal. The weight on board, in addi-
tion to the three tons of coal required for
steaming, consisted of a crew of ten men,
with stores, etc., including even a spare pro-
peller, and a weight equivalent to the weight
of the torpedo-gea- r to be used on the vessel,
and fixed in the position that gear will
occupy when the vessel is on service.
In firing, a reel of some ten feet in diameter,
revolving on a horizontal axle, is applied
near the chamber from whieh tha torpedo is
ejected on the Destroyer; a tubular rope, the
bore of which is about an inch in diameter,
constructed of hemp and vulcanized rubber,
ia wound on this reel, ono end being con-
nected through the hollow a,le oi tne
vita au air iesse! under a pressure of three
hundred pounds to the square inch, and the
other with the rear end of the torpedo. Two
propellers, revolving in opposite directions
round a common center, are set in motion by
the compressed air thus Bupphed. The posi-
tion of the torpedo as to level is determined,
durins? its motion, by the weight of the ma-
chine itself and by the action of a horizontal
rudder or fin. A small eslastic bag, con-
necting the tubular rope with the induction
pipe of the little rotary engine on the torpedo
which turnB the propeller, is attached to the
side of the tiller of the torpedo's vertical rud-
der. As the compressed air must pass through
the bag, the latter expands or contracts ac-
cording to tho internal pressure. This is regu-
lated at will by a valve in the hollow
axle of the reel, the pressure in the air-vess- el

being maintained steady by force-pum-

worked by steam. The elasticity of the bag,
or a similar arrangement with a loaded pis-
ton, is so proportioned that when the maxi-
mum pressure is admitted to the tube, the
swelling of the bag or movement of the piston
will move tho tiller about twenty degrees to
port. When tne pressure is reduced twenty-fiv- e

percent., the opposite action will move
the tiller twenty degrees to starboard. Thu3,
by admitting more or less air into the rope,
the tiller can be made to assume any original
angle within a range of forty degrees. The
direction of the torpedo is as comileteiy un-- :

uer the control of tho hand which admits the
compressed air into the tubular rope as if an
intelligent directing power existed within the
torpedo itself."

A Courageous Minister.

The
child was unconscious when the shore was
reached, but was revived and suffered no
lasting ill effects. The buggy was torn up
considerably, but the shilty preacher, with a
borrowed hatchet and rope, was soon ready
to return to Bristol for a new outfit and to be
embalmed as the hero of one of the narrow-
est escapes recorded."

American Cheese in Knsland.
New York Times: "The sales in England

of American-mad- e cheese have been tor ten
years past constantly increasing, and at a re-

cent agricultural convention in that country,
a large part of the time was taken up in en-
deavoring to devise means for overcoming
this competition. The particular feature in
the American system of manufacture which
was considered worthy of imitation was the
establishment cf cheese dairies. A few of
these have already been started in England,
but aa a rule the custom of each farm making
its own cheese still holds good. One point in
American cheese-makin- g which it was
thought did not sufficiently tell against it was
the quality of the ai tide produced. Experts
in cheese, while admitting that the American
product was driving their own Cheddars and
Gloucesters out of the market, claimed, none
the less, that the former was not in quality to
bo compared with the latter. But in this re-

spect the difficulty against which the Eng-
lish dairymen had to contend was the igno-
rance of their own countrymen, or rather
countrywomen. These, it was asserted, had
no clearer idea of the quality of cheese than
of the quality of champagne, and in making
purchases were guided almost wholly by the
prices asked. If this is the case, American
dairymen can confidently count on holding
their own, as it would be hard to conceive of
a more hopeless or endless task than the work
of bringing up the tastes of the entire female
population of England to a higher level on
the subject of cheese than the one they now
occupy; yet this indefinite hope seems to be
about the only one that is held out to the
English dairymen."

Sherman on Kmall Kills.
WASniXGTOX, November 12. Secretary

Sherman, referring to the rumored with-
drawal of the one and two dollar United
States notes, says: "Fully a year ago the
same story wa3 started in some paper, and
caused an unnatural demand for small bills.
The statement was unfounded, other than
that having one year's supply of ones and
twos on hand, the bureau of engraving and
printing stopped printing more (ill that sup-
ply could be reduced. No order was issued
to the treasurer to limit the issue of ones and
twos, but they were issued to everybody who
demanded them. No order was ever made
for their withdrawal. They are issued like
other money, whenever n quired, and any
holder of a demand against the United Statea
is ordinarily paid in the denomination of
money desired. After tue hrst ot January,
no bills of a less denomination than five dol-
lars can be issued by national banks, and no
doubt if the cne and two dollar United
States notes were withdrawn, it would make
a place lor more silver. I think, however,
that the public at large ought to have the op-
tion to take gold, silver or paper of any de
nomination coined or printed; this is the best
way to secure the largest circulation. It the
chief end of life was to secure the circulation
of silver money, it might be forced into cir-
culation by withdrawing the ones and twos.
but I do not see why the people should be
denied the use of such notes if they want
them, nor why silver money should be made
unpopular by being forced into circulation to
the exclusion of more convenient monev."
