THE SOLID SOUTH.

A Sample of Northerm Fablic Opiniod
ax it is Expressed by Leading Repab-
lican Papers—What Can we Do to
be Maied *—Only Vote the Ke-
publican Tickel.

8t. Paul Pioneer Press: “‘The southern
policy of the President has not been attended
with the political results that political opti-
mists, and, among others, the I'resident him-
self, seem to have expected would follow
from it. It was said while Grant was ['resi-
dent that the south was solid oanly 1o its re-
sistance to the policy of military interference
with the arrangements of the white leaguers
for crushing out the negro and carpetbag gov-
ernments, and that if this policy was with-
dra=n the soild south #ouid dissolve into tim
sweetest kind of molasses. Mr. Hayes took
them at their word. All the offensive ma-
chinery of Federal interference with what is
called “local self-goverament at the south,
which seems to mean government Uy the
whites, was withdrawn. The result is that
the solid south was more thoroughiy solidified
than ever before at the recent election. From
the ultra-southern States of South Carolina,
Georgia, Alabama, Mississippi and Lomisiana,
which on a free vote would send a large ma-
jority of Republican congressmen, noll.‘la 9:111-

whose small population has  been
leavened with civilizing inflaenees
by a large accession of wporthern im-

migrants, people who bave settled there for
reasons of health, returns one Republican;
North Carolina, three; Tennessee, one; Vir-
inia one, and Kentucky one. There are at
east thirty Republican districts in the soutb,
and thess are all that escaped the tyranny of
sectional sentiment, whick in all the southern
States, but especially in its cotion aRod sugar
belt, proscribes a!l opinions and all parties
which are nct sectional in its most uncompro-
ising provincial sense, Postmaster-General
ﬁu.y was right when be told a sounthern man
the other day that the pnorth looked on the
solid south as a menace. lts evident mean-
ing is that (he south proposes, by crushing
oot all internal resistance to the dominant
sectional party, and by the aid of its Demo-
cratic allies in the north, to capture the gov-
ernment and to direct and control its policy,
and to make this southern sectionalism; with
all its bigotry, the ruling spirit of the na-
tional government. Bat the southera poh-

ticians mistake the temper of the
north if they suppose they can
earry throngh this programme. They will

find that if the uorthern people are mag-
nanimous they are not weak. They hLave
yielded to the south all it asked—have yield-
ed to it all the rights and powers which it
demanded in the name of local self-govern-
ment, but they will hold it responsible for
the manner in which it exercises those
powers. A eolid south means simply that
they have exercised them with a despolic
and intolerable disregard of the rights of a
large majority of their citizens. 1t meaus a
conspiracy for the permanent disfranchise-
ment and proscription of the colored voters,
and for degrading the Uniled States govern-
ment into an insirument of proscription and
sectional hate and intolerance. These are
the aspects in which a solid south necessari-
ly presents itself to the northern people, and
it constrains them to an attitude of self-de-
f -nse—of défense of the government and the
constitution from the threatened assaualts of
its enemies. A solid south in 1878 means a
solid north in 1880, and ‘don’t you forget 1t."
But there are indications of fractures in this
golid, opaque mass of sectional intolerance,
While the a nt and domineering spirit
of the ex-slavebolders has swept all r sist-
ance before it in the lower belt, where in
many districts the negroes largely outnum-
ber the whiles, in the more northerly States
of the south, where there are more white
Republicans and relatively fewer negroes, we
have some hopeful instances of succes ful
self-assertion on the part of the Republicans.
In those States no violence, apparently, has
been practiced or reported, and the result is
that the Re]inblicam have won three con-
gressmen in North Carolina, one in Tennes-
see, oneé in Virginia and one in Kentucky.
The mere election of a few Republicans in
these States is of little consequence in itself;
but it is of great significance as indicaling a
broader political tolerance and wore enlignt-
ened {reedom in political controversy than
prevails further south. And these are frae-
tions of the solid south which are likely to
widen and multiply till a complete disinte-
gration of political partiez in the south is
effected, and till they are reccnstructed on
some vther basis than the color line."”

The Cine nnatl Musieal College.
The Cincinnati correspondent of the New
York Tribure, writing on the ninth, says:
“The college of music of Cincinnati is rapid-
ly reaching that stage of its existence in
woich it may be truly said to bave thrown off
its swaddling-clothes. Its growth has been
so rapid as to surprise some of its most san-
guine progenitors, and there has accompanied
this growth a solidity—financially speaking—
very satisfactory to those gentlemen who have
stood sponsors to the infant. The chamber
concerts, that are to be a distinguishing fea-
ture of Lthe enterprize, promise to be verysuc-
cessful. Mr. Nefl, the treasurer, informed
me that the subscriptions, the first day they
were opened to the publie, reached nearly six
thousand dollars. 1 don’t doubt that Mr.
Thomas's ealary and all the expenses of the
orchestra will be defrayed from this fund,
without the necessity of using any of the col-
lege funds proper for this purpose. There
will be twelve of these concerts during the
season, and upon each occasion a rehearsal of
the concert will be given in the afternoon of
the day previous to the one announced for the
concert, in which every number will be ren-
dered as completely as at the following con-
cert.

The audience
Thursday night was estimated at, from two
thousand to twenty-five hondred people—a
number that would crowd Pike's operahouse
inconveniently—but in the vast auditorium
of the music ball seensed to be merely a mod-
erately large andience. Miss Cary’s appear-
ance in opera the same evening doubtless
drew away many persons. The managers of
these concerts have appointed two intermis-
sions of at least fifteen minotes each during
the programme, which will no doubt be im-
roved by the audience for social purposes.

How Bedrooms Shounld be Ventilated.

The London Lancet has some comments on
this topic which may be read with as much
profit in Memphis as in Loodon. It says:
“1f a man were to deliberately shut himself
for some six or eight nours daily in a stuffy
room, with closed doors and windows (the
door not being opened to even change the
air during the period of incarceration),
and were then to complain of headache and
debility, he would be justly told that his own
want of intelligent foresight was the cause of
his suffering. Nevertheless, this is what the
great mass of the people do every night of
their ives, with no thought of their impra-
dence. There areé few bedrooms in which it
is perfectly safe to pass the night without
gsomething mora than ordinary precantions to
secure an inflow of fresh air. Every sleep-
ing apurtment should, of course, have a fire-
place with an open chimnpey, and in cold
weather it 1s well if the grate contains a
small fire, at least small enough to create an
upcast current, and carry off the vitiated air
of the room. In all such cases, however,
when a fire is used, it is necessary {o see
that the air drawn into the room comes from
the outside of the house. By un easy
mistake it is possible to place the occupant
of a bedroom with a fire in a closed house in
a direct current of foul air drawn from all
parts of the estallishment. Summer and
winter, with or without the use of fires, it is
well to have a 1r2e ingress for pure air. This
ghould be the ventilator’s first concern. Foul
air will find an exit if pure air i« admitted in
sufficient quantity, Lat it is not cerlain pure
air will be drawn in if the impure is drawn
away, S50 far as sleeping-rooms are con-

cerned, 1t 13 wise to let in air from without.
The smim must be to accomplish the ohiect
without causing a great fall of temperature
of 2 draaght. The windows may be drawn
down an incn Gf fwd at the top with advan-
tage, and a fold of musiin wil! form a ‘ven-
tilator” to take off the fecling draught. Thia;
with an open Breplace, will gencrally suffice,
and prodaoce mo unpleasant consequences
even when the wealher 1= cold. It 1s, how-
ever, essentinl that the air outside =bhonld be
purc. Little is likely to be gained by letting
in a fog or even g town mist."”’

Goodwin, is an instaoce of this: “He
(Dr. Goodwin) told me, he, being in his
outh a student at Cambridge, and having
eard much of Mr. Rogers, of Dedham, pur-
posely took a ,inume{ to hear him preach on
his lecture day—a lectare so thronged and
frequented that to those who attended not
early there was no possibility of getling into
that very large and spacious chorch,
Mr. Rogers was at that time dis-
cussing the subject of the scriptores; and
in tbat sermon he expostulated with the peo-
ple about their neglect of the bible. He per-
sopnated God to the congregation, thus ad-
dressing them: ‘1 have trusted yon so long
with my bible, you have shighted it; it liea in
your houses covered with dust and cobwebs;
ou care not to look atit. Do you use my
ible so? Waell, you shall have my bible no
longer.” He {hen took the bible from the
cushion and seemed as il Lhe were going away
with it, and carrying it from them, but imme-
diately torned again and personated the peo-
ple to (iod, fell down on his knees, cried,
and pleaded most earnestly: *O Lord, what-
ever thou doest to us, take not Thy bible

from us; kill our childeen, burn our
houscs, and destroy our goods, only
spare us Thy bible; only take not

away Thy bible.” Then he aldressed the
people ns an answer from God. ‘Siy you
07 Well, I will try youa lLittle longer: here
is wy bible for you, I will yet see how you
will use it; whether you will value it more,
whether you wil! observe it more, whether
you will practice it mere, and hve according
toit.” DBy these actions he put the congre-
guation into so strange a postare that the
lace was a Bachim, the people generally
iog deluged with their tears. De Good-
win himsell, when he vetired to take his
horse again, was fain to hang for a gquarter
of an hour npon the neck of his horse, weep-
ing, before he had power to mount, so
eat wa= the impression wpon him on
aving been thus expostulated with for
the neglect of his bible.”” The crowds
which attended Mr. Rogers's mnistry
have passed away, buot there are
two names which must not be forgotten,
those of George Dunne, who erected this
monument of sincere rogard, and Itobert
Aleiounder. Oa a shield bencath the monu-
ment is the following ipscription, translated:
*John Rogers is waih:f the resurrection
which he here preached. He died on the
eighteenth of October, in tbhe year of our
Lord 1636; in the alxtﬁ-ﬁl'lh year of his age,
the forty-second of his ministry, and the
thirty-first of his ministry in this church.’

Lets Ot a Herap of History—What
HMayen Is Going te do at the Nouth to
Break up the Molidity so Offen-
sive to the Repablican Farty,

Washington coriéspondent of the Cincin-
nati Ewquirer: *‘Apropos to thischange of
?olic)‘ onthe part of the President, Fred
frouglass, the well-known colored man, lets
out at Uil lale dute a scrap of heretofore un-
known history., He says: Twao weeks before
President Hayes came o Washi to be
inangurated, 1t was my good fortune to meet
him 1n the statehouse at Columbus, Ohio; and
to have a free and full conversation with bsm
on what had already been foreshadowed as
his southern policy. 1 began conversation
with bim by expressing a sepse of alarm at
the outgivings of the press, throngh sundry
reporters, as to the course be meant to pur-
sue toward the late rebels. [ asked him
directly if the report which had reached me
that ho mtended to appoint southern men
not Republicane to otfice in the south was
true. His answer was famk and to the
point. Hesaid that was hia purpose, and
gave as a reason that something must be done
to bica® op the race line and color line in the
politics of thie sonth, The fact that the col-
ored people were in one party and the whites
in another was provocative of race
hostility and bloodshed, and somethin
m#st done to put an end to suc
gtrift; thmt he had assurances from inflaen-
tial men al the sopth *hat such a policy as he
proposed wounld lemd fo s =orrection of this
evil, and to the organiZation of such inde-
pent political action as would condace to har-
mony in the southern States. The President
said but very littie in the way of argument,
buot invited me to speak my whole views
frankly in respect to his proposed policy.
This invitation { wans not very siow to accept.
For an hour or more 1 argued against if,
showing as well as [ conld by & brief review
of the cenflict between freedom and slavery
during the last forty years that every conces-
sion which had been ma le to the south had
been follagred by increased exactions and ar-
rogance; that there was no salisfying or ap-
peesing the roling element of the eouth;
that thera had always been a class of men in
that section who esteemed themselves as
above law, and were esteemed a law unto
themselves, who were not impressed with any
just semse of the sacredness of human life,
and thought that negroes especially might be
killed with impunity. I insisted that a policy
of moncilintion would be as pearls cast before
swine; that onr concessions would be treated
as cowardice; that what the south needed
was to be taught there is a fiod in Israel;
that the laws of the land might be enforced
in South Carolina as in Massachusetts and
i hio, I said muoeh more to (fovermor
Hayes to the same effec, and after givin
me a patient hearing, the governor assan
me that he st intended to give the south a
fair chance to right it=elf, 2nd to remove all
carse of complunt if possibie. ‘But,’ said
he, “if what | propose shall fail of the good
results at which I aim, T shall certainly adopt
some other course, In no event do 1 intend
to abandon your race, or to fail in extending
them the rights guaranieed by the constitu-
tion," 1 left Governor Hayes impressed by
the 1dea that he is an honest and courageous
man—a man weddsd to no policy to the
extent of pursaing it withont regard to con-
sequences—and controlied by a patriotism as
firm and inflexible as that which controlied
the action of the wis2 and good Abraham
Lincoln himself. *What do yon think will
be the result of the new departure (if there
is a new departure) of the administration in
dealing with the south?' ‘Most salutary,’
was the reply. *l1 think the south itself will
gee itz errors snd correct them. It will, I
believe, find out that a solid south i1s danger-
ons even fo itsell when secared by disfran-
chising freemen. It will, [ beheve, after
learning the lesson, be ready to grant equal
rights to all.” ™
