Never before was it the scene of a public
criminal execution, and, naturally, the unusual
event drew thither a vast multitude, collecttd from
all portions of Kast Tennessee, and even from
Ueorgla, and North Cirollna and Virginia, who sent
over their delegation of sturdy yeomen lo Uke part
av witnesses In the nroidful tragedy there enacted.
The hardy mjuntalnear, provided vv.th his home-
made biscuit, onions and bweetened whisky for
lunch, trudged for miles through the iLOuntain fast-
nesses, climbing the steep, declivitous and roi'gb
roads, following the winding paths through deep
gorges, that are Innumerable in the gieat Unnkas,
making such time that the slow, tolling that
are the beasts of burden In th's locality, are
envious of the speed made. He began his journey
early and reached the point of destination long le-To-

the solemn and distressing execution began.
There were fully live thousand peo.de present. The
crime of Grilfee had amused agilnst him the un-
speakable lndlgnat'on of the wuole iieople of uoper
East Tennessee. Toe det .lis of It reveal in GrllTee
a monster of the deepest dye. Early on the morn-
ing of February 22. 1S77. Evaline Clark, aged

nine and ten years, and her Ilttls brother,
teveu years old, were sent by their parent into the
Ylllitge to the groeeiy. to make some trifling pur-
chases. Griffee was there and had a bottle which he
bad just hid HUed with whisky. Calling the chil-
dren to him, he forced tliem to take a drink of it, in
spite of tbelr tearful protestations that they did not
want It The girl and boy then lett the store, anu in
a few moments Grlllee jumped up from his seat, re-
placed bis bottle In his pocket and followed after
them. When he got fully out of tho hearing of the
people tit the grocery, and bad overtaken the chil-
dren, he again drew out his whisky and, marking a
place on the bottle, told the boy if ha did not drink
down to that rolnl he would cut his throat. Shud-
dering at the Idea of tleiipitatioa. tbe
boy obeyed, and swallowed the 11 ey liquid.
Then, turning to the trembling girl of tender years,
he marked a place on te bottle and told her, with
Increased vehemence of manner, that If ehe did not
drlDk down to the full measure he would cut her
throat. Trrl ly frightened, she drank It as desig-
nated. Grilfee then continued with the children
until, coming to a wood, he pretended to have tree.t
a rabbit, when the boy, childlike, went up to see
about It. tiilffee at once grew wrathy, and told tbe
boy If he did not go back be would k'H lilm.

the threat or Instant death just previously
made by Grilf-- , the boy. led by the most natural and
boylike curiosity, again went to hlp ea ch the sup-
posed rabbit. Griffee row drove Mm entirely away,
making Evallna remain. Then when ihey werj
alone he proceeded to satisfy his diabolical lusts.
Falling, on acc unt of the yo;:th of the girl, to ac-
complish bis purpose as f illy aa he desired, he took
bis knife and deliberately made three incisions into
the flesh, paying no heed to the pain inlllcted on his
tender victim, and then coinilttd the rati'.
Scarcely able to stand, the girl started
on her homeward roitl, and Grilfee lelt
her, alt.r telling her If she told on lilm
ho would come back a'.d kill her, also Instructing
her lo say. when questioned, that she had snagged

ing, (iriltee was a tall, slender. uncoutli:looklng
fellow, and had become so bleached by long
confinement that be had a very strong resemblance
to a corpse just laid out. He did not have much
education, and had always proved himself too mean
to lear n anything, notwithstanding his parents gave
ntni all the opportunities that were ottered. Efforts
were made to get his sentence commuted on the
giound tbat there was a screw loose In his bead. a.. d
It having been stated that he hat had epileptic Hut,
but this was not developed, and the law was allowed
to take Its course.

EXECUTION.
Twenty-fiv- e hundrRl persons witnessed the execu-

tion. A strong gua d of citizens attended ths pris-
oner to tbe scaffold. At his re juest, he was not
bung with the usual drop. He was driven to the
scaffold in a two-hors- e wagon, aud when his last
moment bad come, the lash was applied to the
team and the wagon moved rapidly lorivard and he
was swung off. His choice of this mode of execu-
tion was the subject of much comment, as It was
ten times more painful than where the drop
Is used. Griffee, however, died without the
slightest struggle, expressing perfect confidence with
his last breath that be was undergoing
a process of transformation Into an angel. This
was the first execution for any offenss that ever oc-

curred In Cocke county, and ti e llrst execution of a
white man for rape In Tennessee. Last night Grif-
fee confessed to W.J. M Queen. attorney.and Thomas,
editor of the Newport .swf'W, In which be admit-
ted having violated the person of Eva Clark, but at
the same time denied having used bis knife to assist
film In tbe outrage. He also made substantially
the same statement on the scaffold. He claimed to
be ready to dl", and showed no particular emotion
when laoing deaib.

miles south of this city, at four o'clock yesterday
afternoon: It was tbe gas only which exploded. A
dozen kegs of powder had been stored In the maga-
zine In the upper vein, but it was nor Ignited. The
depth to the upper vein Is two hundred and one feet,
and the other vein Is forty-fiv- e feet lower. Two en-
tries or rooms were being excavated toward each
other, and the gas bad accumulated In one of the
rooms. The miners in the other had been warm d
that they were nearly through, and that anymore
blasting might go through and lire tbe gas In tbe
otherentry. They were directed to fan the gas out
of It befoi e connecting the two openings. One of the
men, however, took the i lsk aud tired one more blast.
It broke through the thin wall of co tl, and the acsu-mulal-

gas exploded with a tremendous concussion.
Eight men were killed by tbe shock, or soon died of
sulfocatlon. There were at the time twenty-seve-

miners at work, of whom fifteen were In the lower
vein. Seven of these were saved alter a lapse of over
an hour, but bow they managed to turvlve In the
dense fumes and damp Is a mystery. Tbe twelve
ninn In the upper vein were badly stunned, but
unhurt The eight killed are Tom Hand ford. Sam
Hsndford. Jack Leeden. Albert Smith, John Bulger,
William Vales and Patrick Dunn. There were out
four or five men courageous enough to go to the
lower vein after the explosion; but after they bad
saved the seven who were living, they worked on till
three o'clock this morning recovering the bodies of
tbe dead. Then work was resumed after a rest of
three hours, and by twelve o'clock y the last
corpse was taken out. Egress to the vein was ob-
tained through a very small hole In tbe ilebrix. The
first two In the list above were among tbe proprie-
tors, of whom there were four. Four of tbe bodies
are shockingly burned and bruised. Harper and
Croutch, two young men who are among the seven
savetl from the lower vein, are badly burned, and the
former has a leg broken and an arm burned to a
crisp besides other-Injurie- which may prove fatal.
The. bodies were taken to the homes of the men. and
will be burled without any Inquest. Tbe
timbers of the mine are badly shattered, and one of
the surviving proprietors estimates the damages at
two thousand dollars. The citizens of Sullivan are
subscribing liberally It ward tbe relief of tbe be-
reaved families. Joseph Handford, Tom Irwin and
Jack Smith distinguished themselves by their
bravery Iri periling their lives to save the living and
recover the dead. The last named especially won
the commendation of the whole community.

INDIANAPOLIS, November 2U.-T- he explo-
sion In the coal-min- e at Sullivan, Indiana, yester-
day, was caused by gas, and not powder, as was re-
ported last night. The powder was found to-d- In-
tact. The work of recovering the miners was con-
tinued until long after midnight and resumed again
early this morning, the last body being recovered
about noon The killed are Thomas Handfird
and Samuel Handford, proprietors; James Smith,
John Leeden. Patrick Dunn, John Bulger, Win.
Vales and Albert Smith. Those wounded are James
Harper, skull fiactured and leg broken, and Is
thoiuht to be ser'ously lulured; Ellsworth Croutch,
badly burned about the facs and hands, but will
probably recover. The saved are Boyer Griffith,
Will Richardson. Henry Nlcholls, Thomas Masket,
F'rank Smith, oe Smith, Frank Smith, John and
Joe Handford, Frank Smith, sr., John Kelly. John
Richardson. Wm. Jones, Fd Rogers, Geo. Jarvls,
John Smlih, sr., Henry Smith and Frank Smith.

LAHORE, ) November 22. The proclama-
tion or the viceroy of India recounts the history of
operations between India and Afghanistan during
the last ten years. It nays: " In return for tbe
kludness of our actions and Intentions, as witnessed
by the araer's reception at I'mbella. and by tne
material aid altorded to him from time to time, and
by the free commerce with India accorded to Afghan-
istan, we gained only ll and discourtesy. The
ameer openly and assiduously attempted, by words
and dseds. to stir up a religious hatred aud bring
about war upon the British empire in India; and,
although he had repelled all ellorts for an amicable
intercourse by the Indian government, he formally
receiver! the Russian embassy, and finally, while the
Russian mission was still In Cabul, he forcloly re-

pulsed the English envoy, whose coming had been
duly announced to him, and met our attempts to
pro ote friendly relations with open Indignity and
lndlTerroe. The ameer, mistaking tor weakness
the long forbea'auce of the Bntisn government, nas
thus deliberately Incurred Its lust resentment. Wl h
the people ot Afghanistan the Indian govern-
ment has no quanel, us they have given no
offense. Tbe lnuependen :e or Afghanistan will be
respected, but tne government of India cannot toler--
pie that any otuer power siioum inienere in tne in-

ternal affairs of Afghanistan " The proclamation
concludes as follows: "Upon Ameer Shere All alone
rests the responsibility of having exchanged the
friendship of the empress of India for hosltl ty."

KBUBEft PASS, November 21. At daybreak this
morning General Brown stood on tho little plain

Jumrood watching the march to the front of a
Picket of the enemv. Cavalry was visible on top of
Shagal ridge, beyond range. The advance guard
marched briskly on and presently crested a height
where, at ten o'clock, sklnn'.shlog tire was opened
on the enemy's picket. The latter retired after re-

plying, and our forces pressing on and occasionally
firing, reached Shagal rldge.frora whence All Maji Is
clearly visible. At noon All Majl fired the first shell,
which burst In the air. The second shell was well
aimed, and flew over the tUgsutir on Shagal ridge and
fell without bursting beyond. A long hslt was neces-
sary to allow the heavy batteries to come up, and
the Interval was utilized by the horse artillery In
placing guns on the heights to our right. Fort ld

replied and the firing became brisk. Mean-
while tiring was heard to the left of the fort, and
some person conjeclured It was M'Pherson's turn-
ing movement on our right coming In operation, but
the Afghans about the fort held thflr ground, al-

though the apparently threaten, d flank and fiont
Our liorsj artillery fire was fairly served. The
Afghans replied with spirit from the fort
at first, but afterward slackly. At one o'clock In the
afternoon the reached the scene as
also Magenle's The horse guns then
moved off tie ridge and gave place to the nine-pound-

battery, while the played
against the right of the Afghan position The Af-
ghan gULS slowly and replied, making good
practice Irom their seven-pound- i In tbe central
bastion. About twi o'clock two forty-pound-

shells crushed into the central bastion and
crumbled a great portion of it, apparently dis-
mounting the gun which had been so stubborn. So
after two o'oP i the Infantry advanced briskly, and
the fourth brigade took along the slofies of the val-
ley, pressing on through rocks toward the fort, while
the third brigade took the i Ight side. W hen the last
rocky ridge ou the lefi was crossed, the rocky
plateau was followed up to the foot cf
skirmishers and pushed on steadily, tiring briskly,
and evoking a shnro toply from the enemy, who
were studding tlie r n slopes. Meanwhile
Manderson's battery, which had teen moving along
tiie bed of tbe stream, had cone into action. Four
guns, previously siiem-ed- , cdn,e again Into tcilon,
and the enemy developed guns In new places,
in vlw of the exiiecteti from two brig-
ades despatched for turning tbe movement, and the
sun selling, while as yet much had to be done, op-
erations were reluctantly suspended until

precautions being taken to protect our position,
troops bivouaclng where they were. On our left the
Third brigade had gained a position very close to
the right Hank of All. They were masked and, in-
deed, they were almost within storming defence.

An advanced detachment of te tnlrd brigade
moved torward until they found themselves con-
fronted by successive lines of Intrenchments. At
dusk, when retiring In accordance with orders, they
were severely handled. Major Birch, who com-
manded, and Lieutenant Fitzgerald were killed, and
a lieutenant, over twenty Sepoys and four artillery-
men were wounded.
