I would begin by
reoealintr the navigation nw.i relative to
ihips engasrd in toreign trade, pud let our
people buy ships, as the people of every other
civilized nation now do, where they can buy
them cheapest. 1 he monopoly ot the coast
wise trade is a tufiieient burden to carry lt:r
New Luglan 1. We have nor now a ship in
the preat ocean commerce ot tne word
ing the poit of New York. England, France
and Germany are our common carriers, our
factors, brokers and commission merchants
Thei combine and charge what freights they
please. We pay them nearly one hundred
million dollars annually. Our taritt laws
make it almost impossible to build thips and
our navigation laws absolutely prohibit us
from buying them. Eighteen years ago foreign
nations paid us over twenty-thre- e million uol
lars annually as the btdance in our favor in
the carrying trade. That was under a Dem-
ocratic revenue tanfV. The present protect-
ive system bai driven ug from the seas
linns ot the donations ot land and money
to railroads to reach the IVxiflc ocean! We
have tnven them more land west of the Mit
mssippi alone than there is in the thirteen
original States, and more money in principal
and interest to one of them than it cost to
?arry on tho eoverr.raent from the inaugitra
tion of General Washington till the war of
112 broke out, in oder to reach the trade of
China, Japan and the Indies over the 1 acihe
ocean. Yet our tariff excludes the landing
of the goods we need lroin these countries,
and subsidies are demanded to rua steam-
ships on that great sea. We can not be
prosperous while these obstacles and obstrucv
tions to commerce are kept up. Yet the rep
resentatives of each monopoly and subsidy
in congress nave to mantain them all in or-

der to secure their p. rt of the public plun
der.

BALANCE Of TRADE A FRAUD.

The Future Eulers of Canada Their

Courtship and Marriage The
ueen's Interest in the Mar-qn- ls

from Boj hood Until
He Keached Man's

Estate.

The Happiest of BenconsileJd's Many

Coups de Theatre The Princess a
Woman of More than Ordinary

Talent, or Strong TV ll and
Rare Good Sense.

New York Herald: "None of Lord Bea- -

consfield's many coups de theater has been
quite so happy and successful, or has been so
signal a display of the usually inconsistent
qualities of refined tact and masterly bold
ness as the etroke by which he has at once
lifted the Marauis of Lome out of the social
awkwardnesses which were a consequence of
his marriage into the royal family, and at
the same time and by the same dexterous
stroke kindles and intensities the loyalty to the
crown of the most important of the colonies
at a stage of its growth when the desire and
expectation ot independence are beginning to
stir in the minds ot many ot the Canadian
people. Beaconsneld 8 other teats ot this
kind are exposed to criticism and provoke
dissent. Many Knglishraen regard the pur
chase of the Suez can d shares as a blunder.
and a tew are mere inclined to deride than
to admire the bestowal upon the queen
of the Dompous title of empress ot In
dia, ai thou eh the prestige of the latter
was followed up and heightened by the well
planned visit of the Prince of Wales to the
east. The acquisition of Cyprus is still a
topic of discussion and contention with the
nntish public, and is thought by some to be
a grea'er m"'ake than the purchase of the
Sui:z shares. lat with the exception ot one
clever but spiteful weekly sheet published in
London, and the further exception or that
portion of the nobility which has looked
askance on Lome since his marriage, the
public sentiment of England warmiy in-

dorses Beaconsfield's brilliant dispby o!
dexterity in cutting a social and political
knot which it was impossible to unite. Had
the Marquis of Lome remained m England
he never could have extn 'ated himself trom
the perpetuai mortifications to which he has
been subjected by the distinction in rank be-

tween his royal spouse and hiuiseh'. In the
higher British society his wife is entitled to
that precedence over all the nobility which
belongs to a princess of the biood, while
her husband can claim no other rank
than belongs to him as the eldest
son of a great duke. The other scions
of aoyalty resent his intrusion into their
charmed circle and have administered to him
many a well-bre- d snub, while, on the other
hand, the nobility look with contemptuous
jealousy upon what they regard ps hia upstart
pretentions, the ijondon lr orui is arte mpt-m- g

to express the sentiments of that narrow
and supercilious circle, but it finds no echo
in the hearts of the g; eat body of the English
people who love the queen and rejoice in tne
pood foitune of any member of the royal
if ami y, The enthusiastic good wishes and
ptofuse farewell greeting with which :he
marquis and his princess are wafted for
ward on their voyage, prove that the English
nation t'oes noo share the petty spleen lv
which the Marquis of Lome has been an

Lord in letter of the New Yoi fr Herald:

The qne-e-n hud never ceased, since his Eton
days and even for a long time prior to that
period to show the greatest possibl interest
m the career cf Lord Lome. tie had ex-

hibited so much conscientious assiduity in
the pursuit of knowledge, and such &te;ling
qualities of mind and heart in his progress
from boyhood to man's estate, that there was
email cau?e for wonder that her majesty,
seeine that she had had so many opportuni-
ties of judging of his many excellent quali-
ties, should have signified her consent to bis
marriage with her phild. Lord Lome had
known the princess from childhood. It
would hardly be an exaggeration to say that
the two had grown up together. In age
there was little difference between them, in
temperament almost none. Both were high-
ly accomplished aud fond of following the
higher purposes of life, devoted to literatui-- e

and art, energetic in well doing and desirous
of walking the world with a higher aim in
view than is otdinarily to be found among
those who have their dwelling in kings'
palaces, and each, we may add, was endowed
with that inalienable wealth of character
which cannot be misused, squandered or
thrown away.

IIOYAL MARRIAGES.

For years it was thought desirable that
persons admitted to alliance with the royal
family of England should be absolutely un-
known to the British public. The "Koyal
Marriage act" was directed expressly against
the union of princes with subjects. The
secret marriage of the Duke of Gloucester
in the latter part ot the last century with
Maria, the Couutess Dowager of Walde-grav- e,

had excited the ire of Cleorge III,
who had been displeased before at the Duke
of Cumberland's matrimonial alliance with
Lady Anne Luttrell. The result waa an act
forbidding any of the English royal family
contracting marrisge without the royal sanc-
tion while under the age of twenty-fiv- e years,
Atter this period they were at liberty to
solemnize the proposed union, even if the
royal sanction was withheld, if, after having
announced their intention to the privy coun-
cil, an entire year should elapse without
either house of parliament addressing the
king against it. The possibility of the
'commons' intervening to prevent the be-

stowal of dowries and grants cf income in
the c3.se of the marriage of a prince or prin-
cess against the sovereign's ponsept, pperatecj
as a very safe check against the corn mission
of the act. It became then the appointed
custom for kings and queens regnant of E..g-lau- d

to look abroad tor eligible suitors tor
the hands of their children, and continental
kings, grand dukes and electors generally
supplied them. (Jueen Victoria determined
to emancipate the royal family from an obsc
solete bondage tending to very evil conse-
quences.

THE DAYS OP TVOOINO THE MARRIAGE.
She admitted the Marquis of Lome within

the circle of her own family us a suitor for
the hand of Princess Louise. The lady had
the courage to accept the suit and to take a
husbund irom among the people, and her
royal mother felt free to uphold her daugh-
ter's choice. The parliament of the country
ratified her majesty's decision, and taw iu
the innovation upon court custom a proof ot
the sincerity of the sympathy xisting be-

tween 'uecii Victoria and her subjects.

ASTIUITY Oi YUE ARutLLa.
But it must not be forgotten that the splen-

did ancestry of the L rd of Lome was in it-

self a sufficient qualification for alliance with
a queen's daughter. The Dukes of Argyll
have inherited from remote times a pwer
which gave them a claim to the dignity of
sovereign princes. The prestige of tWeir
house oftentimes weighed heavily in settling
tjje od rivalries between Scotland and Eng-
land,' and iore than cne has a (papo'e
won for himself a bride in whose veins flowed
the blood of Scottish royalty, quita ai an-
cient and quite as illustrious in iU record as
the royalty ot England. We may accept as
certain, however, that whatever splendor be-

longs to the history of the Argylls ecd,
without doubt, their history enters largeiy
int the narrative of the transactions per-tainia- -;

to the union cf the "two kingdoms r
no considerations of past parity of rank and
ot influence moved the sovereign of Englaud
to consent to the alliance of her daughter
with the heir to the dukedom. The motives
to the marriage were of a far different kind,
and were to be found in that close affinity of
disposition and mu'ual return ot affection
which the common ordinances of society have
established as .cuispetsaule uetwyen' those
who would enter auspiciounly info wedlock.
In other words, the marriage was one based
upon pure 8tTection and mutual e?teem, and
it will not be very difficult, I think, to trace
in the early career of the lord ot Lome the
principal incidents which conduced to the
union.

gyll. The bride was given away by the
queen herself, who.after.ths ceremony, kissed
her daughter with a matronly warmth Gf a'V
lection which was accepted by all present as
unmistakable proof of the great gratification
which the union afforded her majesty. We

shall not stay to describe the ccr ?mony of the
marriage in the Koyal Chapel ot St. George,
well known to every American who has ever
set foot in England as one of the most ex-
quisite shrines in Christendom .Neither shall
we discuss the doings at the ca' tie after the
wedding, nor write down the 1 nines of the
many grand folk, whose preserc j did honor
to bride and bridegroom. Let it be sufficient
to record that Lord Lome's oiJ chool-fel'.o- w

at Eaton, Lord llonald L;veson-Gowe- r,

was one of his best men oa the occa-
sion, and that smong the visitors who?o
many-voice- d felicitations fur$:d joyfully
over the head of himself and his young wife
as they drove away to Fpecd their honeymoon
at, Clare-mnnt- , were- - the nice hundred scholars
of the "King's coli-- e of our Lady of Eroo
beside Windsor." They had not been trne-slrit- ed

English public school boys had they
hesitated to show a lively interest in the
prosperity of an "old boy," and they cheered,
and cheered as only school boys can cheer,
when the many peals of the btl's announced
to the queen's lieges that the marquis was
leaving the castle-yar- d with his young bride.
More substantial proof of this eocd will of
young Eton was shown in a wedding-gif- t of
a massive tankard of exquisite workmanship,
displaying battle scenes copied from Librurs,
the French painter. At the base of this
goodly cup were engraved the Eton collpge
trms, and au inscription which declared that
it had been "presented to the Marquis of
Lome, on h"i3 marriage, by the present mem-
bers of his old school. E'on, 174." This
gift was presented by the captains of the
school, Radcliffe, K.S. letters whi-h- , we
may as well explain for the behoof of tho un-
initiated, stand tor Kind's scholar, a des-

cendant of King Henry VPs fifteenth cen-
tury foundations and Stapylton, of the "op-
pidans." We may well believe this generous
gift often now to remind Lord Lor.e
of the pleasant aid profitable school days in
the little house opposite thi "Christopher
inn" in the Eton High street.

MARRIED LIKE OF THE MAR'Jl IS.

We have thus sketched, in hast.v and im-
perfect outline, the leading features in the
Marquis of Lome's career to the day of his
marriage with Princess Louise. We have
nothing whatever of public interest to reveal
concerning the home-lif- e of the Marquis of
Lome and tae princess, his wife. At fheir
seat, Dirndeo, near Tumbndge Wells, they
have hitherto simply followed the ordinary
daily routine common to English country
gentlefolk. At Kensington paKcs, where
they havti mostly resided during the London
season a qaiet, unDie'ending mansion quite
thrown into the shade by soraf of the more
pretentious mansions of the English nobili-
ty they dispensed hospitality in a ci'jiet, un-
ostentatious way.

The princess displays intense interest in

everything relating to the advancement and
welfare of her sex. She is an accomplished
linguieS a good sculptor, and something
more than a good draughtsman and painter.

The Sew York Herald's Mare's Xefet.
Baltimore lialtimorean: ' Uader the cap-

tion of W onderlul Caverns,' a correspondent
of the New York Herald has sent that jour-
nal a long account of what he denominates
the recent discovery of 'a cave of vast pro-
portions.' It is located about one mile west
of Luray, Page county, Virginia, and some
three hundred yards north of the Newmar-
ket and Spurryvilie turnpike. The descrip-
tion is known to J;e greasy eiageiated, and
the grandilcqueut. style in which the corre-
spondent has indulged was evideutly in-
tended for a special purpose. The truth is,
that the cave in question was discovered
about fifty-thre- e years ago, 1825, aud full
accounts of that exploration aud description
of the cave were published in the t irginta
G;teiUei- - ia 'ibe year 18ii5. We reproduce
this account and description on the first pae
of he Baltimorean to day, and such of our
readers as may have read th: New York
Jletcld's correspondence will find a marked
contrast. The fact that the cave has been
comparatively deserted tor more than fifty
years is evidence that the imagination of the
HerahVs coi respondent was either greatly
Inflamed, or that he has purposely magnified
the sights, so far rs gr.'indeur and gorecu3-nes- s

are concerted. Be this as it may, it
certainly is not a recent discovery; and we
have no doubt of ano her fact: It is scarcely
to be believed that it equals Weyer's cave, in
Augu-t- a county, Virginia, tiHich less go im-
measurably surpasses it, as the correspondent
would have the public belit ve."

The Modest Senator from Indiana, Pre

Mailable Candidate for the
Presidency In 10.

Washington Capital: "The late turn in
politics has brought to the front a gentleman
so admirably fitted for the post he approaches
that very right thinking man must feel re-

lieved". We refer to the ejuiet, unassuming
friend of Governor Hendricks and senator of
the S,3to of Indiana, Joseph M'Donald. He
is dlfi.uieuiibed alike for his steadfa-- t adher-
ence ib the Democratic doctrine
of a metallic currency, and his pc-on- al pop-
ularity, which is so strong in Indiana thatthe
nw' cling to him in spite of i .s political
opinions. When to this we add a singular
modesty, that bears him ont in a!! his views
of the future, although his ab:ify is far
superior to the man he supports for the
Presidency. we have an admira-
ble combination of qualities for a candi-
date. . This appears the more striking when

e remember that, with the exception of
James Buchanan, no man ever became Presi-
dent who put himself in training for the po-

sitions And it makes little or no odds that
suc'.i aspirant is a man of superior talent,
with a hold on the people and a claim for
the poition. This souods strange until we
remember that the moment a man becomes
possessed of this ambition he loses all the
marked attributes that made him prominent
enough to even be thought of. He is no
longerjuold, decided and even aggressive in
his support of that which he knows to be
correct,- and begins to hesitate and trim, 'and
this continues until he is found dodging be-

tween or retreating from the questions that
agitate the public mind. While all Indiana
is wild in its desire for an expansion of the
government credit, in the shape of a paper
currency, Senator M'Donald stanr!s
firm. Were he a candidate for
the Presidency he would either keep
quiet, like Hendricks, or trim, like Thurman;
but witV no thought beyond furthering what
he cok&uk'rs a sound doctrine, and, so far as
he is concerned, entirely indifferent as to the
results, he commands the respect of others
through his sturdy self-respe- We say that
he is in danger cf a nomination, because it is
now quite evident that the solid south will
nave to make the choice. The Democratic
party can elect only by securing every south-
ern State, acd just enough at the north to
insure tfce one vote Tilden needed. Looked
at from the point of need, a west' rn Demo-
crat is a necessity, and Senator M'Donald is
the only choice. While it is a doubt as to
Thurman carrying Ohio, M'Donald would be
certain of both Indiana and Ohio, with a bet-
ter prospect of New York thar. any man cast
or west. This grows plainer when we remem-
ber that at the south the inflationists have no
hold. The governing element of that part
of our country was moulded by
Jackson, Calhoun, and a host of other states-
men, into an abiding faith in coin, as not-onl-

the world measure of value, but the only
currency that would be safe for the people to
have. Senator Thurman, thetefore, weak-
ened himself in the stronghold of the party
when he gave way to the, doctrine of the
Greenbackers. In this we are merely specu-
lating. We take no stock in this corn fed
Webster of the west. He is on honest, hon-
orable mm, of marked ability; but we differ
with him at almost every point politically.
We favor a greenback currency, instead of
one furuisned by those chartered shyloiks
called natiocnl banks, and then we favor a
suflicient expansion to take up the bonds in
the same article with which they are pur-
chased. We need cot, however, repeat these
opinions, and go so far only to save ourselves
from being committed to a man we admire
but cannot follow."

Excitement Aianiie the Indianapolis
Jews.

Indianapolis Sentinel: "The Jewish portion
of the community was considerably stirred
up yesterday over tho raid of the nightbefore
on the room of the Standard club in Bates
block. As was said yesterday, the club is a
regular social organization which has been ic
existence for many yeais. It is quite exclu-
sive, only members acd friends from abroad,
who may bo visiting them, being admitted.
The n embership is largely made up ot promi-
nent Israelites, and though games of chance
are permitted to be played, the stakes are in-

variably small. Frequently during the
vrintc--r the club gives a dance, on which occa-
sion their room is graced by the presence of
their lady friends. In its eighteen or twenty
years of existence thia is the first time the
club has ever been molested, and therefore
the indignation of the members was all the
greater yesterday. It wasevient!y a scheme,
to make fees on the part of some ctViciiil, iu
Captain Forbes accepted bail ui the club,
rooni; and d;d net tke his prisoners to tho
station house, well knowing that t;" gentle-
men would rather pay up promptly than to
be marched through the streets to that place.
A well known German told some of the vic
tims of official greed that he was c'ail of the
occurrence, for the most of t'em voted the
Republican ticket and helped to put such fee
huuters in office. He believed Mayor Caven
to be as bad as the marshal in hunting up
crises when the fee would be easy to collect.
The greed of Republican oflicials is creating
great in the parly, which
argues well for Democratic success next
spring."
