A COLLISION AT NSEA,

In Which the Hamburg-American Line
Steamer Pommerania iz Lost — One
Huondred apd Sixty-Two
Souls Saved

And Fifiy-Eight Miss’ng — Ktatemenis
Made by Officers, Cabin and Steer-
age Passengers as 1o the Cause
of the Frightful Accldent.

List of Passengers Loct a®d Saved, in
WAE Aimost All the Promi-

LuRDoN, November 26.—The Hamburg-
Amerie.n line steamer Pommeranli, Captaln
Behwensen, which silled from New York on the
fourteenth of November for Hamburg, snd arrlved
at Plymoulls at midnight on ths twanly-Toarlh, came
in e llistan, lasl night aliout midalght, daring a fog,
kot sighit milea southwest of Folkestone, with a
vessel teported to be the Welsh ba'k Noel Ellan, of
Carnarvon, from Rotterdam for Candiff, In ballast,
The Pommeranin at the time was on her w.y l.'ri)m
Plymouth to Hamburg. The steamer fountiereil in
about {en minutes, Ons hundred and seventy-two
of her passengera and crew Were saved by the iron
soraw Atédmer Glengarty, of Middlesboro, and
Iandlad at Dover. The vessel «im mlileh the Pom-
meratia was (n epll!s{in is anclirad off Vdlkestone
with her Dods stive In and her forwatd compait-
ment full of waler. A tug has gone to her asslist-
ance.

12:30 p.m. —A telegram just recelved by the agents
In this elty of the mmeranli, says thar one hun-
dred and si=ty-iwo of the persons on board were
=avod and niy-elght are missing, tacluding Captaln
Schwensen, The colllsion occurred ut forty minutes
past eleven o’clock Inst night, durlng a dense fog.
The Pommerania sank (o thirty minutes, One hun-
dred and seventy persons were saved out of two hun-
dred and twenty on board. Fifty are belleved lost,
including Cartein Schiwensen, Second OMeer Folkes
and Third Offleer Sedrnow.

The hgents here of the Hymburg-Ameriean steam-
ship eompany say lorty-soven passepgers of the
Pommerania were ty huve landed st Plymouth and
Cherbourg, leavlng ohe hun'lred and frat on Hoard.
Four second-class and on9 thikd clasa passerger
swbarked at Plymolith, making the total number of
passengers on board when the disaster occurred one
hondred and nine; provided, the forty-seven had
landed as Intended. The agent at Plymouth saya the
following passengers landed thers: Miss E. Konlgs,
Miss Wilson, and Messrs, Broeck, Easterhrook,
Hunt, Nankervis, Pearce, Pearn, Phillips and
Thomnas—ten in all

A dlspatch rom Dover, saya: ‘O, Helms, clilef
englnesr; J. Schelding, doctor; C. Petera, chief
steward, aod two siewardessts are supposed
drowoed, A genlleman nimed “chneldef dnd a
lady namegd Miss Amelin Hmmmf) were saved."”

4 .0, urthn{ partitulars of the Pommérania
show that At (s llme of the disastir she was near
Dungeress Polme about three miles from shore. She
wis struck on
sank In lesa than twenty minutes. Blgnils of dls-
tre=5 were glven and responded to by the steamer
engurry, proceeding down the channel with all
soead toward tha seeneof the disaster.  There were
nine boats on the Pommerania, foar of which were
erushied In the colllsion. Flve were gut off, but ona
being overcrowded with passengera was sunk. All
the boats pulled away from the doomed sliip, leav-
ing the captaln, who refasad Lo qult the ship tiil the
last moment, Tha Iast boat to leave was under the
chief officer, who (ld all in his power to persumde
the captain to leave.  After pu'ling for half an hour
the survivors were plokad up by the Glengarry.,  One
gentiemnu was tiken from the water IR un uneon-
=clous stnie and restored. The Glangurry stayed
near the seene till daybreak, wheh the Pommerania
wis seen wilh her mast above water. The Glen-
garry then proceeded to Dover, and landed the pns-
gangers at nine o' lock, when they were Laken Lo the
Sallors' home and breakfasied. The greatest pos-
sihle ofder under the elreuinstunces was mdntalned
by $he oMoers and erew.

The rfoliowing is the narrative of Louls Saumann,
of Akron, Ohlo, now at the Sallora’ homa: “We
bied & oapital ron, an to Py h b th
o'clock In the morning of the twentieth lnstant, Wa
Innded some passengers and tock soma for Ham-
Durg, and then ran for Cherbourg and awnded pas-
sengers, neariy all of whom were eabins. Thosa
lere were mostly ‘between decks' Ths orew con-
slsted of one bundred and eleven persons, 1 was In
bed Inst nlght sbout a guarter to twelve o'clock,
when I felt g sudden bump as f the Pommeranin
bhad struck upon a rock. 1 was slarmed, but T did
not think st Arst It was anythiog sertous, as she had
kept a good lookout, and the captaln appeared to be
vary careful. Il was hils one hupdred aod twenly-
sizth voyage.  He Lad teld us e had eslebrated his
one bundred and twenty-tifth when he was last at
Hamburg. A fewpsconds &fter the colllsion the
steward and someof the crew came runninrg to us
and sald that a sallipg bark had run into us, and
also siald that we were toget on deck. 1 want on deck
directly and saw the ship’as light, but the fog
wis 80 great that [ could ses nothing else. They
fold me the bark had run away.  The crew were ithen
all busy lom:rluui' the boats. The ship was begin-
ping to sink. In lowering the boats there was great
contusion. Everybody wis trying to crowd In them
One bent fillad and sank Immeadintely after It got
into the water. Two others were smashed by the
collislon. ‘The boats were fustaped up Ught, and we
could not get them unrfone, The Pommerania was
sinking rapldly. There were a number of women
ameng the pussengers. 1 don't know how many,
but elght bave beean saved and & baby, Tha baby's
mather was drowned. Our eaptain had some fire-
works on board, anud et them off, Weé manasged to
get Into the bouts that remnined, and had been thera
aboiut ten minutes when the stenmer Glengarryplcked
us up. She crulsed about a long ime, Our eaptain
had & chance to save his life, but he would stick to
his ship. We saw him whenour boat got away from
the steamer standing on the bridge glving com-
munds, trylng to oblgin order and Save RS many ns
he eonld. In twenty m putes after the collislon the
Pommerania went down, She did not Kesl over,
but went down gradually. The ship which ran us
down I never saw at all. They toid meé she was a
satling bark, and thit with the north, or norhesst
wind, she enme bowilng along and ran r.ght into us,
I thougbt until we landed that we had mun upon a
rock, a4 the Schiller dla. It was very thick weather.
Thers was a good lovkout on the Pommerania all
| the time, She had smart sallors, and there were al-
wiirs two on the bridge and two on the forepart from
the time she neared the channel. Our boat wWius so
crowded that It was very nearly even with the water.”

Officer Franzer suys there was & thick fog all day
Monduy. About forly-fiva minutes after eleven
o'elock at night, without hardly the slightest warn-
Ing of the close proximity of a vessel, a bark ap-
peared on our starboard slde and immediately
erashed Into us Just abafn the fuenel,

Captaln Pritchard, of the bark Noel Eailan, Is very
reticent and refuses to show his log. Hesays he
wis golng down the channel st five knots an hour.
Hawas on deck. The Noel Ealian had been sound-
iog her fog-horn all night, until the stars were visi-
ble. The eollision occurmed nlmest before those on
board the Noel Eallan were aware of 1t. The blow
was i glanclng one The bark bounded and he did
not aguin see the steamer., Caplain FPritchard
thought sh» was sinking,. The Noel Eallan was too
much disabled o rendér any asslstance, seven feet
ol her bow belog carried away. Her lights were
burning brightly ut the time nnd she was salllpg
free on iha starboard tack. The Pommernnla ran
noroas her bows, turnlog her around completely, and
then went away ot full speed. Hewas not aware
that the Pommeranla Lad sunk uotil he arrived at
Folkestone.

The wvarions accounts of survivors conecar In
pra}sing Caplaln Fehwensén and his  officers,
but represent thatl the ersw only added to the con-
fusion by thefr determination to save themselves.
Caplain Schwensen, to guell the excllemeant, told
the passengers that the vess=l wos aground, H-der-
lek Scehnelder, & passenger, states thut the eaptatn,
replying lo repeatad entreaties to get into one of thie
boats, asked them (o stand alongside, when they
shouled, ““We bave walled long enough.” He told
them 1o pull away a 1ttle and walt, but just then the
vessel sanie,  As she went down, Captaln Schw=nseén
threw up LIS arms and excialmed: *“Oh, God!”
While the Doat was raving about, we saw many peoc-
ple In the water with life-presarvers wrongfully put
on, S0 the lower part of the body was foating while
tha head was under water. The conduct of the sec-
ond boatman on board the steamer, In endeavoring
to save the ladies, was admlirable, and the carpenter
stood by, with a hatchet, threatening to kill any-
body who altempled to rush into the ts. Mary
Clymer says ahie was [n the sume berth as her slster
