naval hoespital fund, $685,00 mttugcnt expanses
of the dapartment and bureaus, S1( : naval
neademy, S1RG,604; support of mnrina (5
882 878 ; naval asylum st Philadelphia, 840,
maulntenance of yards and docks. S«Hu 000 repalrs,
ate , of nuval pands, 8375.000. Total, $14.502,381.
From the tables contalned In the I‘El)oﬂ it will be
seen that the total estimates of the last fiscal year,
including the amount appropriated for deficlencles
of the previous year, wére S17, 465,302, After de-
ducting ceflelencies of 1877 nnd 1878, which were
S4.
