The tax on
the meat privilege, as assessed, is one hun-
dred dollars per annum. By an agreement,
one half was paid and bond given for the
balance, to abide the termination of the ques-
tion. The chancellor refused to dissolve the
injunction prohibiting the city from enforcing
the ordinance, and permits the litigants to
enter a final decree (if consenting thereto),
that the supreme court may finally abjudicate
the questions involved.

COMMERCIAL CONVENTION.

Second Day's Session Address by the
Permanent President, General Fltz- -

hugh Lee Various Matters
Brought np Before the

Conventior.

The Franco-America- n Treaty Improve-
ment of the Mississippi A Connect-

ing Lino of Railway from the
Mississippi to the Pacific,

Etc., Etc.

New Orleans, December 4. The com-
mercial convention was called to order at one
o'clock by Hon. E. D. Holden, of Milwaukee.
The roll of delegates was cal.ed by States.
General Fitzaugh Lee, cf Virginia, perma-
nent president, was escorted ti the chair by
John L. Eubank, of Virginia, and John Ho-ga- n,

of Missouri, and introduced to the con-
vention by the temporary chairman. General
Lee then addressed the convention. The -3

between the time present and time
past wa3 refr-tre-d to peace and war. Now,
the speaker said, thank God he was in New
Orleans, joining with representative men
from all parts of the country, who had as-

sembled together iu pf ace and jiy and love
for the advancement ot tho commerce ot this
great country, then he arrived iu New Or-
leans with a body of a troopers when this
land was divided by civil war. The pall ot
that dark cloud had been removed, and the
great heart of the nation, north and south,
east and west, now beat rebponstve to the
best interests of the whole people of the
United States.

By Mr. Aubrey Texas: Relative to a re-

duction of the tariff.
Mr. J. B. Latiittc, chairman of the com-

mittee of thirty having ia charge the Franco-Americ- an

trade treuty, stated that there ex-

isted no commerical treaty between thi3
country and France; that there was noV an
effort being made to bring about 6uch a trade
treaty, and that for the city of New Orleans
a committee of thirty had the matter in
charge. He stated that delegates had
been appointed by the committee of thirty,
who attended the Franco-America- n trade
convention, which assembled in Paris on
August last, aud had made a report. The re-

port was received, lead and referred to the
committee on commerce.

Seventeen Slates are represented. The
following wai unanimously adopted, with the
exception ot three votes from southern Texas:

Whereas, The commercial interests of
our country imperatively demand as a neces-
sity a competitive hue of railway counejfir--
the waters of the Mississippi river with the
Pacific ocean by the most practicable route
aloag or near the thirty-secon- d parallel
of north longitude; and whereas, in or-

der to secure cheap transportation over said
line, cheap cost ot construction is absolutely
necessary, which can only be secured by such
measures as will secure cheap money upon
the securities of the Texas and Pacific rail-
way company, now seeking to complete its
line on the thit ty-- sf cond parallel as an open
highway, free to all railway business, with its
earnings subject to the regulating power of
congress; a failure ia the proposition of that
company, which clearly shovts that it
has recognized the duty and im-
portance of applying the Le;fc laws of
economy in the commerce of the world, in
its application to congress for national
aid; and whereas, a government fcuarautee
of a low rate of interest on bjnds of the
Texa3 and Pacific railroad company would
seem to afford the most certain s ot ob-

taining the funds necesjaiy to complete this
line; and whereas, what is known as the
Texas and Pacific railway bill new pending
before congress to complete sd line from
Fort Worth, Texas, to San Dia?o, California,
is one which confides m no person or charac-
ter connected with the enterprise but incul-
cates wisdom of a suspicion and jtaloasy cf
those who are to receive the national trust
by its previsions, which have reduced the ap-
plication of the company for government aid
down to thei extremd of harmony with the
interests of the people, government and com-
pany, aud ia bill which seems best adapted
to secure a speedy compii lion of such a line
and to enable the company to obtain moaey
at a low rate of interest; theiefore,

Resolved, That this convention recommend
and urge upon congress to take immediate
favorable action on said bill, to tae cud that
tho Texas Pacific read may Le constructed
at the earliest possible moment, that compe-
tition by an independent competitive, hnu of
railway may be secured, and that the labor-
ing and manufacturing interests of the coun-
try may be simulated.

Second And whereas, competing lines
ncith and south of existing roads are essen-
tial to the welfare of the whole country; be it

Resolved, Teat he aid already granted by
the general government to the Northern
Pacific railway company should not be with-
drawn.
