and dying. ludeed, Mr. Bond was wholly
out of danger when the disease made its
appearance in Brownsville. lie was a candi-

date for congress, in distant cosnlies can-

vassing for the nomination, with every
assurance of success. But he heard his
friends, neighbors and relations crying out
in their great ngocy, and he rushed to death
as to a festival. His stalwart form and
splendid chysioue, a fair mark for the pesti
lecce that " walketh in darkness'' and "the
destruction that wasteth at noonday,
glittered like a star, and was loijg
spicuous aciOB the few,

But he was stricken down, and
gave his liTe, so full cf promise, to serve

his friends. Hi died loyal and faithful,
earnest and laborious, in the very prime of
life, in the viper of his manhood, fall of glo-

rious premise for the future. In private Life

the cardinal virtues were the lamp to his
footsteps. As the colors of the evening
clouds are so corneous and beautiful
that neither the poet nor the painter can
describo or paint their brilliancy and beauty,
so was the character of Lewis Bond, so rich
in fine qualities and in their rar combina
tion?, that words utterly fail to portray them.
He was so endowed by nature, 60 adorned by
art, so affluent ia noble traits so free from
those little aims which disgrace and disfigure
the age in which we live, that he seemed to
belong to another sphere.

Cfalneae Dentistry.
Chamber's Journal: "It is well' known

that the Chinese attribute toothache to the
gnawing of worms, and that thoir dentists
profess to take these worms from decayed
teeth. But how they peiformed this trick,
and so artfully concealed it in the hurry of
daily business, was a secret only recently
solved by a European inquirer. After some
difficulty and delicate negotiation, an iutelli-gent-looki-

native practi'ioner was induced
to hand over tbe implements of his trade, to-
gether with a number of the wormo, itud to
give instructions in tho method ct pro-
cedure. When a patient with toothache ap
plies for relief, it the tooth is soiidlv fixed in
the socket, the gum is separated from it with
a sharp instrument and made to bleed. Du
ring this operation the cheek is held on one
side by a bamboo spatula, both ends of
which are alike, and on the end held in
the band some miaute worms are con
cealed under thin paper pasted to the
spatula. When all is ready this
adroitly turned and inserted in the
mouth, and the paper becoming moistened
is very eaouy torn with the scarp in-
strument Jused for cutting the garnp; the
worms mix with the suliva, aod the dentist
of course, picks them ut with a pair of for
ceps. The patient having ocular demonstra-
tion that the cause of the d'scase has been
removed, has good reason to expect relief,
which, in many cases, would naturally tol- -
low the bleeding of the gum. When tho
pain returns, tho same operation is performed
over again, and a fresh supply of worms fully
accounts tor tue recuriiDir trouble, lhese
worms are manufacture in quantities to suit
the trade, and they are very cleverly done:
still, to carry out trie delusion lully, the den
usta are obliged to keep on hand a taw live
worms to show their patients, exnlaimc?
that most of those taken from the tooth are
killed either by a powder which is often ap
plied, or by the process of removing them
with the forceps. The practice lust described.
it may be added, is reported to when the tooth
is brmly set in the jaw.

aspects of spirit-lif- e. Judaism has grown too
normal, too rational, to give license to visions
and illusions our belief in the immortality
of the soul is too lofty to be dragged down
into the gross conjecture that the soul alter
her redemption from tbe body and the ma-
terial world, will again defile herself by ma-
terialistic manifestations or be ever chained
again to the body. There is eternal life for
tie soul, but no resurrection for the body;
this rational behest of Judaism has guarded
cs against many false delusions and perni-
cious errors. Moreover, we Israelites should
not even make an attempt to lift the curtain
which separates us from the life beyond the
Krave, to speak with arrogant

about the unknown and unknowable
meachtr harpargod, for our faith has taught
os an implicit confidence in the wisdom of
the great Adonoy; we refuse to speculate
upon the state of the soul after death
by confessing our ignorance about
things divine and eternal, which God himself
has concealed from man. No certainty m re-

quired; the probability, the expectation of an
eternal life, suthces to impress us with the
great and momentous truth of immortality.
Oar teacher.Moses.possessed certainly mental
powers and tbe inspirations of a giant mind
as great and sabiime as any mortal; be bad
even seen God face to face, as the biblical
allegory tells ub; yet, in regard to the state
cf atfoiiB B'ter death, he lets it rest where it
belongd withGod;Jand answers our anxious
laqairy, "What knowledge hast thou, man
of Gcni, gained in heaven regarding these
things?" with the consoling asssurance: "Ha- -

nistoroi Udonoy elohenu." These are thicks
wisely hidden by tbe Lord ; to confide it to
film is better ruaa to roriuro our spine wm
mystical subtilities. Tne open things belong
to us at.d our children; there is your life here
00 er.rt.i, w:::ca is aa open reveiauon to you
and your children; use it well and wisely
uatil oa stand at the portals of another
world, where your body cannot enter, ihere
and then, and no sooner, shall the soul re
ceive trom the Divine author of ber be ng.the
subiimetnd heavenly revelation tbatshecould
not havs comprehended or known while in
the K'.-- form and bondage of the body.
lience ie comoaemoratiOD ot tho dead. th
niemonsl service for our departed, is of the
most refiaed nature, and exhibits as its high-
est objsus the siacerest hope in the immor
ta'iity of the soul, a faithful homage to the
virtues of our departed brethren, and a revi-
val of tn covenant of love, which binds us
to the hr.g. By calling back to our memo-
ry now tie names of our departed friends,
let their failings be forgotten; let us only
dwell ot that whicb was amiable in their
character praiseworthy in their conduct and
noble in their actions, so that by honoring
them wealao honor ourselve. Terrible has
been tb3 carnival ot death which the malig-
nant scotrge has held in this city. But vast
and ruatSifieent has also been the self-deni- al

and berohm which it called forth; deep aad
profound has been the sorrow and woe which,
iike poiaiiied arrows, pierced so many human
hearts. Jit, deep and prolonged have also
been the jroodness and nobility of human
character as it was invoked in these
dark hours of trial and sorrow.
Appalirif and heart-rendin- g were the scenes
of su fie nop und despair exhibited in the sad
and sorrtwful experiences of individuals and
families.but glorious and sublime were the
miinit'ebjtions of human love and divine
bumanit which evolved from the great pan-
demic cakmity, and we ought not bury these
b neath the heavy burden ot the former.
Already in ancient Roman author has said:
Tantum tr publieis tnalis sentimus quantum
od privttiis res pertinent "We are only so
tar sensike of public evils as they touch our
private atairs. It is true, and we cannot
deny it. : The dissolution of those personal
ties, of tkoee private relations which bind to-

gether k and kindred into aa intimate and
familiar tnion, gives a most painful shock to
t very fcet, and as they assert themselves
v th great power heighten the terrors and
voes of acalamity just passed. When fam-
ilies whofor years had been living in com-
fort snd peace are suddenly shattered by
i m of their beloved members being fern
from 'h ; when the huai'bnd is torn Irom
the wife, cr man is deprived of the uffextrioa-a- t

oomptoion of his hie, sharing faithfully

with each other the yieiesitudes of life, when
sister is separated from sister, and brother
from brother, plucked like a flower in-th-

bloom of youth; or when the weeping moth-
er is folding in her arms the djing darling of
her soul, giving tbe last bleasing and receiving
the lost adieu, looking for the last time on that
countenance, faded and wanted, surely then
the heart is made to dnnk all the bitterness
of human woe. Yet, amiddt this individual
sorrow, the grandeur and nobility ot death's
victims should not be permitted to go down
to the tiave unnoticed and unemployed, for
such excellency is the messenger of great
moral influence to the living, and death loses
half of its bitterness in the rememhrance of
those peerless qualities of the soul which for-

ever live. " 'Tis true," f xelaitued dying
Hctcr. before the walls of Troy

'Tis true I iwrisb. yet I perish gret;
Yet In a mighty deel I shall ei. Ire:
Let future aes hear It aud adinlie."

And ndmired Hector was, and IIoniT
sings his fame and heroic deeds. Yet, with
all due respect fx fore ancient bproes, real
and mythical, I hold that Hector de-

served it nrt that fc; heroism was
far below the heroism of Hannah Sclialsha,
who, in ihi bloom of 'her youth, surreu!t red
life in tbe iultile f jrt to save that of her
s'sters. Uector was called a hero, because
he defended Troy and slew Palroclus. All
the ancient heroes purchased their tit leu by
bloody contest ty tbe annihilation of human
life; he that possessed most of brutal force,
who wore the heaviest armor, who slew the
most of men, was adored as a hero by tho
ancients. But is such the real bfiro? No.
indeed; far in the background must the
heroes of ancint Greece and Rome now re-

treat, when I speak of the true heroes of the
present; of the sainted martyrs of onr peo-
ple who, invested witb no other armor than
that of their faith in God and mac, came to
the rescue of the sick and tfflicted, to save
lite as long as human power could save, and
I alleviate tbe sorrow of the riHicted wlvn
human help could d3 no more, ur.td tbe
saviours themselves received the fat-- 1 blow
which consigned them to the grave. I once
saw ia an art gillery a faithful copy of the
celebrated Laococn, one of the most famous
works of ancient sculpture. This group of
figures has for its subject the following
cia-si- c legend. Laocoon was a priest of
Apollo, in Troy, who warned his countrymen
against taking into the city the wooden horse,
within whose hollow body a number of
Greeks were concealed to take the city bja
stealth. While doing this, his two children
were attacked by serpents, who fastened
themselves upon their youthful forms. Lio-coo- n

came to the rescue, but while attempt-
ing to free his children from the serpents he
got himself involved in the coils, and thus
perished with those he so dearly loved, and
wbcm he sought to save. All who have ever
stood before this grand work of ancier.t
sculpture, have expressed their great admi-
ration, and Leasiug's genius has immortalized
its grandeur and beauty in a special disser-
tation. But is it not a more real demonstra-
tion of this grand idea, when a young girl,
upon the Eummons of her father, comes to
the rescue of her fever stricken sisters, and,
although informed that she thus rushes into
the arms cf death, would not hesitate a mo-
ment to lay her life upon tbe altar of sisterly
love? She, too, like Laocoon, in tbe
effort to save her two sisters
Fanny and Ida became involved
in the coils of that venomous serpent, yeliow-feve- r

"Those loving one another in life were
not separated in death."- - Samuel ii, 1.
Without detracting a sinele ray of beauty
from ancient art, we could well afford to take
down from the pedestal ot the Laocoon these
mythical figures and placupon it this real
type or this life-li- ke illustration
of modern heroium, and writs beneath it the
beautiful lines of the poet:

" Like three youne olives In snme sylvan scene.
Clad la the Jorrliest garb r summer green;
Were those three sls'.ers. whnse endeatleg love
Has consummation gained In realms anove
As death's whlilwtnd came and swept two away;
uroopmg aioue, me omer couiu not stay."

Even po with our depaited brother, Jacob
Leopold. He, too, was at a safe distance
from death and destruction, but tbe thought
that be might be able to be a messenger of
relief a benevolent an- - ha hands of
Providences did not let him rest, and
while the inherent law of self-pr- e

servation and the love lor fami
ly Jdrove thousands away from the city
love for family and the desire to minister to
the sick, made him go forth from his borne
at Waco, Texas, to enter the lethal regions of
the plague, where

" Death has ten thousand sevenl doors
l or men to make their exits."

and give up for man what God had given
him his lite. ferhaps, many a man had
surmised, that not so much of noble senti
ment and could be found in a
young man ot the present generation, but
such examples teach us that we should not
anticipate a man's conduct, nor judge him
ere his whole course of life is run. Yeshe
koneh olomah beshooh aehas. "Some people
purchase a whole world in a si: gle hour,"
say our I rabbis in the talmud (Abodah S-
ort h). When Epaminondas was asked which
of the three he held ia greatest esteem, Cha- -

bns, Iphicrates or hiinselr, he answered:
You must hist see us die, ere this question

can be settled, for the whole value of life's
activity and usefulness finds it3 real estimate
in death. iever sncuiu we lock
down with disparagement and disdain
upon any human being because of
faults, defects and imperfections which
we bad occasion to notice; one noble deed,
one voluntary good act, may redeem tne
fanlts and vices of the past and vipe them
out forever from the book of life. Brethren,
if it is thus illustrious and great to show
such stoicism and self sacrifice ia behalf of
friends and kindred, how much greater, how
much more illustrious, is it to tender the same
kind offices to all to the rich and tho poor,
to the i ducal ed and the ignorant, to the sin-
ner and to the righteous tj bring the mes-
sage of love and charity to the Geutile and
the Jew, to the fever-stricke- n and the grief- -

stricken. Oh, how glorious and how txalted
must the character of that man be, whD, as
the interpreter of Jewish b; nevolenco and
philanthropy, sits at the bedside ot strangers
as a friend, who as an apostle of Judaism
whispers words of consolation to the tender
child and to the old mac, to the healthy in
body and to the sick at heart, to tbe dyiDg
and to tbe living. A man who coes this,
who builds up, as it were, whole worlds o'
charity out of sympathy to the afflicted,
and then surrenders his lite as tbe
final sacrifice, because be would not
give less than he had, such a man is certain-
ly greater than Laocoon, Hector, Patroclus,
and the whole host of ancient heroes; such a
man certainly deserves that a niche be dedi-
cated to him in the Walhalla of memory, in
the temple of tame; such a man certainly
deserves the name of sainted hero, a mighty
sovereign in the vast empire of philanthropy.
And the man who did all this and more was
an Israelite; a faithful disciple of Judaism, a
member of this congregation, our friend and
brother, Nathan Menken. They tell me he is
dead, but believe it not, my brethren; his
spirit may have taken her flight from the
mortal clay "to pay the debt to nature;"
they may have carried his body to the grave,
but he is not dead, he lives to-da- y in our
midst, in the midst of this assembly, in our
hearts and minds, for whatever makes the
man tbe soul i. e , the thoughts, sentiments
and virtues are yet with us, and live a more
real life than ever before. Montaignp, the
celebrated French sceptic, said : "One gal-
lant action ought not to conclude a man
valiant; if a man was brave indeed, he
would be Always so, and upon all occasions."
Although the maxims of a sceptic are to be
taken with caution, yet this maxim of
Montaigne is certainly a truism. Man
sometimes reveals manliness, courage and
self-deni- al for a period, and then relapses
into habits which are not well calculated to
testify to his bravery and self-contr- He
that wishes to be distinguished by true
heroism, must discipline his character before-
hand, by virtue of self-restrai- self-deni- al

and in all the relations of
life. A true hero must have the courage and
manhood to fight and battle against all the
evils and calamities of man not only against
yellow-feve- r, but agt-ias- t passions base and
low and vices small and great, and be at
work for the welfare of his fellow-me- n at all
times and all occasions.

"All honor, then, to that brave heart.
Though rich or poor he be,

Who struggles wllh bis biserpart;
Who couii'iers and is free.

Ee may wear a hero's crosn,
Or fill a hero's grave;

Tbe world will place his name
Amocgit the bravest of the brave."

Ia reviewing the life of our departed
friend and brother, the revelation is
made that the moral elements oi'
his character were made to revolve around a

power, governing all personal,
sympathetic: aud religious affections, thereby
endowing his whole course of conduct with a
stability and independence, with a refinement
of manners and an evenness of temper, as it
is seldom louud united in one man. Nathan
D. Menken was born in Cincinnati, in 1837.
Bereft of father and mother when only four-
teen years of age, he was thoughtful enough
to perceive that, in order to succeed in life,
he had, above all, to educate himself, so that
by the virtue and power of knowledge he
might open for himself a successful career.
He visited one of the best colleges in Cincin- -
nati, and the instruction received there, com-
bined with his earnest efforts of
laid a broad and lasting foundation for the
further development and education ef his it -
teliect. INeitnc-- r did he neglect to cultivate
his religious sentiment, the fruitful germs tf
which pious parents had laid in his soul dur-

ing the earlier days ot childhood. He then
entered the office of Hsyes & Tyler, attorneys-at-la-

the former now President of the
Uni'ed States, perhaps contemplating at the
time to devote himself altogether to the study
and practice of law. In the meanwhile
the deplorable civil war broke out, and.
animated by patriotic feelings, he entered
tbe Federal army in 1861 as a captain of a
body-guar- d to Generat Pope, and soon be-

came the favorite of his comrades. Wats
should be denounced by every high-mind-

person; wars are a curse to civilization,
and to every nation, but the soldier individu
ally profits in these unfortunate struggles, as
far us discipline, courage and chivalry are
concerned, and these qaalities were undoubt-
edly perfected to a higher degree upon the
battle-fiel- d in the character of our departed
brother, and served him as a prototype to
the heroism that was displayed in later days.
In 1863 he came to this city and identified
himself with every effort and project to make
Memphis a prosperous and flourishing city.
In bis business relations he took as a criterion
the highest standard of integrity and justice
known to business men, and with conscien-
tious care did he work and watch, that the
honor and reputation of his house should not
suffer or be tarnished by any unfair
dealings. In the domestic circle he
was recognized as a devoted husband
aud father, as an affectionate brother,
the spirit of piety and pure affection per-
vaded every member of his family, and hap-
piness reigned supreme because he was the
high-prie- st at the family altar, speaking to
them of the glory of love and teaching them
to be god like in all their actions. N won-
der he was idoliz-i- by the wife, that loved
f.im. chen-he- d by bis children and a.iujira 1

f y his frier !s. Ho bad endowed his home
with such purity aud sanctity that any one
who stepped over its threshold felt its in

fluence, and may have exclaimed "This u
no other but the house of God, and this v
the gate to heaven." If an Israel te or Gen-
tile would have asked me fjt a vnible proo
as to the efiicacy of our faith, anl the per
feeding power of Judaism to make man hap

here on earth, I would have pointed to th'
ome-scen- es of the family of oar depart?'

brother, because there it found the fullest ei
pression. He was one of the most zealots
advocates of Judaism, and one of the mot
active members of this congregation, a reg
lar visitor to the synagogue, and a stauna
friend of the Hebrew Sunday schrx.
As president of our congregation, he labonl
faithfully to elevate lbs position, and ctl
much to foster religious education, in te
efficacy of which he had an implicit fail.
He often told me that he could not comp-hen- d

how parents could be so reekle-- s asO
neglect the religious training of their cbildro.
All tbe happiness and peace of mind whic I
now enjoy, he added, is owing to my rebgus
culture and knowledge; Judaism hes ben
my staff of life, up:n which I euppoited ty-ee- if

h tvo so freely and so often and openly e
pressed my feelings toward him during hi--,

life, and since bis untimely death, that I im-

agine you would have no difficulty in deter
mining who I meant, even wero I to men-
tion no name. Nearly ever since the termi-
nation of the late unhappy and unnatural wer
l cave known Uaptam Menken, ana tcougn
we wore uniforms of opposite colors, aod
occupied opposite positions in the two
armies while the war continued, yot I never
knew bim by one word or act to refer to that
unhappy period in any way to wound in the
slightest degree the feelings of
the most. sensitive follower of
the 'Lost Cause. Oa the contrary,
going about relieving distress and doing
good wherever he could find subj.c's and op-

portunity, and not waiting for tbem to be
hunted tor. or brought to him. In this nohle
work be fell a martyr, a grand, gclden type
of the highest, purest, specimrns of humanity
and cf manhood. I know not what your
faith may be in this respect, but mine i3 that
our friend was enabled to repeat feelingly
in the dark hour, the beautiful Unguage of
the Psalmist: 'Though I walk through the
valley and shadow of death, I will fear no
evil, for Thy rod and Thy staff they comfort
m,' and that he is now at rest in the heav-
enly Canaan. May the God of Abraham, cf

and of Jacob, bless and comfort tbe
widow and orphan children of

our departed friend, and may they enumer- -
fi-- his many virtues, and in the remem-b'anc- e

of them find consolation in their deep
affliction; And may his bright examples of
lite bo treasured and followed by bis surviv-
ing brethren of your (Synagogue, and his very
death be blessed end sanctified to them all
for their temporal and eternal good."
Thus speaks the Gentile of th'3 virtues of
the Jew, paying a voluntary tribute to the
excellency of Jawish character as it is in the
Jew, and thereby paying also a tribute to tbe
efficacy snd power of the Jewish faith. The
departure of our brother from the laud of the
living is, indeed, a severe loss to this com-
munity; the crown has fallen from o'ur
heads, and our expressions cf grief are just
and timely. But, then, there is at b ast con-
solation in the thought that he has lived a
noble life, and died a noble death. When
Xenophon was once sacriflcing with a crown
upon his head, a messenger brought him the
news that his son Gryllus had been slain in
the battle of Mantmea. Xenophon, in the
paroxysm of his grief, took the crown from
his head, and threw it to the ground. But,
when a second . messenger told him how
bravely and valiantly his son had fought, how
he had repelled the enemy while bleeding
from many jjwou.nds, be placed again the
crown upon his head, and wept no
more. Even so, brethren, has the crown
of a glorious life not fallen
from our heads by the death cf a
man like Nathan Meuken; it will remain in
its elevated position, and adorn us until our
hearts cease to beat. Ye, too, my brethren,
members of the congregation Lieth El Emeth,
have sustained a great loss, inflicted by the
malignant foe ol the late calamity. Your
spiritual leader, Rev. Dr. Ferdinand Saruer,
has been removed from his useful ephere as
religious teacher to the spheres of the life
beyond the grave. You have been deprived
of your spiritual friend and guide, who loved
you well, and who with never-ceasin- pa-
tience and fidelity taught you the sublime
lessons of morality, benevolence and love.
He sleeps in the dui, yet his hee.rt is awake.
He has left you as a legacy his teachings and
hia ucbie example, for there never lived a
purer man than Dr. Sarner; not one of you-coul-

rise in this assembly and charge a sin-
gle vice, aye, the smallest vice upon his char-
acter. He was a nobleman, a scholar withal,
and there was a depth of sentiment
within the recesses of. hia heart,
which prompted him to renounce com-
fort and ease ' for the sake of those he
loved. He was deeply attached to his family,
to his wite and child. When some time ano
I impressed his mind with thu necessity to
take a vacation for himself, he answered us:
"I would like to do it, dear colleague, but I
cannot bear ev;n a temporary separation from
my child nafhln keshuroh benaftthoh my
soul is riveted to hers." 'lheo beautiful
qualities and ti e pristine purity of character
in the life of your departed teacher should be
a noble example to you all. beneca, the Ro-m- au

philosopher, said to his friends iu tbe
agonies of death: "Since I cannot leave you
auy other acknowledgment of the obliga
tions I have to you, 1 leave you the best
thing I have, samely, tbe imat;e of my lite
and manners, which I entreat you to keep iu
memory of me; that so doing you
may acquire glory." Even so, friends and
brethren, let us not lose a particle of
human virtue, of human goodness, of moral
excellency, and, above all, lets not so much
love be lest in the grave. From the sepul-
chre from the tombs of the departed I
hear a Bath-K- ol speaking unto us:

trire, ye mortal, to the living tenat you
cannot any more give to the dead.1' Vain are
the outbreaks ot grief useless the violence
of lamentations; the dead can no more re-

ceive the tokens of love; the father can no
more hear the taituful promise ot bis chil
dren; the husband cannot behold the affec
tionate look of his wife, and the friend can
no more receive pledges of devotioa. Love
is the principle of life, and, as such, let us
bestow it upon tho living upou the orphan
and the widow; let it stream from tbe heart
ot the widowed mother into the hearts of the
children lrom the hearts of the children
into the hearts of their sisters and brothers.
I beseech you, bury not so much precious
love in the graves of the departed, but let it
live as a vital force in the relations of the
living-- . But, more than all, I recommend to
ynu to take care among yourselves not to
offend each othor; suffer no har. h
sounds to disturb your domestic felicity. It
is an idle thing to boner the dead if we have
not honored them alive; it is suocrstition to
speak nobly of the departed whilst we slan-
dered them tor years previous to their death ;
it is tolly to give to the dead what we can
only give to the living. An Italian rabbi,
Iraanuel, of Fertno, says: Achrai mos hedo-shi- m

emor "after death many are made
saints," who were far from beirg such during
lite, and many are exalted and praised after
death, whilst during life society oppressed
and ignored them, though they deserved well
during life what was given them alter death.
Ibis ought not to be, brethren. .Life is but
shoit, aud we ought to make it as cheerful
to others as to ourselves. It you are a hus
band and father, deal gently with thy wife
and wisely with thy children. Enter not thy
home with a clouded countenance and ill hu-
mor; bear with her faults, and those of "thy
children, kindly and With patience, for be-

hold, they are near you in perfect
health. Dost thou know thai it will
be so Hr;nce, my brother, give
to the living what thou wouldst not be able
to givo to the dead. And you, my sister,
wbo has not tasted the cup ot bereavement,
when thy children annoy you with their
manifold wants, when cares multiply, when
thou art tempted to forget affection aod love
in the of momentary passion, then
think how wretched, how unhappy the loss
of husband or child would make you, and I
am sure thou wilt have patience aud give to
the living to-da- y what thou canst not givo to
the deid et ttt Wtmj
lo exclaim as David did: "Wou'd to God 1
had died instead of thee." And if yon all.
my bereaved friends, have listened to the
voices we have heard as the echoes of your
departed ones, you will understand fully the
solemnity and meaning of this celebration.
You will comprehend better the problems of
life and death, and understanding them, you
will know how to live and to die. Pain
and sorrow in the bereaved heart will be
lessened, death will lose its terrible
meaning, we will not fear its coming, though
we Bhall avoid a reckless challenge. With
love to God and man, we will observe the
behests of religion and morality, so as to be
prepared fulty to meet our lather in heaven;
and invested with the consciousness of
having spent a true and useful life, we will
look forward with confidence to our final
dissolution, and greet it as Agag did, with
the words. " Indeed, the bitterness of death
has been taken away."

London Telegraph: "By the announce
ment which Mr. Norman Lockyer has just
made to the Paris academy of science, to the
effect that he believes he has succeeded in re
alizing Faraday s famous prophecy witn re-

gard to reducing the chemical ele
ments to air, tha prospect oi anouier granu
discovery is added to the series Ot extraor-
dinary fact which have marked the scientific
aonals of the present year. M. Dumas, the
venerable aad accompusnea t rencu cuemisi,
w:u the medium through which Mr. Lockyer
conveyed these startling tidings. The sixty
odd elements, ot which, according to the

now in use, an terrestrial mat-
ter is composed, are in reality, it is said, not
elementary, but compound bodies. Science
has been deceiving itselt with mere protean
combinations of one e. Instead
of sixty or seventy elements, the number
may be even less than the traditional tour
earth, air, fire and water which held 60 long
a sway, fioni the Aristotelian perid until the
days of Itobert Boyle. Ia making tbe com- -

mumcation to the 1 aris academy, ai. ujmas
added that the conclusion reached by Air.
Lockyer was the result of three years as
siduous reseaich. Conscious of its extraordi
nary character, and of the entirely new as
pect which the discovery will give to
chemical science, Mr. Lockyer states that ho
will bend photographs and other details.
which the academy will rightly look for with
suspended belief. In the meanwhile our dis-
tinguished savant has no hesitation in public- -
iv disclosing the specific character ot his dis
covery, which has been accomplished by the
nee of that most potent and magical oi nioa-e-

instruments of analysis, the spectroscope
Tne honor of achievina a prodieious analyti-
rsl Ruccesa. which, if verified, must ever be
memnrahle in the history of molecular phys
ics, has for some years past been an object of
strenuous rivalry among a lew ot our leading
scientific workers. The eventual dissociation
of the d elements was confidently con
templated by Faraday nearly thirty years ago.
aud it i not too much to say that tne expec
tutions entertained ty that eminent mao gave
a stimulus for wor lu the laboratory wnicn
has never been lost bv those who were privi
led to be learners cr fellow-labore- rs with
bmi. Since Faraday's time the whole ques
tion of the physical constitution ot the uni
verse, and especially the particular manner
iu which creative power may have grad
ually elaborated tha present ccsmical or
der of things, baa investigated with
a zfifefc and, it may be added, wita facil-

ities for discovery, which have lent a
greatly increased interest and importance to
inquiries into the elementary and primal forms
of matter. Theappareutly be-

lief that the heavens afford to the view ot the
the process of world-makin- g in

its various stages, has done much of late years
ti encourage the particular branch ot research
which now seems to be yielding such extraor-
dinary and valuable result. Mr. Lockyer
believes that, ia epite of the multiform aspects
of the world in which we live, there is but
one form of matter which is truly elementary.
The primal element is presented to us in the
shape of hydrogen. It is not a little remark-abb- ;

that the nature of hydrogen should bavo
bsen a to which the leading French
cbe.oii.tj bavo recently been devoting
their energies. It is now well known, thanks
to M. Pickett and his French colleagues, that
hydrogen, in its gaseous form, can be,
and has been, reduced to a liquid condition.

Paris. November 16. The attack lrade
recently on the republican party by M. Paul
de Cassagnac in the chamber of deputies,
are still the chief subject of comment through-
out the city. There is indeed something
chivalrous in the character of M. ;e Casag-ca- c.

He says outrageous things acd showers
personalities on his foes, but he has a rude
sense of fair pley. He has fought sixteen
duels, but has never killed his adversary or
given a foul thrust. Thus, with his speeches
aad newspaper articlei, hia secret ambition
has fx11 to call out all the republican
celebrities one by one, and to silence
their tongues by puncturing their bodies.
He once challenged M. Gambetta, but
failed to draw out that statesman.
Oa one occasion he informed tbe as-

tonished M. de Marcere, a grave and discreet
man, who could scarcely wield an umbrella
for offensive purposes, that he was ready to
meet bim on his own terms, when and how
he might please. The only case in which he
really backed out ofa duel was the other day,
when defied by Dr. Clemenceau, one of the
members for Paris. But this gentleman is
left-hande- and one of the most expert
swordsmen in France, so that M. de CassaE-ria- c

affected to treat his cartel as an "attempt
at assassination." "If you will tight with
your right hand," said he, "I will tight with
my left, and we shall mti.t on equal terms;
but I am not going tottand upngv.nst a man
wbo has gone into training tj kuj me." It
would have been a pity if .VI Paul de Cas-sagn- ac

had been slain by Dr. Clemenceau, for
the republican party coald ill nfi'iid to lose
sach an opponent. Without M. de. Oassagnac's
virulent 6tories, the debates ct Versailles
would not only havobcen painfully lame, but
ths republican party might have become
dangerously dieumfed. No sooner was the
present session ope.ied, than s-- . iua disparag-
ing remarks about the marshal haying fallen
from a radical'a lips, a conservative inter-
posed to play the p,ut which devo'ves upon
conservatives in all countries that ot stand-
ing up for constituted authorities. Up
jumps M. de Cassagnac, and shouts: "There
is nothing in common between the marshal
acd us since this perjury." A deputy who
could express such a sentiment as this is as
valuable an ally as the radicals could possibly
wish lor. To another conservative member
ha shouted: "As for you, sir, you were once
aa official candidate of tbe empire, aad I
have nothing.to say to a turncoat." l'o a
third oue, wra complained of hia unparlia-
mentary language, M. Cassagnac replied:
"Well, 1 am trying to adapt my ianguage to
your comprehension." Next came the turu
of M. Marion, a liberal, rather renowned for
his elegance of attire. He cried
on; to M. Cassagnac: "Come to the
foin will you?" and the amiabte
rep:y was: ." Don't be impatient, I have
some documents which concern you among
these papers, and when I have made known
a few of your antecedents, you will rather
wish l had let ycu go unnoticed. lhen up
started M. Albert JoSy, witb bis fbts pointed
at M. de Caassignac: " You are a disgrace
lo this house!" " How much did the Pius
fian government pay you to support the com-
mune?" retorts M. de Cassaucac; and M.
Joly, who is a rich land-owne- r, and has con-
sequently sound reasons for net being a com-
munist, had to be comforted with kind
words before his deadly wrath could be
appeased. A sentleman who is very inti
mate with M. Cassagnac wasjte'.ling me the
other day that shortly alter rant de Cas-
sagnac fought Henri Rochefort in a duel,
some few years ago, he fought h's own
cousin. who did til that be
could to kill the imperialist champion. Alter
having been touched four timps in the face,
Lissaogaray lost his head, aud flung himself
oa the 6wotd of his adversary.

M. de Cassagnac, who
refused a sec3nd meeting in the
following terms: "Since I fought with you,
and left vou riddled hke a strainer in the gar-
den at Vesinet.

The national lottery which is about to be
drawn may yet prove a "debauch," as some
French papers were pleased to call it. The
lottery was started with the object, on the
one band, of securing a few purchases for
txhibition, and, on the other, of raising
money to enable workmen in the country to
come to Paris and visit the exhibition. Oul
million tickets of one franc each were issued,
this being about the number that would
probably be disposed of. Afterward a second
raillion was added, then a third, and so on.
Acd cow, the twelfth million is about to be
issued, so that the application of the word
"debauch" is pretty well merited. Ther is a
perfect ticket lamiue in the country. Not a
fourth part of the demand can be supplied,
and the provincial papers are loud in their
complaints thit Paris is again absorbiDg every-
thing. Only a part cf the programme can be
ealized viz: that relating to purchases from

ttie exhibitors and their distribution by draw-
ings. As regards the visits of provincial
workmen to the exhibition, much of the
money is coming in just when it is closing,
end most ot them will have to imagine what
have been its bygone splendors. A surplus of
one million fraoks is consequently expected.
which is to be devoted to the creation of an
iaduitrial museum. But the moral of the
1 :sson is not in the purchase of objects which
will distribute seven or eight millions among
the exhibitors, nor is it in the visits of work-
men to Paris; it is in the clamor for tickets
aad the extraordinary attraction which games
of chance has for tbe French people. When
oae thinks there are only thirty-si- x million ia- -

in r rancs, some idea ot the extent
cf this lottery mania may be formed. It
perfectly represents the tendency of the
national character, that thirst tor excite-
ment, which explains mauy vacillations
and contradictions. But the rage for the
tickets is more surprising when one con-
siders the absurd character of a number of
the articles which are to be drawn. Among
the valuable objects tha lucky winner may,
for instance, find himself the possessor of are
aa iron gate, a locomotive team engine, a
smith's bellows, an anvil, a bsxrel of salted
cxl, one hundred thousand nins, a live mon-
key, a fixed cannon, twelve dozen fatee nosv,
b plow, fifty packages of mustard, etc.
Really the lottery mania must have become
quite exciting when people are mad to get an
iron gate or a barrel of salted cod.
