colored, C2.121 toUl, llt3,2JJ, against
white., 46,4-14- ; colored, 55,952 total, 102,-'3-

for last year. It will thus be noticed
that Ihe increase of white pupils i 7071, and
colored 61j!)ictal increase, 13,813. It is

remarkable that, under a Demo-

cratic administration, not only has there b?r n
this large increase of colored pupils, but out
ot a heavy school-tax- , levied by a Democratic
whit-- ! legislature, the negroes had the bvnejit
of deeitlnHy wore than half. The total num-

ber of teachers employed is 3117, an increase
of 44'J over last year. There are 2091 white
teachers and 1026 colored teachers, ehowing
that white teachers' are largely employed in
teaching colored children, and it may be as
well to say that out of the whole number of
3117 teachers, white and colored, only 49 are
northerners. The average monthly wages
paid to male teachers is $121 CO, and to female
teachers 70. This great disparity is due
iu a great measure to the fact that most cf
the superintendents and teachers of high
grade are men; but the fact still remains
that the wages of the female teachers are
disgracefully small if they are as competent
as the male teachers, and do as good work.

Boston dipa!ch to the New York Times,
December lWi: "Wesley W. Gary has
taken a most important step with his mag-
netic motor, aud row is prepared to present
it in connectio a with that invention, which
is attracting so much attention in the eld as
well as the new country the electric light.
IL is believed that he has solved the problem
which so many are patiently studying, and
that wita his i-- ppiiance the obstacles in the
way of the popular introduction of the elec-
tric light tan be entirely oveiome. Know-
ing that he had been for some days and
nights experimenting in this direction, and
was making rapid iirogres?, I called upon
bim this forenoon, and found bis work com-
plete, bis apparatus perfected, and himself
prepared tf demonstrate what he could do,
and to trite clearly and frankly what he
claims for it is one of Mr. Gary's strong
points that he makes no secret of his discov-

eries and the wav he has reached them, or of
the principle of his inventions, allowing
them to appear before the public on their
own merits, only protecting himself by the
declaration cf his claims, and by the proper
application at the patent office. As is now
well known the trreatest obstacles in the way
ot the substitution of the electric light for gas
is the cost and expense of power for produc-
ing, it being largely in excess of tho cost of
the latter.

Ihe power required to change the
position tiepecda on the distance the iron
moves; the amount of oa the
speed. This model,' directing attention to
the r.ew work upon bis table, 'is ot a ma-
chine I have contrived to change the polarity
with lebs ot power, for the reasou
that the iron moves a le.s distance. This,
as you see, is a compound permanent mag-
net, with a piece ot iron coded with wire at-
tached to a lever, pivoted la the center, aud
adjusted so as to move ever the neutral line;
and it is so balanced that you can blov it
over with your breath,' nnA this was prac
ticajly demonstrated. 'You see that every
time it passes the lino it produces a spark,
aud moves an eighth of an inch. One movo
ment over the hue and bactt produces spark
precisely as does oiiu revolution of the iron
in the old way. The d eference in the power
required is the difference in the distance the
iron move3 to make the same number of
changes.' 'Your new invention, then, is sim-
ply a practical application of the prin-
ciple, which you have discovered, of the
existence of tne neutral iine, at the
point of the magnetic field where the polari-
ty change, and which ir antagonistic to the
heretofore universally accepted theory that
magnetism is a static force ?'

A UETIBED GtSTLEJIAX.'

CcrlouaTale or Harder aid Robbery
Livloc la Unlet and Hnbnttlocby Borslarlrsj--HI Final

C'Bptnre.

Sheffield Telegraph: We are glad to be
able to lay before our readers the following
interesting particulars of the career ot
Charles Peace, the Peckhara burglar, since
the murder of Mr. Arthur Dyson, at Banner-croi- s,

on the night of the twenty-nint- h of
November, 1876. Hu career in this life, it
is said, was closed, for he had made away
with himself. Hut Peace was not such a fool
as that, for he had no sooner finished the
murder than he took to bis old game of bur-
glary, a vocation which appears to have had
a curious attraction tor him. Subsequent
events prove that Peace went to Hull, and
there replaced his waning funds by break-
ing into a gentleman's house, from
which be extracted a large quantity
of piate and valuable jewelry. From thence,
after realizing on his spoil, he repaired to
Nottingham, where a near relative resides,
and with her he took up bis quarters. Al-
though it was well known that there was a
heavy reward offered for his apprehension,
it did not seem that any of his relative? con-
sidered it advisable to state who was in the
midst of them. After effecting a very clever
warehouse robbery, in which silk goods were
the principal booty, Peace appears to have
then considered that his proximity to Shef-
field was dangerous, and he again changed
his abode. Thus it will bo seen that the
Sheffield authorities were correct when they
stated that tbey had traced the man to Hull,
but there had lost sight of him. It was be-
lieved he had escaped to the continent. But
not so; the fox had 'doubled,' and in the
midland counties, with Nottingham for his
center, was continuing his depredations.

GOES UP TO LONDON.

On reaching London, some, four or five
months after the murder, he was not very
well off for money, and he took up bis resi-
dence in Lambeth. The polics in charge of
akernulnVfnesta
were committed in the district. There was
scarcely a niht passed but a burglary was
announced, and in as even a succession the
statement followed that the thieves had not
been caught. The value of the booty thus
secured was exceedingly great, and the
thieves, for they were "then believed to be a
gang, were said to be well rewarded for
their audacity. But the place appears to
have become too hot for him, and he then
removed to Greenwich, where be occupied a
beautiful house and commenced to furnish
it in a most expensive manner. Whatever
Peace failed in it was not in the want of

and the belief that he could
pass through society as a gentleman.
Though he had repulsive features heappears to have had winning ways in the
eyes of some, for he cow appears to haye de-
cided on engaging a lady to share bis im-
proving fortunes. Th;s "lady" may, per-
haps, figure elsewhere shortly, and her name
will then be found in the police record. But
the establishment could not be kept up with-
out ''means," and again came the last re-
sort. Peace had described himself to the
sphere of reapeutable neighbors, amoog
whom he now moved aa a "gentleman ot inde-
pendent meanB," and he was looked up t as
one who had done well m tho wotld. Bat
there were more burglaries in the neighbor-
hood, and Greenwich became almost s
noted for these classes of depredations as
Limbeth had heaa. but there was this

pie of Lambeth dare only report their tro-'aie- s j

u the police, and were not allowed the
privilege of complaining m the dai ies. the
Greenwich "whitebaits" would not sit down
so calmly with thi disgraceful etale of
inings.

AT GREENWICH.
Night after nitrht the houses of lead mar

residents in that locality were broken open,
and qualities of plate, jewelry and valuables
of that description were stolen. The "gang"
who did it were evidently good judges, and
selected very carefully before removing any-
thing. Then the police became indignant,
the public blamed the police, leUers to edi-
tors were freely penned, but still the depre-
dations continued. Then came a lull. Peace,
the single-hande- d perpetrator of all these
daring robberi3, had taken time to consider,
and had dett.ied to again change his resi-
dence. But he had grown in riches as a re-
sult of his past six months robberies, and he
decided on taking a better house, one with a
more substantial look of respectability about
it, so he went to Peckham, and not being sat-
isfied with one lady as his "housekeeper," he
changed his lancy along with his circum-
stances, and adopted another lady in his fam-
ily as a companion to the first. He was now
possessed of a good bouse, two matrons and a
servant, but in addition to that he determined
on refurnishing his home. This "borne" at
a5rj8oce,.arriur''fticP fJFwinj;-roomwa8aTu- v ot
walnut, worth fifty or sixty guineas, a Turkey
carpet, mirrors, and all tho etceteras which
are considered necessary in the house of a
gentleman . iu his position. , Upon the b juu j
piano was an inlaid Spanish guitar worth
about thirty guineas the result of some .

countess. His "sitting-room- " was a "model
of comfort; there was not a side-tabl- e miss- -
ing where it appeared requisite.

CAUGHT AT LAST.
The police were again on the alert, but of

no use; tne public press called attention to
this abominable state of things, householders
lost their goods and Charles Peace prospered.
He added to his earthly store cf wealth and
furniture. Peace had always loved "a bit of
music." Even in hi less popular days he had
bought a wooden canary which could sing a
song. And as the residents of Peckham won-
dered why, in addition to the robberies of
plate and jewels from their abodes, there was
also sura to be a good Sddle missing if it bad
been near the plate, yet the store of musical
instruments in Peace's dwelling gradually
and more surely increased. At length he
had so many musical instruments that his new
sanctum would not hold them, and be was
obliged to ask a neighbor to place a few in her
house. He was considered, as said above, to
be a ''gentleman of independent means,"
and, as he never played anything but sacred
music, his request was most cordially agreed
to. But there is an end to all good things.
The jar gees to the well once too often.

A TERRIBLE FIGHT.
On Wednesday night Mr. Peace was en-

gaged for a full hour in a musical perform-
ance. He p:ayed a violin (since owned as a
remnant of a Blackheath robbery), one of
his housekeepers was singing, and the other
accomoanying on the piano, The air was,
I am Cominy, and the result proved so. Oa
that evening Peace repaired to the mansion
of Mr. James Alexander Burncs, in St.
James Park, Blackheath, and while endeav-
oring to add to his own riches, was unfor-
tunately, in bis own opinion, observed by
a constable on duty named Robinson. Sub-
sequently this officer was shot by the prisoner,
and this is how it took place: Oa finding
that he was discovered. Peace rushed into
the garden and fired four shots at Robinson ;
then, with a fearful oath, after taking de-
liberate aim, tired a fifth. The shots were
fired from f.n American revolver of the new-
est make. The filth struck the constable in
the left arm above the shoulder, carried some
cloth with it right through the flosh, grazed
the bone, and then, passing out, went
thiough a gentleman's drawing-roo- win-
dow, and, after rebounding on the wall, fell on
the floor. But Hobiason, though irjured, seized
the man, and, after a desperate struggle,
threw the fellow to the ground. A fight
took place, and the burglar attempted to
draw a sheath-knif- e which was in his pocket,
but the officer, though severely wounded,
did not lose his presence of mind, and gave
his prisoner a few taps on the head by way
of a sedative. Yvrhen examined it was found
that the fellow carried a revolver,
and that the weapon was strapped to his
wrist. Oa being charged with the offmse,
the prisoner refused to give any name or ad-
dress, and, as his face was stained with wal-
nut juice, he was mistaken at the time for a
mulatto.

A SHORT 6HRXFT.
The constable, Robinson, has since re-

ceived medical aid, and ia now progressing
favorably toward recovery. Inspector Bon-ne- y,

of the R Division in London, com-
menced making inquiries as to what the
new and most desperate prisoner could be.
and what was his name; 'John Ward,'
which the prisoner asserted was bis cogno-
men, somehow did not appear satisfactory.
At this time, it must be remembered, there
was no suspicion that the man was anything
but a burglar, and to prove his guilt as such
was the effort of the officer. To find out his
name was very difficult, but after a fort-
night's search Bonney discovered tbat tho
prisoner was a 'respectable gentleman," who,
at Lambeth, Greenwich and Peckham had
passed as 'Mr. Johnson.' The last residence
of this Mr. Johnson, otherwise Peace, was at
No. 5 East Terrace, Evelina road, Peckham,
a most respectable neighborhood, the house
a really comfortable one, and a good garden
in front. The inspector prosecuted his in
quiries, and lound thirty-tw- o pawn-ticket- s

in the dwelling. These ticket mostly re-
lated to property stolen from houses in
Greenwich and Blackheath, namely, silver
and gold plate, together with jewelry. The
goods had been pawned by one of Peace's
'lady assistants under the obh"ains name of
'Thompson,' and hava been recognized by

those who hava 14 them. Peace has been
identified in Newate as the murderer ot
Mr. Dyson.
