THE MURDER OF DIAMOND BESSIE.
Tho circumstances attending the killing of

Annie Moore, or "Diamond liessic," as she
was aiot (f nerally called, were extremely
brutal. The tfirl.who was about twenty years
of ave and rather pretty, bad aite a pa"0
fir UwTnonJs homo the solrijet "Diamond
Bessie." She wai a "sportinsf woman-,- " and

Where he first met her is not knywn. but she
cvae ti this c ty with liira on a fcatm-- r from
New Orleans in the spring of 1376, she pawn-
ing her baifage to tho captain on the arrival
of the bout here for the fare of the two. Sne
had bouia diamonds with her, which she soon
afp-rwa- rj deposited with Oilniora, Duulap

her there, and the pair used to quarrel fre-

Before leaving Chicago,
She told the landlady of the house where she
stayed, that Rothschild had offered to
marry her, but the woman warned her
that it wai only her diamonds he wanted,

Within
fiity feet were found the beer-bottl- e, pickle
bottle and the p vper m which the lunch had
beu carried, with remnants of chickeu, crusts
of bread and cake, und various other dtbris
of the repat which they hud evidently eaten
together, scattered arouud. lhe body was
taken up, and, after bing photographed and
a description of it taken, waa placed in a
metallic case, subscribed Kr by the citizens,
and buned.

HOW IT CAME OUT.

Kottichild returned to this city and went
about bis business as usual, acting in much
the same manner as he formerly did, visiting
sportine hou-e- s aed places of amusement,
although he seemed to be nervous and tici-orou-

He was re-
moved to his hom', and it was at first thought
his wound would b fatal. In the meantime,
the body.of poor "Diamond liessie" had been
found, and inquiries having been set on
foot by the Texan authorities, suspicion
pointed toward Kotusebild, who was placed
under police surveillance at hi? home, anil on
his recovering sulh. ientiy to be moved, and
alter he had been id. ntili-- ' I by parties trom
Texas as the man last seeu in company with
the murdered woman, he was removed to the
City hospital, and from thence, on his recove-
r-, to Texas cn a requisition from the gov-
ernor of tuit State. IJis case has dragged
alonir through the Texas courts ever since, no
expense being spared in Rothschild's defense,
and the result is unnounced above.

ONE OF CLAY'S CLIEKTS.

A Cook in a Restaurant Who Das an
Interesting .Reminiscence. -

Chicago Journal: "There is employed in
a restaurant in this city, in the capacity of
a cook, a man named Louis Octaviua Woods.
He is a Kentuckian by birth and an octoroon
by blood. He is so very nearly white that
a person would nave considerable trouble in
pronouncing him other than a white man.
In 1843 he killed a white man in self-defen-

was tried, defended by Henry Clay and ac
quitted. A reporter called at 162 South Clark
street, where Mr. Woods is employed, and
obtained the following particulars of the
effair: The dav that the killimr occurred,
Woods was standing in front cf the house of
William Emmerson, a prominent citizen of
Winchester. Clark county, .Kentucky, when
a noted character named Charles Tanks,
happened alone, under the influence of liq
uor, and thought he would have some 'fun.'
Drawing a bowie-knif- e, he made for Woods,

j.bbing him once in the forehead, once in
and again in the body. He was

a"u strike again, when Woods suddenly
picked u. a stick of wood and dealt his as-
sailant a biw that killed bim instantly. As
soon as it become known that a 'nigger had
killed a wuitt. man, a large crowd assembled,
and Mr. Woods ayR there is no doubt that
they intended to kilt him. He took refuge in
Emmerson's barn, wherthe field-hand- s and
the ladies of the house defended, him until he
was safely removed to jail. Here another at-
tempt was made to lynch him, but it was not
successful. Woods at this time was a very
young man, was free, and had borne a good
character.. But the tide of public opinion in
a slave State was strong against him. Henry
Clay was then making an onslaught on old
customs that were tainted with barbarity,
and to him the old father of Woods appealed
for aid. Mr. Clay, with the generonty which
was characteristic of him, responded at once.
The case was taken before the grand jury, a
bill fouLd egainet the prisoner, and in six
weeks the trial came oft. Mr. Clay had to
contend against popular prejudice, that was
bitter in the town whore the killing occurred,
at a tkue when a colored man had no rights
that a white man, however brutal and de-

praved, was required to respect. He never-
theless decided to fight it out there. The
point was at issue whether a colored man did
net have as good a right to defend his life as
a white man. In defense of his theory that
he had, Mr. Clay made one of the most pow
erful speeches ot his life, and the jury re
turned a verdict acquitting Woods without
leaving their seats, lhat was thirty-fiv- e

years ago. Siiice that time Mr. Woods has
grown to be an old man. He has always
borne a good character, and is a quiet and
peaceable citizen. He says he has only been
in Winchester twice since the affair occurred;
then he did not tarry very long, as the people
were still disposed to make it hot for him.
