London, January 5. The striking em-
ployes at all points on the Midland railway
remain very firm. The company is ruling
their places with porters and others, but it is
currently reported at Nottingham that the
drivers will strike en masse if incompetent
persons are engaged. It is said that the
drivers will hold a meeting at Nottingham
on Monday. The pointsmen also threaten to
strike.

It is believed that the liabilities of the
Cornish bank are over one million pounds
sterling. Some say the bank can pay in full,
but it seems to be the more general cpinion
that this is impossible in tbe present state of
mining enterprise. It is believed that the
mines of western Cornwall alone owe the
bank one hundred thousand pounds, the call-
ing in of which would have a most disastrous
effect on West Cornwall.

A dispatch fiotn Constantinople .says
Suleiman Pasha's appeal Las been rejected.
He bas been degraded and exiled for lite
and now appeals to the sa tia for pardon,
tialvet Pasba, new ambassador to Paris, has
asked the sultan to be allowed to remtia in
Constantinople, and is authorized to postpone
his departure. It is possible tbat another
ambassador may be appoint' d. It is stated
tbat the Montenegrins intend to forcibly
enter Podgoritza without awaiting the arri-
val of tbe Turkish commi.-sioa'T- s at Scu'ari.
The Porte has informed Prince Looanorf that
it has absolutely resolved to surrender Pod-
goritza. If the commissioners fail to per-
suade the inhabitants, it will withdraw
Turkish troops and functionaries. Prince
Lobancff has replied that the surrender of
Poduoritza will accehrate the evacuation of
Tuikisti territory by the Russians.

A correspondent at Beiun states that the
tariff commission have received a notification
from Bismarck that he has not abandoned
his tobacco monopol y scheme. The federal
representatives ot Bavaria, Saxony. Biiden,
Brunswick, ot the bouse towns, are particu
larly guarded against committing themselves
to the approval ot tho cbanceliur a letter.
Tbe commission have been instructed to con
aider the advisability of imposing more than
thei ordinary increase ou tobacco, petroleum.

Safe In the tiovernment Printing
Office Kobbed In Open Uayllsbt

A Bold Jtobbery Adroitly
Plannrd and Success-foll- y

Kxeented.

Washington rost, 21: "Perhaps tne neat
est and most professional lob which has been
exixuted by thieves in the city for some time
was tbe robbery of eight thousand tour hun
dred dollars from the safe at the government
printing omce yesisrday. lhe history of the
operation from its inception to the successful
close, as related last night to a Post reporter
by Mr. Jobn Larcombe, the disbursing clerk.
who has occupied the position since the office
was organized, in 1861, is to the following
etiect: Mr. Larcombe s room is situated on
the second floor, and is the firct reached after
ascending the stairs from the Isorth Capitol
street entrance. It is occupied by the dis-
bursing officer of the bureau exclusively, al
though from its situation and the way in
which tbe doors are arranged, the southwest
corner of it is nsed as a common passage to
tbe chief clerk's room adjoining, in which
seven clerks and a messenger are empiuved.
The room is never locked except during the
time when the money is being placed in en
velopes to pay off with. It was built off by
Mr. Clapp, when congressional printer,
for if b present occupation. No money is paid
out here except to employes and for small
matters, all contractors getting certificates
tor material furnished, which are cashed a'
tbe United States treasury. A young man
made his appearance in the room about ten
days ago, and used a pencil as it figuring in
a book. He repeated the visit, and on Mon-
day last, while Mr. Larcombe was finishing
making out tbe pay-roll- s, he was seen count
ing money on tbe neater, which is in the
farthest corner ot tbe room from tLe sate.
Yesterdsy morning he was not there when
Mr. Liarcombe left to pay off the men in the
composing-room- , at nine o'ctock. At eleven
o clock, on returning for the envelopes for tbe
bindery em ployes, containing some twenty-fiv- e

thousand dollars, the man was there, looking
out of the one window. The safe was then
all right, and after depositing in it the empty
envelopes from the composing-room- , some
tour hundred, together with about eight full
ones, belonging to absentees from the same
room, be retocked the sate and put the key in
bis pocket, lhe lock is an ordinary tumbler
one, with nine wards, opening with a flat,
small key, something like that of a Yale
lock. He then started for tne binding
department with two colored men to- - carry
his chair and money bags with loose change,
leaving the man still looking out of the win-
dow. Mr. Roberts, tbe foreman of the bind
ery, came in soon atter and assed the stran
ger who he was wailing tor, as Mr. Larcombe
was absent, and would not be back under a
couple ot hours. To this he replied with
great coolness that he wag no; waiting for
him, but for "Mr. Cooper. Not knowing
but that Buch a person was employed near
that room, Mr. Roberts thought nothing
more of the matter. Others who passed
through about noon saw two other men talk
ing to the hrst stranger, lhe whistle blow
ing, at one o clocu, put a temporary stop to
the payiug-ef- f in the bindery. Mr. Larcombe
returned to his room with a man who had
asked to be allowed to take a sick female
compositor's pay home to her. On unlocking
tbe sate be mixed tne empty envelopes,
which Le had placed on the right-han- side
of the safe, with the absentees' envelopes.
0.1 opening the other door, thinking he
might have placed them there by inadvert
ence, tbe loss ot two hundred envelopes was
discovered, with the pay of the folding- -
room employes, making about eight thou-
sand four hundred dollars, together with
the empty and absentee packages.
An alarm was at once given
and the detectives put on tbe
case, lhe watchman, who bad observed the
stranger tor some days, and could identify
him, was dispatched on tbe half-pa-st one
train, observing carefully all the passengers
leaving here, together with those who joined
the train at the near-b- y stations, but without
success. lhe appearance of the sate or
room gave no clue to the thieves. Every
thing was as it was left, with the exception
of the deficit and two envelopes, on the floor
of the safp, one empty and the other with
bills in. The bags of silver were not dis
turbed, nor was the small sum in the drawer
cf the sale, which belongs to waste paper and
sale of document fund. A singular an I for-
tunate circumstance is the fact of the delay
in the larcenous ooeration. The installment
of sixty-to- ur thousand dollars, which Mr.
Larcombe had drawn on the last day of tbe
old year, had laid in the safe since, and
tbe last lot taken out, twenty-fiv- e thousand
dollars to the bindery, would have made the
haul a much greater one if the attempt had
been made earlier. Criticism has been
freely made of the fact that the office was not
paid'off before the holidays like the other de-
partments, which, it is claimed, might have
frustrated the thieves. The explanation of the
supposed tardiness is to be found in the vastly
different amount of labor involved in making
up an unchangeable salary roll, and one
where each hour has to be counted, besides
the necessity for waiting until the last day to
commence the computation. Tha money is
always left one night in the safe, and by the

intervention of a Sunday or other holiday
two or thre. The reason of the money be-

ing drawn in instalments is that Mr. Da- -
freej s bond of one hundred thousand dollars
is not sufficient to cover the entire amount of
the pay-rol- l, only two-third- s of that amount
being allowed to be drawn at one time. In
consequence of thw, many of the employes
will have to wait till tbe middle of the maotb
for the money due at the first. Formerly, a
sum sufficient to complete the pay-ro- ll was
retained from the waste paper found in the
safe so as to pay all off at once, but, on this
being pronounced illegal, it was discontinued
in April, 1866."

Swearing by Bracelet, Sword and Cross,
All the Year Round: "Several, oaths of

the middle ages were borrowed from the pa-
gans, as idols upon arms, the usual mode of
adjuration among the northern nations; on
the scabbard ot tbe sword; confirmation of
the oath by joining hands; by taking hold of
the hem ol the garment; swearing by the
feet of the abbot and monks; upon bracelets
and others. Concerning the bracelet oath,
Sir Henry Ellis has observed that Arngrim
Jonas, in bis wcrK on Iceland, describes a
bracelet of twenty ounces weight, which was
kept upon the altar, and, being sprinkled
with the blood of victims, was touched by
those who took any solemn oath. He says it
was either ot silver, or of stiver and brass
mixed. He adds, in another page, that for
this purpose it was worn on the judge's arm
during the trial, bir Henry Lllis was re-
minded by this 'of a very remarkable oassasre
in the Saxon Chronicles, made under the
year 876, where, when tbe Danes mads peace
witn the English Alfred, at Wareham, in
Wessex, they gave him the noblest among
them as hostages, and swore an oath to him
on the holy bracelet.' Of swearing on the
sword, we have an interesting in-
stance in the life of the great Gustavus
Vasa, of Swf den. In 1540 he assembled the
states, in which it was decided that the
monarchy should be hereditary; whereupon
the king drew his sword, and extended it be-
fore him, saying: 'In the name of the holy
trinity, and by the power of Almighty God,
who hath bestowed on ns our children, and
hath caused them to be heirs of the Swedish
empire, we stretch over you the sword of jus
ticc, as a testimony from us and our heirs,
to you and all our subjects, faithfully to
guide, guard, and rule you, and for confir-
mation, stand forth each of you, and touch-
ing the sword with your corporeal fingers,
thus repeat the oath of fidelity, that to ns
and our heirs you have freely offered.' Hear-
ing this, the states approached senators,
nobles, citizens, peasants, all laid their hands
on tbe royal 6word, and each took tho oah
of allegiance and fidelity. Swearing on the
cross was practiced by the Russians from
early times; thus, in 1557. on the conclusion
of a treaty of peace with Sweden, Ivan rati
fied it by kissing the cross before the eves of
the ambassadors, a ceremony that was re
peated by his representative at Stockholm, in
the presence of the Swedish monarch. In
the reform of the statutes of the order of the
garter by Henry VIII, the kmgnts were en
joined to make a general oath upon the holy
gospels to obey the statutes 'without fraud
or delusion,' touching the book and kissing
the cross. Selden mentions an oath taken by
the Spaniards, which is very curious: 'If I
first designedly fail of this cath, on that day.
ye powers above, torment me my body in
tbis life and my soul in the next, with hor
rid tortures; make my strength and my
words fail; in battle, let my horse and arms
and spurs and subjects fail me, when need is
soreBt.' This oath was con firme i by the par-
ties sharing between them the consecrated
wafer. The 'oath by the bosom," formerly
observed in ueruiuiv, had a curious and in-
teresting origin. Women and boys were
generally occustomed tocarry on their bosom, at

fsuspended trom their neck, a small copy of
tbe gospel, so tbe hand, when laid upon the
breast, was, in reality, laid upon the gospel.
Chrysostom mentions a similar custom as
prevailing in b:s time."
