An Open Letter on the City Debt.
The following has been handed us for pub

lication :

To the Home Creditors of Memphis:
As a most vigorous and earnest effort is

now being made to iuduce foreign holders of
the bonds and other indebtedness ot the city
of Memphis to fund their claims, 1 call the
attention of the home creditors of the city to
this matter as one of the most urgent im
portance to their interests, as well as to the
welfare ot our city. It is now manifest that
unless the whole of the city's indebtedness,
including unfunded bonds, Nicolson pave-
ment scrip and claims, judgments and other
debts is funded in a very short time, a de
termined ktt'jrt will be made to repeal the
charter ut the present setsion of the general
assembly of Tennessee. If the city debt is
funded under the tundmg act oi iei, a large
majority of our best citizens are opposed to
the repeal; and even in the event of a re-

peal, the funded debt will be protected, and
its payment secured. I earnestly urge home
creditors to go forward at once and
fund their claims ot every torm.
I have no doubt that the
step is as important for the interests of the
creditors as for the welfare of the city. It
all the city indebtedness were funded at fifty
cents on the dollar, it would soon be worth
par, as the interest would and must be
promptly paid under the act. If the debt is
not funded, repeal of the charter is almost
certain, and then the collection of the claims
unfunded wdl Jbe greatly imperilled, and
clogged with long, expensive and doubtful
law-sui- Claims of creditors, it unfunded,
will suffer a double injury by the repeal of
the charter ; first, each creditor wnl bti com
pelled at once to secure his debt by a suit.
long, expensive and doubtful, taking from
seven to ten years ; secondly, the hanging
over property in the city, so large a debt as
four to five millions in the form of suits must
depreciate all ot it, and repel capital, ao that
the property will be depressed more than at
present. Certainly those holding Kioolson

scrip and claims will endangerSavement claims by not funding, and wul
act with most manifest wisdom in funding.
Etm if tbey reduce their scrip to judgments

they can't get a mandamus to levy any but
the general tlx of one dollar and sixty cents,
and must take their proportion of that after
deducting all the other running expenses of
the city, as prescribed in the statute. On the
other hand, if they fund, they will put their
claims on the same footing with the funded
bonds, and protected by the funding act. It
will be difficult to induce foreign creditors to
fund, if our citizens, home creditors, do not
set the example. I urge all borne creditors,
for their own interests, fo fund their claim
immediately, and I urge all foreign creditors
to the same course. The great weight of
public sentiment in this city is in favor of
getting our city debts funded and holding our
charter rights. Creditors, home and foreign,
should respond promptly to this sentiment,
for their interests demand it. Respectfully,
