An Impertant Decision by the Teanes
mec Mupreme vomrt.

In the supreme coart, last Satorday, Chief-
Justice Deaderick read the following oplojon of the
eourt: P.C Stisele v« W. C. Blanton, lax collsctor—
The guestion presented In this record is whether
levying a tax by the eounty eouri, It 1s suffzlent thet
& majority of the justess compesing sald court shall
be present merely, or whether it s esseniial to the
validity of sucu levy that a majority of the jastices of
the county sball voie affirmative!y for soed levy.
Section 4180 of the code, under title f, chapler 1.
which treats “of the organization and order of busi-
ness of the county court,” provides that *'a majority
of all the magiatiates of the county 1s required to
levy a tax or lo appropriate public monsy to an
amount over Ofty doliars The next section gives to
one-third or tweive justicas the power to appropriate
money, hot exeeeding Afiy dollars, for coundy pur-
Jraen,  The other pectlons of thls chapler prescribe
the number of Justices. who may do certuin acts, or
a5 Necassary to constitute a eourl. And we think
this wiole chapler has referense (o, and provides
for, the organization of the egurt, aodthat section
4114 does not say, or mean, that a majority of all
the justices 0. lhe county are requirad (o vole aflirma-
utufy upon a proposition o levy a tax, but thst it
means that s majority of all the Justices of the
eounly 1s aecessary to the constitution of & court,
baving the power Lo levy a tax; and that a majo. ity
of those constituting a court thus empowered to levy
A tax, may levy Iit. The ciroult judge so beld, and
we afirm the judgment.
