s rvica to be r ndred, aid unless the same
receive the written sanction of at least four
members of said board, it shall not be adver-
tised nor undertaken. Said written sanction
to be in Jcrsed on the statement and estimate
made by eaid commissioners, and to ba kept
on file iu their office.

abolished at the time it takes effect.

PAT OF POLICE AXD FIREMEN".
Sec. 8. Be it further enacted, That said

police aad fire commissioners shall fix the
pay of policemen and firemen as follows:

Chief ot police, not exceeding $100 per
month; chief of fire department, not exceed-

ing :00 per month; captain of police,
exceeding $70 per month: captains fare de-

partment, not txceeding $70 per month; po-

licemen and eubordinates, not exreed.ng foU

per month; firemen and subordinates, not
exceeding $C0 per month.

TAXATION.

Sc. 9. Be it furtlier enacted. That an an-

neal tax is hereby levied on all thn taxable

on the $100, to defray the expenses of the

net on Lis capital invested, exceeds the privi-
lege tax Daid bv him for that vear. shall be
entitled to have the ad valorem tax credited
by the amount of the privilege tax so paid;
and the merchant whose ad valorem tax,

under this act on his capital invested,
is les3 than the privilege tax paid by him for
tuat year, shall be released from the said ad
valorem tax for that year. All money derived
the United States marine fund shall be paid
over to the countv trustee lor hospital pur
poses. All money derived from fines and
forfeitures, market rents and inspection fees
shall be paid over to the Baid trustee, and
held for the payment of salaries of commis-sioner- s,

engineer, printing, sanitary and
other expenses. And a poll-ta- x of one dollar

any other; nor shall said commissioner issue
any warrant, uuless the money is in the
hands of the trustee at the time to redeem it,
under penalty of being personally liable for
the amount, recoverable by the holder of the
warrant. The tax levied under tlm act for
the year 1879 shall be due and collectable
immediately.

WHARFAGE TAX ON IJOAT9, ETC.
Sec. 10. Be it further enacted, That there

is hereby levied a wharfage tax upon all
steamboats and other water-craf- t landing et
such territory, to grade and pave such wharf
and keep tne same in proper and sate condi-
tion for use, as follows, viz.: All steamboats,
barges, and hulls used as barges, shall pay
five cents per ton, which shall entitle them to
the privileges of the wharf and landing to
receive and discharge treight and passengers
for a period of six days, and two cents per
ton for each day they remain after six days
except such steamboats as make two or more
trips per week, they to pay halt tbe above
rates each trip, but in no case tha 1 tbey be
required to pay in the aggregate more than
is paid by boats of same tonnage for same
time provided that ah steamboats, bargus
and hulls that remain at the landing six
hours or less shall pay the following rates ot
wharfage: For 100 tons and under, $5; from
100 to 200 tons. $6; from 200 to 300 tons, $7;
trom 300 to 400 tons, 4; and $2 additional
for each 100 tons over 4U0 tons, and one-ha- lf

of above rates for each add tional six hours
they may remain. All flalboats 6hall pay
$3 for each landing, and $1 for each day
they reiaatn at the landing, e xcept Scndajs,
Said dues 6ha!l be collected by the county
trustee, and kept by him as a separate fund,
and to be expended by said commissioners
solely in the improve m mt and repair ot the
wharf: to be paid out for tftot purpose by
the county trustee on the joint warrant ol'
two commissioners, laaiu trustee uiy em-
ploy a deputy to collect whaifage at a salary
of eiht hundred dollars per annum, to be
paid cut of Baid wharfage dues.

ANY DIVERSION OF TAXES A FELONY.
See. 11. Be itfurther enacted, That the di-

version of any portion of a.y of said taxes
or wharf dues, or other funds from tbe pur-
pose for whi h they were levied, by any of
the commissioners cr by the trustee, shall be
a lelony, lor which the guilty party, upon
conviction, shall suffer imprisonment in the
peciterttiirry et hard labor for two years.

And said commissionerj
said trustee, caU other governing agencies
employed by this act, are expressly prohib
ited Irom levying any taxes for any purpose,
that power being reserved to the legislature,
and no writ of mandamus or otter process
sht.ll lie to compel them to lew an7 taxes.

act, pay or ba liable lor any debt created by
said eiinct corporation, nor eball any of the
taxes coll- - cfed under this act ever ba ued for
the payment of any of said debts.
TIIE COMMISSIONERS AND TRCHTEtE TO

MAKE REPORTS.
Sec. 13. Be it further enacted, That said

commissioners shall make to the governor a
biennial report three weeks before the con-
vening of the regular sessions of the legis-
lature, showing in detail all their acts and
doings, au ail their expenditures ia each of
the several departments, and the amount of
work accomplished in each. And said com
missioners shall require of the county trustee
quarterly exhibits of his collections and dis
bursement under this act, and examine his
books quarterly to see that thev are correct.
and the fund properly accounted for. The
county trusiee ihail receive uo additional
compensation for the performance of the du
ties imposed upon him bv this act. but the
service shall be covered bv the oomcer.sation
which he now receives as county trustee and

DISPOSITION OF PUBLIC PROPERTY.
Sec. 14. Be it further enacted. That the

hose and carriages, horses and
wagons, engine-house- s, public buildings,
public squares, parks, promenades, wharfs,
landings, Btreets, alleys, engineer instru-
ments, and all other property, real and per-
sonal, hitherto used by such corporations for
purposes ot Government, are hereby trans-
ferred to iha custody and' control of the said
board cf commissioners, to remain public
property, aa it Las always been, for the uses
to which said property has been hitherto ap-
plied.

THE BOARD OF HEALTH.
See. 15. Be it further enacted, That the

president of the board of health shall be ap-
pointed annually by the legislative council,
upon the nomination of the chairman of the
board of fire and police commissioners. The
board of fire and police commissioners shall
appoint, in addition to the policemen herein-
before provided for, one other policeman, who
snail receive tho ssTiie compensation aa the
others, but he shall be detailed by the chair-
man of said board to act as health officer, and
as such, shall constitute part of the board of
health. There may be, also, a secretary of
tha board of health, to be appointed by the
president of the board of health, and may
be allowed for his services a sum, not exceed-
ing seventy-fiv- e dollars per month. The com-
pensation of tbe president of the board of
heultb shall not exceed one hundred dollarspr; month. The ti.pend;ture for these sala-
ries shall ba bo;:ns by the Pf ovided lor Lite
health service.
EXECUTIVE OFFICER OF TAXING DISTRICTS.

See. 1G. Be it further enacted, That the
president of the beard of fire and poiice

sbal' bo the executive officer of
the taxing district, tie shall see that ail the
laws of the taxing district are enforced,
through the beads ot police, fire and health
&ervi5,

DUTIES OF HEADS OF DEPARTMENTS.
The heads of each of these departments

shall audit all acexmnts against it; but before
payuiect tbey shall be acted upon and ap
proved by the board cf police and fire

which shall hold sessions at least
once month, for the purpose of auditing ac-
counts against the taxing districts. All ses-

LOWERS OF THE COUNTY COURT OVER COi"

MISSION ERS.

The county court iu which the taxing dis-
trict is located, shall have power to remove
either of said comtnustoners for malfeasance
or misfeasance in office, or for habitual
drunkenness, or grossly immoral conduct. In
case of peimanent physical or mental inca-
pacity to serve, or removal from the district,
the county court shall declare the office va-
cant. Vacancies in the effice of the commis-
sioner appointed by that body, and of the
commissioner elected by popular votes, shall
be filled by the county court.
REPORTS OF FIRE AND POLICE COMMISSION-EK- 8.

The board of fire and police commissioners
shall render to each quarterly court a tabu-
lated statement of tbe teceipts, accounts and
disbursements of all Ae branches of service
of the local government, and of all its olti-ci- al

acts for the preceding quarter, which
hall be filed and preserved by the county

court, and such action may be had thereon
84 the public welfare may require. The
chairman of the board of fire and police com-
missioners shall furnish all necessary books
and stationery for the use of tbe taxing dis-
trict, which shall be paid for by him out of
the taxes provided tor the support ot the local
government ot tne district.
ALL TO BE STATE OFFICERS AND ACSENTS

Sec. 17. Be it further enacted. That all
the officers and agents employed in the ad-
ministration of said local governments, shall
be the officers and agents of the State, so far
as all their official acts touching said govern
ments are concerned. Those officers charged
wth dishm-ainer- . safe keeping, or performing
any other acts touching tne taxes imposed by
tuts act, snail oe liable tor any and an such
breaches ot duty touching the same as are
other State and county officers in regard to
the like services or acts, and may be pro
ceeded against criminally and civilly in the
same way, and it shall be tbe duty of the
attorney-genera- l of the district to enforce all
such remedies civilly and criminally against
th? delinquents, just as in case of other State
Olhcers.
HOW OTHER EMPLOYES ARE APPOINTED,

Sec. 18. Be it further enacted. That the
board of fire and police commissioners, in
addition to the policemen hereinbefore autho-
rized, may. if necessary, employ Buch addi
tional policemen, to be detailed for that ser-
vice, as may be required for taking care ef the
public parks and square, and for market
masters of the taxing district, not exceeding
three.

OF COUNTIES.
Sec. 19. Be it further enacted. That the

counties in which the taxing districts are
situated shall not be liable tor damages or
injuries to persons or property by reason ot
defects in tbe streets or alleys, or other prop-
erty under the control and within said tax
ing districts, or tor the conduct of those
managing the affairs of such district, nor
shall such counties be in any manner liable
to pay any money on account of such taxing
districts.
PRIVATE PROPERTY TAKEN FOR PUBLIC USE,

See. 20. Be it further enacted. That private
property within the taxing districts my be
taken lor public use in the manner now pro
viclert by law lor the application ot private
property to public use.

'PUBLICATION OF LOCAL LAWS.
Sec. 21. Be it further enacted. That all

local laws and ordinances shall be published
at least once in some daily newepaper in the
tajitg district, and no law of a penal nature
bhall be in loreo until so pubhsned. A di-
ge.--t of the local laws snail be prepared once
in three years by direction of the tire and po
lice oinmissiouers, and which may be read
in evidence in all the court of the State,
without ether proof ot the laws contained in
sueh digest.
THE PEOPLE TO SURURNDEU THE CHARTER

BY VOTE.
Sec. 22. Be it further enacted, That,

whenever any community, under the govern
ment cf a municipal corporation at the time
this act tikes effect, having a population of
less than thiity-fiv- e thousand inhabitants.
8ccrding to the iederal census of ISiO,
desire lo be rcveraed by the provisions ot
this act, the authorities of euch corporation
shall cause an election of the. qualified voters
cf euch luunicipal corporation to be held, as
other popular elections are held, and if, at

THE RATE OF TAXATION AND ITS COLLEC-

vided by this act in regard to tho firo and
police and health aervioe should bo inappli-

RATE OF TAXATION TO BE REPORTED TO

GENERAL ASSEMBLY.
Sec. 23. Be it further enacerf, That it shall

be the duty of the chairman of the board ot
fire and police commissioners, by and with
the advice and conaeut of the chief ot f oliee,
the president of the board of health, and the
supervisors of the board of public woiks, at
least twenty days preceding tbe meeting of
each general assembly, to report to that body
the rate of taxation on property and privi-
leges within the taxing district for the two
succeeding years which.m his opinion, should
be imposed for the use of the government of
the taxing district.
POWERS AND FEES OF JUSTICES OF THE

PEACE.
Sec. 24. Be it further enacted That all

justices of the peace within the taxinp dis
trict shall have jurisdiction over offenses
against the laws of the taxing district with
power to punish offenders in the manner pro-
vided by law. But they shall receive no fees
of office for any process which they may issue
in the exercise of tbia jurisdiction, nor shall
the county or taxing district or State be made
liable tor costs incident to the exercise of
such jurisdiction.
