Old England" grow pale with envy. That
beef, and even our cattle on the hoof, can be
put down at the London stock-yard- s for a price
uch as not only John himself ia nnablo to com-

pete with, but we can even undersell Denmark
in the English market. We send coal to
Denmark and into the interior of France,
even to the Alps. In Copenhagen American
butter and cheese can be found competing
with the native made products, ard Ameri-

can canned meats are U rage all over France.
Our agricultural implements, our plows, onr
seed sowers, and reapers what sky is tbere
whose vault has not echoed their fame?
Princes love to repose on American rocking-chair- s,

and luxury everywhere dotes
upon the American spring-mattres- s. Ameri-

can machinery, American tools, especially
the American ax has not fame trumpeted
their claims to all the earth? A recent dis-

patch from Havana says that Spain will

contract nest March ifor fifteen million five

hundred thousand kilogrammes of Virginia
and Kentucky tobacco, to be made into
cigars. This beginning will be followed,
doubtless, by many other orders. Ic seems
novel that Spain should depend on us for

when she has heretofore got all that
she wanted from Cuba, whence she has
drawn so man of her supplies. This- - ia

..iiother introduction to the cew order of things
to which Europe in due time will bxoiae ac-

customed. If we send beer to Germany, cheese
to England, caviare to Russia, why bhould
not we send tobacco to Spain? Our best
cigars ued to be Spanish cigars, it will not
be loiig before tho shopkeepers in the I'uerU
del Sol and the Calle da Aleala will soon be
advertising the finest American cigars. The
exports of the weed are increasing each year.
Most of the western States now grov tobacco,
nnd as the production increases there i a cor-

responding increase in the foreign demand.
Heretofore we have sold largely to England,
France and Italy, but now Germany, Spain,
Cuba aud AusUin, all to'cco-growin- g coun-
tries, are becoming customers. But to us of
the south all this is not the best or lea great-

The fact is, we as a na-
tion have, up to this time, failed to recoznize
the position we occupy in the world. We
can make five hundred articles, or produce
them, better, or more abundant, than any
other people ought wo not then, in thone
articles, to have a better and a more ex-

tensive market in the world than is possessed
by any othr people? We grow the wheat,
aod semtbody else carries it from our
shores e grow the cotton, and other peo-
ple take it and make wealth with it
in the world's markets. To this great subject
the American people must apply all their en-
ergies, and no where is this duty as strong as
in toe south. We must have a vast export
trade. We must have swept from the statute
book every legal provision, and every item of
the tariff, that interferes with onr freely, ex-

tensively, and profitably carrying on a foreign
export trade. It is for ns to supply the wants
of the nations, and in doing so we shall pros-
per and b?come great.

Tribune: "A letter address-e- to a
gentleman in tins city, whose portion bung
him great ii.tloenco in public aHairs. ivcs
rather a gloomy View of tue c)odi!iou and
prospects of the people of trie counties bo-
rdering on the Missi-ip- river, in the Stale
of the same name, from one of whuh it was
written. The address aud signature are
omitted, at toe request of Ihe gentleman wiio
received the letter, v hich is as lollows:
Your Utter was lor warded to me here. As

a means oi giving y.;u proper wight it. to
the condition r,f the country, I wn e spam,
f, r vou may have the opportunity of 80 direct-ing'boi- b

p'ai.l-- seiinuwt and as to
prcxiuce oenetit to th's sfclisn. li e hard
times an I poor cmp- - eleug the Mississippi
river have reduced all classes to a coLihtion
which ne ose can resize ex:ept by coming
here. .Mauibcefct estates which forrueriy
yielded labuious retorts are now a mere
wreck, and as is tho landed property and the
land-owner- s of the country, so inay it readily
be piii u ltd wnat the laboring s ions?
ra ce the wur, e ich year the negro la1, orers,
with few exceptiouH. have been growing
poorer and poorer, until now there is. an actual
linpoveri.-hiuen- t ot the whole mass, and they
are powerless to cultivate crops and must de-

pend uptn others for actual food in the
future. Oot of oce hundred laborers there
will not be found five who have teaoif, wagons
and other implements for successful cultiva-
tion. I have been here nearly two weeks,
light in their midst, with hundreds of them
in a radius ot hix tades, and what I write is
from actual observation and thorough scruti-
ny, and I sadly coufess that the great problem
as to the black race is yet one difficult of so-

lution, which must test the true statesman-
ship of the country. The negroes are in rags,
shoeless, destitute, and worse than all, not
desirous of working, liy their negle.ted edu-

cation during slavery, alwajs directed what
to do by their owneis, aud not thirking for
tneraselves, it cynld not be txpected that
freedom would bring in its train intelligence
and administrative abili'y. As a consequence,
their iguoiance has destroyed the fruit of
their labors for years past, and they nave
been the prey too often of unscrupulous men,
who have amased fortunes at the expense
of the nettroes who traded with tiieui. The
risk has been to great in crediting the negro,
that from one huudrel to three hundred per
cent, has been asked and paid for advances
of supplies. As a consequence, the negroes,
seeing that they worked hard throughout the
year acd hai nothing at the end, have be-

come demoralized and suspicious of every-
body and everything, don't wish to work, aud
would prefer to sit in the sun or fish alt day
rather than attempt to work. It is my firm
opinion that under preseut circumstances,
if any locality was. surrendered to them for a
place of residence, without interference from
the whites, it would not rcqoire fivtf years
time to bring the special community iiito

with the African tribes. For tun
days I have been offering steady work at re
munerative prices for a dozen laborers, and
t have not yet Becored them. I have wanted
fences built, and houses erected, and
I cannot find one or even a com-
pany cf them ready or capable cr
prepared to do the tvoik And 1 have to
hunt up a white man to take tire contract at
one hundied per cent, higher than (he actual
cost, ir superintend the matter myself. The
women wish to ape the habits of the rich
whites. The poor white women Lave to work
as hard as the men. But the mejoiity of the
nejjro men seem determined to do ro work
in the field, as they formerly did. If a man
could get a cabin and an acre or two of
ground.it is feasible to live by raisit g enoiif h
vegetables, poultry and a lot of hogs, which
are prolific here. But about ten or twelve
acres req-iir- cultivation for each laborer.
Tbe country would grow up in weeds, and
the inhabitants irould relapse luto bart.e.rism.
The thrifty and iiiuutitrious white race has
not come iorward to replace the other labor.
The whites now here, as a general rule, are
the sons of the former land-owner- s. Reared
in luxury, and without experience in work,
nor accustomed to labor, the result of ten
years has brought them to nearly the same
condition of impoverishment as the b'nek
race. Prices of cotton have been steadily
dropping each year, but tbe insatiate interest
and commissions have not abated. Aod so
the' merchants have, acenrnnlated the load of
debt to the point of probably half f.hu yaluo
of the land, aod then the mortae ia fore-
closed, and the former owner is home-
less and destitute. In a stretch cf
neaily eight miles of 9piecdid
cotton land in front of my window thi9 is the
record of nearly every plantation formerly
producing thousand; of dollars of revenue,
aod now owned by thecommif.ion merchant.
Thus a new phase has been inaugurated.
The nierchanis must tio somethiua to make
the land available, and a system oi absentee
landlordism like that of Ireland comes in.
Agents must run tbe hind and employ the
labor, atd each successive year will witness
the same scene of bare subsistence by the
laborer, with not a nirkil to store away for
old ago or sickness. As is tho laboring popu-
lation of a country so must its prosperity rate.
If these peoplo are a mere a greuate of
ratrged serls, what must be the reflex in-

fluence upon the other portions of the coun-
try? The ignorance, the immorality, the
degradation, must in time react with dread-iu- l

results upon the now better educated and
more prosperous sections, and in a 3 ear of
dearth and famine the condition would be, on
a smaller scale, like that of Notth China,
where last year ten million people are said
to have died. While it is that full
vindication cf law bhcuU be inakfed upon
everywhere, it seems to me tout a thor-
ough understanding ot the true condition
of the laboring ciasea here might af-
ford the epportun ty of directing thought
toward sur-- measures as would reclaim iiiis
country from its preseut'e'rilt toward serfdom
and barbarism. Tbe infusion of new blood
saves life in desperate cases, find it is per-
tinent to suggest that a new class of labor is
necessary here, not only to secure future

of the Innd, but to inspirit and
the io- ntJO;i l"feles labor, ar.d,

by example and association, to elevate tl;o
morale of the resident population.

Washington correspondent cf the New Or-

leans Democrat: " 'Human nature,' said
wise Martin Luther, 'is like a drunken peas-
ant on horseback. Prop him up on oae bide,
he falls over on the other.' It has been our
duty, several times of late, to impress this
lesson of our great reformer on certain of our
Democratic friends in congress, why have al-

lowed their zeal for retrenchment in public
exencliture to outrun their discretion. In
their patriotio auxiety to check the wasteful
extravagance of their predecessors, who, be-

tween robbery and jobbery, brought the
country to the brink of bankruptcy, some of
them have "tallen over on the other side.' A
reasonable reductiou iu public expenditures
and retrenchment of wasteful appropriations
are desirable and patriotic procedures. But an
indiscriminate assault on ail appropriations
does not constitute economy; n'ir is retrench-
ment always a saving to the public. To re
gard ail appropriations for the public service
as the western pioneer is said to regard a
tree, viz.: ai 'a natural enemy,' to be forth-withc- ut

down, is not the bight of tru political
wisdom. Otner calculations than fuoe of
economy ou;jht to occupy the mind of a
statesman, for that government 13 not neces-
sarily the best which is the m;st-cheapl- y ad-
ministered in it. different branches. Let us
take y, a? an example, our postal com-
munication, that great artery by which the
thought and business of the country ii con-
ducted from its head to its extremities. JThere
is no branch ot tae government in whu h the
people at laree are more directly interested
than this, and none where the application oi
the rigid economy an 1 restriction of its limits
attempted by soni- - our congressmen could
be more iniu.iou' unwise, in view of the
necessity of iU i sion. To an extended
and em:i'nt ru- - ivioe u due, in a large
measure, the rapid development of some ot
the richest and most valuable sections of
our country. If we are o continue the march
ot our piogress, its facilities should be in-
creased, not d.minished, both bv land and by
water. Wherever it goes, like Noah's dove, it
brings back the olive tranch, and peace and
prosperity ionow in us train, cucn men as
Wells and Fargo, Holliday and ButterSeld,
whose sagacity prompted them to offer for
and obtain frcra the government the contract
for carrying ths raads, where the trno pio-
neers who opened to the east the new world
of the Pacifio slope. Xba present vaiua oi
California and our railway communication

itu it are the fruits ot that wise piece of
hberahty on the part of the large-brain- ed

men who then controlled onr national coun
cils. In these railway days it is the fashion

to underrate the old stage lines as too slow to
be and to curtail the already insuffi-
cient pcMsl accommodations atfrded 10 the
more remote Mnd sparsely inhabited portions
ot our country. The strenuous efforts now
being made by some of the southern memvers
of congress to carry their riV'd ideas of re-

trenchment into the postctrice department
are as mistaken as they are doubtless patriotic,
and ii successful will recoil most heavily on
that portion of tbe people whom they special-
ly represent. Have they looked at home
aod rtl-cte- d ou the peculiar position
and nerds of their friends and neigh-b(rs- ?

Is tho argument good, that because
tne setta-men- are comparatively few, the
population sparse, and the number ot letUrs
parsing trom point to point less than in the
more densely populated legions of the north
and eact, there is less need of mail facilities?
It ia shown by ctlicial documents, and uo'ably
in tii aHle and exhaustive report, of Gardiner
G. Hubbard, that while the service of the
southern States in 1561 comprised t.ri million
nine hundred thousand miles, in 187o it com-
prised only eight million three hundred find
thirty-fou- r thousand miles. It is also further
shown ihat while the total transportation has
been increased nearly thirty per cent, in fuiir-t- et

n years, it has been actually decreased
twenty per cent, ia tho southern States dur-
ing that t mi. The total Star service in the
siuthern States to-d- is less than in 1861,
while tor the whole country it is fully fitty
per CPLt. more. We commend these tacts
and figuii-- to the serious attention of south-
ern meoib. r- - f congress, siuce they touch
the Fpecia! interests ot those they were sent
here t Will the pretexts set up
for this sectional disparity bear examination?
Let us look ioto them. Sparse settlements
and limited correspondence are the chief
plea3 in extenuation of a gross and glaring
disparity between the postal service of
the Hoit'i'm Rni southern sections of
the Union, to t ie advantage of the former
aud detriment of the latter. Oddly enough,
the posroftije department for several succea-aiv- e

administrations has been ceded to the
south, as witapsa Potmasters General Blair,
Creswell and Key. The value of correspond-
ence lotheountry at large is to be estimated
cot by the number of letters Bent, but by the
comparitive importance and value ot their
contents. Many hundreds of familiar epis-
tles containing family gossip, applications
for offic3, amatory effusions, can be out-
weighed by a lew lines from a southern
planter in a country neighborhood concering
tbe disposal of his crops, and pages of the
rubbish of correspondents to newspapers
would kick the beam in tbe scales against a
brief note of a southern factor who has the
handling of the planter's coining crop. TLe
co! ton and sugar production is upon lare
and comparat.vely isolated tracts of land,
remote frooi towns and cities. For stock
raising, large and a'most boundless plains
aie repuisite, precluding the possibility of
large or neighboring settlements. Yc--t the
ptoduction and disposition of cotton, sugar,
molasses and stock are of immense interest
to the producer, and not less so to his
correspondents in the southern and
northern cities, as well as to bis section and
the country at large. Take, for instance, a
southern planter who plants annually
five hundred bales of cotton or three hundred
hogsheads of sugar, yet who writes, perhaps,
not a dozen letters a year. The few letteia
ha does write, however, represent the value
of those articles to the country at large, as
well as make or mar the fortunes of his busi-
ness correspondents, whose other operations
are regulated by his advices. Through him
and his correspondents, also, bis fifty or sixty
laborers aresupplied from every section of the
country with the thousand articles needed
lor clothing, food and manufacture of the
merchantable article of produce. The single
p! inter and his solitary letter may thus rep-
resent the wants and wishes of these sixty
others, in addition to Li:i own. let were
each to wnta singly, tho multiplication of the
letters would be regarded as an argument in
favor of increasing the facilities for frequent,
rapid and reliable mail service in that vicin
age, which proves the fallacy of the pretext
alleged. Hut a larger view even than this
may be taken of the advantages accruing
from enlaiged postal communication. Ibere
is no belter educator of tbe masses, to whom
higher institutions are barred, and badly
managed common schools in sparsely peo
pled districts are fa delusion ana a snare.
Be the citizen in these regiors white or coi
ored, the daily mail bag adds more to hi:
mental culters and knowledge of current
eveats than tho school can do. After he has
mastered the A. B. C. of elementary instruc
tions given him in those schools, the news
paper and even tr.e potent medicine circulars.
so liberally circulated by bid northern breth
ren, largely contrioate to the number of
laborers who read, aod edacat? themselves
by reeding and r luct'.ng. Ihese aro but
few out of many proofs that might be ad
ducd to prove our siattments. We hav
cor fined ourselves to but one branch of the
government, because it is one that comes
most directly home to the great masses of
the people, and is outside of the sphere ot
party poiitics. It is rectional, inasmuch as
it shows that the. distribution of the advan
tages and expenditures of that department
discriminate unfairly and unwisely against
one section ar.d iu fiii'or of the other, under
pretexts as tnvolous as they are lalse. tor
both the facts and the figures prove that the
southern share in the distribution of the g?n-er- al

expenditure is disproportionate, ana has
decreased twelve per cent, in the last fourteen
years, whiie the northern has inereased in
the samo ratio. Is it, therefore, the part of
patriotism or of wisdom for southern mem-
bers to accept fallacies for tacts,
sophistries for reasoning, and misstatements
for solid truths? The southern member ot
congress, wboe strict construction ideas and
nxrrow notions of economy lead him to coun-
tenance aud even urge the continuance of
such a disparity, may find himself confronted
at home by constituents of a more practical
turn of mind. Northern Democrats also
ought to see that a peoplo on whom tho vials
of liidical wrath ate ii6w profusely poured
because they are 'solid' for the Democratic
party, would at least share in the benefits
showered on the more tayored eeetiocs, in-

stead cf having the present limited govern-
ment expenditures witbia these borders still
further crimped and curtailed. Thoroughly
Democratic is the grea" axiom that ail gov-
ernments were instituted for the benefit of
the governed, and without being liable to the
charge of sectionalism, all pubiic men must
admit that the interest of their own particu-
lar cor:icr.nitie8 which have invested theaj
wiiii thoir representative capacity, 0ugc.no be
nearest their hearts, uae regard biing had to
the common weal.

And the Kleetloa of Presidential Klee-to- m

A Threat of Coercion front
a Leading Itepubllcan Or-Ta- n

Conformity

New York Time (editorial): " The com-
mittee on foreign relations ot the sovereign
State of Alabama has just been intrusted
with a delicate and important duty. It ia to
deviso a method by which the participation
by that tate in the election of a President
of tbe United States can be so conducted
that the alien government oi the Federal
Union and its citizens shall be kept in the
dark as to any peculiarities iq the process.
Alabama is a very jealous State, not less so
tnan when it threw the aegis of its legislation
over a community of slaveholders, offered a
reward for the kidnapping of Mr. Garrison,
and drove Mr. Birney out of the State, be-

cause these gentlemen dared to question the
morality of the institution. If any of our
readers are not quite prepared to believe
that the Alabama senate regards the lawa of
the UoiteiTStates as a proper sut ject for con-
sideration by its committee on foreign rela-
tions, here are the preamble and resolution
whicn attest the f act, adopted on Wednesday,
the filtbt-en- th iust. :

" ' Whemeas, Interference by officers of the
United States in popular elections ia justly
regarded by the people of this State as an
evil of great magnitude; and, whereas, the
mantest purpose of such interference, in part,
at least, is to influence and control the action
of tbe State in selecting electors for President
ami Vice Pr. sident of the United States;
therefore,

" 'Resolved, That the committee on foreign
relations be instructed to inquire into the ex-

pediency of providing by law fcr the selec-
tion of electors for President and Vice Pres-
ident by the general assembly until the acts
of congress authorizing interference by Fed-
eral authority are repealed.'

"The acta o: congress referred to have two
objects; one, to enable a representative of the
United States government from each political
party to watch the registration, voting and
canvassing at any election for representatives
in congress, aod to transmit a report of what
they may 6?? to congress; the other, to
authorize such representatives to securo the
arrest and trial of persona who, at any stage
of such election, may violate the laws of tne
United States. This is the sum and sub-
stance of the acts. They are impartial as be-

tween rival parties. They confer no arbitrary
or unconstitutional powers. Tbe authority
they give is strictly defined. Tne offenses
they provide against are violations of the free
right of lawful suffrage, which is the basis of
our institutions. The officers whose appoint-lne- nt

they direct are named by the judges of
the United states courts, conceded to be equal
in fairness to any judiciary in
the world, and these officers are held, f rom
first to last, within the control of these
judges. The main purpose of the law, per-
fectly observed in all its provisions, is to
throw light on tho process of election, and to
prevent persons, of whatever
party, or for whatever end, from voting il-

legally, from preventing a legal voter from
voting, or from destroying by fraudulent
counting the effect of legal votes. This ia
what the senate of Alabama calls 'intertei-enc- e

by officers of the United States in popu-
lar elections,' and which it declares is 'justly
regarded by the people of that State as an
evil of great magnitude.' To avoid, there-fer- e,

th-- J scrut'ny which the laws of the
Union provid shall bo exercised in Federal
elections, the Alabama senate proposes to go
back to the eld scheme of choosing Presi-
dential electors by the legislature. It is the
clear right of the State to do so. If tne com-
mittee on foreign lelations report favorably,
and the measure becomes a law, and if then
the elections to the legislature are held en-

tirely 8PDarate from the congressional elec
tions, tho thing can be done. The people of
the United States, through their govern-
ment, are as powerless to interfere to pre
vent any fraud or wrong that may in this way
be accomplished as if their re'ationa with
Alabama were as 'foreign as tbe resolu-
tion of its senate implies. The Democrats
of Alabama might, by red-shirte- d raiders,
by industrious assassination, by tha use
of onion-ski- n ballots, by fraudulent
counting, and by all the tricks
with which their curious notions of
Democracy are in harmony, practically dis-
franchise their Republican fellow-citizen-

and the United States would have less re-

dress than the empire of Germany, should
Alabamiass perpetrate similar outrages on
its citizenn. This ia one of the beauties of
our constitution, which, in tbe ninety-fir- st

year of its age, ia as antiquated in some of its
main features, and as unfitted to protect the
right j of those who live under if, as though
it wers derived through the Koran from Mo-
hammed. But such action by the legislature
of Alabama might have ultimate effjets quite
different from its immediate ones, or from
those designed by its originators. The United
States is not a nation foreign to the little
community of bigoted and unscrupulous par-
tisans which chooses to so designate it. The
constitution, however clumsy it may be in
parts, is, after all, the charter of popular
rights, and though it may yield slowly to
the force of public opinion, it does yield
when public opinion is strong enough' and
Grm enough. Js'o State can with impunity
deliberately carry out a purpose to deprive
the peoplo of the country of the right which
is theiis, that in every State all duly quali-
fied voters shall be allowed, if they wish, to
take part in Federal elections, and to have
full and fair effect for their votes. A ques-
tion very similar to this was settled by the
war. Before tbe war the south sought to set
up a substantial oligarchy the rule of a mi-
nority. It sought to wield with tho sp.tna
sf verity the rod which boj9 Uudiapuied swa
at home thioughout the Vnion. The election
cf Mr Lincoln was the response of tho coun-
try to that resolye," and' the conquest of tb,0
rebellion was the concluior4 c the arbitra-
ment of forca to which the south resorted.
The spirit vhich produced both results may
be so patient and so cairn that the senate ot
Alabama thinks it is dead. ltut it is not
dead. Kvery rauh and insolent act, such as
that we have recorded, challenges it to re-
awakened life and activity. It is only neces-
sary for the foolish men who are now again
challenging it to go far enough, to find that
it is as strong, as firm, and as efficient as it
ever was.'

Opinion on the Political O.aentloaa of

tho lay Delaware Polltlen-Ura- at
aad a Third Term, nad laeitneo-tlo-n

of Beanmpttoa.

Senator Bayard was in St. Louis the other
day and was called on by a rr presentative of
the St. Louis fost and Dittpatch, who found
him at his hotel, and after a little desultory
conversation asked him: "What is the polit-
ical outlook in Delaware at the present
time?"

"Everything is very quiet and peaceful
there," was the response. "During the last
election the Republica-- j party really had no
organization. In fact, they placed no ticket
in the field, but a portion ot them formed a
Greenback ticket, and the only opposition was
the Greenback ticket. You see we have a
prepayment of tax in Delaware which forms
a qualification for voting, and the negro vote
is, ot course, solid Republican, as it is in most
States. This latter fact has, perhaps, done
as much as anything toward injuring the Re-

publican party, as the expense attached to an
election necessarily falls upon a few. Yes,"
added the senator in a reflective manner, "it
is some time since the Republican party have
elected anybody in Delaware."

"How has the resumption of specie pay-
ments affected your State, sir?"

"Oh.taore is no difference there from what
there is in most other sections cf the country.
As soon as persons found that they could get
as much gold as they wanted at the banks,
they began to deposit it, and the banks have
received more than they have paid out. M y
own opinion is that there waB a great deal
more cold hoarded than was generally sup-
posed hoarded in small sums, as people who
had any, either during or sinco the war, held
on to it with the feeling that aa long as there
was a premium attached to gold it was safe
to keep it. They had seen gold as high a a

three to one during the war, and who could
say but what it would go up again? This
was the feeling until a gold dollar was worth
no more than a paper dollar. Then people
were perfectly satisfied that it was no longer
worth while to keep their gold idle. As to
the effect upon business? Well, I feel nil
that is necessary now is for confidence to be
restored in order to have prosperity returned
to the country confidence restored, and the
outrageous system put an end to of embit-
tering one section of the country toward
another. When this latter happy event shall
take place, there is no reason why we should
not enter an era of prosperity all over the
land."

"Senator Bayard, what do you think of the
prorpect of General Grant being the nominee
of the Republican party in 160?" was the
query.

"It would seem at present that he was tbe
choice of the Republican party that is, the
choice of its managers. It is very discredita-
ble that such a system of advertising should
be resorted to by the followers of General
Grant, as if he was 6ome kind of merchan-
dise. It is such an undignified way to bring
him into notice.

"Then the talk about bim restoring specie
payment. The fact is, during the eight years
of his administration he did more to render
resumption difficult of accomplishment, or
impossible, than he did to bring it about. It
was during his administration that tbe de-

mand notes of the treasury were increased by
reissue after cancellation, from three hun-
dred and fifty-si- x million to three hundred
and seventy-eigh- t million, and that without
any legal right.

"I regret to see the movement on foot, for
to me it signifies that the parties who pre-
pare it are practically admitting that our
popular form of government is a failure.

"The principle laid down by tbe founders
of this government, claiming that the people
shall rule themselves, is to be substituted by
one new and foreign to the genius of our in-

stitutions that the ruling power shall be
from without, and not, as was intended, from
within that is, to substitute an involuntary
for a voluntary system. His noroicati n
would only be tne signal for renewed conf u-

sion and trouble throughout the country. In
the south the negroes alone would vote for
bim, and the people eveiywhere know hia
Eolicy and ideas of administration, for they

tried him for two terms, and know to
what desperate straits he has brought our
affairs already. I believe that there was
more peace and harmony throughout the
country when Andrew Johnson went out of
office than when General Grant retired from
the Presidential chair, and this agitating of
the question is only having a tendency to un-
settle the business of the country. 1 under-
stand from one of the morning papers." add
ed the senator with a smile, "that there is a
queer story of trying to make him United
States senator from Illinois.

"But, then, it is impossible to say what
tbe feeling will be in 1880. Tbnre is a long
time yet to pass before any Presidential nom-
inations are made, and before then public
opinion may fluctuate greatly both as to men
and measures, and it is impossible to predict
anything about it. In fact, I almost regret
having expressed any views on tha subject.
You see I have a place to Bpeak from, and
prefer to do it in tho senate chamber."
