Waeerive, W. Va., Janvary 23.—The
following resolution passed the West Vir-
ginia senate to-day without dissent, and will
undoubtedly pass the house:

Waeness, There have been pat upon the
market, so-called West Virginia certificates,
purporting to represent the indebtedness of
this State to the commonwealth of Virginia;
therefore, be it .
Resolred, by ths legislature of West Vir-
ginia, Thal po such certificates have been is-
sued by authority of this State; nor is the
State in oy maoner liable for the payment
thereof; mor doea it in any wise recogmize
suth certificates.

The explaoation of this action is, that in
1571 Virgigia compromized with ber eredi-
tors by assumiog two-thirds of her them ex-
isting indebtedoess, and for the remainder
jssaed these certificates, which were fo be-
come pryable after she bad a settlement with
Weet Virgioia, which settlement she has
pever had, the two States differing radically

Passage in the House of a Joint
Resolntion Becommendieg that
a National Quarantine
Law be Passed.

Nasavinig, Jaoovary 239.—The governor
sent to both bhouses his special message in re-
gard to the slatement asto the improper
means alleged to bave been employed to pro-
cure the issuance of bonds to insolvent rail-
ronds. He begins by making reference to the
organization of the directory of the Knoxville
and Kentocky railroad in 1867, and quotes
the d tion of E_J. Sandford in the senate
appendix of the thirty-sixth session of the
legislatare. The governor then says: ** Tesc-
timony shows that a copspiracy was formed
to control the legislature, and it was to ba
done by the use of money. There is no direct
evidence in the jomn: 12 of the two houses of
the presence of any one of the conspirators at
the capital save that of Dr. Pearne. On tae
twenty-lirst day of November, 1887, the om-
nibus bill, granting three million dollars in
bonds to the insolvent roads was pending
in the sepato. The jourpal shows that
the proccedings of that day was
opened with prayer by the Hav, Dr. Pearne,
the bill was defeated npon the moramg
of that day—12 to 7. DBefore night the vota
was reconsidered, and passed npext day—I17
to 1. la the carryiog out of the conepiracy
there was used twenty-eight thousand dol-
lars, the proceeds of State bonds sold at a
large disconnt. As the object of the com-
spiracy was nolawful, it is not necessary to
suy that the act of one was the act of all in
fartherancs of the common design." Then
follows a full transcript of the opinion of the
supreme court in the case of Shea vs, Mabry,
delivered by H, H. Ingersoll, special judge.
“In addition to this act of bribery your at-
tention is called to an extract from the depo-
sition of Hon. John Baxter, to be found on
page 208 of said appendix '' He concludes
with qimhng an extract fiom the protest of
Wm. I'. Waters, a member of the thirty-
titth assembly, found on page 467 of the
house journal of 1868-69. He furnishes no
testimony outside ot that of a documentary
character. ) )

He next do-
scribed the Rafting Creek meeting, where
the Democrats insisted on being heard, and
told bim that if bhe did not call the meeting
to order he would be taken back
to Sumter; he was knocked down, taken
in a buggy to Sumter, and told that
if be would not promise not to call another
Republican meeting in the counly he would
be Wlled; ata Hampton meeling he was
ill-treated for askimg Governor Hampton a
question, bub {iovernor mpton rescoed
him; the mesting of Uctober 12th was de-
seribed st lengih, witness claiming thal the
Democrals had cannon Lo intimidate the ne-
groes; ope ol the guns was loaded with ten-
penpy nails; the election was quiet, but
there were two bundred and fifteen names
more on the Demoeratic poll-list thun on a
list whieh witness kept; these wvotes, he
claimed, were tissue tickets. voted in large
Diemocratic ballots; the extra bames on the
list, he was told, were tuken from the audit-
or's books. ) i

THE RENEGADE CHEVENNES,

Graphic Deseription of an Esgugement
in which Capiain Wenssel's Cavalry
Vanquishes SMeveral Buacks,
Two Bquaws and Two
Papooses.

Forr Rowminson, Ngs, Janvary 23—
Couriars, armved thiz morning, conlirm the
report of a battle butween Captain Wessel's
command, consisting of four companies of the
third cavalry, and the esca Cheyennes.
Yesterday morniog trails were discovered
leading in the direction of a large range of
hiils, eighteen miles northwest of Bloff sta-
tion, a distance of forly six miles ffom thia
post, and was followed by Captain Wes-
sal until he was within thr e nmles
of the hills, where he halted and
formed skirmish lines; all four companies de-
ployed as skirmishers, company ¥, lLieuten-
ant Baxter, moving frum the south to the
northeast side; company H, Captain Wes-
sels, directly oppuosite; company E, Captain
Lawson, clozed in at the month of the
ravine, where the Indians had ecuatreached
themselves; company A moved to their rear,
thus hemming them in on all four sides aad
leaviog no avenue of escape. The
Indiana had placed thewmselves in a deep
washout pnd kept under cover. As s00n is
the skirmishers were within one hundrad and
fifty yards of the savages stronghold, the lat-
ter opened a deadly fire, killing Sergeant
Tageart and privates Brown and Nelson, of
Compuny A, and dangerously, if not fatally,
wounding private Deboisss, of Compuny H.
Degpite the dreadful volley poured into the
troops, they steadily advanced, and when
within seventy-five yards of the savage's po-
sition, fire was opened on all sides wilh ter-
rible effect. At this moment Captain Wes-
séls leading his company aud loudly cheer-
ing them forward, vreceived a very
shght scalp wound from a pistol
in the bands of the blood-thirsty Cheyennes,
rendering bim completely nscosible.” Licu-
tenant Chase, commanding company A, see-
10 the commanding officer fall, rusbed for-
ward and iusl.gnllgeseizl:d Captain Wessels
and carried him beyoud the range of the
enemy’s fire, and then dashing tothe head of
his own company, gallantly led them
to the very edge of the washout,
where they fought the easemy with unalated
fary. M anwhile, the intrepid Wees:lls,
baving regaimned consciousness, again came
to the front, and seeing the ground swewn
with the dead bLodies of the savages, im-
plored his men to cease Bring, with a view to
getting  the balance of the Chey-
enpes to surrender, bLut the latter stub-
bornly refused, rushing at the troops with
formidable bunting-kaives, having expended
their ammunition, dat:irmined to surrender
to death ouly. DBut ere they had advanced
many paces, Lthere came a volley from the
troops, and all was over. Companies Fand
E were in a bad position to sceomplish much,
while Colonel Evens, with B and [} compa-
nies, was on the opposite Llaff, from where
Captain Wes:e'ls started, sud not koowing
the ition of Wessell’s conuinand, arvived
too lale for the action. Oua the cessation of
the firing, the dead bodies of twenty-three
Indiens were found in the rifle-pits occupied
by them, incloding seventeen bucks, four
squaws, and two papooses. Nine ro-
mained, of whom one buck and
five squaws were  more or less
wonnded and Lhree squaws unhart. OF
the troops but the three beretofore mention-
ed were killed, and Captain Wessells and cne
private of his company wounded; the latter
cannot live. Ambulances left here at an early
hour this morning to briog in the dead and
wounded, and are now moving back slowly.
They are expected here with the troops to-
MOrrow evening.

FOETONFICE APPROPRIATIONS.

The principal items in the postoffice sppro-
priation bill, reported to the house from the
committee on appropriations to-day, are es
follows: For compensation of postmasters,
$7,550,000; for clerks in postoffices, #3,460,-
00U; for payment o! lefter-carniers, $1,900,-
000; for mail transportation om star routes,
$5.600,933; for trassportation by railroads,
#5.716,51%0; for transportation by steamboat
routes, £750,000; for compensation to rail-
way postal clerks, #1,350,000; roule-agents,
#1,075,000; for transportation of [greign
mails, $2060,000. It provided that if the
revenye of iho department shall be insuffi-
cient to meet the appropriations made by this
act then the sum of $4,291 319, or so much
thereof as may be necessary, is hereby ap-
propristed to supply deficioncies in the reve-
nue of the postoffice department for the year
ending Jone 30, 1880. The sum recom-
mended by toe il is §34,960,3]3. The total
estimates upon which the bill 1s basad, were
$36,571,500.  Appropriations for the year
ending June 30, 1579, were $33,256,373.
