1ms result tallowed troin
the official reports of the coast s uveys for the
five years between ISO-- ' and 186", bit a note
was attached to it stating that if was so large
that it suggested the possibility ot error in
data, or that so-n- of the triaugulatiou wa3
done within areas previously reported. Tue
superintendent stated lnelloet that the appa
rent cost of the coast survey woik for that
period had been increased by the dirersio.-- i of
the coast survey force ii rn its ordinary du
ties. Governor Com.tock had. accordingly
made an estimate lor lourteeu ye.u.-- , uettveen
1858 and 1S72, tho longest period, it is be
lieved, tor which the necessary coast suivey
data had been published, and had po;;itiJ
0,it that any one wou.d be gravJv in
error who toon tho cost mentioned by tae
superintendent ot toe coast survey iu
his letter, as giving any correct idea oi tuo
total cost per square mile of tin published
coast purvey maps. Uenc-ra-l Humphreys,
alter a lonar review ot the subject, concludes
by savinc that alter a careful reading of the
superintendent's letter, he has been unable to
